1. Welcomes

the establishment of the European Travel Information and Authorisation System
(ETIAS) as one of the further measures to strengthen the protection of the
external borders of the EU;

. Believes

that the better identification and verification of visa-exempt third country
nationals who arrive on EU territory may contribute to the fight against cross-

border crime, terrorism, reduction of illegal migration and strengthening of
internal security; ‘

. Agrees :
- with the Position of the Government and supports the positions that the

Government has decided to hold on this issue at EU level;

. Appreciates particularly

the interoperability of the ETIAS system with other EU and international
information databases and the possibility to reassess the risk indicators for the
examination of and decision on applications for travel authorisation in case of
developments of security and migration situation;

Agrees further

with the validity period of the travel authorisation which is laid down for 5 years,
however, at the same time the Senate is of the opinion that in the interest of
security, regular checks of alerts regarding travel authorisation holders in the
relevant databases should be put in place;

. Supports

a quick activation of the ETIAS system;

. Evaluates positively

the symbolic travel authorisation fee that will cover the costs of establishment and
operation of the system and will not lead to substantial burden on public finances;

6. Requests,

I11.

in accord with the Government, that the Commission clarify the operation of the
ETIAS system in Member States that do not yet fully participate in the application
of the Schengen acquis, to which this Proposal for a Regulation should belong;

Requests

the Government to inform the Senate about the way this Resolution was taken
into account and about further development of negotiations once the political
agreement of the required number of Member States on the main elements of the
proposal is reached, or at an earlier time, should the results of negotiations in the
Council begin to depart considerably from the position of the Czech Republic
expressed in the General Position of the Government; ‘

the European Commission, the European Parliament and the Council.
