The Senate

I.

1. Supports
the setting of clear and balanced conditions in the electricity sectorin the EU and
all reasonable and balanced measures in the area of risk-preparedness in the
electricity sector at the European and national level, in the cooperation of national
regulatory authorities and in the creation of European internal electricity market;

2. Recalls
its long-term opinion (e.g. 148™ Resolution from 17 June 2015 on the Energy
Union), that an internal electricity market based on the interconnection of the
existing electricity infrastructure is endangered among other by unscheduled
electricity flows (e.g. from unstable renewable energy resources) and that power
plants operating in controlled and controllable mode serve as stabilising elements
of the energy grid;

. Notes

that all four proposals for legislative acts include inaccurate definitions and
formulations and that certain important details have not been elaborated, which
constitutes serious deficiencies that need to be rectified during the course of
negotiations;

. Warns

against impetuous establishment of new EU institutions or extending the powers
of current ones without an elaborate impact analysis of such actions (technical,
operating, economic, safety etc.);

. Identifies itself

with the positions of the Government and emphasises especially the
undermentioned problematic elements of individual proposals;

. Does not agree

with the proposed transfer of decision-making powers to the level of regional

cooperation of the member states according to the three proposals for regulations,

especially :

- in the area of risk-preparedness, because it is of the opinion that consultations
of risk-preparedness plans must follow the geographic logic, otherwise they
will create an unnecessary increase of administrative burden-and limit the
capacity of action during the solution of exceptional situation;

- regarding the establishment of regional operational centres, because it
constitutes an interference in the activities of operators of transmission
systems, which can endanger the national energy supply safety;

. Emphasizes,

regarding the proposal for a regulation on risk-preparedness in the electricity
sector, that possible crises in the electricity sector cannot be contained by
administrative methods, but by flexible operational procedure, and that it is
necessary to safeguard the security and protection of sensitive information;

. Disagrees, further,

with the proposed transfer of powers from the national level to the EU level
according to the proposal for a regulation on the internal market for electricity,
because these changes would impose a restriction on the member states’
decision-making regarding the structure of the national energy mix and they
contradict the standard market processes and mechanisms, which must also apply
to the energy sector;

. Has reservations

to the proposed changes in the cooperatioh of energy regulators:
- disagrees, as a matter of principle, with the change in the voting system in the
Board of Regulators;

.- is of the opinion, that prior to any extension of the powers of the Agency for

the Cooperation of Energy Regulators or transfer of powers between its bodies,
it is necessary to evaluate properly the possible outcome of such changes;

. Supports :

the strengthening of consumers’ rights at the energy market and possibilities for
their active participation in the market according to the proposal on common rules

for the internal market in electricity; however the Senate insists on securing equal
conditions for all participants at the market;

. Requests the Government

to inform the Senate about the way this resolution was taken into account and
about further development of negotiations once the political agreement of the’
required number of Member States on the main elements of the proposals are
reached, or at an earlier time, should the results of negotiations in the Council
begin to depart considerably from the position of the Czech Republic expressed in
the General Position of the Government;

. Authorises

the President of the Senate to forward this Resolution to the European
Commission.
