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Motion for a European Parliament resolution on the security of European citizens
The European Parliament,
–
having regard to Rule 133 of its Rules of Procedure,
A.
whereas, according to the German press, including the newspaper Welt am Sonntag, the man responsible for the Paris police station attack on 7 January 2016 had been living in a shelter for asylum seekers in Germany;
B.
whereas the perpetrator, who has yet to be identified, registered with the authorities four times, giving different aliases and nationalities each time;
C.
whereas this state of affairs shows that it is simply not feasible to identify everyone who enters Europe illegally;
D.
whereas current EU immigration policy is frankly dangerous and is making a mockery of the so-called European area of freedom, security and justice (AFSJ), established under Article 3(2) TEU and Articles 67 to 89 TFEU;

Calls on the Commission to do everything in its power to safeguard the security of EU citizens, in keeping with the principles underpinning the AFSJ.
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
