Joélle Bergeron, rapporteure. — Monsieur le Président, chers collegues, je vous remercie de me
donner la parole pour vous présenter ce rapport d'initiative traitant des systeémes pénitentiaires et
des conditions de vie dans les prisons en Europe.

Comme certains d’entre vous, javais des idées précongues sur les prisons, la population carcérale
et le personnel pénitentiaire. Cest pourquoi je suis allée voir concrétement ce qui se passe sur le
terrain, en France et dans d’autres Etats membres, afin de prendre en compte l'avis de tous les
intervenants: détenus, personnel, administration pénitentiaire, services d’insertion et de probation,
responsables ministériels.

Je tiens dailleurs tout particulierement a remercier Mme Chinnici et Mme Hautala qui m’ont
permis de visiter des établissements dans leur pays respectif, c’est-a-dire I'Italie et la Finlande.

Jai moi-méme effectué un grand nombre de visites en France. Les intervenants du monde carcéral
nous ont accordé beaucoup de temps afin de nous faire comprendre leur situation, les difficultés
qui se posent a eux, et ils nous ont démontré qu'il y avait d’autres voies que le «tout carcéral».

La situation et les conditions de vie des personnes incarcérées sont un vrai probleme humain. Je
voudrais vous rappeler quelques chiffres: en 2014, selon les chiffres du Conseil de 'Europe, il y
avait un peu plus de 1,6 millions de détenus en Europe. Ce chiffre inclut les personnes
emprisonnées aprés condamnation, mais aussi celles qui sont en détention provisoire.

Toujours selon le Conseil de 'Europe, le taux de population pénitentiaire aurait diminué de 7 %
entre 2013 et 2014. Cependant, la surpopulation n’en demeure pas moins une question centrale
des systemes pénitentiaires puisque, si le taux d’occupation carcérale est de 117 % en Europe, il est
de plus de 200 % dans les maisons d’arréts, et je vous rappelle que ces établissements mélangent
les condamnés et les personnes en attente de condamnation.

La surpopulation carcérale entraine des conditions de vie déplorables qui relevent d’un traitement
inhumain et dégradant au sens de l'article 3 de la convention européenne des droits de 'homme.
C'est sur la base de ce texte et de ses recommandations que ce rapport a été élaboré.

A la surpopulation s’ajoutent tous les problémes liés a la vétusté des structures pénitentiaires, au
manque de soins et de suivi médical, a la violence entre détenus, mais aussi entre détenus et
personnel pénitentiaire.

Ce personnel que j’ai rencontré, bien qu'il soit souvent en sous-effectif et se sente mal considéré,
effectue sa mission avec un professionnalisme et une humanité impressionnants.

Cette prise de contact directe avec les gens de terrain, mais aussi avec des experts juristes et des
associations qui suivent ces problématiques carcérales, m’a permis de réaliser la complexité de ce
sujet et la nécessité d’aborder toutes les facettes de la vie carcérale, a savoir notamment: les
conditions de vie et les soins des détenus; la protection des plus vulnérables (malades, femmes et
mineurs); le maintien des liens familiaux des détenus; I'éducation, I'instruction et la réinsertion; la
prévention, l'identification et le traitement de la radicalisation; la formation et les conditions de
travail du personnel pénitentiaire.

Toutes ces problématiques sont liées les unes aux autres, et il en va du devoir des Etats membres de
développer des politiques pénitentiaires respectueuses de la dignité de chacun sans négliger un
traitement efficace et adapté de la délinquance.
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Les faits sont tétus et prouvent que le systeme du «tout carcéral» peut ne pas étre le plus efficace,
voire, dans certains cas, étre contre-productif. C’est pourquoi il me semble nécessaire d’encourager
les bonnes pratiques existantes dans certains Etats membres, et notamment dans les pays
scandinaves, qui privilégient la prévention, les peines alternatives, la prise en charge médico-
sociale des détenus et la préparation a la réinsertion via des systemes de prisons ouvertes.

Lorsque l'incarcération est indispensable, nous devons garder a l'esprit que la mission de la prison
est aussi la préparation a la réinsertion des détenus pour éviter une récidive qui, dans certains cas,
peut atteindre plus de 50 % dans les cinq ans qui suivent la sortie. Une réinsertion sociale réussie
réduit la récidive.

Le fait que je ne sois pas partisane du tout carcéral ne veut pas dire pour autant que je sois naive ou
laxiste. Ma conception vise a donner un réel sens a I'incarcération. Il faut protéger les détenus
vulnérables des détenus les plus dangereux si nous voulons éviter les risques de radicalisation et la
chute dans le grand banditisme. Les mesures alternatives permettent d’éviter les contacts entre les
petits délinquants et les détenus les plus dangereux.

En conclusion, je vous dirai que je suis consciente que tous les esprits ne sont pas encore formés a
cette conception plus humaniste de l'univers carcéral. J'espere que le temps vous permettra
d’évoluer sur la question. Il faut que les mentalités changent, que les volontés politiques s’affirment
sans démagogie électorale.

Ce sujet nous concerne tous. La prison reflete I'état social et moral de notre société, mais
également notre conception des droits fondamentaux de la personne.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank honourable
Members for their report. Although detention conditions are primarily the responsibility of
Member States, who have agreed to respect the existing Council of Europe standards on the
matter, the Commission attaches great importance to respect for the fundamental rights of
persons in detention in the European Union. Improving prison conditions has become a priority
at EU level because, among other reasons, they affect the efficient operation of EU mutual
recognition instruments such as the European Arrest Warrant and because of the danger of
radicalisation in prisons. The Commission therefore fully supports this own-initiative report from
the Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs (LIBE).

Increasing prisons’ capacity is not the sole solution to overcrowding as the prison population
tends to rise at the same rate as prison capacity. The focus should therefore rather be on the
improvement of existing penitentiary structures, many of which in different Member States are
obsolete and do not function properly in terms of rehabilitation services. To facilitate that we have
undertaken a mapping exercise to see how different EU funds could be employed to improve the
situation in prisons in the EU. I have raised this several times with Justice Ministers, who are not
always fully aware of the possibilities the European funds on regional and cohesion policy offer in
that regard.

But I would also like to mention the importance of alternatives to detention. Member States have
committed themselves under the EU Framework Decisions I just mentioned to accept alternative
sentences, both in the pre-trial and the post-trial stage. Even if the Framework Decisions oblige the
Member States to adopt a certain number of alternatives, for these alternatives to be used you need
a certain practice and a developed probation structure. That is what is lacking in many Member
States. This is an area where a lot could be done at EU level. Some Member States are already well
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advanced in this area and others could learn from them. We could help to exchange best practices
among Member States.

The last point I would like to touch upon is radicalisation. Some of the individuals involved in
terrorist attacks in Europe were allegedly radicalised while serving prison sentences for other
crimes. We need to find ways to prevent such violent radicalisation in our prisons and to help
radicalised individuals to find other paths when they leave prison. Following our Ministerial
Conference on the matter in 2015 and the linked Council conclusions, our priority is to use all
available means, including financial, to support Member States to speed up the setting up of
projects such as the development of deradicalisation and rehabilitation programmes in and
outside prisons, risk assessment tools and training schemes for prison staff, judges and
prosecutors in the Member States. To this effect we made EUR 6.5 million available in 2015 and
2016 under the Justice Programme and continue to do so in 2017 and 2018. Judicial training will
remain an important factor. Prison staff and probation officers are covered by the judicial training
course.

[ would also like to remind you of the Commission’s High-Level Expert Group on radicalisation
that will allow for further discussion with Member States on the possible options for further and
future more structured cooperation mechanisms in this area. One of the priority topics to be
discussed is indeed radicalisation in prisons. I am planning to come back to this issue of
radicalisation in prisons at a high-level meeting before the end of the year.

The Commission also pays particular attention to the children of parents in prison, of whom it is
estimated that there are about 800 000 in the EU. Therefore, this year’s European Forum on the
Rights of the Child, which will take place from 6 to 8 November 2017, will have a focus on the
deprivation of liberty of children and alternatives to detention. Furthermore, the situation of the
children of parents in prison will also be addressed as one of the main topics.

Thank you again for your report as it supports our efforts in tackling the various aspects of
detention in the EU.

Barbara Matera, relatrice per parere della commissione per i diritti della donna e l'uguaglianza di genere. —
Signor Presidente, onorevoli deputati, le donne rappresentano il 4,5% dei detenuti nelle carceri
dell'Unione, un numero che oscilla intorno alle 25.000 unita. In numerose occasioni sono neo-
mamme e madri di bambini. Per questo motivo nella mia relazione ho sottolineato la necessita che
le carceri europee tenessero conto delle speciali esigenze di queste donne.

Trovo importante che gli Stati membri garantiscano il soddisfacimento di tutte le necessita
igieniche e sanitarie delle donne, con riferimento alla salute ginecologica, alle cure pre- e post-
natali, e ad adottare misure adeguate per far fronte ai livelli di sproporzionamento elevato,
soprattutto nell'utilizzo di stupefacenti all'interno delle carceri.

Per far fronte a queste problematicita, ho richiesto la necessita che le carceri femminili siano
dotate di personale prevalentemente femminile, in particolare per le speciali attenzioni che
devono essere date alle donne in stato di gravidanza in carcere, durante e dopo il parto, fornendo
spazi adeguati per l'allattamento, per l'assistenza infermieristica qualificata e specializzata.

Seguendo il principio secondo cui il minore non deve pagare per le responsabilita della madre, ho
cosl ritenuto opportuno suggerire una riflessione su modelli alternativi di detenzione. Non
chiediamo sconti di pena ma semplicemente condizioni piti umane.

José Indcio Faria, em nome do Grupo PPE. — Senhor Presidente, Senhora Comissaria, antes de mais
quero cumprimentar a minha colega Joélle Bergeron pelo seu excelente trabalho. Muito obrigado.

Em 2014 havia mais de meio milhdo de reclusos nas prisdes da Unido Europeia, nimero que
inclui as pessoas condenadas a cumprir uma pena definitiva e as que foram acusadas de um crime
e se encontram em prisdo preventiva que, de acordo com os dados do Eurostat, sdo mais de 20 %
da populagio prisional total.

Embora as condigdes de detengdo e a gestdo das prisdes sejam da responsabilidade dos Estados-
Membros, a Unido tem também de desempenhar um papel necessario na salvaguarda dos direitos
fundamentais dos detidos e na criagdo do espago europeu de liberdade, seguranga e de justiga. Ha
consideraveis diferencas entre os sistemas judiciais e penitencidrios utilizados nos paises da Unido,
nomeadamente no que respeita a adocdo de medidas alternativas, a detencdo e a penas
substitutivas das penas de curta duracdo.

Esta Casa aprovou, em 99, uma importante resolugéo sobre as condigées das prisoes na Unido,
adaptagdes e penas de substituicdo. Passados quase 20 anos estamos de novo a discutir este
assunto e muitas das premissas e situacdes entdo identificadas sdo as mesmas daquelas que aqui
hoje discutimos.

Caros Colegas, creio que hd necessidade de convergéncia das formas de exercicio da justica nos
Estados-Membros, apesar das dificuldades que tal implica. Hoje é possivel constatar graves
problemas no sistema prisional, como disse a Sra. Comissaria, de sobrepopulagdo carceraria,
consumo de substincias de uso ilicito, taxa alarmante de niimeros de suicidios e a radicalizagio
em muitas das prisdes da Unido que sio fendmenos muito preocupantes que requerem uma
atencdo particular.

Por tudo isto, caros Colegas, entendo que as instituicdes da Unido devem apoiar técnica e
economicamente, tanto quanto possivel, a melhoria dos sistemas e das condigdes prisionais,
sobretudo nos Estados-Membros que enfrentam graves dificuldades financeiras. A situacdo nas
prisdes da Europa é preocupante e o Parlamento Europeu tem um papel indeclindvel na inversio
desta situacdo.

Caterina Chinnici, a nome del gruppo S&D. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, signora
Commissaria io desidero innanzitutto ringraziare la collega Bergeron per l'ottimo lavoro svolto e
tutti i relatori ombra. Come emerso nel corso delle visite svolte dalla stessa relatrice in alcuni
istituti penitenziari e come ¢ stato giustamente evidenziato nella relazione, il sovraffollamento,
condizioni di vita degradanti, la mancanza di attivita formative, la carenza talvolta di personale
specializzato sono aspetti purtroppo comuni a diversi Stati membri dell'Unione.

Tuttavia, il testo non si limita ad evidenziare i malfunzionamenti esistenti nei sistemi penitenziari
europei, ma individua anche linee guida e buone prassi da attuare negli istituti di pena degli Stati
membri. E se pure la gestione dei sistemi carcerari rientra nella competenza esclusiva degli Stati
membri, 'Unione europea puo e deve svolgere un ruolo chiave in materia di salvaguardia dei
diritti fondamentali dei detenuti.

Il detenuto ¢ prima di tutto un essere umano, titolare di diritti, la cui dignita deve essere sempre
garantita e salvaguardata. Assicurare ad ogni detenuto condizioni di vita dignitose, non ¢ soltanto
un obbligo umanitario, ma costituisce il presupposto indispensabile per un percorso di recupero
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che trova nell'accesso a misure alternative, lo strumento pitt idoneo per consentirne la
risocializzazione e il reinserimento nella vita civile.

I dati raccolti nel corso della stesura della relazione confermano appunto questa tesi: infatti, i
condannati che hanno beneficiato di misure alternative presentano tassi di recidiva molto piu
bassi rispetto a chi sconta l'intera pena in regime di detenzione. Il crescente ricorso a pene
alternative o a misure di comunita, comunque, dovra essere accompagnato dalle necessarie
riforme dei sistemi giudiziari, educativi e sociali, cosi come lei stessa, signora Commissaria ha
sottolineato.

La buona riuscita dei processi rieducativi richiede anche pero lindispensabile contributo del
personale di polizia penitenziaria, sempre in prima linea nel rapporto con i detenuti. Alla polizia
penitenziaria vanno garantite risorse adeguate, supporto ed appropriata formazione, soprattutto
alla luce delle nuove sfide cui i sistemi penitenziari degli Stati membri devono far fronte.

Penso in particolare al fenomeno della radicalizzazione, che non potra essere adeguatamente
prevenuto e contrastato senza adeguato monitoraggio e specifici programmi di trattamento
penitenziario.

Angelika Mlinar, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, in some EU Member States
detention conditions fail to comply with international law and human rights standards, especially
those included in the European Convention on Human Rights and the case law of the European
Court of Human Rights. I welcome that this resolution is addressing the main problems prisons in
the EU face such as overpopulation, radicalisation of prisoners, outdated facilities, lack of medical
care, violence, lack of resources, poor staff levels and violations of fundamental rights of prisoners.

Member States should exchange best practices and follow recommendations, especially
concerning the modernisation of prisons and the development of educational and practical skills
to facilitate reintegration. In addition, special attention should be paid to vulnerable, elderly and
disabled prisoners and the specific needs of women as well as children. In this regard, it is vital to
improve the training of prison staff also with the aim of countering radicalisation in prisons.

As a Member of the Committee on Women'’s Rights, I would like to address the importance of
hygiene standards within prisons and the provision of health services such as pre- and post-natal
care. In this regard, it is important to highlight that the automatic separation of a mother from her
child creates an additional penalty and can cause major emotional disturbances. Therefore, I call
on the Member States to enable mothers to stay with their children as long as possible by
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providing adequate spaces for breastfeeding and extending visiting and telephone time between
children and their parents.

Josu Juaristi Abaunz, en nombre del Grupo GUE/NGL. — Sefior presidente, gracias a la ponente por
su trabajo. Los derechos humanos de todos los ciudadanos deben ser garantizados. Los de los
presos y presas también. En demasiadas ocasiones, las condiciones de vida en prision llegan al
trato inhumano o degradante. Es una muy buena noticia que este informe se base en el principio
de reintegracién. En él se habla de que la prisién preventiva debe ser una medida de dltimo
recurso, de que la cdrcel es particularmente inadecuada, por ejemplo, para los presos gravemente
enfermos, y serfa el primer texto de la Union en condenar la politica penitenciaria de alejamiento
que aplican algunos Estados miembros.

Como consecuencia de la politica de dispersion que aplican los Estados espaiiol y francés, solo dos
de los 314 presos y presas vascas de motivacién politica estdn en prisiones del Pais Vasco;
veintiuno estdn gravemente enfermos. Este informe es un primer paso para pedir a la Comisioén
Europea que regule los derechos de los presos a nivel europeo y que establezca mds garantias.

Eva Joly, au nom du groupe Verts/ALE. — Monsieur le Président, Madame la Commissaire, je
voudrais d’abord rendre hommage a ma collegue, Mme Bergeron, pour son engagement sur ce
sujet. On sent vraiment que ¢a lui tient a cceur, a juste titre. Un grand merci a vous.

A quoi sert la prison? Apres-guerre, en France, la réforme Amor affirmait qu'elle devait
simultanément protéger la société, respecter les détenus et favoriser leur réinsertion. Soixante-dix
ans plus tard, en France et dans la majorité des Etats membres, elle ne remplit aucune de ces trois
missions.

La prison ne protege pas la société, elle n’est qu'une illusion d’efficacité qui sanctionne surtout les
populations précaires. Nos sociétés criminalisent de plus en plus des faits mineurs et condamnent
a la prison plus souvent et plus longtemps. Cela est surtout vrai pour les petits délits, alors que les
délits en col blanc sont encore largement tolérés et non poursuivis.

L'incarcération entraine une désocialisation professionnelle et familiale, et potentiellement une
resocialisation dans les milieux délinquants criminels, voire radicaux. La prison augmente
également le risque de récidive. Est-ce vraiment cela protéger la société? Les détenus, loin d’étre
respectés, sont niés dans leur humanité. Partout, la logique sécuritaire s’est imposée, alors méme
que la criminalité diminuait. Le nombre de détenus a par conséquent explosé, la surpopulation
carcérale a atteint des sommets et les conditions de détention se sont cruellement dégradées. Les
maisons d’arrét en France ont un taux moyen d’occupation de 170 %. Combien de condamnations
de la CEDH faudra-t-il pour que les capacités d'accueil soient enfin respectées? Quand
accepterons-nous de dépénaliser les infractions mineures?

Enfin, la réinsertion des détenus est loin d’étre favorisée: 15 % seulement des détenus en France ont
un travail en maison d’arrét, il est tres difficile d’y suivre un enseignement, ou méme d’avoir acces a
des livres, y exercer sa citoyenneté est un parcours de combattant. Faute de véritables programmes
de réinsertion et de suivi personnalisé, la peine de prison est vide de sens. Emprisonner plus, c’est
donc moins bien défendre la société.

D’autres réponses plus efficaces existent. Le rapport d'initiative présenté aujourd’hui formule de
bonnes recommandations en ce sens. A nos gouvernements d’en tirer les conséquences.
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A quoi sert la prison en Europe, en 2017? A faussement rassurer la société, certainement pasala
protéger. La prison aujourd’hui, c’est de l'argent perdu pour les contribuables, du temps perdu
pour les prisonniers et peine perdue pour la société.

Laura Ferrara, a nome del gruppo EFDD. — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, nonostante il
tasso di occupazione delle carceri in Europa sia leggermente diminuito negli ultimi anni, rimane
ancora gravissimo il disagio causato dall'eccessivo sovraffollamento dei penitenziari. Una
situazione che diventa ancor pitt drammatica se si pensa alla vetusta della stragrande maggioranza
delle carceri, alla carenza di adeguati servizi sanitari, alla violenza che spesso alberga nelle prigioni
e, non ultimo, alle difficilissime e spesso sottovalutate condizioni di lavoro del personale
penitenziario.

Come gia ribadito da questo Parlamento, i diritti fondamentali dei detenuti devono essere garantiti
dalle autorita nazionali. Pertanto, ¢ necessario che gli Stati membri affrontino con urgenza il tema
dellabuso delle misure di custodia cautelare, cosi come quello delle misure alternative alla
detenzione che favoriscono la rieducazione e il reinserimento sociale dei condannati, socialmente
non pericolosi.

La relazione della collega Bergeron ha il pregio di mettere in risalto gli aspetti critici di una realta
che, di solito, siamo abituati ad ignorare, ricordando che la bussola che deve guidarci ¢ sempre il
rispetto dei diritti fondamentali e la salvaguardia della dignita umana dei detenuti.

Gilles Lebreton, au nom du groupe ENF. — Monsieur le Président, le rapport Bergeron ne présente
rigoureusement aucun intérét. Pétri de bons sentiments, il condamne la surpopulation carcérale et
préconise de développer des peines alternatives a la prison. On croirait lire la loi Taubira. De facon
surréaliste, le rapport Bergeron espere méme «la mise en place d'une démocratie représentative
dans les prisons».

Face a ce délire, digne de l'ultragauche, je tiens a rappeler que la politique pénitentiaire releve de la
souveraineté des Etats et non de la compétence de I'Union européenne. C'est pourquoi le groupe
Europe des nations et des libertés a déposé un projet alternatif de résolution qui appelle les Etats a
assumer leur souveraineté et a prendre deux mesures radicales pour diminuer la surpopulation
carcérale.

Premiérement, reprendre le contrdle de leurs frontiéres nationales pour empécher certains
criminels d’entrer et, deuxiemement, conclure des accords bilatéraux avec des pays tiers pour que
les détenus étrangers y purgent leur peine.

Las alternativas a la prision, como la mediacién para
reparacion de los dafios causados, los servicios comunitarios o los tratamientos fuera de la carcel
para personas con problemas de salud mental o drogodependencia son la alternativa, y, por
supuesto, la justicia social, la lucha contra la desigualdad y la fortaleza de los servicios publicos
son la inica manera de combatir los problemas sociales.

In England and Wales there are over 4 000 EU
citizens in prisons, and while in the Brexit negotiations there is a desire to include the treatment of
these prisoners in the negotiations and have a settlement on it, it is not yet clear what that will
mean. The Catholic bishops tell me that they are very much involved in the pastoral care of these
prisoners.
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The Home Secretary can deport EU citizens who commit offences but this is currently restricted
by European law. Post-Brexit, EU citizens who have problems with the system in the UK after
withdrawal are likely to fall under the provisions set out in the UK Borders Act of 2007, which
contains far less restrictive grounds for deportation and requires deportation of foreign offenders
sentenced to at least 12 months in prison. I think we need to understand that this is a very
sensitive issue, and again [ am grateful to the Church leaders for raising it.

L’exemple de la France est le plus emblématique de cet état alarmant des prisons en Europe: une
surpopulation carcérale record avec plus de 10000 places manquantes, des conditions de
détention préoccupantes et indignes, pres de 1 500 détenus considérés comme radicalisés, un
personnel pénitentiaire méprisé, avec des conditions de travail totalement indignes. Et la France
n’est pas un cas isolé.

En mai 2016, j'ai envoyé une lettre et un questionnaire a I'ensemble des ministres de la justice des
Etats membres pour avoir un état des lieux de la situation des prisons en Europe. Un tiers des pays
sont en état de surpopulation carcérale et tous ont du mal a réinsérer leurs détenus, la plupart font
d’ailleurs état d’'un taux de récidive supérieur a 40 %.

Oui, la politique pénitentiaire est une compétence nationale, mais les défis que représente la
dégradation de la situation sont les mémes pour tous. Les exemples les plus criants sont la violence
dans les prisons et la détention de détenus de plus en plus difficiles et dangereux, tels que les
détenus radicalisés.

Nous devons trouver et promouvoir des lignes directrices communes. C'est notre responsabilité.
La prison doit évoluer, s'adapter aux nouvelles formes de délinquance et de criminalité ainsi
qu'aux nouveaux profils des détenus.

Dans ce rapport, je préconise d’ailleurs la mise en place de régimes de détention différenciés en
fonction de la dangerosité des détenus. Il est aujourd’hui inadmissible que, dans les stratégies
nationales et européennes de lutte contre le terrorisme, les prisons ne soient pas prises en compte.
Elles sont pourtant au cceur du probléme et constituent une partie de la solution.

Les attaques terroristes en Europe se multiplient, alors que la prison, avec internet, est le principal
vecteur de la radicalisation. Nous ne pouvons pas rester inactifs.

Un autre aspect majeur a traiter sans plus attendre est la question de la réinsertion pour prévenir la
récidive. Ces mesures de réinsertion doivent étre absolument internalisées et débuter au cours de la
détention.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, honourable Members, this is a very
serious and important debate about very serious issues. I see two big problems here: one, which
you have mentioned many times, is the lack of respect for the dignity of individuals, and this what
we see by breaching human rights in European prisons. The second big issue was not debated here
so frequently and this is the fact that we have many innocent people in European prisons. This is
not only the case regarding people who are in pre-trial detention, where they have the right to the
presumption of innocence. They have not been tried and they have the right to better conditions
in European prisons.

When we debate this issue I am thinking about how we can help more because you have said
many times, and [ also said it at the beginning, that the EU has a quite weak competence here. I
was exploring some legislative possibility to improve the situation of pre-trial detention, but we
do not see enough space to do that, so we are focusing on three things: funding; training of
professionals; and sharing, and helping to share, best practices.

On the question of funding, of course we see a lack of money here and when I discuss it with those
responsible in the Member States — the experts — I sometimes hear varying information or
suggestions. It is not politically popular to ask for money to improve the situation in prisons,
because people will ask: why do you not give more funding to schools and hospitals? This is the
reality, but this is not the answer. We have to look into it. I was addressed by 11 Ministers of
Justice by letter, who asked the EU to help with funding and I replied with a very precise
description of where and how EU funds can be used for improving the situation, and helping them
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to solve the most serious issues such as overcrowding and bad conditions. I see the possibility of
using EU funds — the European Development Fund — for investments in prisons, for investments
into technological or technical measures to introduce more alternative kinds of penalties. We see a
lot of possibilities from the European Social Fund for better rehabilitation of inmates into normal
life and for training practitioners working in prisons and in probation services. So there are
possibilities, but we need to invest more political will in it.

My interest is also, as you have mentioned many times here, to have the European Arrest Warrant
fully functioning. I am in continuous debate with the respective Member States where we have the
problems on how to change the situation. So we are working, I think, exactly in the direction
which many of you have suggested here. I have been in several prisons in European Member
States. Everywhere, [ saw the need to reorganise the service.

You mentioned several times that radicalisation is a problem here. Radicalisation is a very serious
problem. We have seen the statistics which show that about 15% of radicalised people are
radicalised in prisons, and so we see a clear need to work more on an individual basis and also on
the reorganisation of working and structures in prisons to come up with effective solutions to this
big problem.

We also see that more investments are necessary, and I have already spoken about financing. A
change of approach is also necessary here and I see some very good examples. That is why sharing
best practices is so important. Two weeks ago, I was in Austria, in the village of Gerasdorf, in a
detention centre for young people, and I saw a very good example of how to work with young
people who have the right to be given a second chance to get back to normal life. I saw a very
good programme of requalification and I think that these are examples which should be followed
in all the Member States. Again, political will and money are both necessary, so let us work in that
direction. Thank you very much for these debates. Thank you for the report, Ms Bergeron, and let
us continue working together on this issue.

Ce systeme criminalise les innocents, mais
surtout, il met le personnel pénitentiaire en tres grand danger.
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Voila, je crois que ce sujet est extrémement vaste. Il y a évidemment le probleme de la
radicalisation, mais aussi I'incarcération de malades psychiatriques, qui devraient étre soignés et
celle de mineurs, qui devraient étre éduqués et réhabilités.

Charles Tannock, author. — Mr President, the plight of albino people in Malawi is a true tragedy. I
still remember debating this same issue in relation to Tanzania almost a decade ago. The apparent
killing of innocent albinos — or persons with albinism — and, tragically, mainly of children, for
their body parts is still happening in many African states as well as Malawi, where there has been a
recent spate and rise in the number of killings to more than 20. Other states reportedly affected
include Burundi, Mozambique, Kenya, Nigeria and Zambia.

Already, this vulnerable community is at risk of the medical consequences of albinism in the
tropics, including a high risk of fatal skin cancer, but they are also now being murdered — almost
unbelievably — to satisfy demand for traditional medicine that is more akin to medieval sorcery.

The EU should not hesitate to campaign on the issue. I welcome the reforms of the penal code in
Malawi. I also welcome the recent adoption of the regional action plan for 2017-2021 jointly by
the African Union and the United Nations.

These criminal and discriminatory incidents involve violent attacks, abductions, human
trafficking and killings. When the subject was last discussed in this House, honourable Members
drew attention to a number of crucial actions which needed to be pursued. These actions remain
highly relevant today. That is why the EU has been engaging with the concerned countries, urging
protection and policing in communities where attacks against albinos are rife, while encouraging
the authorities to bring the perpetrators of these crimes to justice. This requires, inter alia,
increased cooperation across borders because the problem often has a regional dimension.

At the same time, honourable Members, we have also supported your recognition of the need to
tackle the roots of social stigma against people with albinism, as well as encouraging
acknowledgement of their specific needs, be they medical, psychological, educational or social.
This challenge requires a longer-term commitment, implying close cooperation with all the
stakeholders, including civil society, which has a role to play in confronting social beliefs deeply
entrenched in superstition.
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On a more positive note, the international community is also increasingly mobilising against this
situation. On 13 June, we marked International Albinism Awareness Day. That and the recent
appointment of the first ever United Nations independent expert on the enjoyment of human
rights by persons with albinism are important steps towards increasing awareness of this issue.
Moreover, the governments concerned are demonstrating increasing recognition of the scale of
this problem, which is a positive initial step.

We stand ready for further engagement with our partners, and, through our delegations, the EU
will continue supporting local civil-society efforts. Our aim is that persons with albinism will be
fully able to live in dignity, free from violence and discrimination.

This policy is affecting, in particular, the indigenous community of Crimean Tatars. Their political
representation, the Mejlis, was banned and two prominent Mejlis leaders, Mr [lmi Umerov and
Mr Akhtem Chiygoz, were given lengthy prison sentences, as was Mr Mykola Semena, a journalist
linked to Radio Free Europe. In our resolution we provide a long list of prisoners — political
prisoners, prisoners of conscience — who are to be remembered. We also know the names of
perpetrators of massive human rights violations, including judges sentencing, in the name of
illegal Russian courts, the patriots of the Ukraine, of the Tatar community.

We need to broaden the group of people who are subject to our individual sanctions, to take
restrictive measures against these people.

Dariusz Rosati, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, we are going to vote today on a
resolution on the two Crimean Tatar leaders Akhtem Chiygoz and Ilmi Umerov, and the journalist
Mykola Semena, who have been sentenced to prison for simply expressing their views. We
demand their immediate release. But our debate is more general. We are speaking here about
ongoing grave abuses by the Russian Federation of human rights in the illegally annexed Crimea
region of Ukraine.

The recently published UN Human Rights Council report about the human rights situation in
Crimea states that imprisonments, arrests, tortures and abductions were amongst the actions
targeted against people opposing the Russian annexation of Crimea. These inhuman and shameful
practices demonstrate once again that Russia continuously violates international law and is a
threat to European security. I therefore welcome the June prolongation of sanctions against Russia
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concerning its annexation of Crimea. The sanctions should be maintained and extended until the
human rights of the people of Crimea are fully protected and Crimea is returned to Ukraine.

Tibor Szanyi, on behalf of the SED Group. — Mr President, ever since the illegal annexation of the
Crimean peninsula by Russia, this Parliament has been — and must remain — in the forefront of
international protest against Putin’s expansionism. As we insist on restoring the sovereignty,
independence and territorial integrity of Ukraine, we must see beyond the legal and military
consequences and must keep reminding Europe and the world of the human suffering and
injustice the local population must endure, particularly the most daring, who challenge and fight
the illegal occupation.

This motion calls for our joint solidarity with the people of Crimea, especially of the local Tatar
community whose members and leaders are Moscow’s main targets in repressing and avenging
opposition, similarly to representatives of the free press. The convictions and detentions of Tatar
leaders — who as Mejlis leaders are actually our colleagues — [lmi Umerov and Akhtem Chiygoz, as
well as the journalist Mykola Semena, must be reversed, their freedom and human rights restored.

However, their cases represent only the tip of the iceberg as far as Putin’s reckless repression is
concerned, marked by violence, torture, illegal detention and transfer of detainees to Russia. This
motion recalls the names of many other Crimean Tatar and other victims and as MEPs, we must
remain vigilant and active in updating this dire list and highlighting every single case of human
rights abuse. Also the EU needs to further empower and supply the EEAS, and support the UN, the
OSCE and the civilians in their monitoring and humanitarian efforts.

Indeed, Putin behaves in Crimea like the worst kind of occupation force, following the most
appalling inhuman Stalinist patterns, ignoring all norms of international law of human rights and
of decency. I believe Crimea is the testing ground, as far as Europe’s tolerance and democratic
determination is concerned. Let the Crimean Tatars’ fate be a reminder of this to all, in or out of
the EU, who still nourish illusions about Moscow’s intentions, and who tend to regard the illegal
annexation as a kind of fait accompli.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission, on behalf of the Vice-President of the Commission / High
Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy. — Mr President, the human rights
situation in the Crimean Peninsula has been deteriorating severely, as most recently documented
in a report by the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights on 25 September. This
report highlights the fact that Russian law has replaced Ukrainian law, in violation of international
humanitarian law, that prisoners have been transferred to Russia (something which is prohibited
under international humanitarian law), that there are systemic restrictions of fundamental
freedoms, that there have been multiple failures to uphold the right to a fair trial and, not least,
that there are arbitrary detentions, enforced disappearances, ill-treatment and torture.

The three cases before us regrettably illustrate very well the worsening situation. On
11 September, the Deputy Chair of the Mejlis, Akhtem Chiygoz, was sentenced to eight years’
imprisonment for participating in a pre-annexation rally held in support of the territorial integrity
of Ukraine. On 22 September, the journalist Mykola Semena received a two-and-a-half-year
suspended prison sentence merely for doing his job and, on 27 September, the Deputy Chair of
the Mejlis, [lmi Umerov, was sentenced to two years in prison for defending Ukraine’s territorial
integrity in television interviews.

These three cases are clear violations of fundamental freedoms, particularly that of expression. In
addition, the EU does not recognise the illegal annexation and, therefore, we do not recognise the
application of Russian law in the peninsula, including the politically motivated sentences given to
Mr Chiygoz, Mr Umerov and Mr Semena. The European External Action Service has issued a
statement in each of these cases.

The EU also raises the issue of human rights violations and abuses in Crimea in public statements
in international forums. EU officials regularly meet human rights defenders and journalists from
Crimea, to be well informed about the situation on the ground. Currently, we are following closely
the situation of four Crimean Tatars detained on Monday. All illegally detained Ukrainian citizens
in Crimea and Russia should be released and their right to legal counsel and access to consular
officers must be fully respected. Access to health care must be ensured, there should be full, free
and unhindered access to the peninsula for international human rights personnel.

The EU remains unwavering in its support for the territorial integrity and sovereignty of Ukraine
and does not recognise the illegal annexation of the Crimean Peninsula, which is a violation of
international law.

Crimean leaders, including Akhtem Chiygoz and Ilmi
Umerov, are being prosecuted for opposing Russia’s annexation of Crimea. The same is true for
journalists, like Mykola Semena, who has been a vocal critic of Russia’s occupation and suggested
that Ukraine should have blockaded the peninsula. He was convicted of acting against the
‘territorial integrity of the Russian Federation’, leaving him with a two-year suspended sentence
and three-year ban on public activities.

While Semena does not have to serve a prison sentence, he is banned from public activities,
including journalism, which takes away his freedom of speech and expression. If he violates this
ban, he will be imprisoned by the Russian authorities. Ukrainian officials are working to bring
Semena back to the Ukraine. There is a dire need to hold Russia accountable for their violations of
human rights and to bring justice for the victims of these violations.

However, we
will welcome an opportunity to discuss our findings with everyone who is so concerned today on
our return.

I think it is clear to say that we recognise the positive role that the Maldives is playing in terms of
their international commitment on climate change and their cooperation with the European
Union on issues of security, for example. However, as has been made very clear this morning,
there are very deep concerns about issues of governance since the major constitutional changes of
2008. On our last visit, and since then, we have picked up on growing concern about the
independence and impartiality of the judiciary at all levels, the recent suspension of one third of
lawyers, the narrowing of the freedom of expression and the pressure on independent media.

The recent murder of the blogger that people have referred to actually sent shockwaves
throughout the Maldives, as well as the rest of the world, because murder is so rare in that society.
I think all of us, as MPs, would be worried if we saw most of our party leaders in jail, facing
criminal charges. So we need productive political dialogue, and we need a strengthening of
independent bodies, such as the Human Rights Commission, so that we can see democracy move
forward in the Maldives, as we all hope.

The blogger and prominent human rights defender Yameen Rasheed was killed in April. Sadly, he
is another victim of the wider crackdown on the freedom of expression in the Maldives.

My Group is alarmed at the deteriorating situation, as well as the continued harassment of the
media, political opponents and civil society. We ask the External Action Service and Member
States to make full use of all instruments at their disposal in order to promote human rights and
democratic principles. We call on the Maldives authorities to stop ruling with an iron fist and
enter into a genuine dialogue with opposition parties and civil society, ensuring free and fair
elections. We also urge them to reinstate the moratorium on the death penalty. It is time to back
up words with action and to embrace human rights and justice. It is in the interest of all
Maldivians.

It even happens in
my own country, and yet there are no successful prosecutions for it. So I would make exactly the
same call to ourselves.

When it comes to the death penalty, I have to say that my opposition to the death penalty is one
which is practical. Simply to say that: if there were the rule of law, if there were fair trials, if we
knew that it was being done in a manner that actually represented justice for a lethal crime, then I
would be saying that it is the sovereign democratic right of that country to take its own decision
on that issue. My concern is that what is happening here is that we are speaking of the death
penalty for children, of a politicised judiciary, and of a country where there is arbitrary detention,
serious concerns over extrajudicial actions and the murder of anti-government bloggers, for
example the case of Yameen Rasheed. So that is not really what is happening, and therefore I take
a much dimmer view. We have a country which has left the Commonwealth and where there is a
huge amount of recruitment going on for ISIS.

Finally, I will finish by just noting the bill on the protection of reputation and good name and
freedom of expression, which seeks to clamp down on freedom of expression in that country. It is
just so Orwellian to say that they have a law for freedom of expression, which is actually being
used for completely the opposite purpose.

Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy. — Mr President, in 2008 the Maldives
made a promising transition from 30 years of authoritarian rule to a democratic system, through
multiparty elections. The EU is monitoring the human rights and political situation in the country
and has expressed a number of concerns.

There is a worrying trend of reduced freedom of expression and freedom of association,
highlighted most recently by the suspension of 56 lawyers for submitting a petition highlighting
concerns with the judiciary. Opposition leaders are imprisoned or restricted in their movements.
After the unprecedented lockdown of the parliament by security forces on 24 July 2017, there
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was an intensified crackdown on opposition legislators. Some journalists and media professionals
also face intimidation and harassment.

On 25 July 2017 the EU delegation accredited to the Maldives, with nine other embassies, made a
local statement to the effect that: ‘It is essential that the freedoms of assembly and expression are
upheld for all. Opposition politicians and members of civil society must be able to conduct their
rightful duties without fear of intimidation or arrest.” In late August the authorities agreed to host
an electoral follow-up mission. [ welcome that decision, which shows the authorities’ openness to
discuss even challenging topics. Follow-up to the implementation of the previous EU
recommendations would be a good framework for dialogue before the upcoming presidential
election planned for November 2018.

There has been a de facto moratorium on the death penalty for more than 60 years. Whereas the
current administration continues publicly to maintain a commitment to resuming executions,
there has not been an execution for more than half a century. The European Union and its
Member States will continue to hold a strong and principled position against the death penalty in
all circumstances and all cases.

Several statements have been issued by the European External Action Service calling for the de
facto moratorium on the death penalty to be upheld as a step towards its abolition. Radicalisation
and criminality are on the rise in the Maldives. The brutal murder of blogger ...

(The President interrupted the speaker)

Mr President, radicalisation and criminality are on the rise in the Maldives. The brutal murder of
blogger and human rights activist Yameen Rasheed in April 2017 testifies to this trend. On the
other hand, the EU and the Maldives are strong partners in the fight against climate change, which
remains one of the important areas of mutual interest. Member States have major investments in
the tourist sector in the Maldives. Every year between 300 000 and 500 000 European tourists
travel to the Maldives. It is important, in the dialogue with the authorities, to ensure the safety and
security of these tourists as well as Maldivian citizens, through cooperation to prevent terrorism
and violent extremism.

To conclude, for several years we have held an annual dialogue to exchange views on issues of
concern and issues of common interest. The last annual EU-Maldives policy dialogue was hosted
by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Malé in May 2017 and we intend to maintain this dialogue.

I have visited many types of prisons, and have seen for myself the good,
the bad and the downright frightening. These experiences have led me to vote against this report,
not because of its good intentions, but because it does not adequately address the most urgent
issue facing prisons across Europe, as well as in Norwich, Bedford, Chelmsford and in the other
prisons across my region: that is the rise of radical and violent ideologies and terrorist
radicalisation.

Jonathan Arnott (EFDD). — Mr President, first of all, if you want to have fewer prisons, you have
to start by having fewer criminals. You need to cut the rate of offending. That means we need to be
in a position where we can cut the rate of reoffending by people who come out of prison.

I believe fundamentally in rehabilitation. I believe that it is good for society if you can take people
and put them back on the straight and narrow. If you want to do that, however, you have to do it
with teeth. You have to make sure that people who get early release from prison have got three
things: that they behave in prison; that they develop their education whilst in prison; and,
fundamentally, that they get a job to go to, so they can break the cycle of reoffending when they
come out. If we do all of those things, then, yes, of course society should invest in helping
prisoners to rehabilitate.

We hear much about the carrot but we don’t hear very much about the stick when it comes to
anything related to our judicial system. I really do believe we need to make sure that those people
who do not engage in the process have got tough prison conditions, and that prison then becomes
for them a place of punishment.

Lastly, what we are completely missing in all of this is that this is not a matter for the European
Union. It is for Member States to decide on their own prison systems.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, I wish to thank all the Members for
their questions on the social economy. Clearly, this is a key issue for all of us. First, the
Commission agrees with Parliament on the importance of the social economy for Europe.
Delivering on a more social and fair Europe is a key priority for the Commission. Earlier this year
we launched a reflection paper on Europe’s social dimension and the pillar of social rights. This
has started a process with citizens, social partners and the European institutions and governments
to find responses to the challenges our societies and citizens face. These challenges require
innovative social and economic models to deliver more growth and well-being in Europe. The
social economy is a core part of this move. It combines solidarity with innovative answers to
societal challenges. It answers the growing demand among European entrepreneurs and
consumers for a new way of doing business responsibly and sustainably.

Social economy is not another economy; it is part of the wider economy. It makes sense to invest
in it, so we want to see the sector succeed.

We have been working with you and other stakeholders to promote the growth of the sector.
Over the last years we have taken several measures and our 2011 Social Business Initiative. We
have encouraged Member States to develop favourable conditions for the social economy and
social enterprises to grow. For instance, the social economy and social enterprises are priorities of
the European Social Fund.

We also recognise that there is untapped potential and barriers which hamper the development of
the sector in many countries, so we are continuing to develop and implement new measures. The
expert group on social entrepreneurship issued some recommendations and we are taking
forward a number of them such as increasing visibility, making funds more easily available or
enforcing and reinforcing the legal environment.

We have carefully analysed the different proposals presented in different EU political documents
and intergovernmental declarations. As a result, we decided to launch a number of new actions to
stimulate the development of the social economy. We announced these in our Start-up and
Scale-up initiative last year. It would be important for any future initiative after 2018, such as a
Social Business Initiative II, to be based on the evaluation of the situation after the current Start-up
and Scale-up initiative has been fully implemented.

Our actions rest on five pillars: access to finance, access to markets, development of better
framework conditions, new technologies and social innovation and the international dimension
of social economic actors. We have made good progress but there are still a number of measures
that we announced and that need to be implemented. We are currently working on finalising all
this work so that the remaining measures will be implemented next year at the latest.
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Given all this work, we think that it would be premature to launch an additional action plan for
the social economy at this stage. We want to first deliver what we have promised and then let us
see if more needs to be done. We are relying on the support of our informal task force on social
economy and social enterprises, involving a number of Commission services.

Honourable Members, once again we fully agree with you on the importance of the social
economy for Europe. The Commission adopted this week the Public Procurement Package and it
will help also to boost social economy and social enterprises. We will continue to work with all
stakeholders to ensure that the voice of the social economy is heard across the whole of Europe.
We want to see more enterprises and more innovations change lives.

Oui, I'économie sociale est un secteur important qui n’a pas la reconnaissance qu'il mérite. Oui,
c’est deux millions d’entreprises, 14,5 millions de salariés, 8 % du PIB de I'Union européenne, une
forte résilience a la crise, comme vient de nous le dire Mme Bilbao.

Ce sont des entreprises qui se définissent d’abord par leur statut: coopératives, mutuelles,
associations, fondations, et qui ne se réduisent pas seulement a des PME, Madame la Commissaire!

Elles peuvent avoir des tailles tres différentes. Méme si nombre d’entre elles se caractérisent par un
fort ancrage territorial, leurs activités ne sont pas purement sociales et encore moins limitées aux
seuls publics les plus défavorisés, méme s'il ne fait nul doute que nombre d’entre elles ont une
finalité sociale. Elles agissent dans tous les champs de 'économie.

La confusion, volontaire ou non, intentionnelle ou pas, entre économie sociale et entreprises
solidaires ne doit pas non plus aboutir a ce que de grandes entreprises fassent du social washing a
bon compte. Le chantier des Social Impact Bonds, en ce domaine, a donné lieu a beaucoup
d’interrogations et a une nécessité de clarification. Certaines entreprises de I'économie sociale,
notamment les plus fragiles d’entre elles, en cette période de pénurie d’argent public, ont besoin de
nouvelles possibilités de financement. Des capitaux privés peuvent y pourvoir, mais des garanties
sont alors nécessaires, et ces entreprises ont encore plus besoin d’accéder a des financements
européens appropriés.

Je vais insister une fois encore sur la nécessité de travailler a un statut qui soit commun a
'ensemble de ces entreprises, a savoir un statut de société de personnes (en anglais, les Personal
Companies). Un tel statut ne réglerait pas tout, mais c’est un des plus stirs moyens de permettre a
ces entreprises de faire reconnaitre leur spécificité, de ne pas les obliger a se dissoudre dans le
modele dominant de la société de capitaux. Notamment quand elles exercent des activités
transfrontalieres, elles veulent étendre leurs activités a linternational. Cest un moyen de
sauvegarder leur spécificité.
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Les entreprises de 'économie sociale et solidaire privilégient le long terme et le réinvestissement
des bénéfices, et non la course au profit et la rentabilité a court terme. Elles sont sans doute, de ce
fait méme, porteuses d’innovations sociales autant qu'économiques. Elles sont fortement
créatrices d’emplois. Ce secteur, qui contribue de fagon essentielle a la promotion d’'un modele de
croissance et de développement plus durable et inclusif, non seulement dans 'Union européenne,
mais aussi partout dans le monde, a besoin d’un cadre approprié pour se développer.

Alors il est temps aujourd’hui de développer et de proposer un plan ambitieux pour les entreprises
de I'économie sociale et solidaire, dont la diversité doit étre garantie, et j'aimerais savoir pourquoi,
Madame la Commissaire, vous considérez qu'il n’est pas temps de le faire, comme vous venez de le
dire?

Les contributions s'accumulent, les propositions de la Commission restent tres en deca de ce que
nous pouvons attendre. Il est temps d’agir pour 'économie sociale et solidaire. Elle le mérite.

Joélle Mélin, au nom du groupe ENF. — Madame la Présidente, mes chers colléegues, la question
posée a la commission de promotion des entreprises de 'économie sociale, assortie d’'un plan
d’action européen, appelle de multiples remarques, nous en retiendrons quatre:

Premiérement, 'économie sociale dans son principe apparait comme un instrument majeur et
efficace de lutte contre le chomage. En effet, nombre d’Européens sont peu a peu laissés sur le bord
du chemin. Cet état de fait est indéniablement l'un des effets pervers de la mondialisation en
général, et de 70 ans de construction européenne en particulier, et ce indépendamment des crises
économiques récurrentes. Chaque pays européen a donc tout intérét a structurer durablement son
économie sociale en fonction de ses caractéristiques.

Deuxiemement, I'élaboration d’'un plan européen d’action ne peut se faire sans définir clairement
le statut des entreprises sociales. Si nous considérons les fondements juridiques francais, il faut
impérativement que ces entreprises répondent a quatre principes: 1) un but autre que le partage
des bénéfices; 2) une gouvernance transparente et participative; 3) une gestion orientée vers un
développement d’activités; et 4) des réserves juridiquement impartageables. A la clé, un nombre
d’emplois tres important: 6% du PIB francais, 8% du PIB européen. Cet encadrement
réglementaire s'assortit, et la est la dérive, d’avantages fiscaux notables, qui de fagon paradoxale,
sont tres avantageux pour le secteur bancaire, les mutuelles, les coopératives, les milieux socio-
éducatifs et sportifs ou de distribution de soins. Tres clairement, cette dérive révele ainsi des
chiffres d’affaires de plusieurs dizaines de milliards d’euros dans certains cas avec, on I'a dit, des
avantages fiscaux colossaux. Tout doit étre fait pour éviter ces dérives.

Troisiemement, la grande mutation de société du monde du travail en raison de la numérisation et
de la robotisation qui rendent ce secteur incontournable.

Voila pourquoi chaque Etat membre devra l'intégrer comme une de ses priorités et étre inventif
quant a toutes les formes qu'il pourra prendre.

Enfin, il apparait trés clairement a nos yeux qu'il s’agit d'un domaine relevant des prérogatives de
IEtat souverain et que, par définition méme, la volonté de mettre en place une économie sociale
européenne revient a créer une autre forme de multinationale, en 'occurrence des multinationales
n’employant que des pauvres. Cest précisément la société low-cost dont nous ne voulons pas.

- Madame la Présidente, Madame la Commissaire, chers collegues, en 2014,
ici, a Strasbourg, plus de 2 000 entrepreneurs sociaux ont lancé un appel pour renforcer le role de

Sedn Kelly (PPE). — Madam President, I agree completely with the social economy model and I
am glad my government does the same, and indeed they have a plan to extend it based on four
foundations. Several Irish social enterprises work with marginalised members of our society,
including persons with disabilities, to provide them with employment they cannot find elsewhere.
During the summer [ was pleased to attend what is called a ‘social farming enterprise’ where
farmers invite people with disabilities on to their farm to work on a regular basis. This was on a
farm in my own area, a cousin of my own, George Kelly from Beaufort, Co. Kerry. This is a great
example of integrating people.

One area where this could also work, especially in Ireland, is in the area of wind farms. There is
opposition to wind farms now because many people feel that individuals are getting the profits
but the whole of society has to carry the burden of noise, etc. which they associate with it; but if it
was based on a social economy model then they would all benefit. I think that is something that
we will really encourage and I am glad to say, as a rapporteur for renewable energy, that they were
including local energy communities in the clean energy package. That certainly could be
worthwhile.

One area in which it was very successful in Ireland is the dairy co-ops. This is where farmers
actually own the co-op, so the co-op works for the producers, the profits can be shared, they can
come together to buy equipment etc., and it works extremely well. I think this is something we
should be encouraging more.
