Presidente. — L'ordine del giorno reca la discussione con il Primo ministro polacco Mateusz
Morawiecki sul futuro dell’Europa (2018/2729(RSP)). Le porgo il nostro benvenuto, signor Primo
ministro.

Come lei sa, e come sanno i miei colleghi, il Parlamento vuole essere il cuore del dibattito sul
futuro del nostro continente e della nostra Unione. Stiamo vivendo momenti particolarmente
difficili: 'Europa deve essere cambiata ma rappresenta un bene prezioso al quale non possiamo
rinunciare, perché ci ha garantito settant’anni di pace, di democrazia e di liberta.

Noi vogliamo che il Parlamento europeo sia sempre pit al centro del dibattito politico, vogliamo
essere protagonisti e vogliamo che il Parlamento europeo abbia potere di iniziativa come tutti i
parlamenti nel mondo. Anche in queste ultime settimane, sul tema dell'immigrazione abbiamo
fatto ascoltare la nostra voce, chiedendo al Consiglio di adottare la riforma del diritto di asilo. E
uno dei temi importanti per il Parlamento.

Sara ora importante per noi, durante questa discussione, ascoltare le sue idee, le sue proposte e
cosa intende fare il governo polacco per dare un contributo alla costruzione dell’Europa del
futuro. Ci sono tante proposte sul tavolo: quelle del Parlamento europeo, quelle della
Commissione e quelle di diversi Stati membri; ecco perché e importante ascoltare cio che pensano
gli Stati membri: vogliamo confrontarci e questo € un metodo nuovo di confronto con un face-to-
face tra il Parlamento europeo e i leader dei governi nazionali.

Mateusz Morawiecki, Premier Polski. — Szanowny Panie Przewodniczacy Antonio Tajani!
Szanowna Pani Minister! Szanowny Panie Przewodniczacy Valdisie Dombrovskisie! Szanowne
Panie Postanki! Szanowni Panowie Postowie! Szanowni Panstwo! To zaszczyt dla mnie jako
premiera rzadu Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej moc przemawiaé tutaj dzi§ w Strasburgu, moéc
przedstawiaé polski punkt widzenia na najwazniejsze wyzwania stojace przed Unig Europejska.
To roéwniez zaszczyt przemawial tu, w Parlamencie Europejskim, ktory sposréd wszystkich
instytucji Unii Europejskiej w najwigkszym stopniu odzwierciedla glos jej obywateli wyrazony w
demokratycznych wyborach. Parlament Europejski jest waznym miejscem dla funkcjonowania
Unii nie tylko jako instytucja majaca ogromny wplyw na ksztalt unijnego prawa, ale réwniez
forum, gdzie prowadzona jest dyskusja o decyzjach, ktére wyznacza kierunki integracji
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europejskiej w najblizszych latach. Polska obchodzi w tym roku pigcset piecdziesiata rocznice
zwolania pierwszego Sejmu i stulecie odzyskania niepodleglosci, kiedy tez jako jeden z
pierwszych krajow na $wiecie przyznalismy kobietom pelne prawa demokratyczne. To pokazuje,
jak gleboko w polskiej kulturze politycznej zakorzeniona jest idea parlamentaryzmu, demokracji i
rzadéw prawa. To wiasnie parlamenty narodowe sg wyrazem glosu suwerena i zywym symbolem
demokracji. Dyskusja o przyszlosci Europy jest jedng z najwazniejszych debat, ktére stoja przed
nami, zwlaszcza kiedy obchodzimy setng rocznice zakoriczenia I wojny Swiatowej, od ktorej
zaczela si¢ trudna historia dwudziestowiecznej Europy. To wlasnie po kataklizmie dwoch wojen
$wiatowych i niewyobrazalnych zbrodniach ludobéjstwa wolne narody Europy podjely ponad 60
lat temu historyczna decyzje o rozpoczeciu integracji, Zeby pomimo dzielacych nas rdznic
poszuka¢ tego, co taczy. Gdyby nie zelazna kurtyna i tragiczny podzial Europy po II wojnie
$wiatowej, Polska réwniez bylaby zatozycielem wspdlnot europejskich zgodnie z wola polskiego
rzadu na uchodzstwie. Tamten podzial postawil polskie spoleczenstwo poza nawiasem pierwsze;
fali integracji europejskiej, ale réwniez poza nawiasem zréwnowazonego rozwoju. Dlatego dzi$
tym bardziej, jako pelnoprawny czlonek Unii, chcemy jak najmocniej wpisac si¢ w poszukiwanie
konstruktywnego programu dla naszego kontynentu. Jak kazdy nar6d Europy, mamy wobec niej
swoje oczekiwania, ale tez mamy wiele do zaoferowania. Nie sposob zrozumie¢ cigglosci i istoty
Europy bez uznania jej greckich, rzymskich i w konicu judeo-chrzescijanskich korzeni. Bez
chrzescijanstwa europejska réznorodnos$¢ nigdy nie osiagnetaby tak dzis cenionego, szczegdlnie
w tej [zbie, poczucia uniwersalizmu, jednoéci w réznorodnosci. Ta dewiza naszej Unii to nie s3
tylko puste stowa. Nasze narody zostaly uksztaltowane przez setki lat poprzez swoja kulture i
instytucje. Uszanowanie tych narodowych tozsamosci jest fundamentem zaufania w Unii.
Pluralizm konstytucyjny wpisany w art. 4 Traktatu jest ogromng wartoscig i kazdy kraj w Unii ma
prawo do ksztaltowania swojego systemu prawnego zgodnie ze swoimi tradycjami. Dla mnie idea
europejska zawsze byta polska racja stanu, zarowno gdy jako mlody chlopak uczestniczytem w
antykomunistycznej opozycji, walczac o wolnos¢ i demokracje, jak i wtedy, gdy jako dyrektor do
spraw negocjacji akcesyjnych w Komitecie Integracji Europejskiej w latach 90. pracowaltem nad
wejsciem Polski do Unii. Dzisiaj pomimo prawie trzydziestu lat od upadku komunizmu wcigz
jesteSmy w trudnym procesie zszywania europejskiego doswiadczenia, europejskiej pamigci.
Dzielgce nas réznice nie mogg jednak przestania¢ wspdlnego celu, jakim jest bezpieczenstwo
naszych obywateli i rozwdj ekonomiczny.

Szanowne Panie Postanki i Szanowni Panowie Postowie! Unia Europejska w ostatnich latach
zmaga si¢ z egzystencjalnymi kryzysami: kryzys bankowy, kryzys finansowy, kryzys strefy euro,
kryzys migracyjny, brexit czy agresywna polityka Rosji. Pig¢ przegranych referendéw
wspolnotowych w ostatnich latach, a takze zmiana krajobrazu politycznego w panstwach
europejskich to wszystko sa dowody, ze projekt europejski potrzebuje nowego otwarcia.
Niektorzy twierdza, ze Unia zawsze przechodzi jaki$ kryzys, ze kazda zmiana traktatéw jest
rezultatem takiego czy innego przesilenia. Nasza dzisiejsza sytuacja wydaje si¢ by¢ jednak
wyjatkowa, inna niz w latach 60. czy 80., czy w pierwszej dekadzie tego wieku. A to ze wzgledu
na to, ze mamy do czynienia nie z jednym kryzysem, ale z wieloma skumulowanymi kryzysami
jednoczesnie. OdpowiedZ na nie musi wigc opiera¢ si¢ na jak najlepszym zrozumieniu
okolicznosci, w jakich si¢ znalezlismy. Wszyscy widzimy, ze wielu Europejczykéw nie okazuje
juz dzi$ entuzjazmu wobec integracji. Cz¢$¢ z nich okazuje otwarty sprzeciw. Mozemy si¢ na to
oburzaé. Mozemy zamykac oczy i udawacd, ze to tylko margines. Ale to nie zmieni rzeczywistosSci.
To nie jest margines. To jest realny sygnal, ze popelnilismy bledy, i okazja, zeby te bledy naprawic.
Zamiast zalamywania ragk nad groZznym populizmem powinniSmy wiec raczej zastanowic sig,
dlaczego doszlo do takiej sytuacji, ze tak wielu Europejczykom nie podoba si¢ kierunek, w jakim
od lat podaza Unia. Odpowiedz na to pytanie byla udzielana wielokrotnie i na rézne sposoby, ale
mysle, Ze najbardziej trafna jest ta, ktéra stata u Zroédta wszystkich wielkich przemian w naszej
historii. Ludzie majg w sobie gen wolnosci i chcg sami decydowaé o swoim zyciu, o tym, jak
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bedzie wygladato zycie ich rodzin i ich spoleczenstw. Kiedy widzg, Ze ten wplyw traca, ze nie maja
realnego wplywu na losy Europy i $wiata, naturalnym odruchem jest sprzeciw wobec tej sytuacji.
Mysle, ze w tej Izbie wszyscy jesteSmy mniej lub bardziej przekonani, ze europejska integracja to
jedna z najlepszych idei w historii nie tylko Europy, ale i §wiata. Ale jesli tego przekonania nie
beda podziela¢ nasi obywatele, zadnej dalszej integracji po prostu nie bedzie. Dlatego dalszy
rozwo6j Unii musi uwzgledniac ich glos. Innymi stowy, aby europejski projekt mégt is¢ naprzad,
trzeba wzmocnic jego demokratyczng legitymacje. Mozna nazywac to populizmem, ale predze;
czy pOzniej trzeba sobie zadaé pytanie, czy odpowiedZ na oczekiwania obywateli to rzeczywiscie
populizm, czy moze raczej istota demokracji? Europa dosSwiadcza wiasnie demokratycznego
przebudzenia, ktére pokazuje, ze musimy odnowic¢ kontrakt spoteczny, ktéry stworzyt ogromny
sukces powojennej integracji. Ten kontrakt polegal na odbudowie poczucia bezpieczenistwa oraz
polityce gospodarczej oferujacej wzgledny dobrobyt dla wszystkich. Dzi§ musimy ,aneksowac”
ten kontrakt poprzez przywrdcenie poczucia bezpieczenstwa i nadziei na to, Ze naszym dzieciom
bedzie zylo si¢ lepiej niz nam samym. Tylko to moze odbudowaé zaufanie do europejskiego
projektu. A wigc jak odpowiedzie¢ na to demokratyczne przebudzenie? Odpowiedzig jest
wspolnota, ktéra dostosowuje si¢ do wyzwan wspolczesnosci, nie rezygnujac jednoczesnie z
dotychczasowych obowigzkéw wobec swoich obywateli. Zeby sobie z tymi wszystkimi
wyzwaniami poradzié, potrzebujemy zredefiniowac réwnowage miedzy panstwami narodowymi
a wspolpracg na poziomie europejskim. Na tym wlasnie powinna polega¢ unia narodéw 2.0,
wizja de Gaulle’a dostosowana do wyzwan wspélczesnosci. To jest wizja Unii, ktora chce
zaproponowac Polska. W ramach takiej inteligentnej adaptacji proponujemy skupienie si¢ przede
wszystkim na trzech aspektach. Pierwszy to unia 4.0, czyli Unia Europejska jako forpoczta
czwartej rewolucji przemystowej i poglebiony wspélny rynek. Drugi punkt to unia bezpieczna,
czyli zdajaca sobie sprawe z geopolitycznych wyzwan przed nig stojacych i gotowa odpowiadac
na nie jednym solidarnym glosem. I trzeci punkt to unia obywatelska, czyli unia spolecznie
wrazliwa, wspierajaca swoich obywateli przed sitg globalnych korporacji, unia solidarna. I teraz
pokroétce omowie te trzy obszary.

Nie mam watpliwosci, ze wigcej wspdlpracy potrzeba przede wszystkim w zakresie wyzwan
zmieniajacej si¢ natury globalnej gospodarki. Unia powinna stawia¢ sobie ambitne cele i skupic si¢
dzi§ na odwaznym budzecie i dalszej integracji gospodarczej w ramach rynku wewngtrznego.
Dokonczenie budowy rynku wewnetrznego, wzrost produktywnosci moze dokonac si¢ tylko
poprzez wzrost konkurencji w ramach w pelni zintegrowanego rynku wewnetrznego. Wedtug
analizy Parlamentu Europejskiego tylko przez ostatnich 14 lat od momentu utworzenia rynku
wewnetrznego przyczynit si¢ on do wzrostu PKB ceteris paribus powyzej domniemanego wzrostu
o dodatkowe 250 mld euro. Potrzebujemy wigc wigcej wspélnego rynku, zwlaszcza w ustugach.
Sektor ustug jest odpowiedzialny za okoto 70% PKB Unii, a jednoczesnie stanowi tylko 20-25%
handlu wewngtrzunijnego. Dyrektywa ustugowa z 2006 r. potrzebuje zdecydowanej rewizji, tak
zeby wreszcie urzeczywistnic swobode Swiadczenia uslug. Ale nie bedzie tez naprawde
jednolitego wspdlnego rynku bez dalszej ambitnej walki z nierdownosciami, bez aktywnej polityki
spojnosci. Ta polityka nie jest jednostronng, bezzwrotng pomocg dla krajow nizej rozwinigtych.
Polityka spdjnosci to przede wszystkim inwestycja w rozwdj wspélnego rynku, ktéra przynosi
olbrzymie korzysci handlowe, réwniez tym, ktérzy dzi$ najglosniej domagaja si¢ jej ograniczenia.
Zgodnie z unijnymi i naszymi obliczeniami okoto 70-75% eurocentéw wraca z kazdego euro do
platnikow netto w formie zaméwien i zlecen. O podobnych proporcjach mowil niedawno
komisarz Oettinger. Trzeba to powiedzie¢ jasno: proby ograniczenia polityki spojnosci to jest
populizm. I nie jest wazne, czy to populizm antyeuropejski czy rzekomo proeuropejski gtoszony
pod flagg unijng. Polityka spdjnosci, ambitna walka z nierdbwnosciami to sytuacja ,win-win” i dla
krajow zalozycielskich Unii, i dla wszystkich innych czlonkéw. Ta walka z nieréwnosciami moze
dokonaé si¢ nie tylko poprzez transfery w ramach polityki spdjnosci, ale takze poprzez
uszczelnienie naszych systeméw podatkowych. Trzeba podjgé realng walke z lukg w podatku
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VAT, a takze przeciwdziata¢ rajom podatkowym na poziomie Unii Europejskiej. Dochody z VAT
to przeciez réwniez dochody Unii. Przypomne, ze z wyliczenia Komisji wynika, Ze straty w
wyniku unikania opodatkowania wynosza w Unii nawet do 200 mld euro rocznie, a naduzycia i
straty w VAT to dodatkowe 150 mld euro rocznie. Jesli to nie jest wlasnie ten ,wielki afrykanski
stonn w pokoju” (the elephant in the room), to juz nie wiem, co miatoby nim by¢. W Polsce nam si¢
udalo. Poradzilismy sobie z przestgpcami wytudzajacymi zwrot podatku, z oszustami, ktorzy
okradali naszych obywateli. Tych ludzi sta¢ byto na najlepsze kancelarie prawne. Udawato im si¢
przez lata przewleka¢ postepowania, ukrywac pienigdze, unika¢ odpowiedzialnosci, uciekaé
przed stabym wymiarem sprawiedliwosci. Ten wymiar sprawiedliwosci byt zresztg wyjatkowo
mato sprawny i poblazliwy dla tych przestepcéw. W sadach zapadaly wyroki skazujace na
$miesznie niskie kary, czesto w zawieszeniu. I zewszad slyszeliSmy, ze tak musi by¢, ze z tym si¢
nic nie da zrobi¢. A my wiasnie pokazaliSmy, Ze si¢ da. Przysporzylismy tym samym przychodow
Unii Europejskiej i rowniez Polsce, polskiemu spoleczenstwu. Tylko trzeba bylo determinacji,
okreslenia celu, do jakiego dazymy, a potem sprawnego dzialania, Zeby to osiggnac. To jest takze
nasza oferta dla Europy: skuteczne, sprawdzone w praktyce rozwigzania prawne. O tym czgsto
rozmawiamy na Radzie Europejskiej. Paiistwo i spoleczenistwo okradane przez bandytéw, przez
mafi¢ terrorystow, panstwo bezskutecznie dzialajacego aparatu sprawiedliwosci byto czgsciowo
fikcyjne. My za$ od dwoch i pot roku pokazujemy, ze skuteczne panstwo moze niemal
zlikwidowaé skrajne ubdstwo u dzieci i mlodziezy. To s3 nasze bardzo realne osiggnigcia
spoteczne. Niezbedne jest réwniez, bySmy w ramach Unii Europejskiej bardzo Scisle
wspOlpracowali w obszarze unikania podatkéw, w tym w zakresie tzw. digital tax i rajow
podatkowych. Rano rozmawialem z panem przewodniczagcym Tajanim réwniez o dochodach
wiasnych Unii Europejskiej. Polska réwniez wspiera t¢ ideg, ktérg — jak wiem — wigkszos¢
Parlamentu Europejskiego roéwniez popiera, czyli dochody wilasne Unii Europejskiej. A wigc
niezbedne jest rowniez ograniczenie rajow podatkowych. Te raje nie s3 wymierzone przeciw
jednemu czy drugiemu krajowi. Ich istnienie zagraza calej naszej gospodarce. Pozwala, aby
miliardy euro co roku wyciekaly z naszych systeméw podatkowych, aby te pienigdze nie trafialy
do naszych obywateli. Tak, jak $cigamy podatkowych przestepcow, ktérzy dopuszczajg sie
dzialan na skale indywidualng, tak razem musimy przeciwdziala¢ dzialaniom zorganizowanym
pozwalajgcym na systemowsg, a niekiedy nawet panstwowa nieuczciwo$é. Nowoczesna
gospodarka wymaga tez nowego podejscia do prawa konkurencji. Wydaje si¢ racjonalne, ze na
poziomie unijnym trzeba powotaé europejski urzad antymonopolowy, uszyty bardziej na miarge
wyzwan dzisiejszej gospodarki cyfrowej. Potrzeba tez nowych regul konkurencji, a by¢ moze
nawet regulacji sektorowych dostosowanych do epoki cyfrowej. Czy Google i Facebook, na
przyklad, nie staly si¢ dzisiaj elementami infrastruktury krytycznej (essential facilities), podobnie jak
infrastruktura przesylowa w energetyce? Zaden z nas na tej sali, a przede wszystkim zaden z
naszych obywateli nie wyobraza sobie codziennego funkcjonowania bez tych narzedzi. One sg
niezbedne dla funkcjonowania w nowoczesnym spoleczenistwie cyfrowym i regulacje prawne
muszg za tymi zmianami nadazac. Nowy plan inwestycyjny dla Europy zaproponowany przez
przewodniczacego Junckera okazal si¢ sukcesem. Wzrost gospodarczy przyspieszyl, a na dzisiaj
Europejski Fundusz Inwestycji Strategicznych wygenerowal dodatkowe inwestycje w wysokosci
300 mld euro. Ten fundusz nie powinien zostaé rozwigzany w 2020 r., lecz przeksztalcony w
nowe ambitne narzedzie. Potrzeba dalszych inwestycji strategicznych wynika dzisiaj nie z
potrzeby wychodzenia z kryzysu, ale z potrzeby zapewnienia Europie konkurencyjnosci.
Europejski Bank Inwestycyjny alarmuje, ze Unia cierpi na chroniczny brak inwestycji
infrastrukturalnych. Te wydatki sa obecnie najnizsze od wielu lat. Luka inwestycyjna to ponad
600 mld euro rocznie. Dopéki jej nie zapelnimy, nie bedziemy w stanie konkurowaé z innymi
globalnymi potggami.

Jednym z takich strategicznych celow jest europejska transformacja energetyczna, ktéra wymaga
polaczenia konkurencyjnosci cen z geopolitycznym realizmem. Czego wigc potrzeba? Inwestycji
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w innowacyjno$¢ przede wszystkim. Europa powinna stworzy¢ najwigkszy na $wiecie clean-tech
fund i mocniej postawi¢ na prorynkowe mechanizmy zwigkszania racjonalnosci transformacji
energetycznej dla europejskich firm i obywateli. Przeciez konkurencyjne ceny energii sa kluczowe
dla konkurencyjnosci narodowych gospodarek. Droga obrana przez Unig¢ Europejska wiodaca do
gospodarki niskoemisyjnej, a kiedys moze nawet zeroemisyjnej, jest z pewnoscia droga stuszna.
To droga do czystego srodowiska i lepszego stanu zdrowia naszych obywateli. W Polsce Swietnie
zdajemy sobie spraw¢ z wagi tych wyzwan, dlatego w tym roku podjelismy zdecydowang walke
ze smogiem i wprowadzamy pakiet rozwigzan, ktére zagwarantuja polepszenie stanu powietrza.
Jednakze, stawiajac przed Unig kolejne cele redukcyjne, musimy pamigta¢ o tym, Ze nasze
panstwa startujg z kompletnie réznego poziomu. Do czasu transformacji gospodarczej w 1989 r.
polska gospodarka opierala si¢ na przemysle cigzkim i energetyce weglowej. Mimo to Polska
poniosta ogromny wysitek, redukujac zgodnie z protokolem z Kioto poziom emisji CO, az o 30%
przy naszym zobowigzaniu do 5%. Przekroczylismy szeSciokrotnie nasz cel. Polska jest gotowa i
chce uczestniczy¢ w europejskiej transformacji energetycznej. Musi ona jednak opieraé si¢ na
réwnosci szans i w wigkszym stopniu uwzglednia¢ réznice pomiedzy naszymi gospodarkami
oraz wspieraé wysitki panstw réznymi instrumentami. Polska przez lata nie miala mozliwosci
przestawienia swojej energetyki na gaz ziemny, gdyz mogla pozyskiwaé ten surowiec tylko z
jednego kierunku — z Rosji. Tym samym wszelkie proby zwigkszenia zuzycia blgkitnego paliwa
prowadzilyby do zachwiania naszego bezpieczenistwa. Wszystkie nasze wysitki w Europie
Centralnej moga by¢ jednak przekreslone przez Nordstream II, ktéry — trzeba to sobie jasno
powiedzie¢ — nie jest projektem gospodarczym, tylko projektem politycznym. Unia Europejska
nie potrzebuje Nordstream II, ktéry zwieksza ryzyko destabilizacji Europy Srodkowej i daje Rosji
bardzo silne narzedzia wplywu nie tylko na europejska gospodarke, ale i na europejska polityke.

A wigc przemyst przysztosci zadecyduje o rzeczywistosci globalnej gospodarki. Sztuczna
inteligencja, machine learning, Big Data, przemyst 4.0 — to sg drogi, ktore moga da¢ nowy impuls
naszej gospodarce. Jak silnik spalinowy odegral ogromna rol¢ w industrializacji Zachodu, tak
dzigki wspolpracy europejskiej udalo si¢ zbudowaé Airbusa, ktéry obok Boeinga jest dzi$
globalnym liderem w produkcji samolotéw. Czas na nowe wspdlne projekty w zakresie
technologii. Polska chce odwaznie bra¢ udzial w takich projektach. Dzi$§ takim wehikulem
reindustrializacyjnym na miar¢ XXI wieku moze by¢ elektromobilnos¢. Ten rozwdj jest juz
dynamiczny, ale wymaga bardziej istotnego wsparcia ze strony naszych krajéw. Dzi$ nadal tylko
okoto 1,5% samochodéw w Europie to samochody elektryczne. Jesli naprawde chcemy
zmniejszac emisje CO, w naszej gospodarce, musimy wykona¢ tu zdecydowany krok naprzéd. To
nie science fiction, zeby za 10 lat na przyklad okolo 25% czy 30% samochodéw bylo
samochodami elektrycznymi w Unii Europejskiej. Jesli chcemy tez, zeby te wszystkie technologie
przyszloéci mogly si¢ rozwija¢, musimy kontynuowal budowe unii rynkow kapitatowych,
rynkow kapitatowych zwlaszcza dla matych i rednich firm. Polska wspiera ten kierunek rozwoju
rynku. Wzrost gospodarczy wygenerowany dzigki inteligentnej adaptacji europejskiej gospodarki
wzmocni zaufanie do projektu europejskiego.

Wspomnialem wczesniej, ze drugim punktem powinien by¢ filar europejskiego bezpieczenstwa.
Drugim filarem, drugg czesScig tego kontraktu musi by¢ bezpieczenstwo. Ostatnie lata byly
okresem wyjatkowego wzmozenia geopolitycznych zagrozen, takich jak terroryzm czy rosyjska
wojna hybrydowa na Ukrainie i nie tylko, ingerencja w proces demokratyczny panstw Zachodu, a
nawet bezposrednie ataki na mieszkanicow Unii. Wszyscy pamigtamy Salisbury albo destabilizacje
w Syrii. Agresja Rosji na Ukraing zachwiala architekturg bezpieczefistwa Europy Srodkowo-
Wschodniej, ale byla tez czgscig wigkszego planu destabilizacji Zachodu. Kilka lat wezesniej celem
podobnego ataku stala si¢ przeciez Gruzja. To wyraznie pokazuje, ze dzialania Rosji nie sg
przypadkiem, ale elementem z gory zalozonej strategii. Jedyna wing tych panstw byl wybor
europejskiego modelu gospodarczego i politycznego. To pokazuje, ze bezpieczefistwo

Partnerstwa Wschodniego Europy jest sprawa calej Unii w tym z samym stopniu co
bezpieczenstwo naszego poludniowego sasiedztwa. W naszym najlepiej pojetym interesie jest
pokdj i stabilny rozwéj naszych granic. Dlatego Unia musi reagowaé wszystkimi dostepnymi
srodkami. Ale nasze bezpieczenstwo to réwniez budowanie naszego potencjatu obronnego. Ten
za$ réwna si¢ naszym wydatkom na polityke obronng i naszej zdolnosci do utrzymania sojuszu
transatlantyckiego.

Globalne nieréwnowagi, o ktérych mowig nasi amerykanscy partnerzy, sa
faktem i musimy rozwigzywac je na poziomie globalnym. W tym kontekscie cieszg si¢ tez ze
stworzenia europejskiego funduszu obronnego oraz calego programu PESCO, ktéry bedzie
stanowil dodatkowe ponadnarodowe Zrédlo finansowania inwestycji w przemyst obronny. To
droga do zaciesniania naszej wspolpracy i rozwoju nowych technologii. Jednym z takich wyzwan
jest cyberbezpieczenstwo. Wiemy juz dzi§ bardzo dobrze, ze odgrywa ono kluczows role w
procesie demokratycznym i Ze mozemy by¢ narazeni na ataki w czasie wyboréw i referendum.
Dzi§ zaden kraj w Unii Europejskiej nie jest bezpieczny przed ingerencja w jego wewnetrzne
sprawy. Bezpieczni nie sg takze nasi obywatele, ich rachunki bankowe, a w zasadzie cala ich
cyfrowa tozsamos$¢ jest nieustannie narazona na cyberataki. Wspdlnie musimy podjaé wysitek
walki o bezpieczenstwo w cyberprzestrzeni.

Szanowni Pafistwo! Zeszlotygodniowy szczyt Rady Europejskiej pokazal réwniez, ze Unia jest
zdolna do realizmu i odbudowy zaufania swoich obywateli, ktérzy chca bezpiecznych i
chronionych granic, a takze prawa do tego, by mie¢ wplyw na decyzje w sprawach polityki
migracyjnej. Unia zmaga si¢ z naptywem migrantéw i uchodZcéw z réznych stron i tylko przez
inteligentne i elastyczne podejscie do wyzwania migracyjnego moze przywroci¢ poczucie
bezpieczenstwa europejskich obywateli. Polska jest nowym domem dla ponad 1,5 mln obywateli
Ukrainy, w tym wielu tych, ktorzy uciekli z rodzinnych doméw z powodu rosyjskiej agresji. Nie s3
oni u nas zarejestrowani jako uchodzcy, ale tylko dlatego, ze nasze procedury pozwalaja im
znacznie fatwiej uzyska¢ pozwolenie na pracg i budowaé dobrobyt swéj i swoich rodzin, dzigki
czemu wspierajg oni takze nasza gospodarke i gospodarke Unii Europejskiej. Presja
demograficzna z zewnatrz, zwlaszcza ze strony Afryki i Bliskiego Wschodu, bedzie si¢ tylko
nasilala. Dlatego Unia Europejska musi zaangazowac si¢ w stabilizacj¢ i rozwdj tych regionéw.
Dzi§ koniecznoscig jest nowy plan Marshalla dla Afryki, tak jak koniecznoscig jest walka z
nielegalnym przemytem ludzi do Europy. Wspieramy tworzenie nowych funduszy dla Afryki, jak
europejski fundusz EU Emergency Trust Fund for Africa, ale proponujemy jeszcze wigcej.

Odpowiedzig
nie jest zatem protekcjonizm. Wlhasciwym instrumentem do walki z nieréwnosciami sg inwestycje
w kapital ludzki. Edukacja jest dzisiaj gtéwng determinantg przysztych zarobkéw. Koniecznosé
inwestycji w kapitat ludzki wiaze si¢ bezposrednio z drugim wyzwaniem, przed ktérym stoimy:
automatyzacjg i robotyzacja. Nie chce tu oczywiscie postulowaé nowego ,ludyzmu” w wydaniu
dwudziestopierwszowiecznym i blokowania innowacji — wrecz przeciwnie — ale strach przed tym
technologicznym bezrobociem jest i problem ten nalezy rozwigzac. Ten postep technologiczny
bedzie oczywiscie tworzyt popyt na nowe zawody, ale bedg one mialy inny charakter niz te w
przesziosci.

Szanowni Panstwo! Polski przyklad w ciggu ostatnich 2,5 roku pokazuje, ze wlasciwa strategia
potrafi zmieni¢ rzeczywisto$¢ spoteczng i gospodarczg. Unia Europejska moze znéw stal si¢
symbolem europejskiego marzenia. Stanie si¢ to jednak mozliwe tylko wtedy, gdy dokonamy
wlasciwego wyboru, gdy przezwyciezymy dzielgce nas spory i zawsze bedziemy pamigtal, ze
pomimo tych sporéw lgczy nas réwniez europejska tozsamos¢. Niedawno takze w tym
Parlamencie uslyszelismy wazne stowa o europejskiej suwerennosci.

Valdis Dombrovskis, Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, speaking on behalf of
President Juncker who cannot be here today, allow me to start by thanking Prime Minister
Morawiecki for taking part in today’s debate on the future of our Union.

It is an honour for me to be here. Poland is a country with which [ have a close affinity and I say
this partly because I have some Polish roots myself. My last name is, in fact, a Latvian version of
‘Dombrovski’, a name synonymous with your country, your history and even your national
anthem, Mr Morawiecki.

Throughout my life and career I have always been full of admiration for Poland and its people. As
Prime Minister, I made it a point to deepen our partnership, which goes back long into history.
People of my age in Latvia, and right across the Baltic Sea region, grew up inspired by Polish
workers, students and intellectuals who had formed the Solidarnosc movement to fight for
change. It is thanks to these values, to this courage and to the determination of your people that
Poland took its rightful place at the heart of the European Union. Since then, Poland has given so
much to Europe.

Since we are in this Chamber, it is only right to mention Bronistaw Geremek, a great Polish patriot
who worked tirelessly for European integration. He was both an architect of Polish freedom and a
builder of Europe. I also think of Marie Sklodowska Curie, who has lent her name to one of
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Europe’s most successful programmes for young researchers. I could mention many more
examples to show how Poland has shaped our Union, and this is why it is so important for Europe
to keep its solidarity pledge to Poland.

Europe has shown its solidarity in many different ways. For instance, Poland was allocated
EUR 86 billion in the current EU budget for European structural and investment funds — far more
than any other country. This has helped to build, for example, 13 000 km of roads and allowed
more than nine million people to gain access to high-speed internet. These investments are paying
off. Poland’s economy has gone from strength to strength.

The Polish success story is also built on the benefits of being part of the biggest single market in
the world. Every day, Polish companies trade and work with businesses right across our Union.
Since 2004, Polish exports have tripled, with 80% of exports going to other EU countries.

Europe will keep supporting and showing solidarity in the future. In our proposals for the next
long-term budget, Poland will continue to receive the most cohesion funding, even though the
total amount will be somewhat reduced, to EUR 72.7 billion, which works out at EUR 270 per
person per year — more than double the EU average of EUR 120. That investment will be focused
in areas where there is the biggest potential for Poland, whether it be innovation, small and
medium-sized businesses or renewable energies.

At the same time, Europe must also continue to make good on its promise on security and
prosperity. That is why we focusing our proposals for the new Multinational Financial Framework
on areas where we can achieve more together, and which are also crucial to Poland’s future. For
example, we want to spend 22 times as much on defence as we currently do, with EUR 13 billion
allocated to the European Defence Fund, for which Poland has been a strong advocate. This
strengthens our ability to act, avoids duplicate structures and saves taxpayers’ money.

At the same time, we also want to invest in our future growth. We have proposed to increase our
current investments in digitalisation and networks by a factor of nine, to EUR 12 billion. We are
also strengthening our currency by firmly anchoring the euro area in the EU budget. We are
holding discussions with all EU Member States, not just those which have already introduced the
euro, on how best to strengthen our economic and monetary union.

We are using new budgetary instruments to support all countries, including those Member States
on the road towards euro membership. This will be done in a fully inclusive and transparent way
and Ilook forward to working with Poland across all these areas.

Honourable Members, as we look to our future, Poland’s place should be firmly at the heart of our
Union. This was the choice made by almost 80% of Poles in the referendum almost exactly
15 years ago. On that day the Polish people made a free, clear and decisive choice. They chose
peace and democracy and they chose the values and fundamental rights that define our Union, as
they define the people of your great country, Mr Morawiecki.

At the heart of that lies respect for the rule of law. The law is our best tool to defend our freedoms,
to work for social justice, to settle differences peacefully and to protect the most vulnerable in our
societies. The justice system is a guarantor of our democracy and our fundamental rights. It is also
what binds our Union together. As Walter Hallstein used to say: ‘The European Union is, at its
heart, a community of law’. That community is the foundation of everything we have achieved
and everything we still have to do together. This is why, if there is a systemic threat to the rule of
law, we cannot simply turn a blind eye; we cannot simply say it is purely a national issue.
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So, where the separation of powers is weakened in one country, or where the independence of the
judiciary is challenged in another, it becomes a European issue which affects our whole
community.

(Applause)

This is why, through the tireless work of Frans Timmermans, the Commission has worked closely
with the Polish Government to address the concerns on a number of new laws which pose a
systemic threat to the rule of law.

Dialogue always comes first, and dialogue has shown that progress can be made. The Prime
Minister and his Government have shown willingness to amend the laws on a number of issues,
for instance on the retirement age of judges. On behalf of the Commission, I thank him for his
effort and his cooperation. We always remain open to dialogue but, so far, it has not been enough.

I hope that last week’s hearing will lead to further changes in Polish legislation, and that we will
not see 40% of the Supreme Court judges replaced.

(Applause)

European will never turn its back on Poland or on the Polish people. The Commission will always
stand up to support them, and our hands will always be outstretched to the Polish Government.

Prime Minister, the Commission counts on your leadership to continue working with us and
delivering the real changes needed. Poland has shown how strong its leadership can be in our
Union and in the world. We will see this again in December, when Katowice hosts the United
Nations Climate Conference — COP24 as it is known. It is more important than ever for Europe to
lead from the front in the fight against climate change. We are doing that by focusing on green
and sustainable investment. Through our capital markets union and sustainable financial action
plan we want to unlock a systemic change in investment culture so that sustainability comes first.

Here again, Poland has shown that there is a way. In 2016, Poland became the first sovereign to
issue a green sovereign bond. Through this leadership and climate diplomacy, Poland is helping to
send a message that the Paris Agreement is here to stay, and that Europe is here to lead. Katowice
is itself an example of that: it is a region historically reliant on coal and heavy industry, which is
turning itself into a leader in innovation, sustainable investment and new technologies.

I can think of no better priority for the future of our Union than the health of our planet and the
health of our economies. Poland must be at the heart of these efforts and must stay at the heart of
our future. As Marie Sktodowska Curie said, ‘Nothing in life is to be feared, it is only to be
understood.” Now it is time to understand more, so we may fear less. This applies as much today as
ever: it applies to Poland, Europe and our common future.

Manfred Weber, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, I would like to say to the Prime
Minister that Europe is always about dialogue and that is why it is good to have him here to
discuss the future of Europe with Poland. It was absolutely not Europe that brought democracy to
Poland, but it was Poland that brought democracy to Europe with the first modern codified
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constitution in Europe in 1791. The principle of the separation of powers was included in this first
constitution.

For these principles the Polish people stood really strong, even in dark times: the Second World
War and during the oppression by the Soviet Union. John Paul II said in Warsaw, when standing
in Victory Square in 1979, that there could be no just Europe without the independence of a
democratic Poland marked on the map. More than 10 million people — a quarter of the population
of Poland — were members of Solidarnosc. Together with Lech Walesa, they fought for freedom
and democracy and they laid all the groundwork for a free and open, unified and democratic
Europe. That is why we believe in a Poland that is based on the ideas of Lech Walgsa and John
Paul II. We admire what they did for Poland and for Europe.

(Applause)

But today, Prime Minister, there are so many questions on the table from people all over Europe,
and in your country where yesterday there were demonstrations on the streets. There are so many
questions on the table: for example, the question why is state TV in Poland today more a
propaganda TV and not a free, independent media anymore? Why does your Government dismiss
churches because of their political opinion? You referred to Walter Hallstein. He would be very
surprised to see that today nobody knows whether the President of the Supreme Court of Poland
is still in office or not. We have uncertainty there. Nobody knows exactly what the situation is
today.

Why did another Member State have to refer to the European Court of Justice on a court case,
fearing that Polish citizens do not enjoy the right to a free and fair trial in your country? Why is
this happening and why do peaceful protesters, like Wladystaw Frasyniuk, face imprisonment for
carrying roses, while nationalists who attack peaceful protesters are not even facing trial? Those
are the questions on the table.

I think you missed an opportunity today to clarify these questions. Europe is together here. You
missed an opportunity today to clarify these questions. The founder of the free and democratic
Poland, Lech Walesa, said recently that in the 1980s there was no freedom without solidarity and
today, he said, there is no freedom without the rule of law. The rule of law is in the very roots of
Poland and in the hearts of the Polish people. Europe will not turn its back on the Polish people. If
the Polish Government does not preserve the great Polish achievements, Europe will do so.

There is another Poland. There is a Poland of the demonstrators, the people in Poland who went
out onto the streets. There is a Poland which welcomes 18 million tourists, who enjoy the
freedom of movement, tourists who admire Poland and the culture of your great country. There is
a Poland which welcomes 4 000 NATO soldiers with the idea of protecting our European Union
together. There is another Poland, and sometimes I wonder myself whether you speak here as a
PiS Government or whether you speak here as a Polish Prime Minister? Do you really have this
second Poland in mind? I also want to welcome some of these NGOs here on the Tribune. They
were invited by Michat Boni, so my thanks to him for that.

Having all this in mind, you talk about sovereignty. [ want to ask you whether, when we talk about
sovereignty and winning back sovereignty, is then the anti-EU atmosphere which has been created
in Poland — in a way saying that Brussels is the new Moscow — is this really creating an atmosphere
of sovereignty for Poland? When you talk about the content, and I completely agree with a few of
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the things —a Marshall Plan for Africa, and so on —and when you talk, for example, about taxation
and about the initiatives you want to take on this, do you really think that your approach of an EU
of the nations is really something which can work?

When you have the unanimous vote in the taxation field in mind, we see that in the Council a lot
of initiatives — good initiatives — are blocked because there is always one single Member State
blocking everything, on taxation and so on. Do you really think that such a Europe will work? I
tell you that when you talk about the EU of 4.0, a new Europe, which listens to the citizens, there
is already a Europe which is listening to the citizens and that is this Chamber, the European
Parliament. We represent the citizens of the European Union.

(Applause)

We don'’t need another Europe. I think our Europe is already working very well. Yesterday, the
Bulgarian Presidency was present here. Boyko Borissov, a colleague of yours, was present and gave
us an overview of what we have achieved together in the last six months in the interests of the
citizens of the European Union. Again, in the Council meetings last week, we experienced that the
nation states can no longer find a common ground to go further. That is why I strongly believe
that the European Union, which was founded by Adenauer — you referred to this — and which is
based on the institutions at European level, this Europe works, and the Europe of egoism and
nationalism cannot deliver in the interests of the people of the European Union.

(Applause)

Let me say a final word. I want to conclude with a personal remark. Prime Minister, because of
your PiS governmental propaganda, I never took the floor here in this House when we spoke
about Poland, because I was afraid that my German background could be misused to attack my
friends in Poland and others who are fighting there for the rule of law and freedom; that it could
be used as, ‘the Germans are telling us’. We have sometimes experienced this in Poland: ‘the
Germans are telling us’. I was afraid to take the floor here, and I want to tell you that I am not
speaking here as a German Member of the European Parliament. I am speaking here because 219
colleagues voted for me as group leader of this Group. I want to fight for the interests of the
citizens of the European Union. That is what we have to do, not to decide between good and bad
Europeans. Let’s discuss the future of this continent. Let’s stick together. Let’s not be divided
anymore. That would be a great message if we were to hear this from a Polish Prime Minister.

Udo Bullmann, on behalf of the S§D Group. — Mr President, I would like to start by saying to the
Prime Minister, welcome to the European Parliament. Mr Prime Minister, you said that we started
from different places in recent European history. Yes, this is true. You quoted Pope Jean Paul II:
‘the eastern lung, the western lung’. Yes, I can very much identify with this picture. I would add
that we are still one body and we need both the eastern part and the western part. But the question
on the table today is: what is the Polish contribution to the eastern lung functioning well?

Today, the President of the Constitutional Court in Poland, Judge Malgorzata Gersdorf, went back
to work. I sent her the greetings of the European Parliament and I sent her the greetings of Europe,

because she is obviously paying tribute to the Polish Constitution.

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She is obviously full of this democratic enlightenment you were talking about.

Today, as yesterday, people in Warsaw have massively taken to the streets to express their right to
freedom. They are obviously full of this freedom gene you were talking about. This is important.
We want to see a healthy Poland contributing to this eastern lung, and we are waiting for you to
give answers to the questions expressed by colleagues, expressed by the Commission, expressed
especially by our friend Frans Timmermans, whom we fully support.

On a lot of issues you rightly raised questions where we can fully agree — the future of Europe;
questions on industrial politics, on the future of cohesion, talking about cultural diversity, security
politics, energy security — and rightly so. But why is it necessary to raise these questions and at the
same time undermine the European values on which our new project of the European Union is
based? You cannot do that at the same time as raising questions on the future and appealing to the
unity of the West, which is a values-based unity, and at the same time hope that we can
collaborate in the best interests of our citizens. No. Poland has to come back to the centre of the
European Union and you have to contribute to our values and to their development in the best
interests of our citizens.

Ryszard Antoni Legutko, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, as you can see, or hear, this
Chamber is hopelessly predictable. The title of your speech, Prime Minister, was ‘The Future of
Europe’ but apparently no one is interested in the future of Europe here. They are indulging in
their favourite pastime, which is Poland-bashing. You could just as well have recited Shakespeare
sonnets and you would have had exactly the same effect.

You can see how it is difficult to get through with arguments, because there is a thick wall of lies,
half-lies, half-truths, mystifications — like this ridiculous story about arresting a man for carrying
roses. It just boggles the mind when you hear something like it. Every day we have to deal with
such idiotic stories that are absolutely groundless.

This also shows that this Chamber is, as I have said before, completely resistant to listening to
arguments. You never hear counterarguments. You hear heckling, booing and mud-slinging.
That’s the usual reaction. There is what I would call a very deep refusal to know, here in this
Chamber.

I can continue, making a more general point. You were talking, Prime Minister, about a
democratic awakening in Europe. Yes, there is a democratic awakening. At the same time, there is
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an increasing number of people who say that the European Union is going in the wrong direction.
It's over 40% now — in some countries above 50%. I have come here and I have listened to self-
indulgent and self-serving comments — ‘We are so good’, ‘We are so responsive to citizens’. So are
all these people insane? Are they all being fooled by some demagogues? No! The reaction of these
people is the final effect of what is being said and done here. This arrogance, this self-serving
arrogance, is simply becoming more and more unacceptable.

So, yes, when [ hear about the separation of powers in Poland, the problem of the separation of
powers, | think: ‘Come on!’ Here we have a Commissioner, a Commissioner who is representative
of the executive body, and the Commissioner is telling the Polish Parliament and the Polish courts
what to do with this and that law, or how this law should be changed. Is that an example of the
separation of powers? It is a blatant violation of the separation of powers.

(Reaction to off-mike comments by Mr Verhofstadt)
You see! That’s debate, European Parliament style.

I suggest, Mr President, that you start putting order in your own house. Yesterday, we were
prevented from having an exhibition on Jésef Pilsudski, one of the founders of Polish
independence. That is censorship —and not for the first time. There is a well-established practice of
censorship in this Parliament and you seem to be quite serene about it. You do not really care
because this censorship serves the interest of the majority. People are being punished here.
Fortunately, recently the Court reversed the decision of the European Parliament. But that
continues. So I suggest, before the finger-pointing at Poland starts, this House should be made
more open, please, and a more receptive place for all points of view to be debated and considered.
That is my request. [ know it has no chance whatsoever, but I just had to say it.

Guy Verhofstadt, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, as the Prime Minister can hear, this
is a real Parliament.

I have spoken about Poland in this plenary so many times that today [ am going concentrate more
on the future of the European Union.

Yesterday, Mr Morawiecki, in a debate with your compatriot Donald Tusk, I said that more and
more people are realising that, when we talk about the future of the European Union, a new world
order is emerging. In this new world order, Europe is on its own more and more. Let’s recognise
that.

There is Putin, who is on a warpath; there is the Chinese leader who has nominated himself as
emperor for life; and there is Trump, who is openly questioning the transatlantic relationship and,
by doing so — let us recognise it, and I think you can also recognise it — is putting the security of
the European continent at risk. That is the main reason — and although you didn’t go into that
proposal, I think you can agree with it — why we need a European Defence Community, as soon as
possible. And let there be no misunderstanding, Prime Minister, we need it not as a body to
compete with NATO but as a European pillar of NATO, to strengthen NATO, and also to give
Europeans the possibility of acting on their own.

However, we should know that the European Defence Community means much more than being
in favour of simply pooling a number of military budgets, a number of tanks or a number of
aircraft. A European Defence Community is primarily about defending European territory and
defending European interests with European lives. That means that a European defence
community, as such, can only work on one condition, namely that we share the same European
values, the same European democratic principles, the same rule of law, and the same rules of the
game that are fundamental in our society. Only then can such a defence community work in the
future and defend our interests.

So the future of the European Union, Prime Minister — and this is my message to you — is more
than an internal market, more than a single currency, and more even than the free movement of
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people. Let me put it very bluntly: it is a community of values, and I have to tell you openly that
putting judges under political control plays no part in these values. You have to know that.

(Applause)

That is not a question of tradition, if I may say so. I like traditions, but it is not a question of
tradition. It is a question of principles and of our common community. Prime Minister, do not
misunderstand me: reform of the judiciary is certainly a legitimate goal, but forcing judges to retire
and delivering them to the will and the whim of the governing majority can never be part of such a
reform.

Over the past three years, the Polish Government has systematically liquidated democratic checks
and balances. It was not this Parliament but rather the Venice Commission which said, loudly and
clearly, that your reforms — and I am now quoting the Venice Commission, of which Poland is a
part — ‘bore a striking resemblance with the institutions which existed in the Soviet Union and its
satellites’. I think that what they said sums it all up.

So, instead of what is happening now — rejecting two infringement procedures, ignoring the
verdicts of the European Court of Justice — I use this occasion, Prime Minister, to appeal to you
personally. You were a youngster who engaged with Solidarnosc. You were part of the team
which directly negotiated the accession of Poland to the European Union. So I ask you personally:
turn the wheel, and bring Poland back into the family of democratic nations, away from the
illusion of so-called ‘illiberal states’, and bring Poland back into the centre of European politics
again, instead of letting it linger at the fringes.

This dream of an ‘Intermarium’, the 12 central and eastern European countries from the Baltic to
the Black Sea working together, is a mirage. It is an illusion. Even, Germany, Prime Minister, is a
small nation today, although many Germans may not recognise it. In a world of empires — Russia,
China — it is only together that we can do it, and I have to tell you it is a big mistake to think we
can divide our Union into regional clusters.

To conclude, I believe that division in Europe — as is now to some extent the case, let’s be honest —
is welcomed by only one man, one autocrat, Vladimir Putin. Poland knows better than any other
country what the fate of our continent is if the Tsar of Russia or the Comrade in the Soviet Union
is running the game in Europe. Don’t play it.

Ska Keller, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Mr President, I would like to thank the Prime
Minister for joining in this debate on the future of Europe. I want to stress that the Verts/ALE
Group and I share the criticism on the rule of law that you have heard from almost all the Groups.
You can see that Parliament is pretty united on that issue and I don't think it’s going to change.
You might say you do not care what other people think about you. But I think you should care.

It has been mentioned by the Commissioner already how important Poland is in Europe, and also
how important Europe is for Poland, Poland being one of the biggest Member States in the EU.
Polish people have a very positive image of the EU and actually trust European institutions more
than they trust the Polish Government. The EU contribution to Poland’s economy, in terms of
many euros going every year to farmers, organisations and businesses, has been mentioned. Many
Polish citizens work elsewhere in the European Union. In fact, Poland has actually the highest
number of migrants to other EU countries.
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You mentioned Brexit, Prime Minister, which will hit Poland hard, and you mentioned Russia.
That's why you should care. But also, we care. The whole of Europe has much to thank Poland for.
Poland was the first country on our continent with a modern constitution. You practically
invented the division of powers, and that is actually then a Polish tradition — the separation of
powers. Poland also has a long tradition of civil movements for freedom and democracy, from
resistance against the German occupation to the Solidarnosc movement, which was the first
opposition movement to participate in free elections in a Soviet-bloc nation since the 1940s. That
is a tradition to be proud of. It gave hope to so many people all over Europe.

Poland could be a shining example of democracy and the rule of law, but your Government, Prime
Minister, is taking Poland away from the path of democracy and civil rights. You undermine the
independence of courts, you put judges into retirement, you put judges under increasing political
pressure, and you put people into prison who you think are not following your ideas. You try to
control political discourse and threaten the freedom of the media.

The rule of law and democracy are crucial for the future of Poland and they are also crucial for the
future of Europe. They are at the very heart of our Union. Therefore, as the European Union all
together, we have to respond clearly and strongly to what is happening in Poland. We Greens fully
support the Article 7 procedure and we are also very grateful to the Commission for starting an
infringement procedure in order to stop the Supreme Court Act.

People wanted to join the EU, and still want to be part of it, because they believe in the rule of law.
They believe in democracy. They believe in good governance. People in Poland are protesting
against the dismissal of judges; they are standing up for women’s rights. There are people
marching against corruption in Europe. They carry the blue flag of the European Union because
they believe that the European Union is the body that can help and support them, the body that
will stand up for them.

We are proud of the people taking to the streets to stand up for their rights, their democracy and
their rule of law. Those people are Poland too. Furthermore, they are Europe too. We need to
support them because the rule of law and democracy really is the cornerstone of the European
promise in Poland, as elsewhere in Europe, and it is something that we, as MEPs, have to deliver
on. It is the promise of the EU and we have to deliver on that.

That is why we, as Greens, and also we in the whole Parliament, will never give up on these issues
— especially since you keep adding new ones, like changing the law for the European Parliament
elections, making it practically impossible for any smaller parties to enter the European Union.

The future of Europe really is in your hands, too, as is the future of the planet, in Katowice:
unfortunately you did not even mention in your speech the very important conference taking
place there. You could actually bring something to that, namely the idea that the transition for
climate protection also needs to be fair, that social rights need to be protected as well. Why don’t
you bring that to the table? Then you could really be a forerunner on climate change, aiming to
protect all of our planet, in Katowice and beyond. You would even find allies in this House. On
many issues, such as Brexit, the rights of Polish workers abroad, even Nord Stream, and social
cohesion, you would find many allies.

But if you want cooperation, Prime Minister, then you have to stick to the basic rules of this
Community, a Community that so many of your compatriots have worked so hard to build and to
join: and that means the rule of law and democracy. You will have to deliver on that.

Gerard Batten, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, I would like to welcome
Mr Morawiecki to this debate on Europe. In order to understand the future, we need to look a bit
at the past. From 1949 onwards, there were two models in Europe. On the western side of the Iron
Curtain we had the model of the Anglo-Saxon USA western liberal democracy where peace was
kept by NATO, and on the eastern side, where you had the misfortune to be, you had the
communist tyranny model. Now the Germans lost the shooting war but they did not lose their
ambitions.

Nazi Germany left us a legacy. Back in I think it was 1942 when the Germans thought that they
were going to win the war, they wrote a plan for how they were going to govern their new empire,
and it was called the ‘Europdische Wirtschaftsgemeinschaft’, the ‘European economic community’.
They were going to have interest rates linked to the Reichsmark. They were going to have a
common agricultural policy, a common industrial policy, a common policy for everything.

That plan resurfaced in 1957 as the European Economic Community, and Mr Dombrovskis
naively mentioned Walter Hallstein, the first President of the European Commission, who was a
lawyer who had happily worked for the Nazis. How have things progressed since? Of course,
communism collapsed in the East, thank God, and your countries eventually asserted their
freedom. In the West what happened? The Europdische Wirtschaftsgemeinschaft progressed into a
plan for a United States of Europe.

Where is Europe heading? There are two Europes. There is the Europe that is part of the European
Union and there is the Europe that isn’t. Let’s talk about all of it. Those parts of the European
Union, where are they heading? They are heading towards a United States of Europe. We see
increased integration in everything. We've heard about this defence community — I think that’s
called an army, isn’t it Mr Verhofstadt, I believe in other countries — we see full economic, political
and financial governance being aspired to. The European Union now governs almost every aspect
of the citizen’s life.

Mr Morawiecki, you mentioned the freedom gene. Well that is very strong in the British and that
reasserted itself in 2016 in the vote to leave the European Union. The British people voted to
reassert their freedom and their independence. Sadly, that project has not yet been realised. The
British people chose freedom over domination in an undemocratic European Union.
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Now Poland, you've been a member of the European Union for the last 14 years and it was entirely
understandable why you joined, along with the other eastern European countries. After
languishing under communist tyranny for decades, you needed the financial subsidies from the
European Union and you wanted the opportunities for your younger people to be able to work
abroad, earn money and improve their lives. All of those things are understandable.

But now things are looking up for Poland. Your economy is picking up and you have personally
invited many Poles to come back from their migration abroad and rebuild your economy. But you
have discovered that there’s a price to pay for European Union membership: the EU requires you
to accept migrants in untold numbers, which would change your country and your culture
beyond recognition, as indeed it has already in many parts of Europe.

Not surprisingly, you and your government are opposing that forced acceptance of irregular
migrants and refugees, but you've been threatened by the EU. If you do not take the migrants then
you cannot have the money, and you have found that when you have outside interference in your
country from such as multi-billionaire George Soros, who seeks to interfere in your nation’s life, as
he does in mine, then the EU tells you that you cannot oppose him. You have learned that if you
sell your soul, eventually someone will come to claim it. You can have the rule of law, but you
cannot have the rule of your own law. You can only have the rule of this-place law.

You will see in Poland, I believe, in the course of time that it was a wise decision that the British
people made to leave. I would ask you that, as we came to your assistance in 1939, you in the
Council come to our assistance. Please help us out with the utterly useless and incompetent
Mrs May. Please help to facilitate our exit from the European Union in the Council, and return the
favour that we did you in 1939.

Mateusz Morawiecki, premier Polski. — Panie Przewodniczacy! Szanowni Panstwo! Bardzo
dzigkuje tutaj za wasze glosy, bardzo dzigkuje za to wielokrotne przypomnienie Solidarnosci i
tego, ze Solidarnos¢ byla tak kluczowa dla obalenia komunizmu.
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Rzeczywiscie, ja bylem dzialaczem Solidarnosci i moge powiedzied, ze wtedy jako mlody chlopak
przezywalem bardzo rézne chwile. Na przyklad nie wiem, czy wiecie, ze sedziowie stanu
wojennego — sedziowie w latach osiemdziesigtych — skazywali moich towarzyszy broni na
dziesig¢ lat wigzienia. Kobiete, moja kolezanke z podziemia — Ewe Kubasiewicz, i wielu innych
skazywali na wieloletnie wigzienie. Niekt6rzy z moich kolegéw zostali zamordowani, wielu z nich
bardzo dlugo siedzialo w wigzieniu. Czy wiecie, ze ci sedziowie z czaséw stanu wojennego,
niektdrzy z nich, ci, ktérzy wydawali haniebne wyroki w czasach stanu wojennego, dzisiaj s3 w
tym, bronionym czasami przez was, Sadzie Najwyzszym? Czy pan to wiedzial, panie Bullmann?

Chcialbym si¢ odnies¢ tylko do takiej mysli, ktéra rowniez przekazal pan Verhofstadt — sadze ze
jestesmy w Polsce i w Europie Srodkowej 7le odbierani. Ot6z Inicjatywa Tréjmorza nie ma na celu
jakiej$ konkurencji wzgledem Unii Europejskiej. Jest ona réwniez inicjatywa komplementarna,
poniewaz bardzo wielu naszym partnerom, przyjaciolom z Europy Zachodniej trudno jest
zrozumie¢ nasza polska, sSrodkowoeuropejskg rzeczywistos¢, bo mieliScie to ogromne szczgscie,
ze nie zyliScie pigédziesiat lat w komunizmie. MieliScie to szczgscie by¢ po dobrej stronie zelaznej
kurtyny. U nas niestety zycie wygladalo zupelnie inaczej i transformacja po 1989 roku zalozyta,
ze komunisci weszli wlasciwie sucha noga w nowy system. W zwigzku z tym my, patrzac na
rézne wymiary polityczne, staramy si¢ zrzuci¢ z siebie to jarzmo postkomunizmu. Tréjmorze jest
elementem wsparcia Unii Europejskiej w tym sensie, ze chcemy rozwija¢ korytarze Pdéinoc-
Poludnie. Dzisiaj Europa jest duzo bardziej zbudowana wokoét korytarzy Wschéd-Zachod,
natomiast ten potencjal — Skandynawia, Niemcy, Polska, Austria, Wegry, Bulgaria, Czechy,
Stowacja, Rumunia i na potudnie do Gregji — jest duzo stabiej wykorzystany ze wzgledu na brak
infrastruktury gazowej, energetycznej, kolejowej i drogowej. Tego glownie dotyczy Inicjatywa
Tréjmorza — mysle, ze uzupelnia ona to, co pan Verhofstadt powiedzial.

Jednoczesnie tez odnosili si¢ panstwo do wieku emerytalnego. Czy wiecie, ze tutaj — kilkaset
metré6w stad — Europejski Trybunal Praw Czlowieka w 1998 roku wprowadzit dokladnie taka
samg regule wczesniejszego odejscia na emeryture dla sedziow, jaka my teraz wprowadzamy?

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Pan Verhofstadt mowil o tym, ze ,judges are under political control”. Sedziowie sg dzisiaj duzo
bardziej niezalezni, niz byli wczesniej, i wykaze to panstwu. Otoz kiedy sedzia jest bardziej
niezalezny? Kiedy prezes sadu moze nakazywa¢ sedziemu? Kiedy moze wybiera¢ sedziego do
danej sprawy? Kiedy moze przesuwaé go pomiedzy poszczegdlnymi izbami? Nie — wtedy ma
posrednie mechanizmy nacisku. Taka byla sytuacja wczesniej. Czy wiecie, Ze we wczesniejszych
czasach jeden z sedziéw kluczowych sadéw okregowych byt gotowy na telefon premiera? To byla
dziennikarska prowokacja, by na telefon premiera wybrac sedziego spolegliwego w danej sprawie,
a byla to sprawa dotyczaca najwickszego oszustwa — piramidy finansowej Amber Gold. Czy
wiecie, ze ten sedzia byt wtedy gotowy do takiego dzialania? Dzisiaj jest to niemozliwe — my
wzmocniliSmy niezalezno$¢ sedziowska, wzmocnilismy obiektywnos¢. Malo tego, pan
wiceprzewodniczacy Timmermans nam to przyznaje.

Pan przewodniczacy Timmermans przyznaje, ze rowniez zakaz przesuwania sedziéw miedzy
poszczegélnymi izbami, ktory wprowadzilismy my od 1 stycznia tego roku, zwigksza
niezawisto$¢ sedziowska, zwigksza obiektywno$¢ wyrokéw, zwigksza sprawiedliwosé tych
wyrokéw. Drodzy panstwo, zanim zaczniecie méwic, zajrzyjcie troszeczke glebiej — bardzo was o
to prosze¢ — jaka jest prawda, jaka jest rzeczywistos¢ w kwestii praworzadnosci, bo sedziowie s3
dzisiaj bardziej niezalezni, i tréjpodzial wladzy.

Czy to oznacza, ze media s w jakikolwiek sposob zagrozone co
do swojej wolnosci? Drodzy panstwo, media w Polsce s3 w ogromnej wigkszosci krytyczne wobec
rzadu i my absolutnie si¢ z tym zgadzamy. Rozumiemy, Ze taka jest sytuacja, aczkolwiek bardzo
mocno nieobiektywna w druga strong. Jak byscie si¢ temu przyjrzeli z bliska, pod szklem
powigkszajacym, to byscie to zobaczyli. Czy opozycja ma jakiekolwiek ograniczenia w dostepie
do mediéw? Czy dziennikarze maja jakiekolwiek ograniczenia w doborze tematéw? Nic takiego
nie ma miejsca, a przed naszym dojsciem do wladzy mieliSmy do czynienia z bezprecedensowym
najazdem stuzb specjalnych na redakcje gazet wlacznie z rekwirowaniem materialow w
redakcjach gazet. Czy wiedzieliscie o tym? Czy ta Wysoka Izba cokolwiek wtedy powiedziala,
kiedy miaty miejsce takie dzialania poprzedniej wladzy? Mam wrazenie, ze Wysoka Izba jest w
tym wzgledzie tendencyjna przez to, Ze mozecie nie lubi¢ jednej wladzy, jednego rzadu, a inne
lubié. Dlaczego nie przygladaliscie si¢ wtedy temu, co robila polska wladza? Taka jest
rzeczywisto$¢: jeden z czotowych dziennikow, stynacy z obiektywizmu, lecz krytyczny wobec
owczesnej wladzy, zostal odebrany zespolowi redakcyjnemu i przyznany, poprzez posrednie
dzialania, jednemu z oligarchéw. Czyli Polska szta w tym wzgledzie w kierunku oligarchizacji,
drodzy panstwo. Media byly wtedy wilasciwie niemal w 100 procentach zawlaszczone przez
jedng opgje polityczng. Czy na tym powinna polegaé wolnos¢ mediow?

Dzi$ granice pracy sedziego wyznaczaja jedynie profesjonalizm i sumienie, ale tak na pewno nie
byto wczesniej. Nasze zmiany doprowadzily do tego, ze odzyskaliSmy z rak mafii 10 mld euro.
Powinnis$cie to doceni¢ — to sg rowniez pienigdze nalezace do budzetu Unii Europejskiej. Polska
jest dumnym krajem. Prosz¢ nas nie poucza¢ w takich sprawach. My doskonale wiemy, jak
zarzadza¢ naszymi instytucjami, i dzigki temu, ze zmieniliSmy podejscie do instytucji
podatkowych, mamy najlepszg sytuacj¢ gospodarcza od trzydziestu lat — najnizszy deficyt,
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najnizszy dtug publiczny, najnizsze bezrobocie, jeden z najwyzszych wzrostow PKB, wielki
sukces gospodarczy — i to wszystko przy jednoczesnym ogromnym wsparciu dla naszych
programéw spolecznych, ogromnym wsparciu solidarnosciowym tych grup spotecznych.

Co do likwidacji ubdstwa, powinniSmy wszyscy by¢ z tego dumni. Czy wiecie, Ze nasz rzad
zlikwidowal skrajne ubdstwo dzieci i mtodziezy niemal o 100 procent — ubéstwo zlikwidowane o
95 procent. Nikogo wczesniej to za bardzo nie interesowalo. PrzeznaczyliSmy te wyrwane z rak
mafii pienigdze na cele spoleczne. To jednoczesnie wspiera nasza gospodarke, to jest cos, czemu
jak byscie si¢ przyjrzeli réwniez panstwo po tej stronie sceny politycznej — socjaliici, zieloni i tak
dalej — bardzo byscie wsparli. Zachgcam was do tego, zebyscie popatrzyli na to, jak wyglada nasz
model gospodarczy.

Drodzy panstwo! Demokracja w Polsce nigdy nie byla tak zywa jak obecnie. Prawa obywatelskie
sa realizowane bez przeszkod, media sa bardziej réznorodne i spluralizowane, niz byly do tej
pory. Mozna tak powiedzie¢ z calg pewnoscig — jak si¢ przypatrzycie panstwo, to bedziecie
widzieli, ze tak jest.

JesteSmy dumnym narodem i najlepiej wiemy, ile kosztuje wolno$¢. Tutaj to panstwo podkreslali i
dzigkuje za to. My walczyliSmy za wolno$¢ nasza i wasza, my jako pierwsi postawiliSmy tame
niemieckiemu barbarzyfistwu w czasie drugiej wojny $wiatowej i uratowaliSmy w ten spos6b
kontynent od jeszcze wigkszego ludobdjstwa.

Nie zapominamy réwniez o sgsiadach na Wschodzie. JesteSmy przeciwko zamykaniu si¢, tu w
mniejszym stopniu byta o tym mowa, ale bardzo wspieramy proces integracji Batkanéw z Unig
Europejska, po to zeby dopehic jak gdyby integracje calego kontynentu. Sita jest wlasnie w tej
réznorodnosci.

Przyznajemy si¢ w calej rozciagtosci do dziedzictwa europejskiego. Nasz wklad w bezpieczenstwo
to nie tylko wysokie wydatki na polityke obronna, to rowniez Partnerstwo Wschodnie. Apeluje o
to, zebysmy lepiej rozumieli swoj punkt widzenia, zebysmy potrafili si¢ nawzajem szanowac.
Zastan6wcie sig, jak to jest, ze ogromna czg$¢ mediow, 80-90 procent, jest przeciwko nam.
Ogromna cze$¢ biznesu, wielkich korporacji, zachodnich i rodzimych, jest przeciwko nam,
ogromna cz¢$¢ Parlamentu Europejskiego zapewne tez jest przeciwko nam, a jednak mamy caly
czas takie poparcie w kraju, ktore przekracza zdecydowanie jakiekolwiek poparcie dla innej partii.

Moze jest co$ glebszego w naszej polityce, solidarnosciowej z jednej strony, a z drugiej strony
uczciwej, dazacej do odzyskania tych podatkéw, ktére (stowo niedostyszalne) w czasach naszych
poprzednikow, réwniez ze wzgledu na staby wymiar sprawiedliwosci? Czy wiecie, ze w czasach
naszych poprzednikéw dwaj sedziowie — sedzia Sadu Najwyzszego i sedzia Naczelnego Sadu
Administracyjnego — umawiali si¢ miedzy sobg co do wyroku? Nic wtedy nie méwiliscie o tym, ze
jest to niedopuszczalne.

Teraz do Komisji — Valdis to méj przyjaciel, z ktérym wiele razy rozmawiatem o bardzo wielu
sprawach ekonomicznych, makroekonomicznych, zgadzamy si¢ — unia walutowa, unia bankowa,
kryzys finansowy to s3 tematy, ktore wielokrotnie omawialiSmy i na wielu polach méwimy
wlasciwie tym samym jezykiem. Warto podkresli¢ tez to, co Komisja Europejska méwi
pozytywnego o nas: ten bardzo pozytywny rodzaj wzrostu gospodarczego, wysoka jakos¢
wzrostu gospodarczego przy malejacym deficycie i zwigkszonej skutecznosci podatkowe;.

Dzigkuje bardzo, ze pan przewodniczacy Dombrovskis powiedzial o tym, Ze zrobilismy duzo dla
dialogu. Nie wiem, czy to panstwo wylapali, bo rzeczywiscie postawiliSmy na dialog i zrobiliSmy
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duzo dla dialogu. Ale musz¢ si¢ glosno zastanowié, czy Komisja jest tym honest broker, jak
moéwicie, czy jest tym uczciwym posrednikiem, bo ja oczekiwalem, ze w sytuacji takiej
polaryzacji, jaka byta w Polsce — jaka jest w Polsce, to prawda — Komisja bedzie tym honest broker.

This proposal requires a special legislative procedure: we needed unanimity in the Council — and
you know how difficult it is to get unanimity in the Council — and today we need an absolute
majority in this House. With my co-rapporteur, Danuta Hiibner, after three years of hard work
and negotiations, we got 28 Member States to reach consensus on this reform package. I would
ask you not to miss the opportunity. We will have to wait a very long time to go back to this
proposal again.

Please use this opportunity to have a more open, more inclusive and fairer system for European
elections.

President. — Colleagues, it is a pleasure to welcome the President of Angola, Jodo Lourengo.
Angola is an important country in Africa and strengthening ties with the African continent is a
priority for the European Parliament. Since the African Union-European Union summit in
Abidjan last November, we have advocated for a new revitalised partnership between our two
continents, a partnership based on equal relations. The European Council conclusions adopted
last week reflect this approach, calling for increased exchanges and contact with Africa.

President Lourenco, in September 2017 you became Angola’s first new president in 38 years.
Your election greatly contributed to the democratic process in the country. The reforms you have
pushed for are contributing to revitalising Angola’s economy by attracting foreign investment,
enhancing private-sector competitiveness, reducing dependence on the oil industry, corruption
and inequality, and improving citizens’ rights. Structural changes, however, remain to be
accomplished. Poverty and unemployment rank top of the list, as does the lack of diversification
of the economy. The EU stands ready to support Angola in tackling these challenges.

Through stronger economic diplomacy and by drawing up an investment plan for Africa, we can
help you develop a manufacturing base via our transfer of technology and know-how, as well as
improving social infrastructures. Trade is another area in which we can do more. In this respect, I

invite Angola to join the Economic Partnership Agreement that exists between the EU and six
countries of the region.

Beyond the economy, Angola can play a strong role in the region. I welcome the efforts made and
the openness towards refugees from the Democratic Republic of Congo. Migration is a common
challenge on which we have to work together.

Ndo quero deixar de aproveitar este
momento singular para manifestar o meu desejo de um didlogo permanente e franco com o
Parlamento Europeu, baseado no respeito mutuo, para que se reforce a nossa cooperagdo em
todos os dominios de interesse comum.

Com o mesmo espirito, durante a minha recente visita oficial a Bélgica, tive ja a oportunidade de
abordar com o Presidente do Conselho Europeu e com a chefe da diplomacia europeia algumas
situagdes que preocupam os nossos dois continentes.

Como é do vosso conhecimento, alguns dos problemas vividos por Africa tém reflexos diretos na
Europa e merecem, portanto, a atencdo cuidada dos responsaveis dos paises e das organizagdes de
ambos os continentes.

Exceléncia, minhas senhoras, meus senhores, Angola viveu durante décadas uma situacdo de
conflito armado que provocou a morte de milhares de pessoas e a quase completa destruicdo das
suas infraestruturas, situa¢do que s viria a terminar com a assinatura dos acordos de paz no dia 4
de abril de 2002. O alcance da paz e da reconciliagdo nacional permitiu promover uma vasta
campanha de construgdo e reconstru¢do e encetar uma nova etapa de reformas em todos os
dominios da vida politica, econdmica e social, com ganhos visiveis na vida dos cidadaos.

Apesar de esse processo ter sido fortemente afetado pela crise econdmico-financeira internacional
e pela baixa do preco do petréleo no mercado internacional, isso ndo impediu que fosse
assegurado o normal funcionamento das institui¢des democraticas, o exercicio da justica e a
afirmacio dos direitos e das liberdades fundamentais dos cidaddos.

Hoje, quando o pais vive uma natural fase de transigdo politica, o executivo angolano continua
empenhado em aprofundar o processo democratico e em melhorar as condi¢gdes que permitam
um ambiente favordvel a diversidade de opinides, a liberdade de expressio e, no geral, ao respeito
pelos direitos fundamentais dos cidadios.

Desde 2008 que a Reptiblica de Angola realiza eleicdes periddicas, livres, justas e transparentes,
participadas por diferentes partidos e coligacdes de partidos, com vista a legitimar o poder,
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elegendo o Presidente da Republica, os deputados a Assembleia Nacional e a formagdo do
executivo do Governo.

Temos uma Assembleia Nacional unicamaral, com um total de 220 deputados distribuidos entre
quatro partidos politicos e uma coliga¢do de partidos, de acordo com os resultados das elei¢des de
agosto de 2017.

Exceléncia, minhas senhoras, meus senhores, antes da minha investidura como Presidente da
Reptblica em 26 de setembro de 2017, tenho procurado implementar politicas que beneficiem
diretamente as popula¢des, em concertagdo com todos os atores politicos e sociais da Nagdo. O
executivo que dirijo tem focado a sua atengdo na implementacdo de programas de estabilizagdo
macroeconémica e de consolidacdo fiscal, com vista a reduzir os efeitos da inflagdo e a normalizar
o mercado cambial.

Embora se verifique uma diminui¢do do peso do setor petrolifero na economia nacional, tal
redugdo ndo ¢é suficiente para superar os desequilibrios existentes e ndo se reflete ainda na
diversificacdo da economia e numa alteracio estrutural das exportacdes e das receitas do Estado.

Nos tltimos anos, foi feito um grande esforco de reconstrugio nacional, tendo-se investido
bastantes recursos em infraestruturas e obras sociais, mesmo assim insuficiente para fazer face as
necessidades de atendimento das empresas e das populagdes no que diz respeito a energia, gua,
escolas e hospitais, por exemplo.

Contamos, por isso, com a Unido Europeia como um importante parceiro que nos pode ajudar a
superar os constrangimentos que ainda encontramos para colocar a economia angolana ao
servi¢o do desenvolvimento, do progresso e do bem-estar das suas populagdes.

Minhas senhoras, meus senhores, no quadro da moralizagdo da sociedade, da criacio de um
melhor ambiente de negdcios e de maior atencdo ao investimento privado estrangeiro, levimos a
cabo uma verdadeira cruzada contra a corrupc¢do e a impunidade em toda a sociedade, com
destaque para os chamados «crimes de colarinho branco», cujos resultados positivos asseguramos
que, em breve, comegaremos todos a sentir e a beneficiar.

Paralelamente, um conjunto de outras medidas vém sendo adotadas, como a recente aprovacdo
pelo Parlamento angolano da nova lei da concorréncia, que tem como objetivo prevenir e
sancionar as agdes dos agentes econdmicos que ndo cumpram as regras da concorréncia; a
aprovagdo da lei do investimento privado que se tornou mais atrativa para o investidor no geral e,
em particular, para o investidor estrangeiro. Ali, onde ainda foi possivel, foram anulados contratos
biliondrios para a construcdo e gestdo de importantes infraestruturas publicas, caso do porto da
Barra do Dande, por ndo se terem respeitado os mais elementares principios da transparéncia e da
concorréncia.

Foi aberto concurso ptiblico para novas licencas de telefonia mével e a privatizagdo, em parte, do
capital da Angola Telecom. Estudos decorrem para a privatizacdo em concurso transparente ou
em bolsa de algumas empresas publicas de diferentes setores, incluindo o petrolifero.

Foi hd dias aprovado em Conselho de Ministros o novo modelo de comercializacdo dos diamantes
que acaba com os chamados clientes preferenciais, por outras palavras privilegiados, que tinham o
monopolio do negdcio em detrimento das empresas produtoras e até da propria concessiondria, a
Endiama.
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Acreditamos que, com esta medida, veremos em breve o regresso das grandes empresas
multinacionais do setor, quer das produtoras como das de comércio e de lapidagdo de diamantes.
No mesmo quadro da moralizagdo da sociedade, combate a corrupgdo e a impunidade, decorrem
nos competentes Orgdos de justica processos-crime contra aqueles cidaddos que,
presumivelmente, terdo lesado o Estado em centenas de milhdes de dodlares americanos.
Aguardemos o seu desfecho.

Foi ainda aprovada a lei de repatriamento de capitais que tem como objetivo fazer o
repatriamento voluntario pelos seus detentores dos avultados recursos financeiros, verdadeiras
fortunas, que um restrito grupo de cidaddos angolanos detém em paraisos fiscais ou em outros
bancos pelo mundo fora.

Foi nossa inten¢do dar-lhes a possibilidade de trazerem esses recursos voluntariamente para o pais
e com eles realizar investimentos na nossa economia, criar riqueza, criando emprego,
contribuindo, desta forma, para o fortalecimento da economia nacional. Esta janela que se abriu
serd por um periodo exato de seis meses, que expira no final do corrente ano, findo o qual o
Estado terd toda a liberdade e legitimidade de utilizar todos os instrumentos legais ao seu dispor
ndo s6 para localizar e recuperar a totalidade desses recursos que sdo do povo angolano como
também de levar as barras da justica os seus responsaveis.

Viemos assinando acordos bilaterais com vista a isengdo de vistos em passaportes ordinarios e, de
uma forma geral, foram tomadas medidas de facilitagdo e agiliza¢do do processo de concessio de
vistos para quase todos os paises, a favor dos investidores, turistas ou simplesmente cidaddos que
queiram visitar Angola por outras razdes.

Acreditem que Angola se vem tornando, nos altimos meses, num pais mais aberto ao mundo e,
por isso, mais amigo do investimento, mais aberto ao turismo. Angola estd aberta ao investimento
privado estrangeiro praticamente em todos os ramos da economia, da agricultura e pecudria, das
pescas, da hotelaria e do turismo, da inddstria transformadora e dos materiais de construgdo, da
refinacdo e distribuicdo de derivados de petréleo e gas natural, da construcdo e operacionaliza¢do
de infraestruturas rodovidrias, ferrovidrias e portudrias, assim como da produgao, distribuicdo e
gestdo de energia elétrica e aguas.

Minhas senhoras, meus senhores, com vista a resolu¢do dos principais problemas sociais dos
cidaddos, como o acesso a dgua potavel, energia elétrica, recolha e tratamento de residuos sélidos,
transporte publico, escola, cuidados primdrios de satde e outros, s6 possivel no quadro de uma
governagdo cada vez mais proxima do cidaddo, através de Orgdos por si eleitos, estdo a ser
preparadas para 2020 as primeiras elei¢des autdrquicas, a ser realizadas de forma gradual, de
modo a dotar progressivamente os diversos municipios de autonomia financeira, patrimonial e
administrativa.

Exceléncia, minhas senhoras, meus senhores, Africa vive, hoje, um clima de conflitos internos, de
inseguranga, de crise econdmico-financeira, de terrorismo, de fome e pobreza e, como
consequéncia, vem conhecendo sucessivas vagas de emigracdo em direcdo ao continente mais
préximo, o continente europeu.

Esta é uma situacdo que a todos nos envergonha. E triste e revoltante constatar que, cerca de seis
séculos depois de os filhos de Africa terem sido levados em condi¢des degradantes nos navios
negreiros para as Américas onde, na condicdo de escravos, contribuiram para o florescimento de
grandes economias, hoje a saga se repete, embora numa conjuntura diferente.
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Os filhos de Africa vio, hoje, para a Europa na condicdo de imigrantes, dirdo alguns que de forma
voluntdria, o que é discutivel. Para sermos francos, fogem dos conflitos armados, da fome e da
miséria que assolam alguns dos nossos paises. Fogem do desemprego e da falta de perspetivas de
um futuro melhor. Todos somos responsaveis por este quadro com que muitos paises africanos se
confrontam.

E nesta conformidade que apelamos a Unido Europeia para estabelecer com o nosso continente
um modelo de cooperacdo que, a médio e longo prazo, possa contribuir para reverter o atual
quadro, que ajude os nossos paises a passar de meros exportadores de matérias-primas para
produtores de produtos manufaturados, industrializados, como garantia de uma maior oferta de
emprego e oportunidades de negdcios para os nossos cidadaos.

Acreditamos que isso serd no interesse de todos, que a Africaea Europa s6 tém a ganhar com uma
Africa capaz de reter os seus filhos no continente, através de uma maior oferta de emprego e de
melhores condigdes de vida no geral. Ndo se trata de mero sonho, mas de algo que pode vir a ser
uma realidade se discutirmos sempre de igual para igual, sem complexos de tipo algum, com
realismo e pragmatismo.

Minhas senhoras, meus senhores, na minha qualidade de presidente em exercicio do 6rgdo para a
cooperacdo no dominio da politica, defesa e seguranga da SADEC, vimos trabalhando em
iniciativas tendentes a apoiar os esfor¢os da SADEC, do SIAC e da CIRGL na resolugio pacifica dos
problemas que afetam alguns paises da regido, com destaque para a RDC, a Republica Centro-
Africana, o Suddo do Sul, o Lesoto e, ultimamente, também Madagdscar. Trabalhamos em
conjunto com as organizagdes sub-regionais citadas e também com a Unido Africana e as Nacoes
Unidas, respeitando sempre a soberania nacional de cada Estado, assim como as normas do
Direito Internacional.

No que diz respeito a cooperacdo entre a Unido Europeia e o continente africano, realizimos no
ano passado a quinta cimeira, na qual foram discutidas questoes de paz e seguranga, da boa
governagdo, democracia, os direitos humanos, as migracdes e a mobilidade dos cidadaos, o
investimento e o comércio, o desenvolvimento de capacidades e a criagdo de emprego.

E posicio comum africana a necessidade da mudanca do paradigma do modelo de cooperacio
estabelecida no ambito dos acordos de Cotonu entre a Unido Europeia e o grupo de paises da
Africa, Caraibas e Pacifico.

Termino, reiterando os meus agradecimentos pela hospitalidade, pelo cordial acolhimento e pela
atencdo dispensada pelos senhores deputados.

Mario Centeno, President of the Eurogroup. — Mr President, it is an honour to be here today with
you and to join this discussion on Greece. Greece’s third programme is drawing to a successful
close. The Greek people and all euro area citizens are finally able to turn the page. This is the right
time to assess what Greece and the euro area countries have achieved together during the last eight
years. It is also an opportunity to cast a glance at the near future.

First and foremost, I would like to pay tribute to the Greek people. The positive results of the last
programme are to their credit.

(Applause)

These should now have a lasting effect on growth and would not have been possible without the
extraordinary sacrifices made by the Greek citizens, without the country’s tremendous efforts to
rebalance and modernise its economy.

The Eurogroup has also contributed to the successful outcome. Over the years, Greece’s European
partners have provided time and money. Time for Greece to redress its fundamentals; the time
that every reform process requires. Over EUR 250 billion in loans when no one else was willing to
lend. This was unprecedented solidarity that will benefit Greece for many decades. Today Greece is
ready to stand on its own feet again and with the sound foundations for sustainable balance and
inclusive growth.

The agreement reached at the June Eurogroup is key for Greece to achieve that goal. I will walk
you through the details of the agreement, but before that, let me briefly mention where we have
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come from. I am well aware of today’s time constraints, so to borrow a reference from Greece’s
history and cultural heritage, I promise to be more Spartan than Delphic.

Greece has been on the agenda of the Eurogroup for the last eight years. Back in 2010, the country
was facing formidable adjustment challenges which required a deep reform process. Public
finances had to be put on a sound footing, competitiveness needed restoring, the economy had to
be made more open and modernised and the negative spill-overs of all this to the financial sector
needed to be addressed.

These were long and difficult years. We all would have liked a few things to have gone differently.
Yet today, Greece is set for a successful exit from the third ESM programme. 20 August 2018 is a
date to mark in our calendar; a date to celebrate. During the programme, Greece adopted over 450
policy actions across a vast array of areas. Of course, implementation takes time, and we need to
be resilient. Patience, though often in short supply, is critical but reforms are indeed paying off.
Economic growth has been back in positive territory. Since last year, the economy grew by 1.4%
in 2017, and is expected to increase 1.9% this year. The outlook — according to the latest forecasts
—is bright and in line with the euro area average.

The results have been particularly impressive on the fiscal side. Today, Greece’s budget is running
a solid primary surplus, above 4% for two consecutive years, and has been made more sustainable
through ambitious taxation and patient reforms. Importantly, the social safety net is being
revamped to better protect vulnerable groups. The country’s competitiveness has been improving,
with a positive effect on the labour market. That means faster job creation and falling
unemployment. Greece’s business cycle is now more aligned with the euro area economy and this
is great news. Against this positive backdrop, the financial sector is more and more resilient. All
these are encouraging signs that will help Greece to regain investor confidence. It has already
successfully raised funds from bond markets on several occasions. The income-passing agreement
of euro area finance ministers of 22 June will improve market sentiment even further, as already
seen on the secondary market. The recent agreement on debt relief is the last of several
improvements in Greece’s lending terms since 2012. Thanks to these favourable landing
conditions, Greece saves money every year. In 2017 alone, it saved EUR 12 billion in debt service
payments, or 6.7% of the country’s GDP, according to the European civility mechanism estimates.
These benefits represent no cost for the European tax payer; on the contrary, we all gain from a
stable and growing economy across our common currency area.

Back in 2012, private creditors did agree to take a hit to the tune of 53% on their holdings of
Greek debt. This was a unique feature of the second assistance programme. Already in the ESM
programme, we had agreed short term debt measures that reduced the debt to GDP ratio by 25%
in 2016. In the last Eurogroup, we agreed to an even more substantial package of measures to
make Greece’s debt sustainable. This includes an extension of the bulk of the loans by the
European Financial Stability Facility (EFSF) and a deferral of interest by an additional ten years. In
other words, until 2033, Greece will have less interest and have the motivation to burden its
budget and this means more fiscal leeway to support its economy and its citizens. In addition to
that reprofiling, the Eurogroup last month agreed to resume transferring to Greece the profits
made by the euro system on its holdings of Greek government bonds. This will take the form of
semi-annual payments in December and in June until 2022. These payments give a positive
incentive for Greece to continue implementing reforms in the coming years. It is time to continue
the process of reforms that is now fully owned by Greece. This process must prove resilient over
forthcoming political and economic cycles, and we must never forget that.
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The final tranche of the European stability mechanism to Greece was another element of this
package. We agreed that EUR 15 billion will be disbursed after the national parliaments in a
number of Member States have had their say, and this can happen as soon as next week. Out of
this amount of EUR 15 billion, EUR 9.5 billion will be dedicated to a cash buffer, which should
also reassure investors as it will act as Greece’s fiscal backstop. The remaining EUR 5.5 billion will
be disbursed in 2020 to a segregated account and should be used to cover Greece’s debt servicing
needs.

At the end of the programme, the overall size of the cash buffer in Greece will be EUR 24.1 billion,
which is a very large amount that covers Greece’s financing needs for around 22 months after the
exit from the programme on 20 August. This is a longer safety net than in any other country’s
programme so far.

So, it is now up to Greece to build on the programme’s success and to consolidate its
achievements. Greece should continue implementing responsible fiscal policies and
growth-enacting reforms to improve the living conditions and the chances and prospects of its
citizens. This is what Greece’s post-programme framework will be about. We all agree that for the
next couple of years, the so-called enhanced surveillance by the European Commission will help
Greece stay the course. Commissioner Moscovici will be able to tell you more about that in a
minute.

But let me be clear, being out of the programme means Greece being out of the programme.
Greece should commit to the requirements to participate in the euro just like any other country in
the euro, but in this safe framework the government has an obligation to provide policy options
to its citizens and to debate them internally. That is indeed a good thing for democracy. I am
confident that Greece will look at its policy options and be able to improve on existing reforms to
promote stability and political compromise — stability to spur investment, compromise in the
name of future generations. This will require action on several fronts: prudent fiscal policy based
on primary surpluses and sound management of public finance, financial sector governance and
handling of non-performing loans, an efficient and effective social safety net, flexible and open
labour and product markets and — also very importantly — modern public administration, just to
name a few.

For this purpose the Greek Government presented a growth model which is based on the
continuation of reforms. These will help Greece to continuously lift its productivity capacity and
offer a solid anchor for confidence amongst foreign investors and Greek citizens. Market volatility
some weeks ago has shown that Greece remains vulnerable to risks. New policy options should
take this into account. It is very important that Greece continues to take ownership and
implement its ambitious long-term growth strategy. I am encouraged to find that the Greek
authorities see it that way too, and I welcome the policy commitments they have announced to
the Eurogroup.

Confidence in Greece’s future is the key message I wanted to convey to you. I would now very
much like to hear your views on this matter.

Pierre Moscovici, membre de la Commission. — Monsieur le Président, Mesdames et Messieurs les
députés, Monsieur le Président de I'Eurogroupe, cher Mario, c’est un plaisir d’étre parmi vous
aujourd’hui, aux cotés du président de I'Eurogroupe pour vous présenter, a mon tour, ce que
l'accord de I'Eurogroupe, conclu le 21 juin, signifie pour l'avenir de la Grece, le 22 juin au matin.
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Apres huit longues interminables années, la Grece s'appréte enfin a retrouver le chemin de la
normalité et de 'autonomie. J'ai passé deux jours a Atheénes, hier et avant-hier, et j’ai pu voir a quel
point cette aspiration a la liberté retrouvée était puissante chez les autorités grecques et, j'en suis
stir, au sein du peuple grec également.

C'est un moment historique pour ce pays et, comme 'a dit Mario Centeno — c’est la phrase que jai
entendue pendant deux jours dans toutes les bouches —, «une page se tourne» et nous devons
prendre la mesure de ce moment. Non pas le considérer comme une fin en soi, non pas le
considérer comme une perfection, mais étre conscient de la tres grande importance de ce qui est
en train de se passer. C'est aussi un moment important pour la zone euro qui a su prouver, a
travers cette crise, sa robustesse et sa résilience, et aujourd’hui on peut dire, avec la conclusion des
programmes d’assistance pour la Gréce, que la crise économique qui nous a si violemment frappés
est bel et bien derriere nous et que la zone euro, comme la Grece, en ressortent, je crois, plus fortes
et avec un potentiel plus important.

Nous avons désormais jusquau 20 aofit, et le 20 aott est la date officielle de la sortie du
programme, pour préparer ensemble la transition et l'avenir du pays dans la sérénité. J'ai
conscience comme vous tous, ici, que ces derniéres années ont été éprouvantes pour le peuple
grec, et particulierement pour la classe moyenne et pour les plus vulnérables. Je sais que des
millions de Grecs ont vécu et vivent encore durement cette longue récession, les réformes
successives et 'austérité méme si, comme jai eu 'occasion de le dire hier au Parlement grec, ne
nous trompons pas, ce nest pas l'austérité qui a provoqué la crise, c’est parce qu’il y avait crise que
des mesures et des réformes étaient nécessaires.

Chacun en Grece a traversé son drame ou sa tragédie personnelle, soit en perdant son emploi du
jour au lendemain, soit en voyant sa pension de retraite baisser, soit en en observant, impuissant,
ses enfants quitter le pays a la poursuite d’'un avenir meilleur qu'ils ne pouvaient pas trouver chez
eux. J'espére que vous me croirez quand je vous dis que nous pensions toujours aux conséquences
de nos décisions pour le peuple grec au sein de I'Eurogroupe ot, pour ma part, je siege depuis
maintenant plus de six ans. La Commission européenne a toujours été l'alliée des citoyens pour
défendre leurs intéréts. Non pas lalliée de tel ou tel gouvernement, mais l'alliée du peuple grec
pour s'opposer, du mieux possible, aux tenants d’'une austérité aveugle, et surtout pour s’'opposer a
tous ceux qui étaient préts a jeter la Grece hors de la zone euro pour ne pas avoir a faire preuve
d’'un peu de solidarité envers un partenaire. Durant ces six années, que jai traversées d’abord
comme ministre des finances de la France, puis comme commissaire européen, je me souviens de
deux étés, ceux de 2012 et 2015, ot nous avons a chaque fois frolé le «Grexit» qui efit été —j'en
suis persuadé —un désastre, aussi bien pour la Gréce que pour la zone euro.

Je suis fier que nous soyons parvenus a éviter ce scénario catastrophe du Grexit parce qu'au-dela
des conséquences que j'évoquais, il portait a mon avis un risque de fracture irrémédiable de
'Europe trahissant ses valeurs fondatrices.

Pour le peuple grec, je veux aussi me féliciter que nous ayons pu intégrer dans ce programme, en
particulier le troisieme, une dimension sociale. Elle est certes timide, a confirmer et a amplifier,
mais nous sommes parvenus a mettre en place: une couverture maladie universelle — preés de deux
millions de Grecs ont désormais un acces complet aux soins, ce qui n’était pas le cas auparavant —
et un revenu de solidarité sociale, dont plus de 600 000 Grecs ont déja pu bénéficier.

Face a l'adversité, je veux dire mon admiration pour le peuple grec qui a toujours maintenu sa
volonté européenne, sa volonté de rester dans la zone euro et pour cela, je tiens a rendre hommage
devant vous, €lus européens, a leur courage qui a été trés important pendant ces années. Comme
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I'a dit Mario Centeno, en échange de 241 milliards d’euros de préts par les Européens, car on parle
tout de méme de cela, la Grece, nous le savons, s'est engagée dans un processus de réformes
structurelles sans précédent. Jamais, on peut le dire, dans l'histoire de notre Union, un pays —et il
faut dire qu’il en avait besoin — ne s'est réformé aussi rapidement et aussi profondément que la
Greéce. Au cours des trois seules derniéres années, les Grecs ont mis en ceuvre 450 actions
prioritaires qui ont commencé a transformer en profondeur le pays. Qu'a accompli la Gréce en
décidant des réformes? En un mot, énormément. Je sais que c’est un sujet controversé et jai pu
voir a quel point le débat était vif hier a Athenes mais, tout de méme, je vais donner quelques
exemples concrets. D’abord, la Grece s'est engagée dans une réforme fiscale d’envergure. L'impot
sur le revenu est désormais plus juste, plus efficace grace a I'élargissement de l'assiette fiscale et
l'abaissement du seuil minimal d’imposition. Parallelement, un cadastre, oui un cadastre est enfin
en train de se mettre en place — il existe en France depuis 200 ans —, ce qui va faciliter la collecte de
l'impot et ce qui constitue un dispositif efficace de lutte contre la fraude ou I'évasion fiscale et,
enfin, les recettes commencent a arriver dans le trésor public grec. On sait que c’était un des maux
endémiques du pays. Une réforme majeure des retraites a été adoptée et elle est en cours
d’application. Non seulement, elle restaure la viabilité du systeme des retraites mais, elle introduit
aussi des regles unifiées pour tous, ce qui permettra de rendre le systeme, je le crois, plus équitable.
Pour la stabilisation du systeme bancaire grec, divers outils ont été mis en place pour améliorer la
réduction des préts non performants. Nous ne sommes pas au bout, c’est un probleme qui
d’ailleurs touche toute I'Europe, mais la gouvernance du Fonds hellénique de stabilité financiere,
ainsi que celle des banques systémiques a été considérablement renforcée.

Huit années apres, ces efforts, ces réformes, ces sacrifices commencent a porter leurs fruits. Je ne
vais pas insister trop sur les chiffres, mais la Grece est bien engagée sur la voie du redressement
économique. Tous les indicateurs confirment cette tendance positive: une croissance plus solide
(1,4 % en 2017, et une prévision de plus de 2,3 % en 2019), une performance tres spectaculaire
sur le plan budgétaire (retenons qu'il y a un excédent de 0,8 % en 2017, alors que la Gréce en 2009
avait un déficit de 15 %, le plus important de toute 'Europe!), une réduction progressive, bien que
trop lente encore, du chdmage (20 % aujourd’hui, contre 27 % il y a quelques d’années).

Les progres sont la mais les efforts doivent étre poursuivis, les réformes doivent étre achevées pour
que le peuple grec puisse bénéficier des avancées réalisées et voir sa situation saméliorer. Cest tout
l'accord de 'Eurogroupe que Mario Centeno vient de présenter.

Je ne vais pas entrer dans les détails puisqu’il vient de le faire, mais je veux insister sur les avantages
de l'accord. Pourquoi est-ce un bon accord? Tout simplement, parce que I'accord conclu sur la
réduction de la dette est a la hauteur de nos ambitions respectives et des besoins de la Grece. 1l
offre a la Grece une marge de manceuvre suffisante pour continuer de relever les nombreux défis
économiques auxquels elle est toujours confrontée, tout en fournissant — et ¢’était important — une
garantie nécessaire aux partenaires, aux investisseurs et aux marchés, qui attendent le retour de la
Grece maintenant. Les éléments contenus dans cet accord permettront d’abord de réduire de
maniere considérable le niveau de la dette publique. Nous prévoyons une baisse en-deca de la
barre symbolique des 100 % du PIB au terme du processus. Les dispositifs prévus dans l'accord
permettront de dégager jusqu’a 1,2 milliard d’euros chaque année. Tres concretement, cela signifie
que la Gréce ne paiera pas d'intéréts sur ses préts avant 2033. Cela constitue quinze années de
répit pour investir et pour placer. Ceest tout le défi pour la Grece, pour les autorités d’aujourd’hui
comme pour celles de demain, de placer la croissance au coeur des choix politiques a venir. 1l s’agit
aussi de quinze années supplémentaires pour tenter — et il faut le faire — de construire un meilleur
avenir social et de créer de la justice sociale pour les générations futures. Ce doit étre une des
priorités, je crois, des gouvernements grecs a venir, car —je l'ai dit, et nous le savons tous — le
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peuple souffre encore. Au-dela, la seule, et je dis bien la seule et unique stratégie de réduction
durable et efficace de la dette grecque, c’est la croissance.

Voila toute la philosophie de I'accord du 22 juin: redonner une bouffée d’oxygene a la Grece afin
qu’elle renoue durablement avec la croissance et mette un terme a la spirale infernale de la dette.

Jen appelle, bien siir, a la responsabilité des autorités grecques pour transformer l'essai. Il sagit de
mettre en ceuvre les avancées réalisées ces derniéres années, parce qu'il reste du travail a faire.
Seulement, ce sont les Grecs, qui peuvent poursuivre des politiques prudentes et équilibrées, qui
produiront des résultats positifs pour, encore une fois, le peuple grec et sa classe moyenne. Mais,
soyons clairs, j'insiste sur la responsabilité, j'insiste sur la liberté —et c’est trés important pour la
Grece —, mais la Grece n’assumera pas sa tache seule. LEurope et la Commission se tiendront aux
cotés du peuple grec tout au long du chemin.

La Grece retrouve désormais sa juste place au sein de la zone euro et la normalisation de son statut
implique qu'elle devra respecter les droits et devoirs qui en découlent. Comme tout autre Etat
membre, la Gréce devra suivre les obligations budgétaires européennes du pacte de stabilité de
croissance et étre un partenaire responsable dans le cadre de ce processus de surveillance. Elle aura
a présenter dés cet automne, le 15 octobre, un projet de budget pour 2019 dans le cadre normal
du Semestre européen. J'en parlais hier avec Alexis Tsipras et Euclide Tsakalotos.

Comme la crise grecque a été beaucoup plus longue que dans tout autre pays, comme la dette reste
beaucoup plus élevée que dans n'importe quel pays, nous avons choisi ensemble d’appliquer une
surveillance renforcée des la fin du programme. Nous veillerons a ce que les réformes qui ont été
décidées dans le cadre du dernier programme soient menées a bon terme. D’abord, parce que la
Grece s’y est engagée en contrepartie d’'un versement supplémentaire de 15 milliards d’euros, mais
surtout parce qu'elles sont nécessaires pour la modernisation de 'économie et de I'administration
grecques. Je pense, par exemple, a la finalisation du cadastre pour 2021. Nous resterons aussi
particulierement vigilants, avec le mécanisme européen de stabilité, a la trajectoire de réduction de
la dette qui handicape encore lourdement I'économie grecque. Mais — et je terminerai par la — je
veux insister sur un dernier point, a savoir la surveillance renforcée. Contrairement a ce que jai
entendu dire a Athenes, hier, par certains politiques, qui devraient mesurer leurs propos —car la
politique ne permet pas tout, ne permet pas d’aller contre la vérité — non, la surveillance renforcée
nest pas un quatriéme programme, elle offre un cadre pour soutenir 'achévement et la mise en
ceuvre des réformes qui sont en cours. Cest bien dans le cadre du Semestre européen que,
désormais, le dialogue va se nouer avec la Gréce et je peux vous assurer que les missions de
surveillance ne seront pas la pour étre des juges, des procureurs ou des professeurs, mais bel et
bien des conseillers avisés et bienveillants pour que nous puissions réussir ensemble. Oui, c’est de
cela dont il s’agit et il n’est pas question qu’il y ait un quatriéme programme. Dire le contraire, c’est
tout simplement un mensonge.

Mesdames et Messieurs les députés, je tiens a exprimer une derniere fois toute 'admiration que jai
pour le peuple grec, pour sa force, pour sa dignité dans ces moments douloureux et la confiance
que j'éprouve dans les autorités grecques pour poursuivre les réformes ces prochaines années, sans
quoi les sacrifices et les efforts consentis auront été vains. Je suis stir que ce ne sera pas le cas, je
pense que nous avons tiré et que nous allons tirer ensemble les lecons de ces huit années
douloureuses, dont nous sortons, encore une fois, plus forts.

Roberto Gualtieri, on behalf of the S§D Group. — Mr President, [ have to say that I find it a bit
surreal that the representative of the party which brought the Greek deficit to 15% and Greece to
bankruptcy, instead of apologising, attacks the Commission and does not recognise the important
success of this programme.

(Applause from certain quarters)

But let me come back to the programme. The agreement reached by the Eurogroup on the
conclusion of the third European Stability Mechanism (ESM) programme and the additional debt
relief is a milestone in the process of returning Greece to sustainable growth and to autonomy. It is
a great success for the Greek people, who can finally turn the page after many years of hardship
and sacrifices, and for the whole of Europe, which, after many mistakes, has proved that it can
ensure the integrity of the euro area.

I would like to congratulate the Greek Government, the Greek people, the Eurogroup and its
President, Commissioner Moscovici, the ESM and the European Central Bank for their positive
engagement in this process. Let me also give a special mention to Declan Costello, who has done
excellent work on the ground.

Greece is now exiting the financial assistance programme with an impressive track record of
reforms implemented and with an ambitious and socially balanced growth strategy that has to be
pursued, and which we should all support with complementary policy actions at EU level in order
to further Greek growth potential, employment and social cohesion. Together with the reforms,
the significant debt relief — in particular with the cash buffer, the upfront deferral of European
Financial Stability Facility (EFSF) interest and amortisation until 2033, and the binding
commitment to additional measures if needed — now makes the Greek public debt sustainable. It
should allow Greece to regain full access to financial markets.

In this context, while it is important to continue ensuring fiscal sustainability, I regret that the IMF
— the IMF, not the Commission — has imposed clearly unnecessary additional fiscal measures in
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relation to pensions and personal income tax for 2019-2020. This shows why it is important to
reform the ESM and, while the outperformance of the primary balance would fortunately allow
those measures to be fully offset with the tax and spending package, I think it would be wise to
allow Greece to redefine the timing and the nature of such a relevant reallocation of resources.

Finally, we have been closely monitoring the programme. We will do the same with the Enhanced
Surveillance framework, ensuring its fairness and ensuring what has been clearly said: it is not a
programme. Greece has entered the preventive arm of the Stability and Growth Pact, with all its
flexibility provisions.

Der
Kommissar Moscovici hat gesagt: Man darf in der Politik nicht die Unwahrheit sagen, und deshalb
mochte ich mal diese unsigliche Schonfirberei beenden, die hier sowohl aus den Worten des
Kommissars als auch aus den Worten des Prasidenten der Euro-Gruppe hervorgetreten ist. Was
dieses Programm betrifft, so war es ein grofler Fehlschlag. Wir haben Griechenland in eine
wirtschaftliche Katastrophe hineingetrieben. Wir miissen doch ganz klar sagen, dass der
Schuldenstand Griechenlands gemessen an der Schuldenquote im Jahr 2010 bei ungefihr 140 %
lag. Dann hat Griechenland einen riesigen Schuldenerlass bekommen von 107 Milliarden Euro —
weit grofier, als die Staatspleite Argentiniens es gewesen ist, weit grofer als jede Staatspleite zuvor.
Und heute liegt der Schuldenstand hoher —bei 180 %!

Das Einkommen in Griechenland ist um fast 25 % gesunken. Seit Jahren verzichten die Griechen
auf 25 % ihres Einkommens — nicht etwa freiwillig, wie es das Wort Verzicht nahelegt, sondern
gezwungenermaflen durch die Anpassungsmafinahmen, die wir ihnen aufoktroyiert haben. Die
Staatseinnahmen in Griechenland sind nicht gestiegen. Die gesamte Anpassung des Staatsdefizits
ist nur auf der Ausgabenseite zusammengekommen, weil eben alles Mogliche an Staatsausgaben
zusammengestrichen worden ist. Aber es ist im griechischen Staatshaushalt nicht gelungen, mehr
Einnahmen zu erzielen!

Die notleidenden Kredite in den griechischen Banken sind angestiegen. Die griechischen Banken
sind wackelig und instabil. Das ganze griechische Wirtschaftssystem fuf$t lediglich auf einer
zurzeit guten konjunkturellen Lage. Deshalb haben wir mickriges Wachstum von 1,4 %, wahrend
die griechischen Nachbarlinder Bulgarien, Ruménien, die Tiirkei mit 4 % oder mit 7 % realem
Wachstum aufwarten konnen.

Griechenland hat die rote Laterne, auch beim Exportwachstum. Alle Nachbarldnder wachsen in
Bezug auf ihre Exporte stirker, als Griechenland das tut.

— Mr President, I would like to
congratulate Greece on leaving the bailout regime after eight years. We all know that the reform
process has been painful for many Greek citizens, but it is very good news that Greece can stand
on its feet.

[ would like to ask the Commission and the Greek government to continue the implementation of
the approved legislation. Full implementation of EU law will generate convergence in the quality
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of the interinstitutional framework with the best European countries. It is also the advice of the
Liberal Group that the Greek government improve its application of EU law. Delayed payments
regulation is a case where the Greek economy would have big dividends to avoid future
generation of non-performing loans when the next crisis comes. Moreover, [ have seen in the
reports provided to the MEPs by the European Parliament that there are EUR 90 billion of unpaid
taxes in Greece, so, Mr Centeno, which measures are in place in order to recover these astounding
figures? Greek public debt could be lowered very substantially.

It would also be good to understand how revenues from income tax have been lower in 2017 than
in 2016, even though the economy of the country is growing. And finally, I would like to call
again for the Greek judiciary to drop all charges against Andreas Georgiou. He did his job well
when he made public the real figures of Greece’s public debt and deficit 10 years ago. I hope that
the path of reforms will continue to grow in the coming years.

— Monsieur le Président, huitans: cela fait
huit ans que la Grece a été placée sous assistance financiére par 'Union européenne.

Officiellement, le pays sort aujourd’hui du plan d’assistance, la croissance est de retour, le tourisme
reprend, la balance commerciale est en équilibre, tout va bien, sauf que pour nous, ces huit ans
apparaissent comme un scandaleux gachis.

Les partis socialistes et conservateurs grecs ont, pendant des décennies, laissé filer les déficits
publics, notamment en négligeant de collecter I'impot aupres de leur clientele privilégiée. Ils n'ont
pas non plus essayé de moderniser 'économie du pays. Leur responsabilité dans le désastre est
écrasante. Mais ils n’étaient pas seuls, car si la Gréce a pu s'endetter au-dela du raisonnable, c’est
parce que des banques, et pas seulement grecques, loin de 1a, ont prété a la Grece au-dela du
raisonnable.

Premiérement, faire porter aux préteurs leur part de responsabilité en
annulant, comme le voulait le FMI, une partie substantielle de leurs créances.

Deuxiémement, conditionner des le début, M. Moscovici, pas apres huit ans, 'aide européenne a
une juste contribution des plus riches et a la mise en place d'une administration fiscale digne de ce
nom. L'Union européenne aurait dii mettre ses outils d’investissement au service d’'une transition
énergétique du pays de maniere a rendre la Grece capable d’étre un exportateur net d’énergie
électrique de sources renouvelables. Elle aurait pu aussi prendre a sa charge les dépenses liées a
l'accueil des réfugiés, dont nous savons que la Gréce accueille plus que sa juste part.
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Si rien ne peut effacer les dommages humains considérables subis par la Grece, il n’est pas trop
tard pour que I'Union européenne change de cap et remette la justice et le bon sens économique
au centre de la relation qui la lie au berceau de la démocratie.

Non riesco perod a
capacitarmi di come qualcuno trovi la ragione di compiacersi e addirittura esultare, perché al di la
di quelle stime che poi si rivelano sistematicamente errate e sovrastimate, la troika lascia a tutti gli
effetti un paese a pezzi, devastato, spolpato e addirittura umiliato dopo un pesantissimo
programma di austerita, privatizzazioni e, soprattutto, svalutazioni dei salari.

Sappiamo bene che quei 270 miliardi di EUR concessi in prestito alla Grecia in cambio di tagli alla
spesa e a queste riforme, spesso inutili alla crescita anzi dannose, non sono stati utilizzati per
sostenere il popolo greco e per il risanamento dell’economia di quel paese bensi sono serviti a
pagare i debiti pregressi nei confronti dei creditori esteri.

Quello che voi chiamate il "programma di salvataggio della Grecia” ¢ stato in realta un gigantesco
bail out mascherato delle banche private francesi e tedesche, fortemente esposte per decine di
miliardi di euro in titoli di Stato greci, a carico dei contribuenti dei paesi dell’Eurozona tutta, che
nel 2010 non avevano alcuna esposizione nel debito sovrano greco.

In altre parole, Francia e Germania hanno usato il bail out greco per spalmare sui governi
dell’Eurozona tutti i rischi derivanti dal sistema speculativo che avevano messo in piedi questi due
sistemi bancari sulla Grecia. Il Parlamento, quindi, dovrebbe dire tutta la verita sulla natura di
questo salvataggio e sullo stato drammatico in cui versa ancora I'economia greca.
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Chiedo a cosa sono serviti i sacrifici se si ¢ passati da un debito del 109% sul PIL nel 2008 a quasi il
180% nel 2016 e che non tende a tutt'oggi a una situazione di rientro. La Grecia ha subito
probabilmente il piti grande programma di privatizzazioni della storia: acroporti, porti, ferrovie,
immobili storici, aziende turistiche, del gas e dell'acqua sono finiti tutti nelle mani di imprese
private, soprattutto tedesche, ma anche di Cina, Qatar e Russia.

Eppure dal 2010 il PIL ¢ crollato del 25%, e cosi il reddito delle famiglie. Gli investimenti reali sono
crollati del 60% dai livelli pre-crisi e rimangono tuttora depressi. Dal 2010 ad oggi le pensioni dei
cittadini greci hanno subito 13 tagli consecutivi, con una perdita totale fino al 70% del loro valore.
E non ¢ finita qui, perché all'interno del programma che avete lasciato alla Grecia sono previsti
altri tagli e altre misure; la disoccupazione ¢ ancora oltre il 20%, quella giovanile ¢ oltre il 50%.
Oltre il 35% della popolazione greca ¢ a rischio di poverta.

Infine, anche la popolazione continua a diminuire, sia per il calo delle nascite, sia per la fuga dei
cervelli. In soli otto anni la Grecia ha perso 450 000 cittadini che sono emigrati all’estero.

E questa la vera fotografia della Grecia che dovreste dare e io vi chiedo: sono questi i risultati
dell'Unione europea?

Ein Primariiberschuss von 3,5 % und ein Wirtschaftswachstum von 1,8 % konnen aber nicht
dariiber hinwegtduschen, dass die Arbeitslosigkeit in Griechenland nach wie vor tiber 20 % ist, der
Braindrain von jungen Leuten anhilt und die Staatsverschuldung bei waghalsigen 178 % liegt. Die
Steuerbelastung in Griechenland ist heute so hoch wie in Skandinavien, wahrend die Leistungen
der offentlichen Hand auf Balkan-Niveau liegen und die Einkommen niedriger sind als in
Schwellenldndern. Massive Einkommens- und Pensionskiirzungen bei gleichzeitigen
Steuererhohungen haben den Mittelstand dramatisch geschwicht.

Vor diesem Hintergrund besteht die Gefahr, dass die Regierung Tsipras Reformen zuriicknimmt,
sobald das Sparregime zu Ende geht und die Regierung sich nach dem 20. August wieder am
Kapitalmarkt refinanzieren kann.

Markus Ferber (PPE). — Herr Prisident, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen! Am 22.Juni 2018 hat
die Euro-Gruppe die Weichen fiir das Ende des dritten Anpassungsprogramms gestellt. Damit
kommt ein Prozess zum Ende, der vor acht Jahren begonnen hat, und, Herr Kollege Gualtieri,
damals hat eine Partei regiert, die PASOK hief und mit ihnen verbandelt ist, dies nur als
Randbemerkung. Und seit acht Jahren haben wir dieses Hilfsprogramm.

Es wurden sicherlich die Weichen in die richtige Richtung gestellt, aber ich mochte vor
tibertriebener Euphorie warnen. Zum einen wird sich das Ganze nur dann auszahlen, wenn
Griechenland den Weg von fiskalischer Vernunft und den Fokus auf Wettbewerbsfihigkeit behalt
und diesen Weg weiter beschreitet.

Zum anderen gibt es nach wie vor groffe Probleme im Bankensektor. Ein ganz starker Indikator
daftir ist ja die Tatsache, dass es immer noch Kapitalverkehrskontrollen gibt. Ein Land, das an den
Kapitalmarkt zuriickkehren mochte, sollte ja eigentlich keine Kapitalverkehrskontrollen mehr
haben. Hier zeigen sich auch noch die Altlasten der Krise, denn zu Beginn der Krise wurde extrem
viel Kapital aus Griechenland ins Ausland transferiert. Bei unserem Besuch letzte Woche wurde
uns mitgeteilt, dass nach wie vor iber 50% dieses Kapitals nicht nach Griechenland
zuriickgeflossen sind. Das schwicht natiirlich die Einlagenbasis der Banken nach wie vor. Diese
schwache Einlagenbasis, gemeinsam mit dem immer noch hohen Bestand an ausfallgefahrdeten
Krediten in den Bilanzen griechischer Banken, sorgt dafiir, dass sich griechische Unternehmen
kaum zu vertretbaren Konditionen refinanzieren konnen. Der giinstige Leitzins der EZB kommt
bei griechischen Unternehmen schlichtweg nicht an. Selbst gut aufgestellte, solvente
Unternehmen — so konnte ich mir das vor Ort selber anschauen, bekommen Kredite immer noch
mit einem Zinssatz von rund 5 %, das ist deutlich hoher als im Durchschnitt der Europiischen
Union und des Euro-Wahrungsgebiets.

Deswegen ist es ganz entscheidend, dass die griechische Bankenaufsicht die Defizite in den
griechischen Bankbilanzen angeht, und dabei muss auch die Bankenaufsicht ihren Beitrag leisten.

Die Ratingagenturen geben nach wie vor
dem Land Griechenland nur den Ramschstatus. AufSerdem glaubt die Regierung, dass das Umfeld
nach wie vor positiv bleibt, dass die Zinsen niedrig bleiben und dass sie erfolgreich Mafinahmen
umsetzen kann auf dem Sektor der Rentenkiirzung — leider — und der Steuer, und dies alles in einer
Zeit, wo demnichst wieder Wahlen stattfinden. Wir wissen aus Erfahrung, dass in diesen Zeiten
Mafinahmen sehr schwer umzusetzen sind.

Ich glaube im Gegensatz zu Kommissar Moscovici, dass die Regierung Griechenlands sehr schnell
wieder bei der EU anklopfen wird, um neue Rettungsmafinahmen zu erwirken, und das vor allem
dann, wenn die 15 Milliarden Euro an Barmitteln ausgegeben sind, die es jetzt aus dem
Rettungsprogramm bekommen hat.

Patrick O’Flynn (EFDD). — Mr President, reading the latest OECD summary of the Greek
economy yields a very telling sentence: ‘Continuing high excess capacity will limit price and wage
pressure’. What ‘high excess capacity’ really means is unemployment at 21%. In my country that
would equate to more than six million people out of work, and yet this is Greece’s third
adjustment programme.

Greek citizens will be forgiven for asking when the adjustment — now rebadged as enhanced
surveillance — will be over because adjustment is, of course, another euphemism. It has meant
mass unemployment, tax rises, collapsing public services, rock bottom wages, soaring child
poverty and a huge rise in premature deaths.

Dariusz Rosati (PPE). — Mr President, Greece is about to complete successfully the latest
European Stability Mechanism (ESM) assistance programme after more than eight years of
strenuous efforts to stabilise public finances and overcome deep recession. More than
EUR 240 billion has been disbursed by the euro area Member States to assist Greece since 2010,
an impressive proof of European solidarity.

Thanks to that, the Greek drama is coming to an end, hopefully, although many doubts have been
expressed — including in this House — as to whether this will indeed be the positive scenario.
However, as we see it today, the Greek economy is back on the path of growth and the fiscal
primary balance turned into a solid surplus of 4% of GDP, which acts as a buffer and a protection
against future shocks.

At the same time, a number of important reforms have been implemented, including in the areas
of the labour market, tax collection, sustainable pensions and bank restructuring. Let me

congratulate our Greek friends on those remarkable achievements. However, one of the reasons
for that was the decision by the Greek Government not to leave the euro area, despite many calls
to the contrary. Today we heard voices claiming that it is because of euro area membership that
the Greek economy has suffered so much, but I am of a different opinion. Had Greece decided to
leave the euro area, the implications would have been truly catastrophic: even deeper recession,
higher unemployment, hyperinflation, mass bankruptcies, the collapse of the banking sector and,
of course, not a single euro of assistance from the euro area.

However, while celebrating the completion of the ESM programme, we have to emphasise that a
lot remains to be done. The Greek economy still remains very fragile. That is why I welcome the
decision by the Eurogroup to provide further support to Greece, including three important
measures: the abolition of the step-up interest rate, the transfer of Securities Markets Programme
(SMP) profit to Greece and, finally, a further deferral of the European Financial Stability Facility
(EFSF) repayments by 10 years. I wish our Greek friends good luck for the future.

Paul Tang (S&D). — Madam President, to stand on its own feet, that is what we want for Greece
and the Greek people, allowing the Greek people and their politicians to make their own choices
and their own mistakes. To be a real democracy again. But we are far from that situation.

Firstly, a severe restriction in supply. The primary surplus needs to be 3.5% of GDP until 2022
and, after that, the Commission’s analysis shows that it could decline to 2.2% until 2060. This is
without any precedent in the world. Related — and secondly — the sustainability of debt is far from
assured. Is it a coincidence that a debt sustainability analysis has not been published? It is certainly
not a coincidence that the IMF has raised severe doubts about the debt sustainability, and does not
participate? Mistakes have been made by Greek politicians, but also by our banks and pension
funds. We have a responsibility, but I would rather have seen us taking responsibility by a debt
write-off, allowing the Greek people to stand on their own feet and to make their own choices and
mistakes.

Finally, Eurogroup should do more for Andreas Georgiou. The statistics and the methodology
underpinning them have been verified by Eurostat, implying us as well. His fate is also our
concern.

Gunnar Hokmark (PPE). — Madam President, there is no other way to prosperity than through
growth and competitiveness. As politicians, we cannot decide on the levels of prosperity, but we
can create the preconditions. The main problem is that far too many have believed that you can
decide on incomes and welfare. Far too many believed that if you spend more money than you
have, in the end you will have more money than you had. That was the road map to austerity
because if you spend more money than you have, in the end, you will have no money and you will
have no one loaning you the money.

What we see today is an achievement for the Greek people, who should be congratulated on that,
but let’s remember that it is because of the implemented reforms regarding budgets and structures
that we can see these developments. Budget reforms and structural reforms that were rejected by
successive governments in Greece, not least the present government, which threw the country
once again into a deeper crisis than it was in before, in the belief that you could spend yourself out
of the crisis.

In the future, it must be the main task of the Commission to ensure that the Stability and Growth
Pact is respected. The way to deal with problems in the economy is about reforming and
consolidating public spending. It must be learned that we can never achieve anything without
ensuring that we have the competitiveness, the growth, the entrepreneurship and the investments
that are needed for growth. They can only be created in the respective Member States. The
responsibility always lies with the Member States, not with the EU, which financed them with
loans, and not on the euro, which is a currency, but on the need for reforms. Let’s make this the
big lesson from today: you can change direction, but you need to implement reforms.

— Madam President, we are now discussing the conclusion of the third
economic adjustment programme for Greece. It has been eight years, and 450 different reforms
that were discussed between the Troika and Greece, and what are the conclusions that we can
draw now at the end of the process? Firstly, we should do everything it takes to make sure that
such a situation of crisis never ever occurs again in Greece or in any other Member State of the
Union.

What do we have to do for this? Firstly, we have to make sure that our economies reform, that
they become stronger, they remain competitive, they attract private investment, that we support
entrepreneurs, SMEs, and of course we have to keep to our budgets in order to make sure that we
can react in a situation of crisis. Crisis prevention is so important, because if we do not prevent a
crisis, then if we enter into a crisis it’s always more difficult. Crisis brings misery to people, it
brings poverty, it brings unemployment, it brings bankruptcy to companies, and we have to avoid
this at any price.

The second message which I would like to give is that we have to make sure that the sacrifices
made by the people of Greece over the last eight years are not in vain. We have to make sure that
the country stays on the right track, and for this reforms have to continue. We have to make sure
that education is such that children in school are equipped with the right skills to be successful on
the labour markets in Greece and internationally. We have to make sure that the public
administration is efficient and equipped, populated with experts, not politically driven. These are
things that we have to observe not only in Greece but also in many other Member States, but I
think it’s important that we draw this conclusion in the end.

And one more thing I want to say. Over these eight years, we have learned that populism is never a
solution. We have learned that populists don't have solutions; they say one thing during the
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campaign and then we see that what they say during the campaign they either forget it afterwards
or it does not work in practice. I know this is a drastic message but we have to say it: stay away
from populists.

Pierre Moscovici, membre de la Commission. — Madame la Présidente, Mesdames et Messieurs les
députés, merci pour ce débat d’'une grande vivacité, ce qui est logique tant cette crise a, a la fois,
suscité des douleurs et provoqué bien des passions. Mais je veux dire, ici, sans nier a quiconque le
droit d’avoir un autre sentiment, que l'achevement du troisieme programme d’ajustement
économique doit étre vu pour ce qu'il est, a savoir une excellente nouvelle, a la fois pour la Greéce
et pour la zone euro. Il démontre en effet une chose a laquelle, je crois, que nous devrions tous étre
attachés, c’est que nous sommes plus forts lorsque nous sommes unis que lorsque nous sommes
divisés. C'est la preuve que la responsabilité et la solidarité sont les deux faces d'une méme piece et
qu’elles doivent absolument aller de pair. Nous avons su jouer sur 'une et sur 'autre au cours des
dernieres années, et certainement encore davantage ces derniers mois. Cette stratégie finit par
payer. Alors, je veux me garder ici de tout triomphalisme, mais je pense qu'un catastrophisme
serait de tres mauvais aloi.

Aujourd’hui, la vérité n’est pas que la Gréce est tirée d’affaire, car elle n'est pas tirée d’affaire, mais
elle va mieux, elle se releve et se rétablit pas a pas. En concluant ce programme, nous créons les
conditions d'un rebond durable et puissant.

Le chdmage baisse, bien str trop
lentement, mais il baisse tout de méme. Alors, cela dit, il reste évidemment beaucoup de travail a
accomplir pour que toute la population grecque ressente enfin les conséquences positives des
efforts réalisés ces dernieres années. Je sais, en revenant de Grece, que la classe moyenne et les plus
vulnérables n’ont toujours pas le sentiment que la crise est passée et ils ont raison puisqu’ils en
paient encore dans leur chair et dans leur vie 'héritage.

Je suis convaincu, je l'ai dit et je le répete, que I'accord que nous avons conclu est le meilleur accord
possible. D’abord, parce qu'il est équilibré, qu'il répond a la fois aux besoins et aux intéréts du
peuple grec ainsi qu'aux préoccupations des partenaires. 1l offre une liberté —j’insiste a nouveau
sur ce mot — et du temps a la Grece qui pourra désormais pleinement se concentrer sur l'essentiel —
cela a été dit par plusieurs d’entre vous, avec des termes différents, bien str—, a savoir son
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redressement économique, la création d’'une croissance forte. En méme temps, il fournit les
garanties nécessaires et renforce la confiance des partenaires économiques des investisseurs pour
garantir un retour apaisé de la Grece sur les marchés financiers. Cest bien de cela dont il sagit
apres le 20 aott.

Les différents dispositifs prévus dans l'accord devront contribuer, d’abord, a réduire la dette
grecque, qui s'éleve aujourd’hui a presque 180 % du PIB en-dessous de la barre des 100 % du PIB.
C'est —vous en conviendrez tout de méme — une démarche ambitieuse. Il faut aussi qu'il y ait des
moyens supplémentaires pour réaliser des investissements stratégiques dans les secteurs riches en
emplois, en faveur de la compétitivité, notamment les secteurs que les Grecs, eux-mémes, ont
identifiés dans leur stratégie de croissance. Je pense aux transports, a I'énergie, a I'agroalimentaire,
au secteur maritime, au secteur pharmaceutique, au tourisme durable, a toute une série de sujets
sur lesquels la Grece a des avantages comparatifs a faire valoir.

Aujourd’hui, cest cela la priorité de la Grece, cest de s'engager pleinement pour le retour d’'une
croissance solide et c’est la clé de son rétablissement complet. Il reste encore beaucoup a
accomplir. Je le sais et je redis ici que la Gréce nassumera pas cette tache seule. Les Européens et la
Commission européenne I'accompagneront tout au long du chemin. Notre réussite sera collective
ou elle ne sera pas. Nous travaillerons en étroite collaboration avec les Grecs, comme cela a été le
cas ces huit dernieéres années. Nous le ferons dans le cadre du Semestre européen, et je sais
l'importance des rendez-vous budgétaires que nous avons a 'automne.

Comme la crise économique a frappé et déstabilisé la Grece plus que tout autre pays, notre accord,
c’est vrai, prévoit la mise en place d'une surveillance renforcée. Cela me parait étre un bon
compromis pour la Gréce comme pour la Commission européenne, mais vous verrez que cette
surveillance n’est en rien un quatriéme programme. J'ai entendu les critiques, jai entendu les
interrogations et je veux insister sur ce point une derniere fois. Non! Non, non, la surveillance
renforcée n'est pas un quatrieme programme déguisé. Elle sert a préserver I'élan de la réforme, a
renforcer la crédibilité, ce qui sera crucial pour la Gréce pendant la période postérieure au
programme. Cela rassurera les marchés, les investisseurs et les partenaires européens. Cela
contribuera aussi a contenir les pressions internes qui ne manqueront pas de se faire jour au fil des
ans pour infléchir les politiques responsables qui sont nécessaires. Alors, j'ai été accusé ici, comme
je l'ai été a Athenes, hier, de jouer a je ne sais quel jeu politique occupé par je ne sais quelle
ambition. Ce que j'ai compris, en tout cas, a Athenes hier, et encore aujourd’hui, c’est qu'il est vrai
que des élections ont commencé dans les tétes, mais pas les élections européennes et pas pour
moi, mais les élections en Grece pour certains. 'ai compris que pour certains, critiquer, critiquer et
critiquer encore faisait partie du jeu. Je le dis ici, je ne trouve pas cette attitude honnéte, car la
Commission a été aux cotés, tout comme moi d’ailleurs, de tous les gouvernements grecs. J'ai bien
travaillé avec Antonis Samaras, le précédent Premier ministre du parti Nouvelle Démocratie, jai
bien travaillé avec ses ministres, M. Stournaras et M.Hardouvelis et je travaille bien avec
Alexis Tsipras, je travaille bien également avec Euclide Tsakalotos. J'ai eu un peu plus de mal avec
Yanis Varoufakis, non pas parce qu'ils sont du parti Syrisa, mais parce que jaime la Grece et que la
Commission est aux cotés de la Grece. Alors de grace —je le dis a ceux qui se laissent aller a des
facilités —, les passions politiques sont ce qu’elles sont, et nous les éprouvons tous, mais elles ne
doivent pas conduire a décrédibiliser un bon accord.

Miério Centeno, President of the Eurogroup. — Madam President, after listening to all your
interesting and well placed comments, concerns and questions, I am even more convinced that
given its diversity, future success for Greece depends on the resilience that the current reform
process can show across political and economic cycles. Respecting the hardship that the Greek
people have experienced in the last eight years is crucial for the continuation of this reform
process. And this is the only way that we can show that this is, and was, really not in vain.

Let me stress that reforms take time to mature. Reforms take time to have an effect. And this time
that we need to provide this reform process with in a society is best given by its institutions. And
in Europe this includes the European institutions, and of course the European Parliament. That is
what our citizens expect from us. We need to make our institutions stronger. We need to make
them work.

If we look back, we can conclude that we have come a long way and, indeed, as many of you
stressed, not everything has been easy. In the past eight years, both Greece and the euro area had
to overcome hardship. We were pushed to the limit very often. Together, however, I think I can
say today that we have learned a lot. No doubt we were not fully prepared to deal with this crisis at
its outset. Many things had to be tried and learned on the go. We all indeed paid a price for that,
yet we managed to overcome the obstacles on our way.

Some of you mentioned concerns vis-a-vis the ongoing legal proceedings against the former
president and senior staff of ELSTAT, and those are indeed a matter of serious concern. We have
asked the institutions to monitor developments and report to us in the context of the
post-programme framework. Of course it goes without saying that we fully respect the
independence of the Greek judiciary, but this is a matter that we need to follow up.

Reforms are needed, continuing the process of reform is needed, and I am going to stress here a
special role — some of you also mentioned this — for public administration reform, and we deem
public administration reform for tax collection. That must continue to improve in Greece.

Over those concerns, I must say in any case — and this is my main message here today — that we
have many reasons to be proud. Today, Greece joins Ireland, Portugal, Cyprus and Spain and
prepares for the post-programme period. Greece is ready to turn over a new leaf and is well
equipped for ensuring sustainable, balanced and inclusive growth.

It is not just Greece but also the euro that emerges stronger from this experience. Our single
currency area has become more resilient and much wiser. It has several tools and solutions to
withstand the next crisis, and we are working to strengthen it even more.

For those of you who expressed concerns over the success of the Greek programmes ahead of us, I
would urge you to think of the Portuguese experience and of the subsequent waves of reforms that
followed the exit of the programme in Portugal and that guaranteed a sustainable success for the
exit. The Portuguese example is a good example for us to be aware of.

To finalise, I would just like to say that we are committed to making sure that another eight such
years will never be repeated again.

Kreikan esimerkki osoittaa, ettd euroalueen
kykyd puuttua kriiseihin tulee vahvistaa. Eurooppalaisen valuuttarahaston kehittiminen
vakausmekanismin pohjalta ja pankkiunionin viimeistely toisivat jatkossa kriisitilanteisiin
tarvittavaa ennakoitavuutta ja ripeytta.

Karoline Edtstadler, President-in-Office of the Council. — Madam President, thank you for the
opportunity to speak here today. Of course, as you will understand, it is not for the Presidency to
comment on public statements made by individual ministers in Member States. Instead, I would
like to build on what the Bulgarian Presidency said when you discussed the situation of the Roma
at your last session.

Firstly, I would like to recall that equality is a core value of the European Union and that it is a
value we rigidly uphold. It is part of the European pillar of social rights jointly proclaimed by
Parliament, the Council and the Commission at the end of last year. In our joint proclamation, we
once again committed ourselves to the principle of equal treatment and opportunity, regardless of
racial or ethnic origin. We also stated that equal opportunities for under-represented groups
would be fostered.

Allow me to add a personal note to this discussion as I am politically responsible for the
Mauthausen Memorial, the former concentration camp in Austria where approximately 100 000
people were killed during the Second World War. Most of them were Jews but there were also
homosexuals, people who opposed and fought against the Nazi regime and Roma and Sinti. It is
essential, especially in the commemorative year which we are celebrating in Austria in 2018, to
uphold this memory but it is not less important tirelessly to seek equal rights for all these groups.
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We all know that many Roma in Europe face deep poverty, social exclusion and racial
discrimination and we know we must do more to put this right. I am sure we all agree on one
thing: a Europe that protects should especially protect those who find themselves in the most
vulnerable situations.

In this spirit, seven years ago, the Council, the Commission and Parliament jointly called for action
across Europe to improve the situation of Roma. We successfully launched an EU framework for
national Roma integration strategies. As part of this drive to improve the life chances of some of
our most vulnerable citizens, the Council, like Parliament, has strongly emphasised the
importance of fighting discrimination and prejudice against Roma — a specific form of racism
known as anti-Gypsyism. Anti-Gypsyism is a root cause of the social exclusion of Roma.

[ would also like to take this opportunity to recall the Council’s position on hate speech, racism
and the fight against discrimination. On several occasions the Council has invited Member States
to ensure the effective transposition and implementation at national level of the Framework
Decision on Combating Racism and Xenophobia, as well as other relevant hate crime laws, in
order to counter the plague of hate crime. In addition, the Council has asked Member States to
develop effective methods to report, and ensure the proper recording of, hate crimes.

Moreover, the Council supports the ambitious plans of the Commission high-level group seeking
to develop, with Member States, concrete practices and tools to improve responses to racism,
xenophobia and other forms of intolerance. We also welcome and support the ongoing EU-level
dialogue with major IT companies to address hate speech online.

Last, but not least, we should remember and commend the remarkable work done by the
Fundamental Rights Agency in this field, and concerning Roma in particular. Equal treatment is
not just an ideal but a solid principle enshrined in European law. The Council has already adopted
a directive that prohibits discrimination on grounds of racial or ethnic origin. This directive
protects, inter alia, the rights of Roma, Europe’s largest ethnic minority.

The framework we established in 2011 is due to expire in 2020. The Council stands ready to work
turther on this important subject. Already, in 2006, the Council called on the Commission to
propose a post-2020 strategy on Roma integration. The matter is urgent: the rights and wellbeing
of millions of European citizens are at stake.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, in 2011 the Commission adopted
the EU framework for a national Roma integration strategy up to 2020. This came at a time when
the Roma people were facing a series of threats and pressures and, in response to the Council, I
can confirm that we are now working on the evaluation of this framework, with the aim of
preparing the ground for the new strategy after 2020.

But back to today’s reality. It is regrettable to see that, seven years later, similar issues are re-
entering public discourse in some Member States. The Commission has always made it clear that
the fundamental rights of EU citizens, including free movement and non-discrimination on
grounds of ethnicity, must be respected. Respect for fundamental rights is a key European
achievement which both promotes and gives concrete expression to mutual understanding,
openness and tolerance in European societies.

While all EU citizens have the right to move and reside freely within the EU, this must be done
within the conditions and limitations set out in EU law. As regards stateless persons, Member
States are bound by obligations under international law. In particular, the 1954 Convention
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Relating to the Status of Stateless Persons and the 1961 Convention on the Reduction of
Statelessness. However, not all the Member States of the European Union are signatories of these
conventions. Under the EU Treaties, for migration and border-control purposes, stateless people
are considered as third-country nationals, and expulsion of stateless persons to third countries is
possible only if carried out in line with EU law as set out in the Return Directive. This directive is
applicable to all third-country nationals, for instance all persons who are not EU citizens staying
illegally on the territory of an EU Member State.

Where challenges arise because the presence of marginalised Roma communities is placing
particular strains on some localities, the Commission supports the efforts of local authorities to
improve their social inclusion by promoting good practices and also, of course, the effective use of
available EU funds. In its latest assessment of the implementation of Italy’s national Roma
integration strategy, the Commission emphasised that addressing the issue of camps should be
carried out within an integrated approach, fully respecting individual rights and freedoms, and
addressing simultaneously the challenges in the areas of education, employment and health.

It is evident that Member States have to be reminded of their commitment made in 2011 when the
EU framework was adopted by consensus in the Council. More importantly, it must be clear that
inclusion cannot be achieved by denying people’s fundamental rights and violating human
dignity.

The Commission condemns all manifestations of racism and xenophobia, as these phenomena are
incompatible with the values and principles on which the European Union is based. Statements
associating anti-social behaviour or criminality with people of a certain ethnic origin or
nationality are stigmatising and totally unacceptable. They fuel racism and xenophobia, they can
contribute to the spread of intolerance in society and they are therefore very damaging. Public
authorities must distance themselves from, and actively rebut, such discourses targeting Roma,
and proactively fight against racist and xenophobic behaviour.

Livia Jaroka, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Madam President, let me start by firmly condemning
every act, speech, intention — direct or indirect — that negatively addresses my people, the Roma,
and every discriminatory practice against them. In the era of fake news, we can never be 100%
sure what is reality and what is overreaction or misinterpreted, so I contacted Mr Salvini’s cabinet,
with the help of colleagues here in the Chamber, to learn the real plans so that I could help the
Italian Government to make Roma integration in Italy a reality instead of an utter failure.

According to the latest news, Mr Salvini downplayed his comments, arguing that the intention of
the census proposal was to examine how European funds were being used and investigate life in
the camps.

The EU Roma strategy, as you said, was initiated by Parliament and endorsed by the Hungarian
Presidency in 2011. It was designed significantly and swiftly to improve the situation of the Roma,
but there is a lot to do and this debate can speed it up. In this regard, if the latest news in this case
is true, Mr Salvini is partly right. There is an acute need to examine whether the European funds
that were used for the situation of the Roma have effected change or not, for better or worse.
Nowadays, every fifth European citizen is poor: more than 100 million. The next workers’
generation will come from these poor families. Less than 7% are Roma and 5% to 10% have a
migrant background and came in the last 30 years.

So what can be done? With this report that you are talking about, Ms Jourovd, that the European
Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA) is preparing, you can make history and big changes.
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Parliament initiated this in 2010 and the Commission was not strong enough to take it on board
to the Council. In the end, the Council even vetoed the monitoring. Without these mistakes that
you made, we would not be debating this issue here today, so what I'm asking Mr Kurz to do is to
upscale this strategy to an EUR 120 million anti-poverty strategy for all European citizens. We
have the knowledge and the money to do this and I think it is the only way that this issue can be
solved. We are counting on Austria especially as, in the 1980s, it became the first country to
resolve persecution of the Roma after we were hit by Molotov cocktails in Oberwart and so many

people died.

Soraya Post, on behalf of the S§D Group. — Madam President, Livia Jardka really surprised me in a
negative way; [ will not comment on that anymore, but really!

Salvini has shown us what we can expect from a populist and far-right government: absolutely no
respect for either national or European law. Such governments say no to people in need and leave
them to die in the sea. Such governments want to register Roma people so that they can deport
them. Such governments attack, criminalise and exclude those who do not fit into their racially
dictated boxes.

Such governments use our democratic tools to crash our jointly-built democracy, our commonly
set European values, which we have worked on together for decades. Such governments incite
fear, hatred, anger, and make innocent people scapegoats and treat them as criminals. We have
already seen the horrific consequences of such political groups gaining ground in Europe, but it
seems that our European memory is very short.

Fellow citizens, we are at the crossroads. We have to decide if we want to keep an open,
democratic society, or if we want to live in a Europe of growing intolerance and racism. The
choice is yours, and it is one with far-reaching consequences. And to those politicians feeding
hatred, intolerance and fear in order to get votes and gain power: what are you? I say, shame on
you!

Finally, let me use this opportunity to raise my voice for those Roma people who have been
targeted, injured or killed by far-right groups in Ukraine recently. Colleagues, the reality is that
there are pogroms in Europe in 2018. I urge PresidentPoroshenko and the Ukrainian
Government to condemn the recent horrific acts of violence and killings, and to condemn police
negligence. I demand a proper investigation of the cases, fair legal procedures, and I demand
measures aiming at Roma inclusion and countering anti-Gypsyism. And to end my intervention, I
ask you nationalists, the far-right, to act as human beings and to stop hunting Roma as if they
were animals.

However, Janis Iesalnieks, the
Parliamentary Secretary for the Ministry of Justice, publicly compared Latvian residents of Russian
origin to insects that are difficult to get rid of. These statements have not received any criticism
either from the Latvian ruling elite or in mainstream media.

This intolerant attitude towards part of the population opens the way to arrogant and aggressive
behaviour against other nations and countries. [ am sure, in these circumstances, the European
Union must develop a centralised system of monitoring hate speech cases in the EU Member
States in order, at least, to compensate for the absence of national discussion on such issues.

— Madam President, I followed this
emotional debate attentively. To be honest, at first I was a bit surprised, but in the end, I am very
thankful for this debate because it is obviously necessary to remind Member States of their duty to
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remain sensitive, to reflect history, to be careful with words and to implement both the framework
established in 2011 and effective measures to ensure equality.

Whichever government a Member State of the European Union is ruled by, it is indispensable to
guarantee equal rights, equal chances and the right to education to all citizens, irrespective of their
origin, and to do everything to preclude any form of discrimination. This is not only the duty of
the Member States of the European Union, but also of the Member States of the Council of Europe.
The Council of Europe’s European Court of Human Rights is only a few metres away from here.

Regarding Ms Gomes’s comment, | know that there are many states with a very long tradition of
protecting minorities and that is also the case in Austria. I myself am in regular contact with
different minority groups and we do everything we can to protect them.

But let me end on a positive note by once again stressing the fruitful cooperation between the
three institutions in defending the rights of Europe’s Roma. Parliament has worked particularly
hard to keep this topic on the agenda. I also commend the Council’s contribution and
commitment.

Dimitris Avramopoulos, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, [ would like to tell you
that, personally, [ am very happy that we have reached this point after a lot of work together. We
are now debating, and tomorrow you will vote to adopt, the European Travel Information and
Authorisation System (ETIAS), a milestone in our common work.

Together with you and the Council, we jointly agreed to work together to prioritise the legislative
work of initiatives where European citizens are clearly expecting us to deliver concrete results. For
this, [ would like to express my thanks to our rapporteur, Ms Gal, the shadow rapporteurs, and all
those involved, for their hard work on this file.

Migration and security are at the very top of our citizens’ concerns, as we see in survey after
survey. One of the challenges we identified was to close our information gap on visa-free
travellers, while in parallel facilitating legitimate travel. ETIAS was therefore an immediate
priority. Today we deliver on this priority.

Let me recall and highlight a few aspects about ETIAS and its concrete benefits. First, it will
strengthen internal security and the quality of Schengen border management. Today, border
guards have limited time and information when making their assessment on entry. They have no
prior information on visa-exempt travellers, especially at land borders. With ETIAS they will
benefit from an additional and broader security and migration risk assessment than at the border
crossing point, and before the traveller arrives at the Schengen borders. With this system in place
we should also see a decrease in the number of refusals of entry at the borders.

In addition to the system contributing to the reduction of migratory risks, persons that pose a
security risk will be identified and denied travel authorisation before they arrive. Anyone who is
denied authorisation will not waste time and money travelling to Schengen border crossing
points. This will also reduce the cost of return for carriers, which will have to repatriate fewer
passengers from air, sea and land borders.

Second, while enhancing border management and internal security, ETIAS will at the same time
also facilitate travel for visa-exempt third country nationals. Applying for a travel application will
be quick, simple and cheap and will not require more than a travel document, credit card and
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access to the internet. The vast majority of applicants will receive a positive reply within minutes.
If additional information or documentation were to be needed, or even the need to have an
interview, different possibilities will be offered, taking into account the situation of the traveller.

Third, and this is a crucial point, the system will also help to safeguard our visa liberalisation
policy, something which is, of course, a key component of the European Union’s external policy.
Several visa liberalisation dialogues are progressing with EU neighbours. Visa liberalisation is also
an important tool to promote reforms in partner countries and contribute to overall stability and
good cooperation with third countries.

ETIAS is, of course, not a visa, but it will compensate in a relatively light way for the loss of
information on travellers who were previously visa-required and hence present in the Visa
Information System (VIS). With our Visa Information System, the proposal we made last May will
ensure also that ETIAS and the VIS work smoothly together and there is no information gap
leading to migratory or security risks, all in full respect of fundamental rights.

Please let me now touch upon some of the data protection aspects of the agreement — what data is
collected, its retention and how it is protected. The robustness of the risk assessments to be
performed by the system is, of course, related to the data collected and to the checks performed
against other systems. The outcome on this point is very balanced. It will allow ETIAS to achieve
its objectives and functions efficiently while at the same time minimising the data collected. The
system will not require the collection of additional information other than what is strictly
necessary. I appreciate Parliament’s contribution to striking a constructive agreement with the
Council on this point.

As regards now data retention, the agreement is fully in line with the European Parliament’s
proposal on extending the retention period only if the applicant freely and explicitly consents. In
terms of data protection, the proposal was built to be fully compatible with our new data
protection framework. As you know, the extensive discussions reflect a delineation between the
General Data Protection Regulation and the Police Directive without affecting their scope of
application. Data is protected against risk of abuse. Access is restricted to specific persons within
designated competent authorities. Transfer of data to third parties is prohibited, except for
exceptional cases where the entry/exit system would not already contain necessary data.

Travellers have the right to access, rectification and deletion of their personal data stored in ETIAS.
Supervision is provided by the European Data Protection Supervisor and independent national
supervisory authorities. The system will be built in accordance with the principles of data
protection by design and by default. Moreover, the Fundamental Rights Guidance Board will, at
the suggestion of you, the European Parliament, reinforce and advise the ETIAS screening board
by appraising and issuing opinions on the impact on fundamental rights and of implementing
ETIAS screening rules.

Today, we are ready to pursue our joint commitment to the full and continue to deliver results for
the benefit of our citizens. We should rapidly start to develop ETIAS so that it is up and running in
2021. I am looking forward to the debate today, and thank you for your continued commitment
to truly European initiatives which enhance our external border management, ensuring more
safety for our citizens.

— Madame la Présidente, Monsieur
le Commissaire, je félicite tout d’abord notre collégue Kinga Gal pour le remarquable travail que
nous avons eu 'occasion d’accomplir avec elle.
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La proposition dont nous discutons aujourd’hui est importante, parce qu'elle concerne
potentiellement 1,4 milliard de citoyens venant d’'une soixantaine de pays, qui sont exemptés de
l'obligation de visa, et elle concerne réellement chaque année 30 a 40 millions de personnes qui
entrent sur le territoire de 'Union européenne. Le systeme proposé est simple: tout ressortissant
d’un pays tiers, dispensé de I'obligation de visa, devra disposer demain d’une autorisation préalable
avant de se présenter aux frontieres de I'Union.

Premiére question: une telle mesure est-elle nécessaire? A notre avis, oui. Parmi les 30a
40 millions de personnes qui sont désireuses d’entrer dans I'Union chaque année, certaines
peuvent représenter un risque réel pour la sécurité intérieure, un risque migratoire ou un risque
pour la santé publique par la diffusion d’épidémies. ETIAS est donc un plus pour la sécurité
intérieure, pour le contrdle des frontieres, parce qu’il permet de repérer a temps les risques
potentiels.

Je fais une petite parenthese sur du vécu, jespere que
les arnaques en ligne pour 'obtention d’ETIAS seront moins nombreuses que pour 'obtention de
IESTA. Je ferme la parenthése de vécu. Ce systeme sera censé vérifier, avant que les voyageurs
n'arrivent, s'ils représentent ou pas un risque pour la sécurité publique, la santé publique ou en
matiere d'immigration irréguliere. Aujourd’hui, munis de leur seul titre d’identité, ces risques sont
évalués dans des délais qui sont parfois contraints a la frontiere. La Commission a donc imaginé ce
nouveau systeme comme une pré-autorisation, une évaluation en amont, en quelque sorte.

Dit comme cela, une fois qu'on admet la nécessité de controles aux frontiéres extérieures, ce qui
est mon cas, tout a l'air fluide, mais j’ai tout de méme émis quelques réserves sur ce systéme.
Certaines ont pu se solder par l'ajout de garanties, comme c'est le cas sur certains domaines,
d’autres relevent plutot de la forme des négociations européennes sur la sécurité.

Sur le fond, comme tout systeme d’information européen, mon groupe politique a travaillé en
étant préoccupé par ces objectifs, mais surtout par son impact sur les droits des demandeurs et la
protection de leurs données. Ainsi, grace a notre initiative, il a été ajouté au systeéme un organe
d’évaluation et de recommandation, un guidance board, qui est composé d’experts indépendants
chargés de vérifier que celui-ci n’entraine pas de violation des droits fondamentaux des voyageurs.
Nous avons aussi garanti qu'il n'y ait pas de rétention systématique des données des voyageurs, ce
qui est conforme a l'arrét de la Cour de justice sur 'accord PNR UE-Canada. Cet outil prendra la
forme d’une base de données gérée par I'Union et ses Etats membres. Les entreprises de transport
et les garde-frontieres devront vérifier que chacun des voyageurs concernés dispose d'un ETIAS
avant de le laisser partir ou entrer dans 'Europe.

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VIS, para a qual terei também a honra de ser relator deste Parlamento, iremos fechar este ciclo de
reformas.

Obviamente que permaneco critico relativamente ao método seguido e ao frenesim legislativo
nesta drea, que resulta da excessiva reatividade da Comissao aos pedidos dos Estados-Membros.

The Visa Information System (VIS) together with ETIAS and the recently adopted entry-exit
system will together form part of a single platform for third-country nationals visiting the
European Union. ETIAS will fill a significant information gap on visa exempt travellers. The VIS
proposal will close the gap on long-stay document holders. Together, the three systems will allow
verifications of third-country nationals crossing our external borders into the Schengen area for
short and long stays. It is therefore of paramount importance that the development of the three
systems is synchronised, as ETIAS provides for interoperability with our other EU information
systems for borders, migration and security. It not only brings added value, in itself, but also
reinforces the added value of other EU information systems.

The reinforced eu-LISA will be the beating heart of our work to develop these systems, put them
into effect and ensure their smooth and seamless functioning. For these reasons, I call on you to
reach a swift agreement with the Council on the VIS proposal so that together we can add the last
missing piece of the new EU information platform for borders and security.

I am looking forward to the start of the development of ETIAS and the other information systems
we have in the pipeline. You will remember that it was one of my priorities from the very first
moment [ was designated Commissioner responsible for security and migration. I am more than
happy to share the responsibility with you and, most importantly, to share the results that we
achieve. I encourage you to support these important pieces of legislation when you vote later
tomorrow.

Mike Hookem, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, so we have another year of budget
negotiations and another year of EU budget increases. The Commission proposal, as it stands, is to
increase the EU budget by 3.1%, setting it at EUR 165 billion for 2019. This is a staggering
amount of money, made even more so by the fact that the Commission does not seem to care that
the UK is leaving. One of the biggest contributors to the EU budget is leaving and the Commission
still wants to increase the budget — which is amazing.

The recent Commission statement of estimates showed that the UK will be handing over
EUR 17.5 billion to the EU in 2019, which works out at about GBP 42 million a day. It is this sort
of attitude which led to Brexit. The Commission does not care how taxpayers’ money is spent: a
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few million here, a few hundred million there, billions thrown abroad, while frontline public
services are cut at home.

The Tories have agreed to hand nearly GBP 40 billion over to the EU as a punishment for having a
democratic decision to leave. According to the Office for Budget Responsibility, we will not have
paid this GBP 40 billion off until 2064, nearly half a century after voting to leave. We could still be
paying billions to Brussels thanks to ‘Theresa the Appeaser’ and the Tory Government. Let me just
remind everyone here — and especially the spineless Tory negotiators — that the UK is not legally
required to pay a penny to the EU once we leave.

Theresa May is heading for a Norway-like option, where we are forced to abide by many EU rules
without any say over them, continue giving billions in contributions without representation, and
have little control over immigration rules. The Tories have had two years to come up with a
position on Brexit and show us a blueprint of what an independent Britain would look like. They
haven’t got a clue. They don't have a plan. They will continue giving billions of our money to the
EU and are completely split on whether to carry out the result of the referendum or not. Only
UKIP will stand up for the millions of people who voted to leave, and oppose this betrayal.

John Howarth (S&D). — Mr President, I want to talk about two specific areas that will need
consideration during this year’s budget trilogue. My concerns spring from public hearings recently
conducted by the Committee on Budgets.

Last week, the Council made a proposal to expand the resources and staffing of Frontex for the
protection of the Union’s external border. I welcome that, but when I questioned the Executive
Director of Frontex on their expansion plans for the period of the next Multiannual Financial
Framework (MFF), his reply made it obvious that Frontex had no detailed plans for major
expansion of their staff complement. The proposals contained in Amendment 2 and the oral
amendment that will be moved are helpful in this respect. I look forward to hearing from Frontex
clear proposals that can be funded with confidence. To the Council we should simply say, on this
matter, that this is a new initiative and new initiatives require fresh money.

The Committee on Budgets also recently had a hearing on the mainstreaming of climate spending,
and the evidence from the Court of Auditors revealed that the Union is far from achieving its 20%
target on mainstreaming climate expenditure. It’s clear, therefore, that we need to raise our game,
and again the trilogue needs to address both the mainstreaming of climate change and support for
the UN’s Sustainable Development Goals through the EU budget.

Wir hoffen, dass sich dies 2019 noch verstarkt, damit die neue Forderperiode, der neue MFR, nicht
wieder mit erheblichen Zahlungsiiberhdngen der laufenden Forderperiode belastet wird.

Der Haushaltskontrollausschuss bedauert, dass iiberhaupt die finanziellen Verpflichtungen der EU
durch langfristig wirkende Garantien, Biirgschaften und andere rechtliche Verpflichtungen
zugenommen haben. Das macht ein sorgfiltiges Finanzmanagement dringend notig. Dazu gehort
auch, dass immer mehr Finanzinstrumente aufgelegt und Treuhandfonds ins Leben gerufen
wurden, die sich — wie auch der Europiische Fonds fiir strategische Investitionen — nur sehr
unbefriedigend ob ihrer Wirksamkeit beobachten lassen, den Haushalt aber mit Risiken
konfrontieren konnten.

Wir treten heute gegen einen
ernst zu nehmenden Gegner an das ist das Sommerfest in der Parlamentarischen Gesellschaft, und
deswegen bin ich Thnen sehr verbunden, dass Sie es hierher geschafft haben, um hier heute ein
wichtiges Projekt zu debattieren, namlich die sogenannte Omnibus-Revision der
Haushaltsordnung, die zum ersten Mal im Plenum auf der Tagesordnung steht.

Sprachjuristen danken, die lange noch — fast ein halbes Jahr — mit dem Dossier, mit der Feinarbeit
beschiftigt waren. Ich mochte der Kommission herzlich danken, dem Haushaltskommissar und
seinem Team, Herrn Waelbroeck und Frau Calvifio, die wir ja an die spanische Regierung
abgegeben haben, und natiirlich der maltesischen Ratsprisidentschaft und der estnischen
Ratsprisidentschaft. Ich danke jetzt schon der Osterreichischen Ratsprasidentschaft fiir das
Interesse an dem Thema.

Der Kommissionsvorschlag hat uns im September 2016 ein wenig tiberraschend ereilt, nicht nur
angesichts des Zeitpunkts, sondern auch im Hinblick auf den Umfang der vorgeschlagenen
Anderungen. Das war schon sehr iiberraschend. Wir setzen morgen den Schlusspunkt unter ein
Gesetzgebungsverfahren, das in  mehrerer  Hinsicht  rekordverdichtig  ist.  Der
Kommissionsvorschlag enthielt nicht nur eine Haushaltsordnung, die komplett neu strukturiert
und in erheblichem MafSe geiindert war, sondern zugleich Anderungen an 15 sektorspezifischen
Verordnungen — daher die Bezeichnung ,,Omnibus*. Diese Struktur fiihrte erstmals dazu, dass wir
dazu verurteilt waren, gemeinsam mit den Ausschiissen fir Landwirtschaft, Regionalpolitik,
Beschiftigung, Industrie und Verkehr quasi eine mafigeschneiderte Erweiterung der
Geschiftsordnung vorzunehmen, um die Kompetenzverteilung festzulegen. Von einer
Wiederholung wiirde ich angesichts der Erfahrungen eher abraten.

Wir haben in der Haushaltsordnung, in den Haushaltsteilen und Haushaltskontrollteilen selbst
{iber 750 Anderungsantrige in den Ausschiissen besprochen, von denen sich letztlich rund die
Hilfte in dem Verhandlungsmandat wieder fand. Wir haben es geschafft, innerhalb von zehn
Wochen den Berichtsentwurf zu erarbeiten und diesen dann innerhalb von zehn weiteren
Wochen in den Ausschiissen zur Abstimmung zu bringen.
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Wir haben letzten Herbst innerhalb von dreieinhalb Monaten sage und schreibe jeweils
13 halbtagige Triloge gemacht, und dann gab es noch einen vierzehnten zur Klarung der Frage,
wann die neuen Regeln in Kraft treten. War es der Mithe wert? Ja, insgesamt betrachtet durchaus,
weil es viele sinnvolle Verbesserungen gibt und hilfreiche Vereinfachungen fur die
Mittelempfinger enthalt. Ich glaube aber, dass wir uns doch einige Diskussionen und Umwege
hitten ersparen konnen, wenn wir es mit einem einfach strukturierten Vorschlag zu tun gehabt
hitten.

Der Kommissionsvorschlag, Herr Kommissar, hat zahlreiche sinnvolle Verbesserungen enthalten.
Dem standen andererseits problematische Vorschlige gegeniiber, unter anderem die
Einschriankung der Rechte der Haushaltsbehorde, und da konnten wir sozusagen nur Nein sagen.
Das ist auch der Punkt, in dem wir uns von Parlamentsseite durchsetzen konnten, und einigen
weiteren — vier zentralen: Es gibt keine Treuhandfonds innerhalb der EU, diese hitten zu weniger
demokratischer Kontrolle und einer noch stirkeren Zersplitterung des EU-Haushalts gefiithrt. Das
Non-Profit-Prinzip wird beibehalten. Es gibt keine Verschiebung von Mitteln aus den
Strukturfonds in den EFSI, und die Kompetenzen des Haushaltsausschusses bleiben erhalten. Wir
haben auf unsere Initiative die Vorschriften zur Verschirfung von Interessenkonflikten erreicht.
Wir haben erstmals eine Regelung fiir Briefkastenfirmen und Steueroasen eingefiigt. Wir haben
den performance-Gedanken gestirkt. Wir haben die Rolle des Parlaments bei der Einrichtung neuer
thematischerTreuhandfonds  gestirkt, wir haben einen einheitlichen Rahmen fiir
Finanzinstrumente und Garantien im EU-Haushalt geschaffen. Wir haben einen neuen Artikel zu
Audit-Ausschiissen eingefiihrt, und wir haben ein Entlastungsverfahren beschleunigt und sind uns
hier auch einig.

Am Rat gescheitert sind mal wieder das Flexibilitatspolster und die Krisenreserve. Wir glauben: ein

guter Vorschlag, ein gutes Gesamtpaket, deswegen herzlichen Dank an alle, die daran mitgewirkt
haben.

Richard Ashworth, Rapporteur. — Madam President, at the outset, all parties were aiming for
simplification, particularly for end users, but it is important to understand that drawing up
financial regulations is inevitably a balancing act. Firstly because it is important to remember this
is public money and it’s important we do not compromise monitoring and control. Secondly,
because performance budgeting brings a whole new dimension to financial regulations. It will
usher in a new culture to EU spending: that we welcome, but we also need to understand and
recognise the potential conflict between measuring performance and achieving simplification.
Overall, I would have wished to have achieved more by way of simplification, but I am happy that
we made good progress establishing a performance culture, and I hope the Commission will keep
up that momentum.

I'd like to make a couple of points. On performance, we set requirements for internal auditors to
help measure and monitor performance and we introduced concrete definitions of results and
outcomes. On simplification, we streamlined the audit process, we introduced a number of
procedures to make the audit burden more proportionate to the level of risk, and we also reduced
the burden of multiple auditing. On modernisation, we introduced simpler regulations for
blending structural funds and the European Fund for Strategic Investments (EFSI), not only to
bring greater clarification but also to ensure that there is no transfer between those systems.

As rapporteur for the Committee on Budgetary Control, I am acutely aware of the need to ensure
proper control of EU funds so, first, we now have greater clarity and transparency in the reporting
procedures. Secondly, we've accelerated the discharge procedure. All parties committed to
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achieving N+1 in the future, and that’s important because it will make audit processes more
relevant and more instructive for future budgeting.

Overall, I am happy with the outcome but, with such a complex and time-consuming process,
there are inevitably some regrets. One in particular was the timing of the introduction of
regulations. This is an omnibus package and, bearing in mind the requirements of the different
spend committees and the nature of their work, the new regulations will come into force on a
number of different dates. That is not ideal. Firstly, not ideal because of the disruption and
confusion arising from changing regulations part-way through the year; and, secondly, not ideal
in terms of the coherence of the text. However, given the complexity of the exercise — there were
800 pages of text and 13 trilogues — and given the very tight timescale that the Commission
required, we had no choice but to stagger the dates of introduction or there would have been no
reform at all.

[ want to finish by putting on record my thanks to the many people who have been involved in
this reform right from the start. First, [ would mention the Estonian Presidency. Secondly, the
Commission, and I particularly want to thank Commissioner Oettinger for his generous help and
support. I want to thank the staff. I want to thank the opinion committees. In particular, I want to
thank our shadow rapporteurs, especially Mr Marika and Ms Ayala Sender, and Jean Arthuis, Chair
of the Committee on Budgets. But my biggest thanks go to my co-rapporteur, Ingeborg Grifle.
Without her limitless appetite for detail, her patient persistence and her tireless efforts, frankly, I
don’t think we would have reached such a favourable result at all. My thanks to all of them,
particularly my co-rapporteur.

Aber genauso
wichtig ist es, dass die Basisvorschriften, die die verschiedenen Sektoren und ihre
Ausgabenprogramme regeln, die Grundlage fiir den Haushaltsrahmen des ndchsten Jahrzehnts
sind. Thre Arbeit wird einmiinden in die Beratungen fiir den Haushaltsrahmen 2021-2027.
Deswegen ist im Grunde hier nur eine sehr wesentliche Vorarbeit fiir die Erleichterung und
Vereinfachung der jetzt anlaufenden Verhandlungen in Parlament und Rat und zwischen
Parlament, Rat und Kommission zum Haushaltsrahmen des nichsten Jahrzehntes gemacht.

Es geht um Fragen der Antragstellung: Welche Daten und Unterlagen muss ein Antragsteller fiir
Programme des europdischen Haushalts einreichen? Es geht um Fragen der Antragsbearbeitung, es
geht um Fragen der Programmdurchfithrung, es geht um Fragen der Abrechnung und der
Kontrolle der Abrechnungen. Da gilt iiberall: Vereinfachung ist ein Ziel und ein Wert an sich, aber
die Tiiren fiir Betrug, Untreue und Korruption zu 6ffnen, wire der falsche Weg. Und deswegen
haben Sie sich, haben wir alle uns bemiiht, die Balance zu wahren zwischen einfacherer
Antragsbearbeitung, Programmdurchfithrung, Abrechnung und Kontrolle einerseits und
Vermeidung von Korruption, Betrug und Untreue am europaischen Haushalt andererseits.

Wir haben — die Frau Kollegin Grifle hat es erwihnt, Stichwort Steuerparadiese — Intermediére
und Briefkastenfirmen, ich glaube, in einer sehr, sehr konsequenten Form einer Regelung
zugefiihrt, die sich in der Praxis hoffentlich auch bewahren wird.

Wir haben fiir die Nutzer von Programmen in kleinerem Mittelumfang mit wenigen Tausenden
oder Zehntausenden von Euro in besonderem Mafle Vereinfachungen durchgefiihrt. Wir haben —
fur die NGOs wichtig — die Freiwilligenarbeit neu in die Antragsberechtigung eingebracht.

Lambert van Nistelrooij, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Madam President, I speak on behalf of this
House, of course, but especially also the Committee on Regional Development. We have one third
of the European budget, so we have looked with great interest in the last year at this type of debate,
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after the high-level group that came forward with the need to change and to have another attitude,
not to have any more controls.

On control, I think we made big steps forward. It is important for our citizens, important for the
beneficiaries, to make it, let me say, sometimes fun to work on European Union programmes, not
just a burden, and this means it cuts costs. Easier reimbursement of payments, of the money,
simpler checks. We had control on control, sometimes five times! You get weird things in this
kind of a Union! Here now, those who perform well will have a lighter system of control —
Member States, regions and cities — in cohesion policy.

So this is the aim. The aim is to perform better and to show it. Simpler rules, as the Commissioner
said, to combine funds and this is, I think, the need for the future.

The second thing I might pinpoint is that, in fact, we debated on the system for this combination
of funds. Is it necessary, if you have regional funds in the envelope of a Member State, to put the
money first in the pocket of the EFSI, for instance, in order to get these guarantees later? We
rejected Article 13.30a and this was agreed with the Council and I am surprised that now, looking
at InvestEU, the Commission has come back with the same proposal. What happened there? We
had an agreement with the legislative bodies on that. So Mr Oettinger, what went wrong there?
Because the good steps that we make here should be followed.

And my last sentence is on communication: you could bring in some amendments to show our
citizens what we are doing with these new methods.

— Madam President, first of all I would like to
congratulate our colleagues Ms Griflle and Mr Ashworth on the enormous amount of work done
during the last two years on the proposal for a regulation. Financial rules play an important role,
setting out the principles and procedures governing both the revenue and expenditure parts of the
European Union budget, as well as the control of EU funds. The main objectives of the
Commission proposal are simplification and flexibility.

We support the broad objectives put forward by the Commission, especially the major priority of
simplification for recipients of EU funds. This is very important in order to ease the work of the
beneficiaries, and to reduce the delays in implementation of a number of EU key programmes. In
this regard, we support the Commission’s aim of creating a single rule book for recipients.

In order to achieve maximum results we need to have impact assessment preceding any future
substantial changes of the financial rules, as well as increasing cross-reliance on audits.
Nevertheless, the Commission should maintain the right to audit if it deems it necessary.

We welcome the measures on budgetary flexibility. These were needed in order to enhance the
ability of the EU budget to adapt to changing circumstances and to respond to unexpected
developments. However, we need to maintain a balance between flexibility, sound financial
management and the rights of the budgetary authority.

During the work on the proposal, the effective use of financial instruments has been improved.
The financial rules will be a step towards a budget focused on results if we further embed
performance into spending decisions.
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We support the agreement reached during the trilogues. We believe that the simplification of EU
financial rules will contribute to reducing the costs and time needed to implement EU funds, as
well as decreasing the level of errors. It should also increase the impact of the policies and their
results in the process of practical implementation.

I have said this already in this Chamber and I'll say it again now, and I'll keep saying it until it gets
changed: the annual audit of the entire Commission budget by the European Court of Auditors is
seriously flawed. It takes a correction, which it knows has been applied only in certain areas of the
budget, areas where the Commission and various Member States had made corrections from their
own earlier audits, and it applies that percentage correction across the entire Commission budget,
thus presenting a flawed and false figure in the final accounts. This must be changed.

Commissioner, you can fool some people, but if you drill into it you won't fool the lot of us —and
you have been caught out.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, thank you for the opportunity to
discuss the EU-US Privacy Shield here today. In the wake of the recent Facebook Cambridge
Analytica scandal, this motion for a resolution confirms that privacy matters are taken very
seriously in Europe. I can only agree with Parliament’s concerns in this regard, as the Commission
has highlighted on previous occasions.

But I would like to recall that the Privacy Shield was set up to offer a high level of protection for
personal data. It provides the adequate level of protection required by EU data protection law and
the EU Charter, and even though the Privacy Shield predates the entry into application of the EU’s
new rules, the General Data Protection Regulation, we negotiated the Shield with the new
standards in mind.

The Facebook Cambridge Analytica scandal took place before the Shield existed, and it is the
Shield that has introduced stricter rules for exactly those practices that seem to be at the heart of
this scandal. Thanks to stricter conditions for the sharing of personal data with third parties, and
more stringent rules on data retention, the data of our citizens is now better protected when it is
transferred to the United States.

It is of crucial importance that these rules are also properly enforced. I therefore welcome that the
United States Federal Trade Commission has immediately opened an investigation in the
Facebook Cambridge Analytica case, and that it is also assessing whether these companies violated
their obligations under the Privacy Shield. This investigation will certainly be a test case for the
enforcement action of the United States authorities.

The framework has been operational for almost two years and, as required, we are continuously
monitoring its functioning. Almost 4 000 companies from Europe and the United States have
signed up to the Shield. This is more than during the first 10 years of the Safe Harbour
framework’s existence. This testifies to a large usefulness of the Shield, but we are all here fully
aware that the functioning of the Shield could be, and should be, improved. We also expect that
the United States authorities fully concentrate on the day-to-day oversight of the Privacy Shield.

I very much welcome Parliament’s insistence on the need for regular and proactive compliance
monitoring. This is a message we consistently convey in our contacts with the United States. Let
me also make it very clear that the Commission will not hesitate to act upon its obligations and to
make use of its power to suspend the Privacy Shield. But, at this stage, a suspension is not
warranted. All the elements on which our adequacy finding was based have remained in place
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since the new US administration took office, and we have seen some improvements and new
appointments in the relevant bodies and authorities.

We also have to keep in mind that without the Privacy Shield framework, data transfers would
predominantly take place on the basis of contractual safeguards between EU and US companies.
In comparison, these will be costlier, in particular for smaller companies and start-ups. Moreover,
a sudden suspension would affect all those individuals in the EU whose personal data would no
longer benefit from the additional protections of the Privacy Shield.

At the same time we fully share the position of Parliament that there are a number of outstanding
issues which have to be addressed. I have already made clear to my counterparts in the United
States that I want the open issues to be resolved by the second annual review, which will be kicked
off by Commerce Secretary Wilbur Ross and myself in Brussels on 18 October.

Our US counterparts will need to provide answers to the challenges that we identified at last year’s
annual review. [ will not simply repeat the same in the second annual review. I expect the United
States to stick to its commitments, including on finding a permanent solution on the
Ombudsperson.

Let me also stress that the data protection supervisory authorities have been, and will be, strongly
associated with the work of the Commission, including with the second annual review.

I count on your support so that ahead of the second annual review we can transmit a strong EU
message of urgency to the United States, and I look forward to hearing your views on this
important topic.

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erreichen, der im Wesentlichen den EU-Regeln entspricht? Denn das allein ist der Maf3stab, an
dem Privacy Shield gemessen werden muss.

Die Gefahr ist deshalb hoch, dass der Europaische Gerichtshof das Privacy Shield wie schon Safe
Harbour einkassiert. Und schon heute sagen Firmen, die eine gut funktionierende Rechtsabteilung
haben, dass sie sich nicht auf ePrivacy als Datenschutzgrundlage verlassen, es ist ihnen zu unsicher.

Einige Kolleginnen und Kollegen bei den Konservativen gerieren sich als Unterstiitzer der kleinen
Unternehmen, die diesen Schutz brauchen. Aber was hilft denn einem Start-up ein Rechtsregime,
das keinen ausreichenden Schutz bietet und in einem Jahr vielleicht schon gar nicht mehr
existiert?

Daniel Dalton, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Madam President, in our rush to debate the merits
and faults of the Privacy Shield, we seem to have forgotten what it was meant to do. It ensures EU
protections for personal data extended beyond our borders. That means individuals have easily
accessible redress mechanisms when they fear their data is not being treated properly. It makes
access to US markets simpler and easier for our SMEs. It is an indispensable tool that ensures that
data can flow between the EU and the US without jeopardising the standard of protections that

apply.

Now there are, of course, challenges with enforcement. EU data protection law itself is complex
and trying to marry that with the obligations of a third country is not always easy, but this is not a
reason to throw the baby out with the bathwater, especially as many EU governments themselves
are struggling to implement the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR). The focus should be
on how we improve enforcement and there are some very useful suggestions in this resolution
that we support.

However, proposing to suspend the Shield is irresponsible and driven by the false assumption that
the US is some sort of regulatory Wild West, which it clearly isn’t. There are no grounds to judge
the US as non-compliant, as the Commission has just said. Such a proposal would hurt Europeans.
It risks going back to a contractual system with fewer protections, less clarity for consumers who
want to apply their rights and more onerous paperwork and legal fees for our SMEs. The Shield
deserves our full scrutiny and inspection, but there is a big difference between scrutiny and
sabotage.

Sophia in’t Veld, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Madam President, we all want to protect SMEs
and businesses but isn’t this a little bit like the world on its head? We are talking about a kind of
agreement here in which the USA is non-compliant. They are not implementing. This is not like in
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school, where you also get points for the efforts that you make. You have to be compliant:
full stop.

If they are not compliant then, indeed, the Commission should suspend the Privacy Shield. The
point is that they have not been compliant for the past nearly two years. This is not a matter of
there being some technical problems, they just don’t want to implement. The political will is not
there. If they really do want to implement, then they can follow our resolution that says ‘Comply
by 1 September’. They have another two months: what’s the problem?

If they really want to — and this is America, they can do anything — surely they can implement the
Privacy Shield? And if they cannot do that in two months, what makes us believe they can do it in
three months or in a year? We are fooling our citizens here because what we’re talking about is not
the presumption of compliance, it's the pretence of compliance. In the current situation we are
pretending that citizens are covered by the protection of personal data, whereas that is not the
case.

We have a duty to our citizens here.

If anybody wants to protect businesses, and they have a right to legal protection as well, then two
things should happen. The first is that we should not be talking here about a resolution, we should
be talking to the Americans and telling them to get their act together and implement right now.
The second thing that needs to be done is that we have to stop making bad laws and bad
agreements that do not comply with the Treaties and with EU law, and which, every single time,
have to be thrown out by the Court of Justice. They are doing our homework and we are doing a
disservice to our citizens.

So let’s get serious about data protection. We've been rejoicing about the General Data Protection
Regulation: now let’s live up to expectations. Ensure compliance by 1 September or the Privacy
Shield has to be suspended.

Sedn Kelly (PPE). - Madam President, I think a pragmatic approach is needed for the US Privacy
Shield and the framework that it provides for the safe transfer of data between the EU and US
companies. We also have to ensure that the EU reaps the maximum benefits from the Privacy
Shield and that our citizens’ data is protected efficiently.

Indeed, there are outstanding issues within the framework that need to be addressed in order to
ensure its success; I accept that. However, revoking the Privacy Shield is not a solution.
Companies’ compliance with their obligations must be monitored more effectively and frequent
searches will be necessary to deal with companies that may make false claims regarding their
involvement in the framework. Significantly, it enables European SMEs to work with their US
trade partners, without cumbersome negotiations on data transfer for their businesses.

The Privacy Shield cuts administrative burdens hugely for nearly 3 000 companies already
certified. As PPE negotiator on the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) for the Committee
on Industry, Research and Energy, I am very conscious of the seriousness of protecting citizens’
personal data and companies’ compliance with data protection-related obligations. The Privacy
Shield includes sanctions to effectively deal with violations by participating companies including,
if necessary, their removal from the Privacy Shield list, which will have a deterrent effect for
participant companies.

Therefore, I do not agree with those who say that we should suspend the Privacy Shield. I think the
Commissioner and colleagues such as Mr Voss and Mr Dalton have said this would be a mistake. I
agree with them. Efforts should be focused on improved monitoring of compliance within the
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framework, rather than suspending the deal altogether and definitely we should try that before we
talk about suspension. After all, it took a long time to get Safe Harbour replaced by the Privacy
Shield. To throw the Privacy Shield out now would not be a good idea.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, thank you for this very interesting
discussion, from which I understand that we share the same concerns and the same dedication to
ensuring strong data protection safeguards for EU citizens.

As many of the speakers mentioned, there are also concerns regarding small and medium-sized
European enterprises. I well remember the time after 6 October 2016 when Safe Harbour was
annulled by the European Court of Justice. What we heard from the big American companies, first
of all, was that yes, they would cope with the situation and would make individual arrangements
as they have an army of lawyers, but I heard from small and medium-sized European companies
that there was panic and a big problem of sudden legal uncertainty. That is why we worked so
hard on creating the new system, fully tailored to the requirements of the European Court of
Justice in the Schrems case.

I came here to share with you my conviction that, with the Privacy Shield, other protection of the
data of Europeans is better guaranteed, but I openly admit that the system does not work
absolutely perfectly and that we need to impose continuing and increasing pressure on the US
administration to fulfil all the commitments, because if they do not do so I will not hesitate to
suspend the shield. But this time has not yet come. We still have to take some time before the
second annual review and give them the chance to do what is necessary.

One more point of a formal nature: this is not an agreement, this is a unilateral decision of the
Commission, and we are taking our responsibility very seriously. I myself was fully aware that by
adopting the decision on the Privacy Shield I was becoming jointly responsible for what is
happening to the data of European people on US territory, and this is a strong factor compelling
me to be very vigilant and to do everything possible to achieve the goal of protection of European
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data in the full sense, which is essentially equivalent to what we have under the General Data
Protection Regulation rules.

We know where the weaknesses of the system are and, as I said, we pushed the Americans to
come forward with improvements. We have seen some improvements, but there are still things to
be done. Especially, I do not understand why there is still no fully fledged Ombudsperson in office,
and that has to be achieved as soon as possible.

[ think that if the European Union has one strong voice we will achieve much more than if we
send differing signals to the USA, and I appreciate Parliament’s continuing support for having as
high as possible a level protection of European people’s data overseas.

Thank you for this debate and for your sustained support, and I can only repeat that the
Commission is fully committed to doing everything possible in order to have better news in the
second annual review. If not, we will think about the next steps.

Cecilia Wikstrom, author. — Madam President, in 2010, the United States, which is the only
democratic country in the world to have adopted citizenship-based taxation, enacted the Foreign
Account Tax Compliance Act (FATCA), which is an extraterritorial law aimed at preventing tax
evasion, through offshore accounts, by US citizens and residents. As part of the global efforts to
fight corruption, cross-border tax fraud and tax evasion, EU Member States have concluded
bilateral intergovernmental agreements with the USA in order to implement FATCA, obliging
European financial institutions to report to the US tax authorities all the holdings of their
customers who are so-called ‘US persons’.

[ would like to emphasise that the Committee on Petitions and the Parliament strongly support tax
transparency and all the efforts being made to fight tax fraud. However, more than eight years
after FATCA’s adoption, while unilateralism and protectionism unfortunately appear to be the
cornerstones of US foreign policy, it is now high time to assess the extraterritorial effects of
FATCA on thousands and thousands of law-abiding EU citizens and their families.

Therefore, in 2016, a collective of European citizens from nine different Member States submitted
a petition to Parliament, to my committee, alerting us via the committee about the impact of
FATCA, and its implementing intergovernmental agreements, on European citizens. They testified
to the violation of various fundamental principles of EU law, including the right to respect for
private life, the prohibition of discrimination, and data protection rules, as well as the EU Payment
Accounts Directive. All this was brought to our attention and, to tell you the truth, it was
shocking.

In practice, FATCA has affected a large number of citizens in Europe, such as citizens who are
nationals of both the USA and an EU Member State and, in particular, the so-called ‘accidental
Americans’ who, by accident of birth, inherited US citizenship but who maintain no ties at all to
the USA, never having lived, worked or studied there, and do not hold US social security numbers.
They are, in many cases, completely unaware that they are US citizens. FATCA requires foreign
financial institutions to search for US persons by looking at a variety of indicators, including
indicators of power of attorney over the account of a US person with a US address, against which
the individual is required to prove that he or she is not a US person.

Because non-compliance with the requirement imposed results in heavy fines for financial
institutions, many of them in the EU have responded by avoiding all commercial business with
customers presenting any US connection, whether actual or not. This appears to be in breach of
the Payment Accounts Directive and the right of all EU citizens to have access, without
discrimination, to a payment account with basic features. In addition, financial institutions have to
disclose detailed information on accounts held by presumed so-called US persons to the US
Internal Revenue Service via their national governments. This — and [ am eager to convey this
message to the Commission this evening — could constitute a breach of EU data protection rules
and EU fundamental rights and, therefore, it requires further investigation.
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The lives and livelihoods of thousands of citizens in the EU are at stake here. Those falling within
the definition of US persons have their savings accounts frozen, they have no access to banking
services, including life insurance, pensions and mortgages due to the reluctance of financial
institutions to follow the FATCA reporting. Their family members are also affected. These issues
need to be addressed at EU level, all together.

Commissioner, it is now high time that the Commission took appropriate action to protect the
rights of the European citizens affected, in particular the so-called ‘accidental Americans’. | wonder
how the Commission and the Council intend to include the situation of accidental Americans in
your transposition assessment of the Payment Accounts Directive. More generally, a full impact
assessment of FATCA on EU citizens is badly needed now to determine whether a serious
discrepancy exists between EU citizens and residents in different Member States with regard to
data protection.

Last, but not least, a common EU approach, and in particular an EU-US agreement on FATCA,
could in fact prove to be more effective in ensuring reciprocity and upholding the fundamental
principles of EU law. I very much look forward to hearing from both the Commission and the
Council on the diplomatic and legislative steps that you are considering in order to protect the
rights and interests of the EU citizens concerned against the effects of FATCA.

Karoline Edtstadler, President-in-Office of the Council. — Madam President, as the honourable
Member is aware, the Payment Accounts Directive is an important piece of legislation that
improves access by citizens to basic banking services.

A number of measures to ensure access to a basic payment account were suggested by the
Commission in its recommendation of July 2011, and these measures were supported by
Parliament in its resolution of 4 July 2012. In July 2014, Parliament and the Council enacted a
Payment Accounts Directive, which has been in application since September 2016 and all
Member States have notified transposition of the measures contained in the Directive.

However, it is for the Commission to assess the implementation of EU legislation by the Member
States and in particular the correct transposition of the Payment Accounts Directive. We trust that
the Commission will carefully assess whether it has been correctly implemented by all Member
States and will take any appropriate measures in the case of any breach.

When it comes to the US legislation on FATCA and its possible extraterritorial effects, let me state
the following: it is a principle of international law that the sovereignty of each state implies that it
can freely define its taxpayers. Therefore, it is not for the Council to interpret the legal provisions
concerning taxpayers in specific non-EU countries.

The double taxation situations which can arise from that principle are solved through bilateral
agreements based on international arrangements such as the OECD ones. It is not the role of the
Council either to interpret intergovernmental agreements concluded by Member States and the
US, or to evaluate the impact that they may have on citizens. In light of these considerations the
possibility for the negotiation of an EU-US agreement on FATCA has not been discussed by the
Council.

Finally, on the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR): as the honourable Member is aware,
this entered into application on 25 May. The GDPR provides that processing of personal data,
such as the disclosure of personal data on bank accounts, is only lawful if its processing has a legal
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basis such as an international agreement between an EU Member State and the US. Moreover, the
GDPR applies to the processing of personal data regardless of whether the processing of the data
takes place within the European Union or not.

Therefore, the same data protection rules apply to all data subjects who are in the European
Union, including EU citizens and residents irrespective of which Member State they are staying in.
Furthermore, the GDPR sets out harmonised rules for transfers and disclosures of personal data
from the EU to non-EU countries.

Véra Jourova, Member of the Commission. — Madam President, first of all, [ would like to recall that
the US Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act (FATCA) is implemented through
intergovernmental agreements negotiated bilaterally between the US and each Member State.
Member States chose not to give the Commission a mandate to negotiate an EU agreement,
preferring bilateral agreements. I would also like to underline that the information exchange
requirements under the Act, as such, are similar to those in our EU directive on mandatory
automatic exchange of information in the field of taxation and to the OECD global Standard for
Automatic Exchange of Financial Account Information, which is currently being implemented by
over 100 jurisdictions.

At the same time, the Commission acknowledges that FATCA and the related intergovernmental
agreements may have the unintended effect of hindering access to financial services in the EU for
persons regarded by the US authorities as American citizens or tax residents. This includes
‘accidental Americans’ — people who were born in the United States or to United States parents
and who may not have any other connection to the United States.

As Parliament rightly states in the oral question, US tax rules are based on citizenship. As a result,
anyone holding US citizenship, anyone residing mostly in the United States or entitled to
permanent residence in the United States will be subject to US tax obligations. This has been
acknowledged at international level and in the tax treaties signed by the US with all Member
States. The Commission understands that one of the practical problems that EU financial
institutions are confronted with is that they need a US tax identification or social security number
to report the financial information required under FATCA to the United States tax authorities.
However, customers who are subject to FATCA may not have such a number, and obtaining it
seems to be cumbersome and potentially costly. Nevertheless, it should be borne in mind that
similar reporting obligations are required under the Directive on Administrative Cooperation and
at international level through the OECD global Standard for Automatic Exchange of Financial
Information.

Concerning the possible discrimination towards consumers and their right to payment accounts,
all consumers who are legally resident in the EU, including real and accidental Americans, are
entitled to open a basic payment account, irrespective of their nationality or Member State of
residence, under the Payment Accounts Directive. Should Member States not enforce this
directive, the Commission will decide on appropriate measures, including the launching of an
infringement procedure.

Member States appear to have followed similar approaches to the issue. They have concluded
bilateral agreements with the United States based on the same model. National legislation
implementing the agreements has to be in line with the requirements of EU data protection law
and the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights. When national data protection authorities analysed
the issue in February 2018, they found that there had been no occasions where the processing and
transfer of data to the United States under FATCA had to be prohibited.

Der hat ein Risiko, denn er weifd gar nicht, ob er iiberhaupt
noch Steuern in Amerika zahlen muss oder nicht. Man wird in der Regel den sicheren Weg gehen,
und die bekommen dann im Prinzip keine Kredite.

Was uns natiirlich normalerweise ein bisschen geargert hat als Petitionsausschuss: Normalerweise
miisste man sagen, das ist auch eine Frage der europdischen Staatsbiirgerschaft, und Europa sollte
hier zusammenstehen.

Un «Américain accidentel», c’est en fait, contrairement a ce que le nom indique, un citoyen
européen que les Etats-Unis considerent comme lié d’'une maniére ou d’'une autre a la nationalité
américaine, que ce soit par I'ascendance, par la naissance ou méme, dans certains cas, par erreur.

Sophia in ’t Veld, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Madam President, I have to say that I am quite
dismayed to hear the Presidency say that it is not your task to evaluate the impact on citizens. If
the situation of citizens is not your concern, then what are you doing here?

It is our prime concern, and you know what the funny thing is, there are only two countries in the
world that have citizen-based taxation. One is the US, the other is Eritrea, and when Eritrea came
here to Europe and tried to impose taxes on Eritrean citizens here, everybody reacted. Apparently,
then, it was our concern. So what is different now?

So you think that international relations are more important than the interests of your own
citizens. That’s funny, and the other thing that is also funny is that when I started to dig into this,
six years ago, I got the same answer: ‘Oh, you know, taxation — there is nothing we can do.
Americans decide on their own system; we hardly have any talks with the Americans about this’.
But then I made a request for access to documents, and I got 14 000 documents: correspondence
between the European Commission and the US authorities on FATCA (Foreign Account Tax
Compliance Act). So why are you saying that it doesn’t concern you?

What you are saying is that you consider your relationship with the American authorities more
important than the rights of citizens. And we are not just talking about basic bank accounts: we
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are talking about getting a mortgage loan to buy a house, which I think is a fundamental right, or a
business loan for an SME, which we were just talking about.

So if you can tell Eritrea off, surely you can tell the United States off too. We are talking about at
least 110 000 citizens in just seven countries of the European Union, so we are probably talking
hundreds of thousands.

You have just started your Presidency. Maybe it would be a good start, even before the summer
break, to show a little more concern for the interests of European citizens. So I expect the
European Council to start talks with the United States about the abolition of citizen-based taxation
or, at the very least, an exemption for EU citizens, because it is your duty.

Secondly, I think what my colleague, Ms Wikstrom, said: an impact assessment needs to be done
to establish the extent of this, and to find out what actually is happening in the greatest detail.

Also, you mentioned the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR), which has come in in May.
Is this in breach of it? If it is, it has to stop, because I think we have to ensure that our citizens are
protected from FATCA being applied by the fat cats of the American Revenue Commissioners.

— Madam President, I have followed this
discussion with interest. I have heard also the input from the Commission and from the MEPs who
stayed late this evening to fight for the people affected, and I fully appreciate this.

[ understand some Member States have been in contact bilaterally with the US authorities over
concerns linked to the implementation of FATCA. Against the background regarding the question
which was raised — and I would rather say the ‘accusation’ raised by MEP in ‘t Veld several times —
which is why the EU is more actively and pursuing the issue, [ would like to state that the EU has
not yet been called on to take collective action, since Member States have been dealing with this
issue individually in close cooperation with the US. And to MEP in ‘t Veld (I see that you have
changed your place — I thought you were leaving already, so I am happy that you are still here), I
would prefer to be quoted correctly. I said that it is not the role of the Council to evaluate the
impact of an intergovernmental agreement concluded by Member States and the US. That is not
the role of the Council. And I would state that again, because what we are talking about here are
bilateral agreements. Nevertheless, the Payment Account Directive contains a detailed review
clause. The Commission has been requested both by the Council and by the European Parliament
to submit a report three years after implementation of the Directive, accompanied by any
appropriate proposals. The report will deal, in particular, with infringements to the application of
the directive.

The report should also highlight the number of credit institutions offering payment accounts with
basic features, the associate fees, the characteristics of the consumers who have opened payment
accounts with basic features, as well as best practices for reducing consumers’ exclusion from
access to payment services. However, the Presidency will of course remain available for exchanges
on the subject as needed, and is ready to be in touch with the Commission.

T hope that I was able to clarify the situation, and I thank you again for your attention.
