Strategic priorities of the Emergency Trust Fund for Africa

The recently announced Emergency Trust Fund for Africa is to have a budget of EUR 1.8 billion drawn from the European Development Fund as well as contributions from the Member States. The draft decision to set up the fund states that it will operate in the regions of the Sahel, Lake Chad and North Africa.
While the first two of these regions fall within the geographical remit of the European Development Fund, development cooperation with North Africa is funded under the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument.
Given that Parliament has co-decision powers in respect of the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument but that it has no role in shaping the European Development Fund, and that the latter will, in large measure, finance the Emergency Trust Fund which is to operate in countries covered by the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument, how – when it comes to managing the new fund – does the Commission intend to take account of the strategic priorities that have been established for the European Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrument?
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
