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Subject:	Adequate funding for Clean Sky and SESAR programmes 
The European civil aviation industry is proving highly successful, generating 40% of global profits in this sector and involving an immense network of small and medium-sized enterprises. It is also receiving valuable support from the Clean Sky and SESAR programmes. Following the adoption of the Clean Sky 1 and Clean Sky 2 programmes, a 37% increase in the network of small and medium-sized undertakings involved is expected by 2024, not to mention the real possibility of achieving the projected 75% emission reduction by 2050.
In view of the successes achieved by the SESAR and Clean Sky programmes, will the Commission accordingly consider increasing their budget within the new (post-2020) Multiannual Financial Framework?
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
