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Subject:	Language policy in the Balearic Islands
Catalonia’s regional language policy has systematically violated fundamental rights in the field of education by preventing schooling in Spanish, which is the joint official language and mother tongue of the majority of the population. By failing to offer education in the Spanish language, Catalonia is contravening not only the rulings of Spain’s Constitutional Court, but also UNESCO and UNICEF declarations[footnoteRef:1],[footnoteRef:2]. A similar situation can be found elsewhere, such as in the Balearic Islands, where there is a process of revisionism and indoctrination, particularly in the area of education. As such, Catalan is designated as the language of the Balearics, to the exclusion of the Balearics’ own language and its variants, which are specific to the local community.
Even the Commission pages contain false and distorted information[footnoteRef:3] – misrepresentations of the language and culture of the Balearic Islands – encouraging ‘young’ visitors to immerse themselves ‘to relate in a more fluid way with young islanders’, thus establishing Catalan as the single dominant language.
