Subject:	Surveillance of human rights activists in Morocco and EU funding
International NGOs report that the Moroccan Government has been using, at least since October 2017, ‘Pegasus’ spyware to monitor the activities of two human rights activists – the historian and leader writer Maâti Monjib and the lawyer Abdessadek El Bouchtaoui. 
There are also concerns that the European Neighbourhood Instrument may have been used to fund the training of the Moroccan authorities in ‘telephone tapping and video recordings’ and ‘special investigation techniques for electronic surveillance’.
Given the above, can the Commission state: 
1.	Whether, before funding was granted for such training, preconditions and guarantees were established to ensure that the funding would not be used for the illegal surveillance of human rights defenders or for other unlawful purposes?
2.	Whether impact assessments on the protection of personal data have been conducted?
3.	Whether it views this surveillance to comply with international human rights standards and EU and ECHR case law on surveillance techniques?
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
