2.	Does it agree that allocating an excessive amount of EU money to the Palestinians constitutes an indirect way of recognising Palestine as a state, since the EU is not competent to recognise any state, and that it implies Commission support for the founding of a Palestinian state?
3.	Does it agree that Jordan is actually a Palestinian state, that it would therefore be more appropriate to call it Palestine, and that a ‘second’ Palestinian state should never be founded? If not, why not? 
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
