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Subject:	Transformation of the car industry
The European car industry is facing unprecedented upheaval as a result of environmental concerns, the revolution in engine design, the development of new forms of mobility and technological shifts.
The industry currently employs more than 12 million people in Europe, but it will need to transform quickly if it is not to be destroyed. The collapse of the car industry would cause considerable economic damage and would have a huge impact on the areas in which it is located.

2.	Support the industrial sites affected and the areas in which they are located?
3.	Push manufacturers to take responsibility for securing their futures and to support all their employees during these changes?
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
