Recognition of the special situation of islands

The European Parliament resolution on the special situation of islands was adopted in plenary on 4 February 2016 by a large majority (495 votes out of the 639 cast). 
The Commission cannot ignore such a strong and unambiguous expression of democratic will by the co‑legislator, and there is therefore a clear need to consider reviewing the criteria used as the basis for allocating European structural funding. More specifically, taking GDP as the sole indicator of the economic and financial well-being of a region cannot be viewed as sufficiently representative.
In the light of the above, will the Commission work towards a legislative agreement in response to this resolution, bearing in mind the broad consensus expressed by the European Parliament?
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
