Connecting Europe Facility transport projects and Cohesion Fund national allocations

The Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) was established to accelerate investment in the ‘missing links’ of the trans-European networks for transport, energy and telecommunications.

On the basis of the CEF, Cohesion Fund and Common Provisions regulations, a total of EUR 11 305 500 000 was transferred from the Cohesion Fund to the CEF, to be spent in the transport sector in Member States benefiting from Cohesion Fund support.

Specific calls should be launched for CEF projects to be realised with the money transferred from the Cohesion Fund, and until 31 December 2016 the selection of eligible projects should respect the national allocations under the Cohesion Fund.
