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Subject:	Funding earmarked for Bulgaria at the Bratislava summit to cope with pressure of migration at the EU external border
It was agreed at the EU leaders’ summit in Bratislava on 16 September 2016 that EUR 108 million should be allocated to Bulgaria for coping with the pressure of migration at the EU external border. The Commission later announced that the funding would come in the form of urgent assistance from the Internal Security Fund and the Asylum and Migration Fund and that efforts would be made to increase the total amount to EUR 160 million. 
The Commission stated that the money would be granted not to pay for the construction of fences but rather to finance the implementation of projects to manage the pressure of migration. What should be the aim in preparing projects to make use of this funding?
Did Bulgaria give any undertaking at the Bratislava summit to use the EUR 108 million to set up accommodation centres for migrants on its territory?
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
