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Subject:	Central database on animal testing
All over the EU, tests are conducted on animals for medical research purposes, which is unavoidable. However, tests are also still being conducted on animals for the purpose, for instance, of investigating the safety of certain consumer products. It is possible that some of these projects overlap or are superfluous and could therefore be avoided. 
There is currently no European database in which animal tests or their results are gathered and published. As a result, unnecessary animal testing may take place. In some (most?)
