Belarusian MFA - Sequence of events in Minsk on 19 December 2010

A number of presidential candidates (Vladimir Nekliayev, Nikolai Statkevich,
Andrei Sannikov, Yaroslav Romanchuk and Vitali Rymashevsky) while exercising
their right for campaigning on TV and radio made a number of statements
broadcasted live. In their speeches, long before the Election day, they urged voters to
gather at 20.00 on 19 December at the October Square in Minsk to take part in a mass
gathering. The declared aim of this action was to express disagreement with the
election results and protest against irregularities that they thought would have
occurred.

The General Prosecutor's Office issued an official warning to the afore-
mentioned presidential candidates regarding the inadmissibility of preparation and
conduct of unauthorized mass actions. From 9 to 12 December 2010 the General
Prosecutor's Office held a number of briefings for the media concerning this warning,
which were widely covered in electronic and printed media.

Despite the official warnings, several presidential candidates organized
unauthorized mass actions in Minsk on 19 December.

The events unfolded as follows.

Oppositional presidential candidates and their supporters fixed the rallying
point not at the October Square, but at different locations throughout the city, from
where they intended to reach the square.

19.00 A group of the action participants — about 100 persons — gathered at the
Railway (Privokzalnaya) Square, from where they intended to move to the Palace of
the Republic. Presidential candidate Vitali Rymashevsky was present there. He
underscored that the action would be peaceful and called on the law enforcement
representatives not to impede the citizens' peaceful expression of will and let the rally
proceed towards the October Square.

About 100 of other opposition supporters gathered by the office of the "Tell the
Truth" Campaign on Nemiga Street. They headed also without impediment for the
October Square. A minibus with sound amplifiers moved along with the crowd.

Plain-clothes policemen oversaw the events and did not impede the rally.

19.15 The rally of the supporters of the organizing committee for the
establishment of the Belarusian Christian Democratic (BCD) Party started from the
Railway Square towards the October Square. The marchers reached Kirov street by
an underground walkway and proceeded further on. By initial estimates, around 500
people took part in the rally. They went on the sidewalk without obstructing the
traffic. Plain-clothes policemen escorted them; however they did not intervene in the
rally.

19.20 An incident occurred near the office of the "Tell the Truth" Campaign on
Nemiga Street. A presidential candidate and a group of his supporters were moving
while encircling two minibuses. They refused to subdue to the request of the traffic
policemen to open passenger compartments of the buses for inspection as the
policemen suspected that dangerous substances might had been transported. They
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attempted to baffle the traffic police car and moved on the policemen using all means
they had at their disposal like sticks, stones, rods serving as flagstaffs. In response the
policemen had to press back the delinquents. The law enforcements not being
equipped with special means made it through to the minibuses where they discovered
the marchers' special equipment including metal fitting rods, gas and smoke grenades
and sprays. In the course of the incident presidential candidate Nekliayev was slightly
injured. As Mr. Dmitriev, Head of Nekliayev’s Campaign office declared later on, the
confrontation was provoked by drunk young men and it is only thanks to the police
that it was stopped. Subsequently three law enforcements were hospitalized.

19.40 The state of health of Mr.Nekliayev did not raise any concern. He stated
that he would head for the Square, but stayed in the emergency hospital yet.

19.50 About one thousand people gathered at the October Square in Minsk.
The skating-rink was still functioning with its visitors skating. Law enforcements
were not interfering with this rally.

19.56 Andrey Dmitriev, Head of Nekliayev’s Campaign office, called upon the
supporters who remained standing in the vicinity of the "Tell the Truth" Campaign
office of Vladimir Nekliayev to follow him to the October Square. There were fewer
than 50 people near the Campaign Office. Soon they started to organize a march of
protestors.

19.57 Protestors lead by Rymashevsky were approaching the October Square.
Presidential candidate Andrey Sannikov appeared as well leading a group of his
supporters. This group was going in front of the march of protestors lead by
V.Rymashevsky.

20.05 The marchers reached the October Square. Andrey Sannikov, Grigory
Kostusev, Vitali Rymashevsky, Nikolai Statkevich were present. There were about
2 to 3 thousand people at the square. Law enforcements were not interfering with this
rally.

20.15 Yaroslav Romanchuk and Viktor Tereshchenko appeared at the October
Square.

20.30 Some 3-4 thousand people were gathered at the October Square filling in
partially the territory around the skating-rink.

20.35 The crowd of Vladimir Nekliayev’s supporters made it unhindered to the
October Square and joined other demonstrators. The marchers were led by Andrey
Dmitriev, Head of Nekliayev’s Campaign office and Sergei Vonsiak, activist of the
Campaign office.

20.50 At the October Square, presidential candidates declared the formation of
a ‘“shadow” government uniting also independent candidates of the latest
parliamentary election”.

The participants of the rally remained at the square waiting for the official
announcement of the voting results. Andrey Dmitriev said that Vladimir Nekliayev
was sure to arrive soon. Law enforcements were not interfering with this rally.

21.00 The protestors who had been gathering at the October Square blocked
the traffic of the Nezavisimosti Avenue albeit warned not to do so by the officers of
the Traffic Police. The march of protestors was heading for the Nezavisimosti
Square.
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21.20 The crowd made it unhindered to the Nezavisimosti Square and was
filling up the square.

21.30 People gathered opposite the building of the Minsk City Executive
Committee. Police officers notified those who had gathered of the illegality of their
actions. Police officers also requested media representatives and passersby to move
away from the crowd and stay at a safe distance. Meanwhile, Andrei Sannikov
arrived to the square.

21.40 About 1,500-2,000 people were near the House of Government. Among
them were presidential candidates Andrei Sannikov, Nikolai Statkevich, Grigory
Kostusev. Statkevich told about the formation of the group which would be
authorized to hold negotiations with the government about holding new presidential
elections without Alexander Lukashenko participating in them. Statkevich called on
those who have gathered to support this group with their presence.

A group of aggressive people tried to force their way into the building of the
House of Government, smashing glass in windows and doors.

22.10 Sergei Kalyakin, one of the coordinators of the campaign "For Fair
Election", spoke at the square. He stated that, according to the results of their
observation, Mr.A.Lukashenko presumably ‘had not won in the first round’ and
therefore, the second round of elections should be announced.

22.15 The group of aggressive people moved towards the House of
Government, they tried to break open the doors. Other demonstrators got closer to the
House of Government.

22.20 Demonstrators continued to break open the doors to the House of
Government. Sannikov, Khalezin, Khalip, Rymashevsky stood nearby. Some doors
were broken open. The crowd reacted with excitement. But the space behind the
doors was blocked by metal shields, so it was impossible to gain entry. There was no
police at the steps. The area in front of the entrance was surrounded by a thick crowd
of people.

The actions of the demonstrators effectively disrupted the work of CEC. Its
employees had to move into internal offices of the building.

22.30 After a warning the police started to press the crowd back. Special police
(OMON) officers ran towards the central entrance. They pressed back the people who
had been smashing glasses from the House of Government’s entrance. The
demonstrators who had seen that stepped back from the entrance, riot police pressed
the demonstrators back from the main entrance. The police surrounded those who
stood at the square, did not let them approach the House of Government.

22.45 Officers of the special police detachment who had tried to press the
demonstrators back from the square, at that moment just entered the House of
Government and concentrated on its protection. Unidentified people threw a smoke
bomb near the police officers. The group of demonstrators continued attempts to
force their way into the House of Government. Organizers of the action called on the
participants to stay at the square till ‘final victory’.

22.55 Riot police officers left the area immediately in front of the House of
Government. One of the speakers at the meeting stated that the regime had but ‘a few
hours before falling’.
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23.00 Special police officers shielded the area near the House of Government
behind the Lenin monument from the crowd of demonstrators. Reinforcements
moved in to them, and they started to press back the demonstrators from the
Independence Square. The organizers of the action called on the commanders of the
police to come to the platform for talks.

23.10 Some people started to leave the Independence Square. Organizers
announced that the action would be permanent and asked everybody to come to the
Independence Square on 20 December at 6 p.m.

23.25 About two thousand people who had been pushed back from the
Independence Square moved in disorder along Karl Marx Street towards the
Residence of the President while screaming out slogans.

0.05 Nikolai Statkevich, Grigory Kostusev and Andrei Sannikov, as well as
Irina Khalip, Mr. Sannikov’s wife, were detained for the organization of mass
disturbances. Among those detained were a number of most aggressive opposition
activists.

0.15 There were practically no people left at the Independence Square.
Ambulance and police cars still remained in the vicinity. A couple of dozen of people
had been injured, mostly policemen.

A large number of wooden sticks, pieces of valves and bottles of alcoholic
beverages were found at the site of disorder.

On 20 December the Chief Internal Affairs Department of Minsk opened a
criminal investigation into the case of intentional acts aimed at organizing mass
disorder, accompanied with violence against a person, destruction of property,
resistance to the authorities, as well as participation in the riots, which resulted in the
immediate commission of such acts.
