The petition describes ambiguities and difficulties with the process of obtaining type-approvals for tyres admitted for sale on the single market. The petitioner suggests creating a list of entities that are entitled to such type-approval tests.

Declared admissible on 10 December 2014. Information requested from Commission under Rule 216(6).

Commission reply, received on 17 July 2015
UNECE regulations already include the list of all the countries that can potentially grant an approval. For instance, in Regulation 30 (OJ L201, 30.07.2008, p.1) mentioned by the petitioner, the distinguishing number of all the countries granting approval is given in paragraph 5.4.1 and its footnote (1) on page 80 of the Regulation. A similar footnote exists in Regulations 108, 109 and 117 mentioned by the petitioner.

Conclusion

The request from the petitioner is already covered by the concerned Regulations of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) which include the all the distinguishing number of the countries granting approval under these regulations.
