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SUGGESTIONS

The Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs calls on the Committee on Budgetary Control, as the committee responsible, to incorporate the following suggestions into its motion for a resolution:

1.
Notes that the ECA did not identify in its 2014 report any serious weaknesses in respect of the topics audited for the European Data Protection Supervisor (EDPS);

2.   Regrets that ECA report was stated as being confidential in the Annual Activity Report;
3.
Notes that further to internal audit recommendations and according to the EDPS Strategic Internal Audit Plan, a Procurement Plan was adopted for the first time for the year 2014; encourages the EDPS to improve its financial autonomy;

4.
Stresses that little to no information is available on the website of the Agency on procurement procedures, exclusion and selection criteria; observes that only one contract award decision is published on the website and asks the  EDPS to publish all contracts awarded;

5.
Calls on the EDPS to make available full information about its policy on conflict of interest; notes that CVs and Declarations of Interest for  staff in the organizational chart and for national experts are not published in accordance with the guidelines of the Commission from December 2013; asks the EDPS to take corrective measures and to lay down severe and clear rules against "revolving doors";

6.
Notes that a Decision on whistleblowing rules was adopted by the EDPS in 2015; urges the EDPS to publish this Decision and ensure full and binding compliance with Article 22c of the EU Staff Regulations, which came into force on 1 January 2014.
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
