1.	Summary of petition
<TEXTE>The petitioner is concerned about urban reconstruction projects of the Danės and Bastionų streets in Klaipėda city (Lithuania). The reconstruction projects are developed by the Klaipėda city municipality and co-financed by EU structural funds. 
The petitioner believes that the proposed reconstruction projects will negatively affect the cultural heritage and authenticity of Klaipėda city, its urban infrastructure and the environment.</TEXTE>

2.	Admissibility
Declared admissible on 27 November 2017. Information requested from Commission under Rule 216(6).
3.	Commission reply, received on 28 February 2018
The Commission's observations 

According to the Common Provisions Applicable to the European Structural and Investment Funds (ESI Funds), laid down in Regulation No 1303/2013, shared management is one of the principles governing the interventions by ESI Funds.  In accordance with the principles of shared management, the carrying out of individual projects falls within the competence of Member States, whereas the Commission is only responsible for monitoring of the implementation of the programmes to which the projects contribute. 

The Commission can confirm that the projects of the Danės and Bastionų streets in Klaipėda city are on the project list that is part of the city's integrated territorial development strategy. It is foreseen that the projects will apply for funding from the ESI Funds in the course of 2018. The strategy, including the project list, were prepared and approved by the Regional Development Council which is composed of the city of Klaipėda, other municipal mayors, delegated members of the municipal councils and a representative appointed by the Government.

Conclusion

The petitioner is in her right to continue to exercise her rights making use of national procedures and means of redress.
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
