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Motion for a European Parliament resolution on digital ecology
The European Parliament,
–
having regard to Article 165(1) of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union,
–
having regard to Rule 133 of its Rules of Procedure,
A. whereas teachers, health professionals and parents are increasingly concerned about the effects of the omnipresent digital environment and of young people constantly being online – specifically, a dramatic drop in the ability to concentrate, in sensitivity and in creativity, social behaviour disorders, sleep problems, dependency and exposure to violence and pornography;
B. whereas digital literacy is only useful if children have acquired a basic level of knowledge – i.e. in reading, writing and arithmetic – and are familiar with a number of basic texts, which is not the case for over a third of the pupils finishing primary school in Europe;
C. pointing out that the leaders of hi-tech multinationals send their children to schools without computers – and limit the use of computers at home – focusing instead on books, pencils, blackboards, modelling clay and real-life relationships with other people; 
1. Calls on the Commission and the Member States to conduct research into digital ecology and to take immediate action to look at ways of blocking mobile phones and banning the use of tablets in schools;
2. Instructs its President to forward this resolution to the Commission, the Council and the Member States.
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
