Widespread violation of EU-China solar panels agreement

The European solar panel industry is having to cope with widespread violation of the agreement on trade in solar panels reached in summer 2013 between the EU Trade Commissioner and the Chinese authorities, which imposed a minimum price on Chinese solar panels.

EU trade rules are being systematically flouted by the Chinese manufacturers, none of whom appears to be sticking to the agreed minimum prices for imports into Europe.

European solar sector representative body EU ProSun has sent the Commission’s Directorate-General for Trade more than 1 000 pages of documents containing details of more than 1 500 Chinese solar products on sale at prices below the minima set in the agreement between the Commission and China.

How does the Commission intend to ensure that the agreement is observed so as to stop the flood of cut-price Chinese solar products which is destroying European industry and jobs?
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
