Ineffectiveness of the Youth Guarantee
At the European Parliament’s October part-session, the Commission and Council presented the results of the High-Level Conference on Employment in Europe. Once again, the Youth Guarantee took a prominent place in the Commission’s presentation.

However, in the regions of southern Europe which have been affected by debt and the Troika, such as Galicia, the truth is that the Youth Guarantee does not guarantee employment. In fact, out of the large number of people unemployed, young people form a significant proportion and are facing unemployment levels of over 50%. 
As a result of this situation, over 100 000 young people have had to leave our country since 2008 in search of insecure employment. Many others spend endless hours fruitlessly looking for work. When they do find a job, it is usually so precarious that they end up living in poverty.

Given this situation, what real measures does the Commission intend to introduce to create decent jobs in the EU, particularly in the countries of southern Europe?
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
