Subject:	VP/HR - Persisting critical situation in Guerguerat following Morocco's ceasefire violation in Western Sahara
A follow-up to Question E-006609/16.
Article 2 of the Association Agreement between the EU and Morocco cites respect for democratic principles and fundamental human rights as established by the Universal Declaration of Human Rights as an essential element. It has been over four months since Morocco violated the UN-brokered ceasefire agreement with the Polisario Front by its incursion into Guerguerat. To date, the two armies remain at 100 meters from each other in that southernmost part of Western Sahara. The situation risks escalating if not attended to.
1.	What steps has the VP/HR taken to encourage Morocco to leave the area, thus respecting its obligations under the UN ceasefire agreement?
2.	How does the VP/HR assess Morocco’s ceasefire violation in view of Article 2 of the Association Agreement?
3.	Would the VP/HR consider the violation of a ceasefire agreement to be a sufficient reason to trigger the human rights clause of the Protocol to the EU-Morocco Fisheries Partnership Agreement? If not, please explain.
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
