By [5 years after entry into force of this Directive and every 5 years thereafter], the Commission shall assess the extent to which the Member States have taken the necessary measures to comply with this Framework Decision and publish a report.
	4. By [three years after entry into force of this Directive and every three years thereafter], the Commission shall assess the extent to which the Member States have taken the necessary measures to comply with this Framework Decision and publish a report, which shall also contain an evaluation and assessment of the effectiveness of current laws and policies at EU level, alternative approaches and international developments in combating illicit drug trafficking and drug abuse. The report shall, if necessary, be accompanied by a legislative proposal.
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
