	3.	The unspent amount shall be returned at the end of the mandate;

	
	4.	A 5% sample check of the general expenditure allowance spending shall be introduced by the internal auditing of the Parliament; the final results and findings of such auditing shall be part of the annual report published by the Parliament

	
	5.	MEPs shall publish, on an annual basis, an overview of their expenditure by category, including communication costs, office rental and office supplies;
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
