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Written declaration on trafficking in women for prostitution in the European Union
The European Parliament,
–
having regard to its resolution on strategies to prevent the trafficking of women and children who are vulnerable to sexual exploitation (2004/2216(INI)),
–
having regard to the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Women (1979) and the United Nations Beijing Platform for Action (1995),

–
having regard to Rule 116 of its Rules of Procedure,
A.
whereas trafficking in women is an unacceptable violation of human rights and law, being a modern form of slavery,
B.
whereas trafficking in women and prostitution are linked to other forms of criminality: drug-trafficking, fraud and forced labour,
C.
whereas the root cause of trafficking in women is the result of restrictive legal migration policy and male demand,
1.
Calls on the Commission and the Member States to integrate their efforts in fighting organised crime and traffic networks, and to adopt and strengthen legislative, administrative, educational, social and cultural measures that discourage demand;
2.
Calls on the Member States to urgently ratify the Council of Europe Convention on Action against Trafficking in Human Beings;
3.
Calls on the Commission and Council to ensure efficient implementation of the EU Action Plan on trafficking in human beings (2005);
4.
Instructs its President to forward this declaration, together with the names of the signatories, to the Commission, the Council and the Parliaments of the Member States.
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
