That sent responses from the Folketing's Energy Policy Committee and the parliamentary European Affairs on the Commission Green Paper on a European energy networks, to ensure supply, sustainability and competitiveness. " 

Energy Policy Committee has discussed the Green Paper on the two meetings to agree a consultation with the Commission. Responses are subsequently joined 27 March 2009 of the European Affairs, as reproduced below. 

Opinion on the Green Paper on a European energy networks, to ensure supply, sustainability and competitiveness - COM (2008) 782 

First we would like to thank the Commission Green Paper on a European energy networks, to ensure supply, sustainability and competitiveness, and the invitation to comment on this. 

We agree with the observation - in the introduction and then in the Green Paper - that the electricity networks are essential for achieving the EU climate and energy policy. This is 20-20-20 (30) goals in 2020 and continuing efforts that will be needed to ensure the EU's objectives for the global op-heating is kept below 2 º C in this century. 

We will in this particular point to the importance of the work to develop regional strategies - eg. ongoing work on marine wind and electricity in the North Sea and Baltic Sea - continued, strengthened and con-kretiseres. The work can have a major impact on the necessary involvement of the individual countries in working to realize the 20-20-20 (30) goals. The paper identifies a number of other regional strategies, which we find both relevant and interesting. We will in this particular point to the need to work on energy in the Mediterranean concrete, so it appears more clearly what potential there is in the expansion of elinfrastruktu sector (eg. In connection with the expansion of the solar term) and gasin infrastructure. 

In the 2 Strategic Energy Review (Annex to statement) suggested that the achievement of the EU's 20-20-20 (30) target will lead to a slight decrease in imports of natural gas to Europe - assuming an oil price of 100 U.S. dollars per. barrel. This is directly contrary to the Green Paper points out that energy imports in any case expected to increase. We will, in consequence, to urge the Commission to analyze the need for imports and the economy of these extensions to gas infrastructure (including the LNG terminals) details to design a solid base for the various parties' views of where progress is requires development and maintenance gas. 

Finally, we wish to emphasize the need to also be strategies for the development of heat infrastructure. A very large proportion of EU countries' electricity production is based on the condensation of production when the heat produced is not used for district heating. This also seems to be the case for many of the plans for new electricity generation. Increased use of cogeneration will be able to help the majority of EU countries on track to achieving the EU's efficiency goals through better exploitation of the energy because it leads to less condensation operation.
