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WORKING GROUP I - "Energy Security - diversity, solidarity and interdependence in energy supply" 

A. EUROPEAN COMMISSION:

1. Concerning measures to safeguard security of gas supply and repealing Directive 2004/67/EC. Proposal for a Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council. COM/2009/0363 final. 16 July 2009. (Available in 23 languages).
The Commission proposes a Regulation in a context of growing import dependence and increased supply and transit risks in third countries as well as increasing gas flows and the development of the internal gas market within the Community. The MEPs will vote on this Regulation during the plenary sitting on 6 July 2010 (indicative date).
2. Second Strategic Energy Review: an EU energy security and solidarity action plan. Communication from the Commission to the European parliament, the Council, the European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee of the Regions. COM (2008) 781 final. 13 November 2008. (Available in 22 languages).
The European Commission proposes a wide-ranging energy package which gives a new boost to energy security in Europe, supporting the 20-20-20 climate change proposals which should be agreed by December. The Commission puts forward a new strategy to build up energy solidarity among Member States and a new policy on energy networks to stimulate investment in more efficient, low-carbon energy networks. The Commission proposes a new EU Energy Security and Solidarity Action Plan which sets out five areas where more action is needed to secure sustainable energy supplies. The Commission also looks at the challenges that Europe will face between 2020 and 2050.
3. Black Sea Synergy - A new regional cooperation initiative. Communication from the Commission to the Council and the European Parliament. COM(2007) 160 final.11 April 2007.  (Available in 22 languages).
The Black Sea region, which includes Bulgaria and Romania, occupies a strategic position between Europe, Central Asia and the Middle East. The European Union intends to support regional commitments tending to increase mutual confidence and remove obstacles to the stability, security and prosperity of the countries in this region. The Commission puts forward Black Sea Synergy as a new regional cooperation initiative of the EU.
B. EUROPEAN PARLIAMENT:

4. On external aspects of energy security. European Parliament resolution of 17 September 2009. 17 September 2009. (Available in 22 languages).
The Parliament reiterates its call for a common European external energy security policy and states that more needs to be done to prevent future disruption and early-warning mechanisms (which proved ineffective in the 2009 Russia-Ukraine energy crisis) need to be reviewed. 

5. Energy Policy: Nuclear Energy. Fact Sheets on the European Union. Common Policies. BURSI, Camilla. EP DG IPOL. September 2009. (Available in DE, EN, FR).

Nuclear energy is considered as a low-carbon alternative to the fossil fuels, which should be taken into account when discussing the future energy mix of Europe. The fact sheet provides an overview of adopted measures on nuclear safety and shipment of nuclear material. It also outlines the Community framework for safety of nuclear installations.
6. Energy security: EP adopts blueprint for the EU's future energy strategy. Press release. 3 February 2009. (Available in 22 languages).
The European Parliament set out wide-ranging recommendations for the EU's future energy policy. MEPs call for mandatory emergency action plans in case of gas supply shortages, more grid interconnections among Member States, a specific road map for investments in nuclear energy, and new climate targets to be achieved by 2050, including cutting greenhouse gas emissions by at least 80%. The report was adopted by 406 votes in favour, with 168 votes against and 87 abstentions.
C. COUNCIL OF THE EUROPEAN UNION:
7. Imposing an obligation on Member States to maintain minimum stocks of crude oil and/or petroleum products. Council Directive. 2009/119/EC. 14 September 2009. (Available in 22 languages).
The directive, which is to replace all existing Community legislation in this field, is intended to ensure the availability of oil in the event of a crisis. To that end it seeks to improve the regulatory framework and various aspects of stockholding practice in the EU, for example by encouraging the setting up of central stockholding entities by member states. The purpose of these entities will be to acquire, maintain and sell oil stocks for the purposes of this directive or for complying with international agreements on maintenance of oil stocks.

8. Second Strategic Energy Review - An EU energy security and solidarity action plan. Press release 43. 6670/09. Council Conclusions. 2924th Transport, Telecommunications and Energy Council meeting Brussels. 19 February 2009. (Available in 22 languages).
The Council welcomes the energy security and energy efficiency package presented by the Commission on November 13 2008, in particular, the Communication entitled “An EU Energy Security and Solidarity Action Plan”. The conclusions set short and long term priorities regarding energy security and solidarity.

9. Energy Security in relation with the Russia/Ukraine gas dispute - Council conclusions. Press release. PRES/09/10. Transport, Telecommunications and Energy Council meeting. 12 January 2009. (Available in 18 languages).
The energy ministers met at a critical moment caused by the unprecedented interruption of gas supplies from Russia via Ukraine to the EU. The Council agreed on the necessity urgently to develop and strengthen medium and long-term measures in the priority areas such as: transparency regarding gas flows, regional and bilateral solidarity measures, improvement of storage and connections, and diversification of transport routes and sources.
D. RESEARCH PAPERS:
10. Integration der europäischen Energiemärkte. Notwendige Voraussetzung für eine effektive EU-Energieaußenpolitik. DRÖGE, Susanne, GEDEN, Oliver. SWP-Studie 2010/S 13. May 2010.

The EU still does not speak with one voice on questions of foreign policy on energy. As the grid-bound energy and gas markets of the EU Member States are hardly linked 27 different energy mixes and 27 different structures of import dependencies exist. The EU would do well by integrating the perspectives and interests for energy policy by the creation of a functioning European energy market. However, in this matter the EU needs to remain realistic as exaggerated announcements would undermine the trust in its capacity to act. 

11. Prospects of a Triangular Relationship? Energy Relations between the EU, Russia and Turkey. LINKE, Kristin, VIËTOR, Marcel. Friedrich Ebert Foundation, April 2010.

The energy sector is the driving force in relations between the EU, Russia and Turkey. The EU is a major consumer, Russia a major supplier and Turkey is both an important consumer and a transit country, mainly for natural gas but also for crude oil. Since the three players share an interest in a secure and smooth energy supply and face common external challenges, this constellation suggests that they should explore the potential for a cooperative energy triangle between the EU, Russia and Turkey.

12. La sécurité gazière de l’Europe: de la dépendance à l’interdépendance  STOFFAËS, Christian. Centre d’analyse stratégique, Avril 2010.

Ce rapport établit un diagnostic et trace les perspectives de la dépendance gazière de l’Europe. Il s’appuie sur les multiples analyses conduites ces dernières années en Europe et en France, ainsi que sur les travaux et auditions réalisés par le groupe de prospective qui a réuni au Centre d’analyse stratégique l’ensemble des ministères compétents.
13. Mediterranean natural gas: greater supply, less interdependence? ZALLIO, Franco. German Marshall Fund of the United States (GMF), February 2010.

Taking stock of recent changes in the natural gas market, this brief explores the implications for transatlantic relations and interdependence between Europe and the Southern Mediterranean. In order to diversify supply, the EU will rely more heavily on LNG than on new gas pipelines for imports. Future Euro-Mediterranean relations could depend more and more on economic interests rather than energy interdependence.
14. The Future of Nuclear Energy to 2030 and Its Implications for Safety, Security and Nonproliferation: Overview. FINDLAY, Trevor. CIGI, 2010.

The desire of states for the perceived benefits of nuclear energy should be levered to further reinforce the various global governance arrangements. The deal for aspiring states should be: if you want civilian nuclear power, you have to agree to the highest international standards for avoiding nuclear accidents, nuclear terrorism and diversion of materials to nuclear weapons. The deal for existing advanced nuclear states should be: if you want the newcomers to comply with a newly strengthened global regime that was not in place when you first acquired nuclear energy, you have to multilateralise the fuel cycle and disarm yourselves of nuclear weapons.
15. Europe's energy security after Copenhagen: time for a retrofit? MITCHELL, John V. EERG BP 2009/05. December 2009.

The EU has a strong policy on climate change, but its energy security policy is weak and obsolete, except on the one point of managing temporary disruptions of supply. The traditional concept of energy security as ‘adequate supplies at affordable prices’ implies defending the status quo – the trends of ‘business as usual’. A new paradigm is therefore needed: to secure the transition to a low carbon economy at the least possible cost and risk.
16. Analysis of impacts of climate change policies on energy security.  Ecofys, November 2009.

The study is focused on the interaction between achieving a sustainable energy system and improving energy security, as well as aiming to develop a methodology to identify and assess (quantitatively where possible) the impact of (and interactions between) such climate policies on energy security. This will help guide policy making by identifying areas, and the extent to which, climate policy can reinforce energy security objectives. These areas will be analysed in 2020 and 2030 (at both the EU and global level where appropriate) with respect to political, technical, economic and extreme weather-related issues.

17. Russian gas, Ukrainian Pipelines, and European Supply Security: Lessons of the 2009 Controversies. WESTPHAL, Kirsten. German Institute for International and Security Affairs. SWP Research Paper 11. September 2009.

The Russian-Ukrainian conflict over debt, transit fees and prices of January 2009 cannot be considered a mere repetition of the 2006 controversies. It produced considerably greater consequences.
18. Learning from the crisis: a market approach to securing European natural gas supplies.  BEHRENS, Arno. Centre for European Policy Studies (CEPS), March 2009.

This Policy Brief looks at a concrete proposal on how to use markets to secure against risks in European gas supplies. Its aim is to come up with a crisis response mechanism to gas disruptions, which is still missing in the current Directive 2004/67/EC concerning measures to safeguard security of natural gas supply.

19. Upping the Stakes: Some Lessons for the EU from the Recent Russia-Ukraine Gas Crisis. VAN DER LINDE, Coby, DE JONG (CLINGENDAEL), Jacques.  February 2009.
EU-Russia-Ukraine energy relations offer many prospects for mutually beneficial projects, including at regional levels, in energy efficiency and limiting gas flaring activities. Inter-EU mechanisms for information sharing on projects for energy supply from Russia, including on the various necessary infrastructures, and on expanding internal solidarity devices in case of regional supply emergencies, would strengthen the effectiveness of the EU-position in forthcoming negotiations on new partnership arrangements with Russia and its energy relations with the Ukraine.
20. Long-term energy security risks for Europe: a sector-specific approach  CHECCHI, Arianna, BEHRENS, Arno, EGENHOFER, Christian. CEPS Working document N° 309. January 2009.

The aim of the paper is to identify and evaluate existing and potential EU energy supply risks on the basis of a sector-specific approach. Moving away from common generalisations on security of energy supply as well as from those studies that focus only on one sector, it brings together all types of fuel and analyses the risks related to each of them. The result is a comprehensive picture of the energy security challenges faced by the EU in the long-term. 
21. Security Aspects in EU External Policies. DELGADO CASTELEIRO, Andrés, SPERNBAUER, Martina. EUI Working paper LAW 2009/01. January 2009.

This working paper explores issues of security integration in a number of external policies of the European Union (EU), and looks at both security policies per se and the security rationale contained in other policy contexts. Following a twin-track approach of presenting both a legal and a political assessment respectively, the contributions have been clustered around three themes: energy security and the EU's relations with neighbouring states, the EU's targeted sanctions policy, and security sector reform pursued by the EU in third countries. 
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
