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Conclusions from the third Jean Monnet Dialogue
Jean Monnet House, Bazoches, France 22-24 November 2017

Following the first two Jean Monnet Dialogues, we the Leadership and Heads of Factions and
Groups of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (VRU) met for a third time in the format of the Jean
Monnet Dialogue for peace and democracy. We remain fully committed to changing the
political culture in our country and to drive and complete the institutional reform of the
Verkhovna Rada, in line with the “Report and roadmap on internal reform and capacity
building for the VRU” and adopted by the VRU in resolution 1035-VIII of 17 March 2016. We
consider the process itselfis delivering benefits beyond the scope of the specific topics included
in the agenda including stimulating overall momentum for change in the Verkhovna Rada and
building consensus around the legislative agenda.

We met to take stock of our collective commitments from the first two Jean Monnet Dialogues
and to develop a strategy to take our consensus-building approach into a more active and
decisive phase of implementation. The Working Group established by the first Jean Monnet
Dialogue continues to play a role and we should consider ways to improve its effectiveness in
the future. We will continue to work in the framework of the Memorandum of Understanding
between President Tajani and Speaker Parubiy, in order to continue the partnership between the
European Parliament and the Verkhovna Rada and we welcome the renewal of the
Administrative Cooperation Agreement between our two parliaments, as an integral part of this
partnership.
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As well as taking-stock of what has been achieved during previous Jean Monnet Dialogues, we
confirmed our commitment to moving from constructive dialogue and consensus-building to
effective, concrete and immediate implementation, on the following issues:

1. Reform of the Committee structure for the next convocation of the Verkhovna Rada
(incl. draft Law No 6256 reducing and limiting the number of committees and aligning them
with the Ministries; and adopting a formula to ensure proportional representation in VRU
Committees and delegations). There is an emerging consensus on the need to reduce the number
of committees to a maximum of 20 Committees in the next convocation of the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine. Also, some factions supported a suggestion to reduce and limit the number of
committees, provided some committees with horizontal competencies will be included in the
set maximum of 20 Committees in the next convocation of the Verkhovna Rada. Further
discussion will be needed on this in order to achieve a draft Law that can command a consensus
in a plenary vote.

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2. Amendments to the Rules of Procedure of the VRU to bring it into compliance with the
constitution of Ukraine (registered draft Law No 5522 and the responsive opinion of the
Venice Commission). We had an update on the opinion of the Venice Commission and
discussed the implications for the proposed draft Law. There was a wide ranging discussion
focused on enhancing the independence of the parliament and autonomy of its decision making.
There was an emerging consensus that the Rules of Procedure should not be enshrined in Law.
Until such time that the Constitution can be amended it is necessary to align the Rules of
Procedure with the Constitution. There was a discussion on the regulation of the coalition; the
Speaker, the Acting Chair of the Rules Committee and several factions spoke against over-
regulation in line with the recommendations of the Venice Commission. One faction reserved
its position. However, there was agreement to continue this discussion with a view to producing
a draft law that can command a consensus in a plenary vote. Within this debate, the importance
of the independence of parliamentary service, budget and security was raised. There was an
agreement to make further progress on these issues within the framework of the draft Law on
the Rules of Procedure.

3. As a follow up to the Second Jean Monnet Dialogue, the approach to regulating the salaries
of Deputies was discussed. It was proposed to align Deputies salaries with the provisions of the
Law on the Status of the People’s Deputy of Ukraine.

4. Conciliation Board and the Media (recommendation 11) and coordination of faction
positions in advance of plenary voting (recommendation 46). There was consensus on the
importance of maintaining openness for meetings of the Conciliation Board on Mondays of the
plenary weeks. It was agreed to continue holding meetings between the Speaker of the
Verkhovna Rada and faction leaders on Thursdays before plenary weeks and meetings between
the Speaker of the Verkhovna Rada and Committee Chairs on Wednesdays during plenary
weeks.

5. The Speaker proposed that factions should share their positions on draft laws in advance in
order to make more efficient use of plenary time.

6. Regulation and Status of the Parliamentary Opposition (recommendation No. 44) and
allocation of committee seats (recommendation No. 18). Returning to the outcome of the second
Jean Monnet Dialogue and the need to make progress on the implementation of this important
agenda we reached consensus to consider a draft law the application of the d’Hondt method to
ensure an equitable distribution of parliamentary positions for committee chairs and the
allocation of ordinary seats on committees for the next convocation.

6.1 The oversight of the executive could be made more efficient if the question hour
with the Government on Friday is reformed. The Speaker proposed to divide the
question hour into three blocks of 20 minutes (i.e. twenty minutes for the government

to update the Rada, twenty minutes divided equally between the factions and groups,
and twenty minutes for individual Deputies).

6.2 In addition, the Speaker proposed to accommodate the plenary time on Wednesday
between 12.30 and 14.00 for debates on urgent and topical issues without a vote.

6.3 The Verkhovna Rada has been successful in opening itself to Ukrainian society, one
additional consideration was given to provide additional information about the
factions and groups on the website of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

6.4 As previously agreed, further steps are still required to ensure the rights and duties
of parliamentary factions to peacefully coexist and exercise, without undue
restriction, their duties to represent citizens’ interests need to be guaranteed.

7. It was also noted that there is potential consensus for progress on Temporary Investigative
Committees and a commitment was made to work further on this topic.
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Electoral Reform

8. Following-up on the conclusions from the second Jean Monnet Dialogue, we had a
discussion on the approach of the Verkhovna Rada to Reform of the Electoral Law and
agreed to discuss this issue again.

EU Association Agreement

9. There was one proposal for the Verkhovna Rada and the Government of Ukraine to agree on
the roadmap for the implementation of the EU Association Agreement, and to discuss this issue
at a future occasion, including in the framework of a Jean Monnet Dialogue.
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As a measure of our openness and continued commitment to cross-party dialogue and
consensus-building on the institutional reform of the Verkhovna Rada, we have agreed that
these conclusions and agreements should be made publicly available to the citizens of Ukraine.

This process has been made possible by the generous support of the European Parliament, the United States Agency for International Development
(USAID), and the National Democratic Institute (NDI).
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We will continue to meet regularly in the format of the Jean Monnet Dialogue on the
implementation of the institutional reform agenda and wider topics of mutual interest to the
leadership and heads of the political factions and groups of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

Whilst we value the partnership of the European Parliament in facilitating regular meetings, we
stress that the Jean Monnet Dialogue is a process of reinforcing a culture of parliamentary
dialogue and compromise in Ukraine and we will apply this to our working methods including
facilitating progress on the legislative process in the Verkhovna Rada.
