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We, the Leadership, Heads and representatives of Factions and Groups of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine (VRU) met in the format of the Jean Monnet Dialogue
for peace and democracy for the sixth time since October 2016. We confirm our
determination and commitment to drive forward the institutional reform of the
Verkhovna Rada, in line with the “Report and roadmap on internal reform and
capacity building for the VRU” and with resolution 1035-VIIl of 17 March 2016.

We met to take stock of our achievements from the first five Jean Monnet
Dialogues and to further develop a strategy to take our consensus-building
approach into a more pro-active and decisive phase of implementation. The
Working Group established by the first Jean Monnet Dialogue continues to show
its potential and we should continue reflecting on ways to develop further its
effectiveness.

In order to leave a lasting legacy of our work for the 9th Convocation of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, we confirmed our commitment in the time available
before parliamentary elections, to move from constructive dialogue and
consensus-building to effective and concrete implementation of the agreed
positions during the Dialogue.

We should ensure that the momentum we have gained throughout the Jean
Monnet Dialogue meetings continues during the transition following the
Presidential elections and, in particular, immediately after the forthcoming
parliamentary elections. We are therefore fully committed to urgently showing
our citizens that we are changing the political culture in our country and that we
can deliver results, through consensus and dialogue, on the institutional reform
of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine and other important national reforms.
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We are also fully committed to leaving a legacy of progress in the area of
institutional reform that will allow the 9th Convocation of the Verkhovna Rada
to start its work efficiently and to deliver the results expected by the Ukrainian
people.
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1) Reform of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine

Returning to the outcome of previous Jean Monnet Dialogues on the rights and
responsibilities of the opposition, we undertook an extensive review of all
proposals and identified those that could still be advanced during the current
convocation. These included working with members of the parliament to
prepare the second reading of the following priority draft laws:

e #1098 on the Temporary Investigative Commissions, and Temporary
Special Commissions of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine;

e #7550 on the application of the d’Hondt method, which ensures an
equitable distribution of positions in parliamentary committees;

e #6256 on limiting the number of parliamentary committees;

We also agreed to start work on the reform of the Friday debates during plenary
weeks that will be dedicated to a dialogue with the government on topical issues.

2) Rights and responsibilities of opposition

With the parliamentary elections on the horizon, we returned to the issue of the
proportional representation of all parliamentary groups and factions in the
Central Election Commission. We achieved a broad consensus to support
representation of all factions and groups in the Central Election Commission

We further reiterated our conviction that the constructive participation of all
factions and groups in the debates and proceedings of the Verkhovna Rada is an
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asset for our Parliament, the credibility and sustainability of its work, and its
representativeness.

We are committed to ensuring that all Members of Parliament, whether in the
coalition or opposition, should be able to play their full democratic role as
expected by the citizens of Ukraine. We will therefore expeditiously implement
these commitments to ensure the next Convocation of the Verkhovna Rada can
benefit from the lessons of the current convocation as discussed in the
framework of the Jean Monnet Dialogue.

3) Electoral Law (including participation of women in the electoral process)

At the third Jean Monnet Dialogue on 22-24 November 2017 in Bazoches, we
agreed that further considerations on the approach of the Verkhovna Rada to
the reform of the Electoral law was needed. We therefore continued our
discussions on the draft law which has passed the first reading in the Verkhovna
Rada as well as on options to amend the existing electoral framework, including
by ensuring a fair representation of women and men through the adoption of a
quota. The different options on the table were presented. Following a lively
discussion, we agreed to use this window of opportunity, before the upcoming
parliamentary elections, to complete our work on the draft electoral code during
the 8" convocation of the Verkhovna Rada.

We believe we have achieved an important step forward in building consensus
on a topic of strategic importance in strengthening Ukrainian democracy.

4) Immunity of the Deputies of the Verkhovna Rada

We had a systemic debate on the immunity of the Deputies of the Verkhovna
Rada. We recalled the positions that have already been articulated in recent
debates in the Verkhovna Rada including whether there should be a Law on
immunity only for the Members of Parliament of the Verkhovna Rada or, in order
to achieve transparency and level playing field across all state institutions -Laws
on the immunity of MPs, President of Ukraine, and Judges.
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5) Conclusion

We consider this is a critical moment for the Verkhovna Rada to ensure
transparency and integrity of the upcoming parliamentary elections. We are
ready to show our responsibility and leadership in the transition to the 9th
Convocation by building on the important legacy and momentum provided by
the Jean Monnet Dialogue process through the effective implementation of
these conclusions. It is a critical momentum for coordination of actions between
the Parliament, the President and the Government.

In addition, we recommend to our colleagues, the Speaker and faction and group
leaders, of the 9th Convocation to meet at its earliest convenience, shortly after
the parliamentary elections, for the 7th Jean Monnet Dialogue in order to
continue the legacy of this convocation. In particularly, we underline the
importance of continuing the path we have travelled together to transform the
parliamentary culture in Ukraine into that of a modern European parliamentary
culture of inter-party dialogue and consensus-building in the interest of all
Ukrainians.
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The conclusions of the 6™ Jean Monnet Dialogue have been agreed by all

the below-listed political leaders or their representatives on 6 May 2019 in

Lausanne.
