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SHORT JUSTIFICATION

Tunisia was the birthplace of the Arab Spring. Thus far, it is the only country in the MENA
region to survive this social and political experiment. The success of Tunisia's transition to
democracy will depend on its future economic and social development. Tunisia has
significant long-term growth potential. The implementation of the expected reforms,
combined with existing assets such as its human resources and open economy, will unleash
this potential, thereby boosting its economy in a more sustainable and inclusive manner. Over
recent years, the Tunisian economy has deteriorated markedly, both domestically and in the
international arena, especially in terms of its trade with Europe, which remains its main
partner. In light of this, it is vital for the Tunisian issue to become an EU priority, with the EU
making concrete economic and investment commitments aimed at supporting the country's
fragile transition to democracy, while being mindful of the fact that the success of the
Tunisian experiment is in the interests of the entire region and the EU. Thus, Tunisia’s
participation in the EU programmes should be seen in this light. In particular, the financial
contribution of Tunisia (see Article 2) should be as low as possible, in line with the rebates
granted to others countries of the neighbourhood, such as Ukraine. The EU should also
increase cooperation in the fields of university education, general education, training and
youth, through programmes such as Erasmus+, and other programmes aimed at developing
‘people-to-people’ contacts. Tunisia should also be given the opportunity to join the missions
and activities of the European Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP).
