	(15a)	The European Parliament and the political work of its Members are protected by the Treaties, in particular the Protocol on the Privileges and Immunities of the European Union, as stated in Article 1(3) of this Regulation. It is therefore appropriate to clarify that the offices of Members of the European Parliament, including those of their accredited parliamentary assistants, should only be subject to criminal investigations led by the competent authorities in accordance with the applicable rules on immunities. This is without prejudice to the Office’s power to conduct administrative investigations on matters affecting the financial interests of the Union on the basis of official documents held by the institution, such as those related to travel expenses, which have been tabled by a Member of the European Parliament in accordance with the applicable rules and which are in the possession of the secretariat of the European Parliament.
