Presidente. — L'ordine del giorno reca la dichiarazione del Presidente della Commissione europea
sullo stato dell'Unione (2017/2709(RSP)).

Prima di dare la parola al Presidente Juncker, che saluto e ringrazio insieme a tutti i componenti
della Commissione europea per essere oggi qui, volevo darvi alcune informazioni che riguardano
lo svolgimento dell'odierno dibattito.

leri vi ho detto che considero il Parlamento europeo il cuore pulsante dell'Unione europea, il
luogo dove dovra svolgersi il dibattito sul futuro dell'Unione; ho ricordato I'importanza del
discorso che pronuncera oggi il Presidente Juncker e ho invitato tutti i capi di Stato a tornare a
parlare in quest’Aula. Faremo anche noi, credo, un dibattito aperto sul futuro dell'Unione, perché
siamo convinti che questo Parlamento possa veramente dare un contributo determinante alla
crescita dell'Unione e al suo miglioramento, per cambiare le cose che devono essere cambiate, ma
anche per lavorare insieme alle altre istituzioni, per compiere tutte le riforme necessarie, quelle
istituzionali, quelle che riguardano l'azione contro il terrorismo, contro I'immigrazione illegale e
contro lo sfruttamento degli esseri umani, ma anche per lavorare alla creazione di nuovi posti di
lavoro. Da quello che abbiamo letto, c’¢ un impegno forte della Commissione a sostegno della
politica industriale, cosa che il Parlamento europeo ha sottolineato. Lavoreremo a fianco della
Commissione per risolvere tutti i problemi che riguardano i cittadini.

Per questo oggi ascolteremo con grande attenzione le proposte del Presidente Juncker: ci sara un
dibattito approfondito, al termine del quale il Presidente Juncker formulera le proprie osservazioni
e, successivamente, i presidenti dei gruppi tireranno le somme di questa mattinata cosi
importante. Quindi, subito dopo l'intervento del Presidente Juncker, interverranno i presidenti dei
gruppi, cui faranno seguito il dibattito, la replica del Presidente Juncker e le conclusioni dei
presidenti dei gruppi.

Mi raccomando di rispettare i tempi che vi sono stati assegnati, perché questo permettera a tutti
quanti di esprimersi e poi al Presidente Juncker di dare una risposta compiuta e articolata alle
osservazioni che gli verranno formulate dai rappresentanti che siedono in questo Parlamento.

Jean-Claude Juncker, President of the Commission. — Mr President, when I stood before you this
time last year I had a somewhat easier speech to give. It was plain for all to see that our Union was
not in a good state. Europe was battered and bruised by a year that had shaken our very
foundation. We only had two choices: either come together around a positive European agenda,
or each retreat into our own corners. Faced with this choice, I argued for unity. I proposed a
positive agenda to help create, as I said last year, a Europe that protects, a Europe that empowers, a
Europe that defends.

Over the past 12 months, this Parliament has helped bring this agenda to life. We continue to
make progress with each passing day. Just last night you worked to find an agreement on a trade
defence instrument and on doubling our European investment capacity, and you succeeded.
Thank you for that.

I also want to thank the 27 leaders of our Member States. Days after my speech last year, they
welcomed my agenda at their summit in Bratislava. In doing so, they chose unity. They chose to
rally around our common ground. Together, we showed that Europe can deliver for its citizens
when and where it matters. Ever since, we have been slowly, but surely, gathering momentum.

It helped that the economic outlook swung in our favour. We are now in the fifth year of an
economic recovery that really reaches each and every single Member State. Growth in the
European Union has outstripped that of the United States over the last two years. It now stands
above 2% for the Union as a whole and at 2.2% for the monetary area. Unemployment is at a nine-
year low. Almost eight million jobs have been created during this mandate so far. With
235 million people in work, more people are in employment in the European Union than ever
before.

The Commission cannot take the credit for this alone, though I am sure that had eight million jobs
been lost we would have taken the blame. But Europe’s institutions played their part in helping the
wind change. We can take credit for our European investment plan which has triggered EUR 225
billion worth of investment so far. It has granted loans to over 450 000 small firms and more than
270 infrastructure projects.

We can take credit for the fact that thanks to determined action, European banks once again have
the capital fire power to lend to companies so that they can grow and create jobs. And we can take
credit for having brought public deficits down from 6.6% to 1.6%. This is thanks to an intelligent
application of the Stability and Growth Pact. We ask for fiscal discipline but are careful not to kill
growth. This is in fact working very well across the Union, despite some criticism.

Ten years since the crisis struck, Europe’s economy is finally bouncing back and with it, our
confidence. Our 27 leaders, this Parliament and the Commission are putting ‘Europe’ back into
our Union, and together we are putting ‘Union’ back into our Union. In the last year we saw all 27
leaders walk up to the Capitoline Hill in Rome, one by one, to renew their vows to each other and
to our Union. All of this leads me to believe the wind is back in Europe’s sails.

We now have a window of opportunity, but it will not stay open forever. Let us make the most of
the momentum, catch the wind in our sails. For this, we must do two things. First, we should stay
the course set out last year. We still have 16 months in which real progress can be made by
Parliament, Council and Commission. We must use this time to finish what we started in
Bratislava and deliver on our own positive agenda. Secondly, we should chart the direction for the
future. As Mark Twain wrote, and I quote: ‘years from now you will be more disappointed by the
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things you didn’t do than by the ones you did do’. Now is the time to build a more united, a
stronger, and a more democratic Europe for 2025.

Monsieur le Président, Mesdames et Messieurs les députés, alors que nous regardons vers I'avenir,
nous ne pouvons pas nous laisser détourner de notre cap. Ensemble, nous nous sommes fixé
comme objectif de parachever une union de 'énergie, une union de la sécurité, une union des
marchés des capitaux, une union bancaire et un marché unique numérique. Ensemble, nous avons
déja fait bien du chemin.

Comme l'a conseillé votre Parlement, la Commission a déja présenté 80 % des propositions
promises en début de mandat. Nous devons maintenant travailler ensemble pour que ces
propositions deviennent des actes législatifs et que ces actes se concrétisent dans la pratique.

Comme toujours, certaines concessions devront étre faites. Les propositions présentées par la
Commission pour réformer notre systeme d’asile commun ou pour établir de nouvelles regles et
des regles plus solides sur le détachement des travailleurs sont des sujets — je le sais — controversés.
Nous obtiendrons de bons résultats si chacun batit sa partie du pont pour que les positions
puissent se rejoindre. Je voudrais dire que la Commission sera ouverte au compromis, du moment
que le résultat final est bon pour 'Union et équitable pour tous ses Etats membres.

Nous sommes maintenant préts a soumettre les 20 % d'initiatives restantes d’ici mai 2018. Ce
matin, j’ai adressé au Président du Parlement et au premier ministre estonien — dont je voudrais ici
saluer I'action forte dans le domaine européen — une lettre d'intention précisant les priorités pour
'année a venir.

Je ne vais pas et je ne peux pas vous énumérer toutes ces propositions, mais permettez-moi d’en
mentionner cinq qui sont particuliérement importantes.

Premiérement, je voudrais que nous renforcions notre programme commercial européen.
L’Europe est ouverte au commerce, oui, mais réciprocité il doit y avoir. Il faudra que nous
obtenions autant que ce que nous donnons.

Le commerce n'est pas un concept abstrait. Le commerce, ce sont des emplois, ce sont de
nouvelles opportunités pour les entreprises européennes, grandes ou petites. Chaque milliard
d’exportations en plus représente 14 000 emplois supplémentaires en Europe. Le commerce, c’est
lexportation de nos normes sociales et environnementales et de nos normes en matiere de
protection des données ou de sécurité alimentaire.

L’Europe a toujours été un espace économique attirant mais, depuis I'an dernier, jobserve que nos
partenaires du monde entier se pressent a notre porte pour conclure des accords commerciaux
avec nous.

Grace a l'aide de votre Parlement, nous venons de conclure avec le Canada un accord commercial
qui s'appliquera de maniere provisoire a compter de la semaine prochaine. Nous avons trouvé un
accord politique avec le Japon sur un futur partenariat économique et, d’ici a la fin de 'année, nous
avons de bonnes chances de faire de méme avec le Mexique et les pays d’Amérique du Sud.
Aujourd’hui, nous proposons d’ouvrir des négociations commerciales avec I'Australie et la
Nouvelle-Zélande.

Je voudrais que tous ces accords soient finalisés d'ici a la fin de ce mandat et je tiens a ce qu'ils
soient négociés dans la plus grande transparence. L'ouverture aux échanges doit aller de pair avec
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une transparence accrue de nos processus décisionnels. Le Parlement européen aura le dernier mot
sur 'ensemble des accords commerciaux et donc ses membres, tout comme les parlements
nationaux et régionaux, doivent étre tenus parfaitement informés deés le premier jour des
négociations.

La Commission y veillera. Dorénavant, la Commission publiera 'intégralité des projets de mandat
de négociation qu’elle présentera au Conseil. Les citoyens ont le droit de savoir ce que propose la
Commission. Fini le manque de transparence, fini les rumeurs et les proces d’intention dont la
Commission ne cesse de faire I'objet. J'invite le Conseil a faire de méme.

(Applaudissements)

Je voudrais dire une fois pour toutes que nous ne sommes pas des partisans naifs du libre-échange.
L’Europe doit toujours défendre ses intéréts stratégiques. Cest la raison pour laquelle nous
proposons aujourdhui un nouveau cadre de I'Union européenne sur l'examen des
investissements, Investment Screening, en franglais.

Si une entreprise publique étrangére veut acquérir un port européen stratégique, une partie de
notre infrastructure énergétique ou une de nos sociétés dans le domaine des technologies de
défense, cela ne pourra se faire que dans la transparence, a travers un examen approfondi et un
débat. 1l est de notre responsabilité politique de savoir ce qui se passe chez nous afin d’étre en
mesure, si besoin en était, de protéger notre sécurité collective.

(Applaudissements)

Deuxiemement, la Commission voudrait rendre notre industrie plus forte et plus compétitive. Ceci
est en particulier vrai pour ce qui concerne notre base industrielle et les 32 millions de travailleurs
qui en constituent la colonne vertébrale. Ce sont eux qui fabriquent les produits de toute premiere
classe — nos voitures, par exemple — auxquels nous devons notre avance par rapport a d’autres. Je
suis fier de notre industrie automobile, mais je suis choqué quand les clients et les consommateurs
sont sciemment et intentionnellement trompés.

(Applaudissements)

Jinvite I'industrie automobile a faire amende honorable et a corriger le tir. Au lieu de chercher a
tromper et a induire en erreur, les constructeurs devraient investir dans les voitures propres, qui
sont celles de demain.

Mesdames et Messieurs les députés, nous présentons aujourd’hui méme une nouvelle stratégie
industrielle pour 'Europe, qui permettra a notre industrie de rester ou de devenir le numéro un en
matiére d'innovation, de numérisation et de décarbonisation.

Troisiémement, je voudrais que 'Europe soit a 'avant-garde de la lutte contre le changement
climatique. L'année derniere, nous avons fixé des normes climatiques globales avec la ratification
de I'accord de Paris, ici méme, dans cette Assemblée. Face a I'affaissement des ambitions dont font
preuve les Etats-Unis, 'Europe doit faire en sorte de rendre grandes la planéte et la partie
indivisible de 'humanité tout entiére. La Commission présentera sous peu une proposition de
réduction des émissions de carbone dans le secteur des transports.

Quatriemement, je voudrais que nous protégions mieux les Européens a I'ére du numérique. Au
cours des dernieres années, nous avons fait des progres notables dans la sécurisation de l'internet.
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De nouvelles regles proposées par la Commission protégeront nos droits de propriété
intellectuelle, notre diversité culturelle et nos données a caractere personnel. Nous avons intensifié
la lutte contre la propagande terroriste et la radicalisation en ligne.

Mais I'Europe reste mal équipée face aux cyberattaques. Les cyberattaques sont parfois plus
dangereuses pour la stabilité des démocraties et des économies que les fusils et les chars. Rien que
lannée derniere, nous avons enregistré plus de 4 000 attaques par rangongiciel et 80 % des
entreprises européennes ont connu au moins un incident lié a la cybersécurité. Les cyberattaques
ne connaissent pas de frontieres. Elles n'épargnent personne. Cest pourquoi la Commission
propose aujourdhui de nouveaux outils et notamment une Agence européenne de la
cybersécurité pour mieux nous défendre contre ces attaques.

Cinquiemement, la migration doit rester sur notre radar. Méme si les questions gravitant autour de
la migration ont souvent suscité débats et polémiques, nous sommes parvenus a faire de réels
progres sur de nombreux plans. Aujourd’hui, nous protégeons nos frontieres extérieures de fagon
plus efficace. Plus de 1 700 officiers du nouveau corps européen de garde-frontiéres et de garde-
cotes soutiennent maintenant les 100 000 garde-frontiéres nationaux des Etats membres et
patrouillent notamment en Grece, en Italie, en Bulgarie et en Espagne.

Nous avons des frontieres communes, mais les Etats membres qui sont en premiere ligne du fait de
leur situation géographique ne doivent pas étre les seuls responsables de leur protection.
Frontiéres communes et protections communes doivent aller ensemble.

Nous sommes parvenus a endiguer les flux de migrants irréguliers, source de grande inquiétude
dans de nombreux pays. Nous avons réduit de 97 % le nombre d’arrivées irrégulieres en
Méditerranée orientale grace a I'accord que nous avons conclu avec la Turquie. Et, cet été, nous
avons réussi a mieux controler la route de la Méditerranée centrale. Les arrivées y ont diminué de
81 % au mois d’aott par rapport au méme mois de I'année derniere.

De cette maniere, nous avons considérablement réduit le nombre de vies perdues en Méditerranée.
Je ne peux pas parler de migration sans rendre un hommage appuyé a I'ltalie pour sa persévérance
et sa générosité.

(Applaudissements)

Pendant les mois d’été, la Commission a travaillé en toute harmonie avec le Premier ministre
italien, mon ami Paolo Gentiloni, et son gouvernement. Nous l'avons fait et nous continuerons a le
faire parce que, en Méditerranée, I'ltalie sauve 'honneur de 'Europe.

Nous devons aussi, et de toute urgence, améliorer les conditions de vie des réfugiés en Libye. Je
suis atterré par les conditions inhumaines qui prévalent dans les centres de rétention ou d’accueil.
Ici, 'Europe a une responsabilité mais une responsabilité collective, et la Commission agira de
concert avec les Nations unies pour mettre fin a cette situation scandaleuse qui ne peut durer.

(Applaudissements)

Méme si cela mrattriste de voir que tous nos Etats membres ne montrent pas le méme degré de
solidarité, 'Europe, prise dans son ensemble a continué, elle, a faire preuve de solidarité. Rien que
I'année passée, nos Etats membres ont accordé l'asile a plus de 720 000 réfugiés ou ont pourvu a
leur réinstallation. C’est trois fois plus que I'Australie, le Canada et les Etats-Unis, pris ensemble.
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L’Europe, contrairement a ce qui est dit, n’est pas une forteresse et ne doit jamais le devenir.
L’Europe est et restera le continent de la solidarité ot doivent pouvoir trouver refuge ceux qui sont
poursuivis pour des raisons inacceptables.

(Applaudissements)

Je suis particuliérement fier des jeunes Européens qui se portent volontaires pour donner des cours
de langues aux réfugiés syriens ou de tous ces jeunes qui, par milliers, se sont mis au service de
notre nouveau corps européen de solidarité. Ces jeunes-la donnent vie et couleurs a la solidarité
européenne.

(Applaudissements)

Mais nous devons redoubler d’efforts. A la fin du mois, la Commission présentera une nouvelle
série de propositions centrées sur les retours, la solidarité avec I'Afrique et I'ouverture des voies de
migration légale. Concernant plus particulierement les retours, je voudrais répéter que les
personnes qui ne sont pas en droit de séjourner en Europe doivent regagner leur pays d’origine.
Alors que seulement 36 % des migrants en situation irréguliere sont renvoyés, il est évident que
nous devons considérablement intensifier notre effort et notre action en la matiere. Cest
seulement de cette maniére que 'Europe pourra faire preuve de solidarité a I'égard des réfugiés qui
ont réellement besoin de protection.

(Applaudissements)

La solidarité ne peut pas étre une affaire exclusivement intra-européenne. Il s'agit aussi de mettre
en place une plus grande solidarité avec I'Afrique. L’Afrique, berceau de I'humanité, continent
noble, continent jeune. Notre Fonds fiduciaire pour I'Afrique, doté d’une enveloppe de
2,7 milliards d’euros ouvre des possibilités d’emplois partout sur le continent africain.

Mais, alors que le budget de I'Union européenne a assumé le gros du financement, la contribution
de tous nos Etats membres réunis ne s'éleve qu'a 150 millions d’euros. Le fonds atteint maintenant
ses limites. Nous connaissons, ou devrions connaitre, les risques d'une pénurie de financement. En
2015, de nombreux migrants ont voulu rejoindre 'Europe quand et parce que les fonds du
programme alimentaire mondial de TONU se sont épuisés. J'invite donc les Etats membres a
joindre le geste a la parole et a veiller a ce que le Fonds fiduciaire pour I'Afrique ne connaisse pas le
méme sort. Le risque est grand.

(Applaudissements)

Nous allons aussi travailler a I'ouverture des voies de migration légale. La migration irréguliere ne
sarrétera que lorsque les migrants auront une autre option que dentreprendre un voyage
périlleux.

(Appplaudissements)

Nous sommes sur le point de réinstaller 22 000 réfugiés venant de Turquie, de Jordanie ou du
Liban, et je m’associe a 'appel lancé par le Haut Commissaire des Nations unies pour les réfugiés

pour réinstaller 40 000 autres réfugiés originaires de Libye et des pays voisins.

Pour le reste, 'Europe est un continent qui vieillit, raison de plus pour le doter d’'un systeme de
migration légale, qui est une nécessité incontournable. C'est la raison pour laquelle la Commission
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a fait des propositions pour faciliter I'acces des migrants a la carte bleue européenne et je remercie
le Parlement de son soutien a cet égard.

Im Marz hat die Kommission ihr Weilbuch zur Zukunft Europas mit fiinf Szenarien vorgelegt,
wie Europa im Jahr 2025 aussehen konnte. Diese Szenarien wurden diskutiert — manchmal
oberflachlich, sehr oft heftig —, sie wurden analysiert und mitunter teilweise zerrissen. Das ist auch
gut so, denn genau dafiir waren sie gedacht. Ich wollte einen Prozess in Gang bringen, in dem die
Europder selbst tiber ihren Weg in die Zukunft bestimmen.

Die Zukunft Europas kann man nicht — gewissermaflen von oben herab —diktieren. Solche
Entscheidungen miissen auf einer demokratischen Debatte und letztlich auf breitem Konsens
fufSen. Dieses Haus hat aktive Beitrdge zu dieser Debatte geleistet, wofiir ich mich besonders bei
den Berichterstattern bedanken mochte. Auch mochte ich mich bei den Kollegen bedanken, die an
den mehr als 2 000 offentlichen Konsultationsveranstaltungen teilgenommen haben, welche die
Kommission seit Mdrz iiberall in Europa organisiert hat.

Jetzt ist es an der Zeit, die ersten Schlussfolgerungen aus dieser Debatte zu ziehen. Es ist an der
Zeit, den nichsten Schritt zu machen: vom Nachdenken zum Handeln, von der Debatte zur
Entscheidung.

Heute mochte ich Thnen meine Sicht der Dinge vorstellen: mein — wenn Sie so wollen —
personliches ,Szenario 6.

Dieses Szenario beruht auf jahrzehntelangen personlichen Erfahrungen. Mein ganzes Leben lang
habe ich das europiische Projekt gelebt, dafiir gekimpft und dafiir gearbeitet. Ich habe gute Zeiten
gesehen, aber auch schlechte Zeiten erlebt.

Ich habe an vielen Seiten des Verhandlungstisches gesessen — als Minister, als Premierminister, als
Prisident der Euro-Gruppe und nun als Kommissionsprasident. Ich war in Maastricht,
Amsterdam, Nizza und Lissabon dabei, als sich unsere Union weiterentwickelt und erweitert hat.
Ich habe stets fiir Europa gekdmpft, habe manchmal auch an Europa gelitten und bin an Europa
verzweifelt. Ich bin mit der Europdischen Union durch dick und diinn gegangen — und nie habe
ich meine Liebe zu Europa verloren.

Es gibt — wie wir wissen — keine Liebe ohne Enttduschungen, jedenfalls sehr selten.

Ja, Liebe zu Europa, weil Europa und die Europaische Union in dieser zerkliifteten Welt Einmaliges
erreicht hat: Frieden nach innen und Frieden nach auffen. Wohlstand, wenn auch nicht fiir alle, so
doch fiir viele. Daran sollten wir 2018 aus Anlass des Europdischen Jahres des Kulturerbes
denken. 2018 muss ein Fest der kulturellen Vielfalt werden.

Die Wertegebundenheit Europas gibt uns ein sicheres Zuhause. Fiir mich ist Europa mehr als
Binnenmarkt, Geld, Wahrung, Euro. Es geht immer vorrangig um Werte.

Es ist absurd, dass eine Bankenaufsichtsbehorde dariiber
wacht, ob Bankenstandards eingehalten werden, dass es aber keine gemeinsame
Arbeitsmarktbehorde gibt, die fiir Fairness innerhalb des Binnenmarkts sorgt. Wir werden diese
Behorde schaffen.

(Beifall)

In einer Union der Gleichen kann es keine Verbraucher zweiter Klasse geben. Ich kann nicht
akzeptieren, dass den Menschen in manchen Teilen Europas, vornehmlich in Mittel- und
Osteuropa, qualitativ schlechtere Lebensmittel verkauft werden als in anderen, obwohl
Verpackung und Markenkennzeichnung identisch sind.

(Beifall)

Slowaken haben nicht weniger Fisch in Fischstabchen verdient, Ungarn nicht weniger Fleisch in
Fleischgerichten oder Tschechen weniger Kakao in der Schokolade. Das EU-Recht verbietet solche
Praktiken schon jetzt. Nun miissen wir die nationalen Behorden mit umfassenden Befugnissen
ausstatten, sodass diese flichendeckend gegen diese illegalen Praktiken vorgehen konnen.

(Beifall)

Drittens: In Europa gilt die Macht des Rechts, und die Macht des Rechts ist an die Stelle des Rechts
des Stirkeren getreten. Das bedeutet, dass Recht und Gesetz durch eine unabhingige Justiz
gewahrt werden.

Teil einer Union zu sein, die auf Rechtsstaatlichkeit beruht, heiflt auch, rechtskriftige Urteile zu
akzeptieren und zu respektieren.

(Beifall)

Unsere Mitgliedstaaten haben dem Europiischen Gerichtshof die Befugnis tibertragen, in letzter
Instanz zu entscheiden. Die Urteile des Europiischen Gerichtshofs sind in allen Fillen zu
respektieren. Sie nicht zu respektieren oder die Unabhingigkeit nationaler Gerichte zu
untergraben, heift, Biirgerinnen und Biirger ihrer Grundrechte zu berauben.

Rechtsstaatlichkeit ist in der Europdischen Union keine Option. Sie ist Pflicht. Unsere Union ist
kein Staat, aber sie muss ein Rechtsstaat sein.

Diese drei Grundsitze — Freiheit, Gleichberechtigung und Rechtsstaatlichkeit — miissen das
Fundament bleiben, auf dem wir eine stiarkere und demokratischere Union aufbauen.

Wenn wir iiber diese Zukunft reden, dann sagt mir meine Erfahrung, dass neue Vertrage und neue
Institutionen fiir die Menschen nicht die Antwort sind, nach der sie suchen. Sie sind lediglich
Mittel zum Zweck, nicht mehr und nicht weniger. Fiir uns hier in Straburg oder in Briissel haben
sie Bedeutung. Andernorts bedeuten sie nicht viel.

Ich bin an institutionellen Reformen nur interessiert, wenn sie zu mehr Effizienz der Européischen
Union fithren.
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Statt Zuflucht in kiinftigen Vertragsinderungen — die irgendwann kommen miissen — zu suchen,
miissen wir uns zunichst von der Vorstellung verabschieden, dass einige verlieren miissen, damit
andere gewinnen konnen. In der Demokratie geht es um Kompromiss. Und die richtigen
Kompromisse machen auf Dauer alle zu Gewinnern. In der Europdischen Union sind
Kompromisse weder negativ noch obszon, sondern die Kunst, Gegensitze zu iberbriicken und
zueinander zu finden. Wer nicht kompromissfihig ist, ist weder demokratiefihig noch
europatauglich.

Um ihre Einheit zu stirken, muss die Europdische Union auch inklusiver werden.

Wenn wir den Schutz unserer Auflengrenzen zu Recht verstirken und noch mehr verstirken
wollen, dann miissen wir Rumanien und Bulgarien unverziiglich den Schengen-Raum 6ffnen.

(Starker Beifall)

Im Ubrigen sollten wir auch Kroatien die volle Schengen-Mitgliedschaft ermoglichen, sobald alle
Kriterien erfullt sind.

Wenn wir wollen, dass der Euro unseren Kontinent mehr eint als spaltet, dann sollte er mehr sein
als die Wihrung einiger ausgewihlter Linder. Der Euro ist dazu bestimmt, die einheitliche
Wihrung der Europdischen Union als Ganzes zu sein. Alle aufler zwei Mitgliedstaaten sind
verpflichtet und berechtigt, dem Euroraum beizutreten, sobald sie die Bedingungen erfiillen.

Doch die Mitgliedstaaten, die dem Euroraum beitreten mochten, miissen dies auch tun konnen.
Deshalb schlage ich die Schaffung eines Euro-Vorbeitrittsinstrumentes vor, das ihnen technische,
manchmal auch finanzielle Heranfithrungshilfen bietet.

Wenn wir wollen, dass Banken iiberall auf unserem Kontinent nach denselben Regeln und unter
derselben Aufsicht arbeiten, dann sollten wir alle Mitgliedstaaten ermutigen, der Bankenunion
beizutreten. Dazu miissen wir die verbleibenden Risiken in den Bankensystemen mancher
Mitgliedstaaten verringern. Die Bankenunion funktioniert nur, wenn die Begrenzung und das
Teilen von Risiken Hand in Hand gehen. Um dies tun zu konnen — das weif$ jeder —, miissen
Vorbedingungen erfiillt werden, so wie es die Kommission im November 2015 vorgeschlagen hat.
Eine gemeinsame Einlagensicherung kann es erst dann geben, wenn jeder seine nationalen
Hausaufgaben gemacht haben wird.

Wenn wir der sozialen Fragmentierung und dem Sozialdumping in Europa ein Ende setzen
wollen, sollten die Mitgliedstaaten sich so schnell wie moglich, spdtestens beim Goteborg-Gipfel
im November, auf die europdische Saule sozialer Rechte einigen. Nationale Sozialsysteme werden
noch lange unterschiedlich und eigenstindig bleiben. Doch wir sollten uns zumindest auf eine
Europdische Union der Sozialstandards verstindigen, in denen es einen Konsens dariiber gibt, was
in unserem Binnenmarkt sozial fair und was in unserem Binnenmarkt sozial unfair ist.

Schulter zeigen.

Wenn wir mehr Stabilitit in unserer Nachbarschaft wollen, miissen wir auch eine glaubhafte
Erweiterungsperspektive fiir den westlichen Balkan aufrechterhalten.

Wihrend dieses Kommissions- und Parlamentsmandats wird es keine neuen Mitglieder geben,
weil die Beitrittsbedingungen nicht erfillt werden konnen. Doch die Europdische Union wird in
den darauffolgenden Jahren mehr als 27 Mitglieder zahlen. Bei allen Beitrittslindern haben
Rechtsstaatlichkeit, Justiz und Grundwerte oberste Verhandlungsprioritit.

Das schlieft eine EU-Mitgliedschaft der Tiirkei in absehbarer Zeit aus.
(Beifall)

Die Tiirkei entfernt sich seit geraumer Zeit mit Riesenschritten von der Europaischen Union.
Journalisten gehoren in Redaktionsstuben, in denen freie Meinungsduferung gilt. Sie gehoren
nicht ins Gefangnis.

(Beifall)

Ich appelliere heute an die Verantwortlichen in der Tiirkei: Lassen Sie unsere Journalisten frei, und
nicht nur unsere! Horen Sie auf, unsere Mitgliedstaaten, Staats-und Regierungschefs als Faschisten
und Nazis zu beschimpfen!

(Beifall)

Europa ist ein Kontinent reifer Demokratien. Wer aber bewusst beleidigt, verbaut sich Wege zu
ihnen. Manchmal habe ich den Eindruck, einige in der Tiirkei mochten sich bewusst Wege
verbauen, um dann spdter die Europdische Union fir das eventuelle Scheitern der
Beitrittsgesprache haftbar machen zu konnen.

Von unserer Seite wird immer eine Hand ausgestreckt bleiben fiir das grofe tiirkische Volk und all
diejenigen, die bereit sind, auf der Grundlage unserer Werte mit ihr zusammenzuarbeiten.

Meine sehr verehrten Damen und Herren! Ich hitte gerne, dass unsere Union stirker wird, und
deshalb miissen wir auch den Binnenmarkt starken.

Ich mochte, dass wir in wichtigen Binnenmarktfragen ofter und einfacher im Rat mit qualifizierter
Mehrheit entscheiden unter gleichberechtigter Mitwirkung des Europaischen Parlaments. Dazu
brauchen wir keine Vertragsinderungen. Die derzeitigen Vertrige enthalten sogenannte

Wir benétigen deshalb keinen separaten Euro-Haushalt,
sondern eine starke Eurozonen-Budgetlinie im Rahmen unseres EU-Haushalts.

Ich kann auch der Idee eines gesonderten Europa-Parlaments und eines gesonderten Euro-
Parlaments wenig Reiz abgewinnen. Das Parlament des Euroraums ist dieses Europiische
Parlament.

Die Europdische Union muss auch stirker bei der gemeinsamen Terrorbekimpfung werden. In
den letzten drei Jahren sind wir zwar auch diesbeziiglich ein grofSes Stiick weitergekommen.

Um mehr
Gewicht zu erlangen, muss sie aufSenpolitische Beschliisse schneller fassen konnen. Deshalb bitte
ich die Mitgliedstaaten zu priifen, welche auflenpolitischen Beschliisse nicht mehr einstimmig,
sondern mit qualifizierter Mehrheit gefasst werden konnen. Der Vertrag liefe dies zu, wenn denn
der Europdische Rat dies einstimmig beschliefft. Wir brauchen auch in der Aufenpolitik
Mehrheitsentscheidungen, um effizient arbeiten zu konnen.

Im Verteidigungsbereich sind weitere Anstrengungen vonnéten. Die Schaffung eines
europdischen Verteidigungsfonds steht auf der Tagesordnung; die Permanente Strukturierte
Zusammenarbeit im Verteidigungsbereich ist auf gutem Weg.

Und die NATO hitte sie
gerne.

Wir sollten die
Biirger Europas nicht mit Regelungs-Klein-Klein nerven, sondern in grofen Dingen GrofSe zeigen,
nicht pausenlos neue Initiativen vom Zaun brechen und Befugnisse, dort wo es sinnvoll ist, an die
Nationalstaaten zuriickgeben.

Deshalb hat diese Kommission versucht, in groffen Dingen Grofie zu zeigen und sich — und das
hat sie getan — in kleinen Dingen zuriickzuhalten. Sie hat weniger als 25 neue Initiativen pro Jahr
vorgelegt, wihrend es bei den Vorganger-Kommissionen noch weit tiber 100 waren.

Um die begonnene Arbeit sinnvoll zu Ende zu fithren, setzen wir noch in diesem Monat eine Task
Force Subsidiaritit und VerhiltnismafSigkeit ein. Der erste Vizeprasident, mein Freund Frans
Timmermans, der sich jetzt schon erfolgreich um bessere Rechtssetzung verdient gemacht hat,
wird diese Task Force leiten. Dieser Timmermans-Task-Force werden auch Mitglieder dieses
Parlaments und der nationalen Parlamente angehoren. In einem Jahr ist Bericht zu erstatten.

Das Pariser Klimaabkommen, CETA, der wirksame Grenzschutz,
mehr Geld fur Afrika, Wachstum in Europa, Abbau der Arbeitslosigkeit: Den Menschen, vielen
Menschen in Europa, geht es heute besser als in fritheren Jahren. Wir liefern, und wenn ich sage
,Wir liefern“, dann mochte ich ausdriicklich sagen, dass das Europiische Parlament — die
Volkskammer Europas — liefert. Nur aufgrund der Durchsetzungskraft des Europdischen
Parlaments gibt es iiberhaupt eine Kommission Juncker. Die erste politische Kommission ist ein
Kind dieses Hauses, ist ein Kind der Parlamentarier, ist ein Kind der Demokratie Europas, und
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deswegen konnen wir stolz auf das sein, was wir gemeinsam erreicht haben: Parlament und
Kommission gehen in die gleiche Richtung.

Auf was kommt es jetzt an? Ich begriife fiir die EVP-Fraktion die Ideen unseres
Kommissionsprasidenten zur Vertiefung unserer Europidischen Union. Die Welt wartet nicht auf
uns — wir misssen jetzt vorangehen. Aber ich mochte heute nicht tiber Vertrige und Institutionen
reden, ich mochte heute fir die EVP-Fraktion aus Sicht der Menschen argumentieren. Und da
sehen die Menschen den rauen Wind der Globalisierung. Sie haben Angst vor Sozialdumping, vor
Arbeitslosigkeit. Dem stellen wir Europder unsere Idee der sozialen Marktwirtschaft entgegen:
Gerechtigkeit, sichere Arbeitsplatze und faire Lohne. Die Idee, dass Eigentum verpflichtet. Die
Idee, dass starke Gewerkschaften den Groflkonzernen Paroli bieten konnen. Wir sagen ja zu
Handel, zu Welthandel, aber wir sagen auch ja zum Schutz unserer Kernindustrie und zum Schutz
der Sozialstandards in der Europaischen Union. Der European Way of Live ist sozial, und die
Schwachen stehen dabei fiir uns als EVP im Mittelpunkt.

Viele Menschen haben Angst — um eine zweite Perspektive aufzumachen — angesichts der Bilder
der vielen Menschen, die an unserer Aulengrenze als illegale Immigranten und ankommen. Sie
glauben Politikern nicht mehr, die sagen, dass das gut fiir uns ist. Sie fiirchten um ihre Kultur und
um ihre Identitdt, und deshalb miissen wir alles tun, um unsere Grenzen zu sichern und zu
kontrollieren. Nicht, um eine Mauer um Europa zu bauen, aber damit sichergestellt wird, dass
illegale Migration — der Bruch von Recht — gestoppt wird. Der European Way of Live hilft Menschen
in Not, aber er sichert gleichzeitig mit aller Harte die Grenzen gegen illegale Migration und die
Schlepperbanden. Beides ist notig, und wir miissen klarstellen, dass Integration bedeutet, dass man
unsere Leitkultur, unsere Werte und unsere Gesetze respektiert und praktiziert. Die
Staatsbiirgerschaften in Europa sollten an diese Grundwerte gekoppelt sein, alle anderen miissen
Europa auch wieder verlassen.

Eine dritte Sorge, die von den Menschen gedufSert wird, ist der Blick in die Tiirkei. Viele Menschen
sind schockiert, wenn sie dorthin blicken: Scheinbar willkiirlich werden Menschen
festgenommen, inhaftiert, die Verfassung wurde gedndert, der Rechtsstaat wird abgebaut. Die
Turkei entfernt sich von Europa. Die Menschen verstehen nicht, warum Europa jetzt nicht
handelt. Wir als Européisches Parlament haben deutlich gemacht, dass wir die Beitrittsgesprache
aussetzen miissen, um ein Signal zu setzen, das es kein ,weiter so“ geben kann in der jetzigen
Situation, und ich frage mich schon, warum der Europdische Rat und, lieber Jean-Claude Juncker,
auch die EU-Kommission so zogerlich darauf reagiert. Wir als Parlament glauben, dass ein klares
Signal notwendig ist. Unser European Way of Live verlangt Ehrlichkeit in den Beziehungen zu
unseren Nachbarn.

Many people are afraid of terrorism — Barcelona and Turku this summer — and many say that Islam
is a danger. During the attack on Charlie Hebdo in Paris two years ago, a French policeman was
executed by the terrorists. His name was Ahmed Merabet. He was a Muslim who gave his life to
defend the freedom of journalists. It is not a conflict between Christians and Muslims. It is a
conflict between humanity and barbarism, between values and terrorism, between our European
way of life and the madness of the terrorists.

We must exchange our information now —immediately —and data protection must not be turned
into protection of terrorists. The European way of life protects the freedom of religion. It does not
know national egoism when fighting together against the terrible acts of terrorists. Many people —
as a last perspective from the people’s point of view — are afraid when they look eastwards. In
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some days, a manoeuvre of the Russian and Belarussian armies will start at the borders to our
Baltic states, about 100 000 soldiers directly on our border. Many people are afraid. After the wars
in Georgia, Ukraine and Syria, what is Putin planning now? The European way is to defend
ourselves and that is why the ideas of the European Defence Union are going in a good direction.
We need them now. (Applause) This is also why we should stop Nord Stream 2. Our security has
priority over making money.

Finally, there are a few other perspectives from the people’s point of view — what they are asking
us to do — and we have to give proper answers. Let’s act now. But with regard to all these points, I
think there is a need to combine them and to bring them together. That is, from an EPP point of
view, to defend — and to defend in the future — the European way of life. In the past our founding
fathers of the European Union achieved peace. They were successful because they believed in
themselves. Today we must defend the identity of Europe. Today we must defend the European
way of life in a world that is changing rapidly and we will also be successful. Let’s start now.

Syed Kamall, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, [ would like to say to Mr Juncker that
when it comes to jobs, security and freedom, a Europe that protects cannot be a Europe that is
protectionist. The ECR Group believes that the EU needs to create more opportunities, not more
regulations and more agencies. Many of our citizens tell us that they feel as if they have little say in
the decisions we make about their lives, their countries and their futures. When it comes to their
concerns over migration, security and jobs, they prefer an EU that complements their national and
local governments, not seek to overrule them.

Speaking as both a future neighbour who wishes to see a prosperous EU trading and cooperating
with a prosperous UK, and speaking today as one of the leaders of the ECR Group with MEPs from
across the EU, being critical of the policies of the EU should not be seen as an attack on the EU, but
a genuine desire to see an EU which regains the trust and confidence of its citizens.

Guy Verhofstadt, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, first of all I would like to say to
Jean-Claude: what a difference to last year. I liked his speech on the State of the Union. I think it
was full of vision, ambition, for 2019, and quite a difference to last year, but let’'s be honest
between us, a lot has in fact changed in the meanwhile in the Union since last year. In August
2016, for example, it was Mr Hofer who said that he wanted to take Austria out of the euro and
the Union, and five months later, after his defeat, he said exactly the opposite. He changed his
mind and he said no, no, we want to stay in the euro and in the Union.

And then in March of this year, in the Netherlands, it was Mr Wilders who promised a spring of
populism and in what he created, he reaped the opposite. It was the pro-European parties which
won the election. And in France, exactly the same, it was Emmanuel Macron who won the
campaign with a pro-European programme, and since then even the Front National does not want
to exit the euro and the Union anymore. Even in Hungary Viktor Orbdn is piping down. He
accepts now the authority of the European Court of Justice and he said, two days ago I think, on a
radio interview that there is no way that Hungary would ever leave the Union.

So on the occasion of this State of the Union address, I want to say to Mr Hofer, to Ms Le Pen, to
Viktor Orbdn, welcome to the side of reason, even when we all know that it is not that they have
changed their mind, it is not through conviction that they have changed their mind, but it is
through fear of losing votes that they have changed their minds now.

The only one for the moment who still does not get it is, I think, Mr Farage. He is still going on.
Last weekend he called on the German AfD to campaign on Brexit. I think it is fantastic advice to
campaign on Brexit. You have to keep up the good work, Nigel. I hope they take your advice, but
unfortunately I do not think they are as stupid as to do that in Germany in the AfD. Because let’s
be honest, it is clear what our citizens want: they do not want to destroy Europe, they want to
reform Europe — but to destroy it, no bloody way. That is the message from our citizens.

And that is what I liked so much in the State of the Union address this year by Jean-Claude
Juncker. Let’s not make the mistake of thinking, okay, the war is over, we have won a few elections
in a number of countries and now the wind is blowing in the right direction. No, what the people
want is not to continue with this Europe. They want a reformed European Union; 73% of our
citizens want more European action on the side of migration; 75% want more European action
against climate change. The same number want a European army and, at the same time, even
more Europeans want European capacities and capabilities in the fight against terrorism.
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So it is true, Jean-Claude, that the last three years were not easy, it was mainly crisis management,
but I completely agree with you that now is the moment — now or never I should say, as in the
song — to build up the European Union that the people are asking for and that we together have
already been dreaming of for a number of years.

And what does this mean? It means that we create a European asylum system so that we can
finally get rid of this broken Dublin system, because that is the real origin of the problem. Dublin
is not European. It is national egoism: that is Dublin. Not Dublin as a city naturally, sorry, please
do not misunderstand me because otherwise I will have my Irish friends against me if I continue
like that! A European border and coastguard and a system of legal — indeed, Gianni — migration so
that people no longer die on our shores, because every dead body that we find in the
Mediterranean is a scandal for us, for Europe; even one person dead in the Mediterranean.

A European defence union so that it is not the Americans and the Russians who decide,
Ms Mogherini, in our backyard; which is still the case today. A European FBI — why? Because
terrorists do not recognise borders. That is the reality, so why do we continue to do so? And then a
real government for the euro area so that we can steer the European economy and we can create
what, in fact, we are missing — European champions. Our competition rules are far too narrow.
The fact that we have no unified markets with single regulators is why we have no European
champions that can become world champions and compete at world level.

But there is one thing on which I have a little difference in point of view with you, and it is the
institutional problem. I always think that good institutions produce good policies and that bad
institutions create a standstill, stagnation and crisis. And there are a number of examples of that.
That is the reason why we in this Parliament, and I thank you for your support because it is really
very helpful, want also to create transnational lists and a real European constituency. And why do
we want to do that? Because it is time to lift democracy to a continental scale — Europe is more
than the sum of 27 national democracies; we are more than that, we are in fact a democracy on a
European scale — and also to defend our values and our principles outside the Union, but also
inside the Union.

This European democracy is necessary, for example, to withstand alt-right governments such as
we see today — also inside, in Poland and in Hungary — who think that Trump with his white
supremacy is the example, or that Putin and Orban, who jail opponents, are the example. That will
never be the example in whatever Member State in the European Union. And for that reason we
have to create this European democracy with a transnational responsibility because, as Emmanuel
Macron said, standing near the Acropolis, we need to be the counterweight to all these
developments and yes, to autocratic leaders worldwide — a beacon of openness, a beacon of
freedom and a beacon of hope in the 21st century.

En effet, aucune statistique ne dit I'exacte perception de cette Union par des ouvriers jetés a la rue
parce que nous ne combattons pas les délocalisations, le sentiment du petit paysan qui meurt des
bas prix et de la fin des quotas laitiers, du chomeur qui n’a rien a faire du taux de chdmage qu’'on
lui brandit sous le nez en permanence pour mieux lui proposer de devenir un travailleur précaire
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et pauvre, et encore moins du taux de croissance qui est en fait une croissance des profits et des
pollutions.

On peut déposer tous les milliards qu'on veut sur ce pupitre, comment cela peut-il étre pergu
quand il y a tant de gens qui n’ont pas de quoi terminer le mois a 10 euros pres? C'est de 1a que nait
la crise de l'idée européenne qui parcourt le continent comme un feu follet. Parce qu'on n’écoute
pas les populations, parce que 'Union européenne ne porte pas un idéal dhumanisme social et
écologique.

Le terrible cyclone qui vient de ravager les Antilles, Cuba et un bout des Etats-Unis nous
commande d’agir avec énergie contre les déréglements climatiques induits par les transports et les
énergies carbonées, les traités de libre-échange, comme celui avec le Canada que vous venez de
vanter Monsieur le Président, mais qui est contraire aux options de I'accord de Paris.

— Monsieur le Président, Monsieur Juncker, en
vous écoutant treés attentivement, j'ai essayé de me mettre dans la peau de tous nos concitoyens et
concitoyennes qui n’en peuvent plus; qui n’en peuvent plus de payer le prix d’'une crise financiere
qu'ils n’ont pas provoquée et dont les responsables continuent a tirer profit; qui n’en peuvent plus
de devoir contribuer plus que leur part au financement de nos services publics et de notre
protection sociale, alors que les plus riches d’entre nous échappent encore largement a I'imp6t; qui

Notre but sera désormais d’assurer a toutes et a tous la possibilité d’'une vie digne d’étre vécue. Et
comment y parviendrons-nous?

Aussi, nous proposerons de geler 'application provisoire du CETA et de réexaminer les mandats
de négociation de tous les autres accords en cours de discussion. Nous rétablirons le principe de
précaution comme fondement du marché intérieur et, pour que vous n’ayez aucun doute sur notre
détermination, nous supprimerons le glyphosate. Nous le retirerons du marché et nous
renforcerons la définition des perturbateurs endocriniens.

Mais je ne vous propose pas seulement une Europe qui protege, je vous propose aussi que I'Europe
soit I'instrument par lequel nous construisons notre avenir commun et, pour moi, la seule chance
pour que les Européens trouvent leur place dans une économie mondialisée, c’est de devenir les
pionniers des solutions énergétiques, industrielles, agricoles et autres qui permettront a 'humanité
de vivre durablement sur cette planéte.

Des lors, plutot que les défenseurs de 'ordre économique établi, ma Commission soutiendra
désormais toutes les initiatives qui nous engagent dans cette grande transformation. Et je suis
convaincu qu'une Europe réconciliée avec elle-méme, une Europe dans laquelle personne ne se
sentira laissé pour compte saura mieux que jamais assumer ses responsabilités a 'égard de celles et
ceux qui frappent a notre porte en criant a l'aide.

Your plan to fight the next European elections with pan-European lists, funded by the European
Union, but not, as you said, to fund extremists, means that what we will find is that genuine
democratic parties of opposition will not be able to compete in elections on the same playing
field. It is reminiscent of regimes of old. Indeed, the way you are treating Hungary and Poland
must already remind them of living under the Soviet communists when you attempt to tell them
how they should run their own countries.

If you had
given Cameron concessions, particularly on immigration, the Brexit vote — I have to admit —
would never ever have happened, and yet the lesson you take is that you are going to centralise
and you are going to move on to this new — I think very worrying —undemocratic union. You are
deluding yourself, Mr Verhofstadt, if you think that the ‘populist wave’, as you define it, is over. If
these plans of Mr Juncker’s come to fruition, far from the populist wave being over, I doubt it has
even begun.

Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, I am speaking not on behalf of
the Council; the Council cannot have a position on this. Speaking on behalf of the Estonian
Presidency of the Council, I thank President Juncker for his ambitious, clear and, most
importantly, thoughtful speech.

At this moment, with the wind in our sails, we should bear in mind a couple of lessons that the last
couple of years have taught us.

First, that we who care for our Union must have the courage to make the positive case for the EU.
It is not only the right thing to do, but it also may pay off in elections.

Secondly, we should not be afraid of speaking of the cost of non-EU: of the consequences of (so
far, thank God) only hypothetical rolling back some advantages of European integration.

Thirdly, we must keep looking for issues, initiatives and ways that unite us, and not those that
pose a risk of dividing Member States. We should look for initiatives that balance things and build
bridges. For instance, it is much easier to talk about the EU social pillar — something that the
Estonian Presidency will duly take forward — when we simultaneously take real steps in deepening
the single market, in particular in the field of services. So not only better paid jobs but also better
access to these jobs.

Fourthly, of course we must keep developing the EU further, but doing this, we must not forget
that this time around, in 2017, it is not the institutional setup that is most important — it is
important, of course — but reshaping the institutions must go hand in hand with providing
concrete benefits for our citizens. Our citizens must be at the centre of our attention, and
delivering concrete benefits for citizens is what the guiding principle of the Estonian Presidency is.

For the last few years, we have all been working on building a digital single market. The free
movement of data is one of its cornerstones. We need to ensure that European citizens and
businesses are able to benefit from data and that we create no new barriers to the single market. As
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with the EU’s other freedoms, free movement does not mean freedom from rules. Next year, new
EU personal data protection rules come into force, and we look forward to starting work on the
Commission’s new proposal on the free flow of data. Thank you, President Juncker, for this
proposal. Member States have repeatedly emphasised that legislation in this area is necessary. The
Estonian Presidency will now move swiftly, attempting to consolidate Member States’ positions
on the concrete proposal.

As we grow Europe’s data economy and enter the era of the Internet of Things, cyber security
becomes a matter for everyone. We welcome the renewal of the EU Cybersecurity Strategy
proposed by the Commission.

Cybersecurity is a challenge that cannot be tackled by any Member State on its own. We all need to
fulfil our responsibilities by fully implementing the existing EU legislation and must deploy all
parts of our toolbox, working on the new legislation and engaging with the private sector. The EU
also has an important role to play, setting international norms, pursuing cybercriminals, standing
up for European values such as freedom and privacy, guiding the development of the global
market for secure products and services, and reacting to states that sponsor and support malicious
cyber activity. The EU Heads of State and Government will address these key issues at the Tallinn
Digital Summit on 29 September.

[ earlier listed some recent lessons for the EU. We have also learned that, while strengthening the
EU internally is, of course, key for the health and functioning of the Union itself, at the same time,
to be and to appear strong, the EU also needs to remain engaged and open to the outside world.
We are a model to a number of countries in our neighbourhood, and we should not forget it. The
EU’s transformative power is still very much there. The Eastern Partnership Summit in November
is an opportunity to reconfirm our commitment to our neighbours’ positive transformation.

In the field of trade, the EU must perform a tough balancing act. President Juncker laid out very
eloquently the elements of it. We, of course, welcome the message that we can now proceed with
the free trade agreements with Australia and New Zealand and to expand the network of liberal
trade relations in this globalised world. The Commission has gone a long way with its reflection
paper on harnessing globalisation and deserves to be commended for that.

With regard to the proposals on investments and the Multilateral Investment Court, as the
Presidency we will make our best efforts to proceed in the best possible way to build a consensus
among the Member States, in a manner that will enable the EU to continue its leading role in trade

policy.

With regard to migration: the crisis which shook the fundamentals of the EU and showed that the
EU does not the really have a headquarters to manage an acute operational crisis. The EU does not
have a general, if you will. This is not to say that we have not achieved a lot in the field of
migration. Work on the external dimension is going well, and, maybe for the first time, the Union
is using all the tools in its foreign policy toolbox at the same time: assistance, development, trade,
military operation, and even enlargement policy.

The Estonian Presidency is working hard on migration issues, not least while carrying forward
work on a common asylum system. On legal migration, we eagerly started working with the
European Parliament on the Blue Card Directive. On security, we are ready to engage with the
Parliament on ETS and, hopefully, on SIS initiatives. And of course, we are confident that an
inclusive and ambitious permanent structured cooperation in the field of defence can be launched
by the end of this year.
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Ladies and gentlemen, the speech by President Juncker and the debate we have had so far shows us
once more that in our Union there is much more of what unites us than what creates tensions.
Estonia, a country that was deprived of the advantages of European integration during its first 40
years, feels that particularly deeply. That is the compass while we act as a Member State; that is our
compass, especially while we are performing the duties of the Presidency of the Council of the EU,
with the wind in our sails.

I just want to react to three points. One is about the debate on legal migration. Everybody is in
favour of high-skilled workers being able to arrive in Europe with a blue card. There is no debate
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about this. But we have to be frank. Do we really think that more legal migration to the European
Union will solve the illegal migration problem? How many Africans do we invite to come to
Europe? Do we really think that this will solve the problem? On behalf of my Group, I think that,
first of all, we have to bear in mind the millions of young Europeans who at the moment have no
jobs. We cannot say to them that we are opening the door for more legal migration when they
themselves have no jobs.

The second point is about the transnational list. Everybody wants to strengthen European
democracy and I have to be clear to Jean-Claude Juncker that the PPE is not in favour of this
transnational list because we are not convinced — Guy — about the main argument because, yes,
the European Parliament is more than 27 individual votes. That is clear. But, sorry, the
overwhelming majority of all the Members of this Parliament show every day that we are not only
national MEPs, but we are doing a transnational job today. We think in all our interests and that is
why an additional list is not necessary for this. I am from Germany. I cannot elect Angela Merkel
in my constituency in Bavaria because in Germany we only have regional lists. So if that works
even in Germany, it can also work in Europe.

Finally, on the social union, so for Gianni. First of all, very seriously, when we talk about climate
change, the Socialists are in favour of fighting against climate change, as are the Greens and the
PPE. When we talk about trade, then we have a good understanding that we are in favour of trade
and when we talk about a social union, then please admit that other Groups are also defending
social principles in this European Union. Social policy is not occupied by the Socialists, frankly
speaking, it is an issue for all of us.

When you ask us, as the PPE, to look into the social union, look first at reality. In countries where
the Socialists govern or governed — France or Italy for example — we have a big unemployment
problem, and in a lot of countries where the PPE is governing — in Germany and in Ireland — we
have a good economic situation.

What is more is that big business keeps on dodging tax, and the fiscal
constraints imposed on very different economies, keep on tearing our social fabric and the sense
of common purpose among the peoples of the EU.

Deswegen wiirde ich mir sehr wiinschen, Herr Katainen und Frau Bienkoswka, wenn die
Europdische Kommission noch in diesem Herbst Mainahmen fiir die europaweite Nachriistung
von Dieselautos vorlegen wiirde. Denn wir brauchen endlich einheitliche Standards fiir die
Nachriistung der Dieselflotte, damit sie auch in vollem Einklang mit dem europdischen Recht
steht. Denn das passiert momentan nicht, die Autohersteller verstofen ganz klar gegen
europdisches Recht, und es ist ja Thre Aufgabe dafiir zu sorgen, dass europiisches Recht
eingehalten wird. Hier hitten wir also ein Paradebeispiel. Ich wiirde Sie bitten: Sorgen Sie dafiir,
dass Dieselfahrzeuge in ganz Europa endlich die Grenzwerte einhalten!

Zweitens, wie gesagt, ist der Dieselskandal ein massiver Verbraucherschutzskandal. Denn, wer
sich ein Dieselauto, vielleicht noch in der Annahme, dass es ein besonders sparsames Auto sei,
gekauft hat, der ist jetzt der Gelackmeierte und muss zudem noch mit Fahrverboten rechnen. Die
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Autobauer kommen dagegen vollig ungeschoren davon. Es gibt keine Bufdgelder, keine
verpflichtenden Riickholaktionen, keine generellen Entschidigungszahlungen. Das ist eine
Riesensauerei, so etwas erschiittert den Glauben der Menschen an den Rechtsstaat.

Es ist vollig richtig, dass die Kommission jetzt ein Vertragsverletzungsverfahren gegen
Deutschland und auch gegen andere Mitgliedstaaten gestartet hat, die einen vélligen Schmusekurs
mit der Autoindustrie fahren und effektive Sanktionen noch nicht einmal vorgesehen haben. Aber
diese Vertragsverletzungsverfahren reichen nicht. Wir brauchen endlich auch bessere Klagerechte
fuir NGO und Sammelklagen. Wenn die Regierungen versagen, dann miissen zumindest
Umweltverbdnde und auch die Verbraucherinnen und Verbraucher dafiir Sorge tragen konnen,
dass sie selbst ihre Rechte effektiv einklagen konnen.

Drittens ist der Dieselskandal ein politischer Skandal. Die deutsche Bundesregierung hat hier einen
politischen Schutzzaun um die Autoindustrie herum gezogen. Der deutsche Diesel-Gipfel war der
Gipfel der Kumpanei. Die Bundesregierung hat damit den Bruch europdischen Rechtes durch die
deutsche Autoindustrie de facto abgesegnet. Sie ldasst der Autoindustrie Absprachen und
Tricksereien durchgehen. Wenn Regierungen und Behorden bei den Manipulationen weggucken,
dann braucht es eine europdische Losung. Wir brauchen endlich europdische Tests, die
Kommission muss eigene Stichproben durchfihren und die Autoindustrie konsequent
tiberwachen, damit es keine Schlupflocher mehr gibt, damit es keine Fake-Tests mehr gibt. Wenn
den Mitgliedstaaten wirklich an sauberer Luft und der Gesundheit ihrer Biirgerinnen und Biirger
gelegen wire, dann miissten sie auch endlich diese starken unabhingigen Tests akzeptieren. Die
Kumpanei mit der Autoindustrie hat schon genug Schaden angerichtet. Jetzt ist es Zeit fur den
Schulterschluss mit den européischen Biirgerinnen und Biirgern und den Verbraucherinnen und
Verbrauchern in Europa.

Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, it is now almost two years since it
was revealed in September 2015 that, based on the findings of the United States Environmental
Protection Agency, the vehicle manufacturer Volkswagen had used a hidden software to allow
diesel engine cars to pass nitrogen oxide, commonly referred to as NOx, emissions tests by the
American regulating authorities, while the same car models were proven to emit up to 40 times
the legal limit of nitrogen oxides in real world driving.

The shock wave resulting from this large-scale deception is still felt everywhere. At the same time,
we seem to discover more and more repercussions. Doubts persist as to the proper testing of car
models of other brands as well.

Many actions have been taken at national, but also at Union, level, first of all to investigate the
proceedings. In this regard, let me highlight the meticulous and intensive work of the Committee
on Emissions Measurements in the Automotive Sector, which finalised its report in March of this
year. The report concluded that the responsibilities of the Member States and the Commission as
regards the binding emission limits were not respected. It concluded that the fact that there were
large discrepancies between NOx emissions in diesel cars measured in the laboratories and on the
road had been known to many stakeholders since at least 2005.

But the Dieselgate scandal is just one aspect of a much wider problem. In Europe, we have
400 000 premature deaths due to bad air quality. That is one of the reasons why we need very
ambitious laws and the political will to put them into practice.
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In this context, regulatory standards are one important element. Decisive action has been taken
here, for instance by reaching an agreement between the two co-legislators on the National
Emissions Ceiling Directive, which entered into force on 31 December 2016 and must be
transposed by 30 June 2018. This Directive sets stricter national limits for the period 2020-2029,
and from 2030 onwards, for the emissions of sulphur dioxide, nitrogen oxides, non-methane
volatile organic compounds, ammonia and fine particulate matter.

On procedures to test emissions from cars, major steps have been taken by the Commission.
Under the provisions that entered into force this month, new car models will have to pass new and
more reliable emission tests in real driving conditions before they can be driven on European
roads. This test will complement and improve laboratory tests for all emissions, including CO,
and fuel consumption, as well as NOx and other air pollutants. Both tests will be phased in for all
new cars between 2018 and 2019.

Furthermore, work on an overhaul of the European vehicle type-approval framework is under
way. On the basis of the general approach adopted by the Council on 29 May this year, the
Presidency is firmly committed to taking forward negotiations on the proposal on the approval
and market surveillance of motor vehicles and their trailers, and we are working constructively
with Parliament.

My impression from the first trilogue that took place on 6 September is that both co-legislators
are eager to agree in the forthcoming trilogues on a robust legislation that reinforces type-
approval procedures, enhances market surveillance and makes the system more transparent. Of
similar importance is that the strategies that have been developed to accelerate the effective
emission reductions move from the stage of policy incentives to large-scale market activity. This
concerns in particular the low emission strategies, including the deployment of alternative fuels
infrastructure.

One of the openers will be urban bus fleets, which are mostly diesel-based today and have the
power to make a difference on the market. The commitments undertaken by European cities and
agglomerations during this summer to progressively convert their bus fleets into alternative fuel
fleets are more than impressive, as the launch of the Clean Bus Deployment Initiative by the
Commission and the Committee of the Regions on 13 July this year clearly shows.

These initiatives are being strongly supported by the European Union institutions, including the
Commission, the European Investment Bank and the Committee of the Regions, and the
Presidency welcomes all efforts by public transport companies that will join in these actions.

In terms of policy action, the most important long-term effort rests with the modal shift,
converting road transport into train and waterway transport. For instance, it has to be noted that,
under the EU funding sources for implementing the strategy for trans-European networks in
transport, around 87% of the Connecting Europe Facility co-funding of EUR 21.4 billion for
transport has been thus far dedicated to rail and inland waterways projects. However, these efforts
require perseverance, as we cannot deny that certain trends work in favour of road transport, for
instance, the increase in deliveries directly to the consumers.

More remains to be done. The emissions scandal has shown that we need in particular better car
testing and good market surveillance. The Presidency is putting its best efforts forward to achieve
progress in these areas. Together with the EU Member States and the EU institutions, we need to
decisively pursue EU-wide efforts to foster low emissions mobility.

Jyrki Katainen, Vice-President of the Commission. — Mr President, let me first thank honourable
Members for this opportunity to provide them with an update on recent developments on the
emissions scandal.

When Elzbieta Bienkowska met you last time in April to discuss this case, she pledged, on behalf
of the Commission, that we would fully follow up on the conclusions of the Committee on
Emissions in the Automotive Sector in the final report and its recommendations. Today I can
assure you that our commitment remains strong and that the Commission is acting
simultaneously on three fronts: first, better enforcement, second, better market surveillance, and,
third, better rules for the future.

Let me first say a few words on better enforcement. In April we informed you that the
Commission is pursuing several infringement procedures against Member States. These Member
States had either omitted to lay down sanctions for breaches of the obligations on the car
manufacturers or had not effectively applied such sanctions, even after the manipulations were
discovered. Since then, a further infringement procedure was launched in May 2017 against Italy
for failure to take action against Fiat for the use of prohibited defeat devices.

Let me be very clear: we are determined to pursue these infringement procedures so as to ensure
proper enforcement of the current type-approval legislation and to avoid additional
non-compliant cars entering the European market, which would aggravate the existing air quality
problem.

Second, regarding better market surveillance, in addition to these enforcement actions the
Commission also urges Member States to do their part and ensure compliance of the existing
diesel fleet with the type-approval rules. In this context, we are happy to see that, after the first
round of national negotiations in the emissions scandal in 2016, a second round was launched in
early 2017.

There are some enforcement actions underway. French authorities have been investigating
possible irregularities in diesel vehicles from Renault and PSA since January. German authorities
have been following up on irregularities in diesel vehicles produced by Daimler, Audi and Porsche
since June, and, more recently, by Ford. The Dutch authorities also continue their investigations
and notably withdrew two vehicle types from Jeep and Suzuki respectively with the intention of
public prosecution.

As for the vehicles of the Volkswagen Group which were at the origin of the emissions scandal
and as such were already identified as non-compliant with current emission rules, a recall
campaign by the manufacturer is underway across the EU. According to the information available
to the Commission, at the end of July 2017, more than half of the 8.4 million vehicles of the
VW Group affected across the EU had already been recalled.

Together with the Member States, the Commission will continue to monitor the repair of the
remaining vehicles of the VW Group so that all affected vehicles will eventually be brought to
conformity by autumn 2017. In this context, we welcome the decision of four Member States —
Austria, Germany, Finland and Portugal — which have made their recall campaigns mandatory. On
17 July, Elzbieta Bienkowska sent a letter to all Ministers urging them to follow the mandatory and
voluntary measures already taken in Germany, France and the Netherlands. So far 16 of the
Member States have replied. We will provide you with a complete overview of Member States’
positions once we have a full picture.
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However, concerns have been expressed by consumer associations and individual car owners
about the full compliance of the remedial measures with the type-approval legislation and their
impact on vehicles’ durability and fuel consumption. In this context, on 7 September 2017, the
EU consumer authorities, together with the Commission, urged Volkswagen to properly retrofit
all affected cars and to inform consumers in a fully transparent and detailed manner about what
has been achieved and what remains to be done. I can assure you that we will continue to monitor
VW’s action plan on the affected vehicles.

The Commission also welcomes the initiative of Germany and Austria, which organised national
diesel summits on 2 August and 22 August respectively. This is a step forward and others should
follow. But we have to keep in mind that the measures proposed by the industry have to lead to an
effective reduction of emissions on the road and not only in the laboratory. That is the only way to
avoid so-called diesel bans that are being discussed in some Member States as a reaction to the
scandal.

Thirdly, regarding better rules, let me start by reminding you that, as from 1 September 2017,
improved testing procedures, both in laboratory conditions and in real driving conditions, have
become mandatory for all new vehicle types. We are also working to increase the transparency
and control of emissions from vehicles by allowing independent parties to test used vehicles. This
will come with the new real driving emission regulation foreseen for spring 2018. As foreseen by
law, we pursue work to review, and possibly to bring down, the conformity factors used to
translate the measurements on the road to those in the lab. We expect to be able to lower them
already with the upcoming new real driving emission regulation.

Last but not least, we welcome the start of the first trilogue on the revised type-approval
framework, which took place on 6 September. We salute the co-legislators’ ambition to finalise
this revision by the end of the year. The new framework will reinforce the independence of testing,
which will remain a national responsibility, but at the same time reinforce its European oversight.
T hope that we can work together and use the political momentum to establish a strong set of rules
and control mechanisms in order to regain consumers’ confidence and improve the quality of the
air they breathe.

Finally, despite current turbulence, our ambition remains the same: that Europe continues to be a
leader in clean, competitive and connected mobility. To put it simply, we want to make sure that it
is Europe that produces the best low-emission, connected and automated mobility solutions,
equipment and vehicles. To this end, the Commission has already presented the first part of the
mobility package. The second part will be delivered later this year.

With this package we will present an integrated and future-oriented approach to mobility. This
will be our guide on how to face disruptive developments which are ahead of the transport sector,
how to modernise it and how to exploit its potential to modernise the entire EU economy. I trust
we have a shared responsibility to make this agenda for a socially fair transition towards clean,
competitive and connected mobility a reality.

Kathleen Van Brempt (S&D). — Mr President, first of all [ have to say that I am a little astonished
to hear from my good PPE colleague that it is actually climate policy that is responsible for the
cheating of the cars in Europe. Unfortunately, that is not the case.

But let me turn to the speech by the Commission, and I hope it is not due to the replacement of
Ms Bierikkowska by Mr Katainen that today the Commission is so weak and not serious enough
about the reaction that it should give to what is happening. I am sorry to say this; we have had
good cooperation with Ms Bienkowska in the past and I hope that can continue and that we can
be very firm because, let us be honest and look at what happened, for instance, with the
Volkswagen recall programme.

The Commission expected it to be completed by autumn 2017; well, that is today. Three million
cars have not been recalled yet! And it is not only that, it is also the other cars that have been
cheating and the differences in the different Member States, such as: some of them are mandatory,
others are voluntary, some are only for the national car market and others are different. How will
the Commission make sure that all consumers in Europe have the same rights? How will you do
that? I have not seen an answer.

Nor is it about the past alone. We also have to look to the future and yes, we have to care about
our car industry but a new era is coming. It will be electrified, it will be sharing mobility, and if we
do not make sure that we do that for our industry, if we do not make sure that we have a zero
emissions mandate, then cars will be imported from China and elsewhere in the world and our car
industry will have big problems, as will these millions of people.

Let me finish by quoting a former Commissioner, a Liberal Commissioner, who was very good,
Mr Potocnik, in our Committee on Emissions Measurements in the Automotive Sector. He said
that we must stop killing industry with kindness by giving into the calls for less ambition, a longer
time to achieve it, and allowing loopholes. Let us make sure that we have a future for our car
industry and that it is sustainable.

Daniel Dalton (ECR). — Mr President, it has been two years since this scandal erupted, but for
decades before that drivers suspected that the statistics manufacturers advertised were over-
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ambitious, shall we say. The Volkswagen scandal confirmed those fears were right. In fact things
were far worse than most consumers had suspected, so it is fair for people to ask: what are we
doing about it?

Two years on, there are concrete changes we can point to, but a lot more work to be done as well.
Firstly, real driving emissions testing legislation became mandatory for new car models at the start
of this month. That is a huge step forward in ending the golden lab culture, and a big deterrent to
cheat. But two years on, there is still a lot more to do. The emission scandal exposed failures well
beyond just testing rules. Most fundamentally, it exposed a failure of culture at some carmakers,
and a cosy club between manufacturers and governments’ approval authorities and technical
services, but also that there was virtually no ongoing market surveillance. Opening up that club to
greater transparency and restoring public trust is at the heart of the new type approval and market
surveillance regime that we are now negotiating with the Council.

The Parliament report proposed a system that would do just that: proper market surveillance
obligations on Member States, and the Commission mandated to check for failings in national
market surveillance; reviews and audits of all parts of the testing and approval process, to shine a
light on weaknesses at every stage.

So I would urge the Council to take on board Parliament’s very sensible views in our negotiations.
Once we have new rules in place, all the key components in preventing another scandal will be in
place, but until we do that, the broken system remains in place. So two years on, let’s finally close
the door on the emission scandal once and for all.

Gerben-Jan Gerbrandy (ALDE). — Mr President, in the two years since the scandal broke, a lot
has been done. We must realise that and recognise that. But the core of the problem still remains.
Despite legal obligations, EU governments have barely taken any action and that is the core of the
problem. I will give a few examples. The German authorities have still not really taken action
against Volkswagen. They did not fine Volkswagen. The recall programme is extremely weak and
consumers are not at all compensated for the loss. The UK has refused so far to take action against
Skoda. They haven’t done anything despite all the evidence that is on the table. The Netherlands
has taken some very careful steps towards action, but it is very limited and careful.

The Commission has done a few things. It has launched infringements proceedings, for instance
against Italy in May, and other countries before, but a lot of countries are, well, still not really
being chased after. So after what President Juncker said this morning that he called upon industry
to plead guilty in the Dieselgate scandal, my question is: what is the Commission doing against the
Member States further on, because, as the speakers before me said, it is far too weak at the
moment. [ thank the Commission for its reaction to the EMIS inquiry committee
recommendations, but [ am still looking forward to their reaction on the conclusions, because we
did find some contravention and maladministration.

Then finally the Council — a nice statement here; but the real pain, also after the EMIS committee
did its work, is in the Member States. When can we expect an official reaction, as there should be
in a democracy, from the Member States, from the Council, and when can we expect real
enforcement of EU legislation? Do not talk only about what has to be improved for the future, but
please, take action now on the cars that are still being driven on the road.

Bas Eickhout (Verts/ALE). — Mr President, why are we discussing this again? This is mainly about
the existing cars on the roads. We know that there are policies going on to improve the type
approval framework; we know that the new testing will be there (by the way, with very strange
conformity factors) — we all know that. But the big question is: what are we going to do with the
millions of cars driving on the street right now, polluting our streets every day? I would like to
quote the Commission, when Madam Biefikowska still had full responsibility, on 17 July, when
she said: ‘We have to remove non-compliant cars from the markets and circulation as soon as
possible’.

[ did not hear that now. I would have hoped that we would have heard that kind of language now,
in this public arena. We have to do something about the millions of cars that are not complying
with European law — and that is the task of the Commission. Sorry, Mr Katainen, but if you say,
‘we heard some diesel summits in Germany and Austria that should be an example for other
countries: sorry, this is the worst example. What came out of that diesel summit was that maybe
there might be some software updates that lower the emission results by 25% to 30%. The latest
study of ICCT shows that Euro 6 cars are emitting 4.5 more than allowed on average, so reducing
by 25% to 30% is nothing. And if the Commission is going to allow that, then those cars will be de
facto legalised on the streets. And they will not be sold in Germany; they will be sold in Poland, in
Estonia, because there the people will still buy it and it will not be sold in Germany because there
the selling is going down, so they will all go to the Central European regions. Is that the solidarity
that Mr Juncker was talking about this morning? The Commission needs to step up to the plate,
and there is one simple question: when is the Commission going to come forward with guidelines?
Guidelines that very clearly show what needs to happen, software and hardware updates to
existing cars, and that you know, and that the national authorities know, when they can be
satisfied, because if you leave it to the national authorities, you will get results like the diesel
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summit in Germany, and that is then de facto legalising non-compliant cars and polluting cars for
our citizens, and that is not an example in Europe, Mr Katainen.

Eleonora Evi (EFDD). — Signor Presidente, onorevoli colleghi, la truffa del dieselgate continua.
Volkswagen richiama i veicoli per aggiornare il software illegale e dice che l'auto cosi riparata
rispetta i limiti dell'omologazione. Ma ¢ davvero cosi? Ormai sono sempre di piu i test, i rapporti
scientifici e le notizie che dimostrano il contrario, cioe che le auto continuano a inquinare oltre i
limiti. I consumatori sono ingannati, quindi, due volte. Per non parlare, ovviamente, dei
risarcimenti che sono inesistenti.

La Commissione, nei giorni scorsi, insieme alle autorita per la tutela dei consumatori, ha scritto a
Volkswagen per chiederle di riparare tutti i veicoli interessati entro la fine dell'anno, come aveva
promesso. Pero io ho la sensazione che si tratti dell'ennesima azione di facciata. Penso sia chiaro a
tutti che il problema non si risolvera con semplici aggiornamenti delle centraline, perché il
problema — ormai 'abbiamo capito — oltre che abbastanza ovvio dal punto di vista tecnico, ¢
anzitutto politico e non riguarda solo una casa automobilistica, bensi 35 milioni di veicoli diesel
"sporchi” in giro per I'Europa.

La commissione d’inchiesta EMIS ha appurato che c’¢ stata una frode, ovvero la Commissione
europea e gli Stati membri hanno consentito I'omologazione dei veicoli che superavano
abbondantemente i limiti emissivi, malgrado ci fossero gia le tecnologie adatte all'abbattimento
delle stesse emissioni.

Firstly, the reference in the State of the Union speech this morning by President Juncker was very
welcome in that he acknowledged that consumers had been ‘intentionally tricked’ and that the
automobile industry must make amends for that. And secondly you snuck in an announcement
there on the conformity factor review which is due now in a report. I welcome that, obviously,
and wait to see it with bated breath, but let’s be clear: we will only accept a conformity factor of
one. If we here set the margins, set the rules on the limits on what cars can emit, we can’t then
have other deals being made that allow cars to emit far more than we here in these institutions
agree is legally acceptable.

[ have to agree with the comments that have been made. Okay, there are some welcoming
comments, but they are really around the margins of what we're talking about here. We do need a
comprehensive strategy across the board. We're already seeing a variety of different approaches in
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different Member States. Some are happy with voluntary recalls, others are perfectly okay with
cars still on their streets polluting many, many more times the limits, even over and above the
conformity factors after they’ve been applied.

Where is the Commission’s approach on having that unified European standard? Where is the
programme in place to ensure that that variety of responses that we're seeing from Member States
can be collected in one place? Because my colleague Kathleen van Brempt was absolutely spot on
when she made reference to the future of the car industry. We are talking about millions of jobs
across this continent, and nobody in their right mind would want to see those jobs go elsewhere.
But as we know, there is a first mover disadvantage here. Other parts of the world will innovate far
more quickly. They will learn from our mistakes. They will adapt their technology and then they
will be the ones that own the future. We cannot allow that mistake to be repeated again and again
and again. The car industry is too important. We need trust in it and we need it to be sustainable,
and we've got to get ahead of the curve and what I've heard today doesn’t indicate that we're
anywhere near being in that position.

We have been discussing this for two years and I think
that perhaps even more discussion is needed to really understand that we are in the 21st century
and the future of the automotive industry is the non-emission car or a low-emission car, not diesel
cars. | know that this will not happen — I have said this many times and also in this room — from
one day to the next. I know, and I understand, that every other car in Europe is powered with a
diesel engine, but this does not mean that we in this room — you as a Parliament and us as a
Commission — should close our eyes and say that nothing has changed since two years ago when
the emissions scandal broke. The scandal is not over yet because the industry, as many of you
repeated, harmed the health of our citizens and our environment and then, afterwards — as many
of you also mentioned — it compensated EU consumers less favourably than consumers elsewhere,
forgetting that compensation should be for citizens and for consumers, not for CEOs. This is also
our role. We are working on this with Commissioner Jourova. I sometimes have a feeling that we
have to protect and save the industry from themselves because this is all about a strong European
car industry. This is all about the credibility and reputation of the European industry, which is now
very weak. Repeating that we love diesel engines will definitely not change that after what many of
you have said.

For more than two years both we in the Commission and the Parliament — thank you very much
for this — have been working very hard to put an end to the scandals and enforce the rules. But of
course, as we are also noticing, almost every week new allegations appear. As I have said many
times before, Member States are only sharing information at our strong request. Some Member
States even claim that they somehow cannot enforce the current law because it is not clear
enough. For me it is crystal clear that even our existing rules have been broken and are probably
still being broken. On top of that, we already proposed a year and a half ago the new type-
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approval framework that should help in the future and should prevent such a situation. I have to
say that I am disappointed that only this month have we finally managed to open a trialogue. This
is much too slow, but we will have it. Now that the trialogues have started, let us agree a
high-quality new European framework by the end of this year. Let us do our best, both in the
Council — I really count on the Estonian Presidency for this —and of course in the Commission and
the Parliament.

As we started the discussion in the EMIS Committee, many of you asked for an EU agency. As you
also know, I opposed the idea, but I have to admit — and [ very much agree with you, Mr Eickhout
— that maybe we should be more open on this because the most dangerous and biggest problems
now are on-road cars. We will have a type-approval system. It is of course going very slowly, but
finally we will have it, but what about the cars that are currently on the road? We really cannot
force Member States to take proper action. All the tools — as some of you have also said — are in
their hands but they are not using them. They hesitate to do so. Again let me stress that I am open
about the European Agency. I have to admit that I might have been wrong about this and that
maybe [ was too slow in my thinking. So let me stress what needs to be done now.

First,  am determined to pursue the infringement procedures. We took a lot of those steps in May
and in December, but we need to ensure the proper enforcement of the current type-approval
legislation. Second, as we all know, we have to finalise our work on the effective type-approval
system as quickly as possible. Some of you asked about the conformity factor. I can commit for
now that [ will also reduce the conformity factor of the second RDE package by the spring, maybe
also after discussing it with you. I will let you know by how much.

Many politicians, some in this room, claim to be shocked and disappointed with the industry, but
these are empty phrases. In the European Union for now words are not followed by actions and
this is our problem. It is very easy to repeat that this is a lack of confidence in the industry, that this
was a huge problem and that it was cheating, but we need to do something, as I have said before.
Member States themselves can bring down the emissions of the existing diesel fleet. They can
properly enforce the existing law and, of course, the measures that are taken by the industry have
to actually bring down emissions on the road and not only in laboratories. To do so we have to
consider again software and hardware measures. That is why I am not fully satisfied with the
results of the diesel summits in Austria and Germany because they are very limited to some parts —
differently in Austria and Germany — but I think there is an urgent need to discuss it at the Council.
I will ask the Estonian Presidency to put this point on the agenda of one of the upcoming Council
meetings. I do not of course want the most polluting cars to end up in Central and Eastern Europe,
and you are right that this is the situation right now. For now only Member States can prevent this.
Do not allow — this is my appeal to some Member States — non-retrofitted cars to be registered on
your territories. This is harmful for your citizens, for your environment and for your future.

Finally, let me close with what I think is a very important message because one of the most
important things in this very complicated picture is the future of the automotive industry. In
November we will present the next mobility package. This will aim to prepare the industry for the
future. All of this future work must involve close and very fruitful engagement from the industry
side. Without the industry we cannot do it, but they have understood that the way they are going
now is not a good way forward. This is not the way to the future. This is the way of the past. That
is all from my side. I think both sides and all of us must work to get these changes right. I think we
will meet more than once in the future.

Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, let me conclude by recalling that
improving air quality means reducing a number of factors that are relevant in this respect. I would
like to mention for instance CO, emissions that are of major importance for the protection of the
climate, whereas NOx emissions have direct effects on human health, and there is an inverse
correlation between the two. As one decreases, the other one increases. We welcome the fact that
work on CO, standards for cars and vans is ongoing to foster zero- and low-emission vehicles in a
technology-neutral way.

The infringement procedures recently opened by the Commission against eight Member States for
breach of EU-type approval legislation are a testimony of the importance of monitoring whether
EU law in this area is being properly enforced. Furthermore, Member States are called on to take
all necessary measures to ensure that non-compliant cars are fixed or withdrawn from circulation.

This shows again that we need to work hand in hand if we want to reduce emissions of air quality
pollutants from road vehicles and thereby strengthen the health of European citizens and the
environment. In this work, we have to consider concrete evidence which, among others, includes
the work done by the EMIS committee and the inquiries by the Commission.

15. Fire safety in buildings (debate)

President. — The next item is the debate on the Council and Commission statements on fire safety
in buildings (2017/2764(RSP)).

Elzbieta Bieftkowska, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, after the tragic accident of the
Grenfell Tower in London, many have been asking what the Commission is doing to ensure the
fire safety of buildings. I therefore want to use this opportunity and the occasion of this plenary to
clarify the responsibilities of the Commission and the Member States in this extremely important
matter.

Fire safety is, of course, a complex issue, which is not determined only by the choice of the
construction products or how those are tested. Factors playing an equally crucial role are, for
example, the general design of the building, the effectiveness of the installed fire detection, fire
alarm and fire-fighting systems, the location of the building, potential fire accelerators inside or
around the buildings, good maintenance — not mentioned here — of the fire-protection system,
and of course, human behaviour.

What is perhaps even more important, fire safety is crucially dependent on the effective
enforcement of fire safety regulations at different levels, national, regional and local. Today, under
the subsidiarity principles, fire safety in buildings is regulated at the level of the Member States.
This is due to important differences in local conditions between Member States. For example,
certain Member States do not allow flammable construction products to be used in buildings,
while others have no such requirements.

The EU should only undertake actions if the objectives of fire safety cannot be sufficiently
achieved by the Member States. Today, the Commission has no compelling proof that national
regulations are not reaching this goal. For this reason we consider that it is not justified for the
Commission to regulate at EU level in order to ensure the fire safety of buildings.

What are our Commission’s competences? Under the current rules the EU’s role is to make sure
that construction products which have the necessary performance requested in given EU Member
States are not rejected. To enable this the EU sets common testing methods for specific products,
not their safety requirements. Thanks to this, Member States set their own safety requirements for
buildings.

The Commission is entrusted with the implementation of the Construction Products Regulation. I
will call it the CPR. The CPR is based on Article 114 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the EU.
Under the CPR, the European performance tests include the examination of how construction
products behave in fire in terms of reaction to fire, resistance to fire and the fire performance of
roofs. Furthermore, the Energy Performance of Buildings Directive requires Member States to set
minimum requirements for the thermal energy performance of buildings. This legislation does not
limit the responsibility of Member States to define requirements on construction products in the
field of fire safety — quite the contrary. The various pieces of EU legislation should be applied
coherently. Therefore, Member States may equally have requirements on fire safety regarding, for
example, the spread of the flame or the emissions of smoke.
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Over the last few years, the need for more energy-performing buildings has resulted in a large
choice of new construction products being offered in the market for buildings, and their facades,
which is equally important.

These modern ways of construction like, for example, the external cladding system, creating a
modern facade, and the need to renovate older buildings, have changed significantly the exterior
of our buildings. They are thus a challenge to the regulatory authorities of the Member States.
Moreover, new emerging issues of the fire performance of construction products which are not
yet covered by the CPR are the smoke toxicity from construction products in fire and the fire
performance of facades. So they are not yet covered by the CPR. For these two items, the
Commission already asked for independent studies long before the Grenfell Tower fire, and the
results will provide very useful information I hope for the Commission, for the Member State
authorities, and the construction industry alike.

While fire safety is within Member States’ responsibility, the Commission offers to take a
facilitating role and add value by bringing the relevant actors together. Therefore, I can commit
that we will set up a fire information exchange platform. This forum will facilitate, I hope, the
exchange of information between the national authorities and the stakeholders. The platform is
expected to examine the issues regarding the various fire safety practices of Member States, lessons
learned from the fire accidents in the EU and abroad, experience obtained from new products and
technologies, as well as use of fire engineering principles for setting regulatory requirements.

By learning from each other and by sharing information, Member States’ authorities will have the
full knowledge of the advantages and disadvantages of the regulatory choices they have to make.
For this we need the broad participation of Member States, open discussion of the issues
encountered, independence and, of course, objectivity. We are therefore working in close
cooperation with the Presidency to organise the first meeting currently scheduled for 16 October,
so in one month’s time.

To conclude, let me say that the Commission shares everyone’s concerns to ensure that our
buildings are fireproof. As I said, the EU Member States remain responsible for setting the level of
fire safety in buildings on their territory, and to enforce their building regulations. We have no
proof for now that national rules are not achieving this today. The Commission is examining
emerging new issues such as smoke toxicity and the fire behaviour of facades, and it evaluates the
functioning of the internal market for construction products. We will act if EU intervention is
needed, but not more than is necessary to ensure the single market of construction products. We
are fully aware of the regulatory challenges posed to the Member States’ authorities, therefore we
believe that the exchange of knowledge and experience among authorities and stakeholders is very
important, and we consider it a necessity.

Under the current framework, I believe that this is the best way to contribute to the protection of
European citizens. I see the Commission as a facilitator rather than the regulator in this area.

Matti Maasikas, President-in-Office of the Council. — Mr President, first of all, let me express my deep
sadness over the horrible tragedy of Grenfell Tower on 14 June in London. I would like to pay
tribute to all the victims and their families. We have to bear them in mind while having today this
very important discussion on fire safety.

I commend Commissioner Bienkowska for having given a thorough overview of the legislative
regulatory arrangements that are in place in the field of fire safety in Europe today. Let me just add
that the work of the Commission on fire resistance needs to be continued and possibly intensified.
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Both the European Parliament and Council, as co-legislators and as bodies controlling the
legislative power of the Commission have exercised their responsibilities and we are ready to
continue to do so. I am convinced that the Member States can follow up on that and that effective
enforcement on product markets is possible, without any new shift in the competences or legal
responsibilities.

However, should the Commission decide that a new proposal on the performance of construction
products as part of harmonisation legislation is appropriate, the Council will of course be examine
such a proposal, in collaboration with the Parliament. Finally, outside the legislative work, the
Estonian Presidencies supports the forthcoming platform on information exchange on fire safety
issues. This is an initiative that had already been prepared by the Commission for some months
and that should fit well with other initiatives underway. I am looking forward to the discussion
and thank you very much.

Ivan Stefanec, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, I believe that immediate action should be
taken to improve fire safety in buildings for all citizens and prevent a tragedy on the scale of
Grenfell Tower from happening again.

Firstly, I think that the Commission should urgently change the approach to facade testing and
mandate the European Committee for Standardization (CEN) to develop one harmonised, large-
scale test for facades. This large-scale test needs to be designed to reflect real fire conditions in
order to properly evaluate the performance of facades in fire.

Secondly, I believe that the Commission should propose new requirements to test the toxicity of
smoke from construction products under fire, and to label those products with the results, so that
the construction industry and consumers can make informed choices.

Thirdly, the Commission should ensure a much deeper cooperation among Member States to
improve fire safety in buildings across the EU. This means collecting comparable data on fire
incidents in all Member States, using data to identify best practice in national fire-safety
regulations, and sharing and spreading best practice to achieve a tangible improvement in fire
safety in buildings.

The proposed actions are fully in line with the principle of subsidiarity. Testing construction
products to be used in the common European market is an integral part of the Construction
Products Regulation and no additional EU regulation is required to deepen cooperation among
Member States.

Neena Gill, on behalf of the SED Group. — Mr President, for far too long we have not debated the
issue of fire safety of buildings, so it is high time we did so. That was my rationale behind
proposing to have this debate on fire safety. Twenty years ago I worked in social housing. Our
ethos was simple: social housing provides homes for the most vulnerable so it needs to be of the
best quality. Clearly, over the years, this message has been diluted, especially in the UK. Had it not,
we would not have had the tragedies, such as Grenfell Tower in June. My heartfelt condolences to
the families of those affected.

The issue of fire safety should always be at the forefront of our minds. It should not take losing 80
people in an inferno that could have been prevented. But it is not just about what has happened,
but also about what could happen in the future. Across the EU there are too many buildings —
hospitals, student accommodation and office buildings — that are vulnerable, and a key lesson
from Grenfell is that it is not always the fire, but also the toxic fumes that kill people. EU
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regulations already require that construction work is done to limit the spreading of smoke and
fire, but what we need to do is ensure there are fire sprinklers in all buildings, residential and
commercial. These rules also need to be enforced and expanded to inform consumers about the
toxicity of materials through harmonised labelling.

We also need to secure better fire testing methods for facades that reflect the reality. It concerns
me that shortly after Grenfell, instead of trying to strengthen these regulations, the UK
Government supported the ‘Red Tape Initiative’ that classified it as an ‘expensive and burdensome’
‘red tape folly’ that should be abandoned after Brexit. I think it is far too easy to dismiss regulation
as red tape, but these regulations save lives and should be strengthened.

Finally, this initiative is supported by firefighters across the EU who put their lives at risk, but very
rarely get the kind of hearing they deserve. I sincerely hope that this House will continue to put
this high on the agenda.

Syed Kamall, on behalf of the ECR Group. — Mr President, the importance of fire safety in buildings
was all too tragically highlighted by the horrific events at Grenfell Tower in my home city of
London. Following the grief, the anger and, sadly, the shameful attempts by some British
opposition politicians to exploit the tragedy to score cheap political points, our priority should
now be to continue to help the survivors, to help rebuild their lives.

My hope is that the full public inquiry that the British Prime Minister has rightly ordered will
reveal: why did it happen, what can we learn, how do we prevent a repeat of this terrible tragedy?
When MEPs met firefighters from across the EU last week, they told us that this tragedy could
easily have occurred in any of their cities. A British firefighter told me that in the UK, an apartment
in a high-rise building with the door shut should be able to contain a fire for 40 minutes to allow
time for evacuation and to put out the fire. But at Grenfell, the initial reports suggest that the door
to a flat may have been open and that the fire escaped through the window and spread by the
flammable cladding in a matter of minutes. These are, of course, just initial reports and have yet to
be verified.

A Belgian firefighter explained that plastics containing petroleum release oils and toxic smoke,
making their job more dangerous and suffocating victims. They shared concerns over single
staircases in some high-rise buildings, which means that those fleeing fires may block emergency
services entering the building. They told me that they are now assessing which buildings in their
cities contain similar dangerous cladding. So many issues were exposed by this tragedy that I hope
that the Commission’s exchange or proposed exchange will address. But whichever city or
country you are from, we need to make sure that at best, such a tragedy does not occur again and
at worst, emergency services are able to put out the fires and evacuate residents safely.

We owe this to all our citizens and the emergency services that keep us safe. And if you will allow
me, as a Londoner born and bred, I am proud when I hear stories of individuals and communities
from across London and the UK who came together to support those who had suffered the
greatest of losses. Let me end by expressing my deepest sympathies for the victims and their loved
ones.

Dita Charanzovd, on behalf of the ALDE Group. — Mr President, every day there are 5 000 fire
incidents in the EU. The horrors of Grenfell Tower have brought this to the media’s attention, but
fire is something that affects the lives of EU citizens no matter where they live. For too long, we
have said this is an issue of national competence. But while the devastation of fires might be local,
the sources of what is burning is not. Every part of your house, from the walls to the furniture
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inside, are products of the single market, and therefore national actions alone will not increase fire
safety in the EU.

Commissioner, the time has come for the creation of a fire safety strategy for Europe. We need an
EU-wide action plan which includes a single EU system to collect comparable fire data and
statistics among Member States in order to identify recurring issues and risks; a cooperative forum
between Member States to share best practices; and reform of how we test products for fire safety,
including for toxic smoke.

Like with vehicles, now is the time to take the tests out of the laboratory alone and to test against
real life situations. Commissioner, I know that the ALDE Group is willing to revise current and on-
going legislative work to ensure that we can get this right. My take-away from this debate is that
you have the political support of Parliament to act on fire safety, so I encourage you to do so.

Jean Lambert, on behalf of the Verts/ALE Group. — Mr President, along with my colleagues I also
want to express my condolences to all those affected by the Grenfell fire because I am also elected
from the region of London, as is my colleague Syed Kamall.

We still do not know the final death toll from that fire, but we do know that the tragedy itself was
a result of a number of factors about regulation, or the lack of effective implementation of
regulation, about building design, and about smoke and toxicity. Cyanide gas was certainly related
to some of the deaths, but also attitudes to social housing tenants. It was certainly felt by many in
the community to have been a part of the tragedy that unfolded — not being listened to,
procurement priorities, not prioritising safety — and indeed compounded by the poor disaster
response.

So we do need to learn from each other. We do need an effective fire prevention strategy at
European level. We need to upgrade our Regulation so that it is fit for purpose wherever you may
be living in the European Union, and we also need to listen to the experience of those affected by
fire to actually input too from their experience in prevention.

A tragédia de Grenfell aconteceu em Londres, mas poderia ter acontecido em Lisboa, em Paris ou
em Tallinn. Este é um problema europeu e deve ser abordado a nivel europeu. Os padrdes de
seguranca contra incéndios variam entre os Estados-Membros. Alguns sdo melhores do que
outros, mas todos estdo a falhar. O principio da subsidiariedade ndo pode nem deve ser um escudo
para lavarmos as nossas maos e as nossas consciéncias.

Um bombeiro dinamarqués ligado ao movimento Fire Safe Europe, que estd no exterior desta
Camara, chamou-me a ateng¢do para o facto de que, enquanto ele e os seus colegas estdo confiantes
em lidar com incéndios dentro de uma sala, quando se trata de fachadas externas ndo conseguem
controlar a rdpida propagagdo das chamas. Isto deve-se a introducdo de materiais altamente
inflamdveis nos nossos edificios e ao facto de os Estados-Membros ndo terem atualizado a
regulamentagdo relativa a incéndios, aos novos materiais que chegam ao mercado e também a
toxicidade dos fumos da sua combustao.

A BBC hd uma hora revelou a alta perigosidade da combustdo dos quimicos encontrados na
tragédia de Londres.
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Solicita a Comissdo que tome uma decisdo forte e decisiva nesta questdo, exorto todos os Colegas
a prometer o seu apoio a um unico objetivo: a seguranga dos nossos cidaddos. Contra o fogo ndo
ha mais tempo a perder, é hora de agir.

Catherine Stihler (S&D). — Mr President, the Grenfell Tower disaster saw 18 known people dead,
with dozens more injured in a blaze of which fire-fighters had never seen the like before. I want to
put on record our gratitude in this House towards our emergency services staff who day-in, day-
out, put their lives at risk to save others across our Member States.

We in this House cannot allow a disaster like Grenfell to happen again. The evidence and enquiry
into Grenfell had ramifications across the EU and the British Government, while still a Member of
the European Union, has a responsibility to work with its European partners and share
information to prevent another tragedy like this from happening. The European Commission are
to be commended for having the foresight before the Grenfell Tower tragedy to undertake a study
on the need to assess the smoke toxicity of construction products. As a standing rapporteur of this
House on construction products, I want to emphasise that smoke toxicity from burning
construction products and their testing is an important subject, particularly concerning the health
and safety of our emergency services personnel, as well as the victims of fires.

In the case of Grenfell, as others have acknowledged, it is generally accepted that the material and
structure of the facade enabled the fire to spread as it did. My understanding is that there are
currently two facade tests, a large one and a small one, with Member States choosing which one.
In the UK, it is the large scale that it is chosen. In the light of the differences across Member States
in facade testing, will the Commission adopt a harmonised European method to assess the fire
performance of facades, which would guarantee a sufficient level of fire safety to EU citizens?

Given the complexity and the nature of the question of fire safety, it is important that national
authorities communicate and exchange best practice and it is brilliant today that we have seen
action about the platform that has been announced by the Commission. But as currently all
Member States regulate fire safety individually, one simple way forward where action could make
a difference, is if Member States have a common approach towards the collection and sharing of
data.

Anneleen Van Bossuyt (ECR). — De beelden van de Grenfell-toren staan in het collectief
geheugen gegrift.

Gerard Batten (EFDD). — Mr President, as a London MEP, I must also speak about the Grenfell
Tower tragedy in which at least 80 people died horrifically. Now the official inquiry must establish
exactly what happened, how and why.
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When Grenfell Tower was built, the original cladding material was inert. Fire could not pass
through or behind. Since then, specification regulation has passed from national governments to
the European Union. EU regulations required a 20% reduction in energy consumption in buildings
such as Grenfell under the 2020 energy policy. To achieve this, the local authority may have used
combustible material in the cladding when the building was refurbished last year.

The questions for the inquiry to answer are: firstly, exactly what regulations were applicable;
secondly, were they strictly adhered to; and thirdly, if they were, then how can they be changed
quickly in order to prevent any similar future tragedies in the UK or indeed Europe.

— Mr President, what happened at Grenfell is a terrible tragedy and I agree with
all the speakers that have said that better regulation must be implemented, but who is going to
monitor this? I can say that [ am one of a very few, if not the only local councillor, to have spoken
in this debate, and I deal week-in, week-out, with local government repairs and maintenance. I
know from experience that the current regime of contracting out and tendering out maintenance
and repairs of council properties, like the Grenfell Tower, is an absolute disaster. They deal on the
profit motive instead of human welfare, and until we bring council maintenance and repairs back
in-house, you can say everything you like about repairs and everything you like about
maintenance, but unless it is brought under complete democratic control and accountability then
all the goodwill will be for nothing.

I also share your conviction that the tragedy like the one in London must not
happen again, and we have to do our best to ensure this.

I want to conclude with three points. First, as I said before, for now we have no proof that national
rules are not working but, of course, the Commission is examining now the new issues which
were mentioned by many of you like smoke toxicity and the fire-behaviour of facades with
independent studies. I want the results of this work to be concluded and to have it before
16 October, so before the first meeting of our new fire information exchange platform.

Second, we will act when EU intervention is needed. Of course, we treat our fire information
exchange platform as a first step, and of course we can re-examine what else we can do after
discussion between the Member States and between the stakeholders — because industry will be an
important stakeholder and an important partner in the platform. We can think about steps to be
taken in the future.
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But of course, and this is my deepest conviction, we should do no more than is necessary to ensure
the single market of construction products. So let’s wait until 16 October, and let’s discuss the
issue. We do not have any proof that it's not working now — there are national regulations that are
not working but of course, the first thing is the national regulations and the second thing is
enforcement of those regulations, and this also we should examine.

These are the three points from my side and of course I am open to any comments and any
discussion with you on this important issue.

Pavel Poc (S&D), in writing. — I call on the Commission and the Council to stop playing the
competence alibi game and to agree to assess fire smoke toxicity. We know that fire smoke is not
only responsible for half the deaths in building fires, it also represents long-term health risks for
those who survive such tragedies, including those risking their lives to save others on a daily basis
— firefighters. Today, our health is at risk by failing to address this issue. We test construction
materials for smoke opacity, but not toxicity. That's wrong. Buildings have changed radically since
the Construction Products Directive (CPR) introduction 17 years ago. Combustible materials have
replaced brick and metal; they burn quickly, releasing different amounts of toxic gases.
Conclusion: information about toxicity of burning construction materials must be available to our
citizens, architects, traders so everyone can make informed decisions. Why not add fire toxicity to
the classification system of the CPR? With fellow MEPs, we proposed this at our conference in
Parliament two years ago. The Commission’s response could have been quicker; nevertheless I
encourage the Commission during its current assessment of such idea and I ask the Council to
cooperate. We have been playing with fire too long.

Morten Lekkegaard, ordforer. — Hr. formand! hr. kommissaer! kollegaer! Vi er kun en enkelt dag
fra at skulle treeffe en meget vigtig beslutning her i denne sal. En beslutning som far vidtrakkende
konsekvenser for 70-80 millioner af vore medborgere her i Europa. Det er nemlig de 70-80
millioner, som pa den ene eller den anden made er handicappede, og derfor ikke kan leve deres liv
til fulde, fordi det er blevet besveerliggjort af dette handicap, og det skal vi selvfelgelig hjelpe dem
med.

Keith Taylor, rapporteur for the opinion of the Committee on Transport and Tourism. — Mr President, [
was rapporteur for this Transport and Tourism Committee opinion on the report by the
Committee on the Internal Market and Consumer Protection and I heard from the European
Disability Forum that their number one priority was improved access of transport services for
their members, especially in terms of the built environment. There are currently 80 million people
with reduced mobility in the EU for whom any regular journey by bus or underground or rail can
be a daily nightmare.

The Transport Committee adopted my report, which included mandatory improvements to the
built environment, but I was disappointed when the Internal Market Committee, the lead
committee, did not adopt any of those ideas so, under Rule 54, plenary is now being asked to vote
on the amendments that the Internal Market Committee ruled out. The vote is tomorrow. These
provisions ensure barrier-free journeys for everyone and would fundamentally improve the lives
of disabled people. So please, fellow Members, vote for the Transport Committee and the Green
amendments tomorrow.

Christos Stylianides, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank the
rapporteur, and the rapporteurs from the other committees. The Commission has been working
hard to foster social inclusion in Europe and this Parliament has been one of our strongest
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supporters. But we will never achieve our goals as long as everyday life remains as inaccessible as it
is today for 80 million Europeans with a disability.

The solutions exist to make accessibility happen and demand for accessible products and services
will only increase as Europe’s population is ageing. But the gap between what is possible and what
has actually been achieved in reality remains large.

The European Union is committed to the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities and its obligations on accessibility. We celebrated the Convention’s 10th anniversary
last year. People with a disability are expecting us to act — now. Last year’s adoption of the Web
Accessibility Directive constituted an important step forward and I welcome that Parliament is
now ready to set out its position on the Commission proposal for a European Accessibility Act.

The Accessibility Act aims at using the full potential of our single market to trigger real change in
people’s lives. It puts forward a common European approach to accessibility, instead of having 28
national ones. This common approach will maximise opportunities and minimise costs for
European businesses and consumers. The experience from the US has shown very well how
accessibility policies can be a catalyst for economic growth and inclusion.

I welcome the fact that Parliament’s report supports the Commission’s objective to improve
accessibility. It brings a number of useful clarifications, also concerning the relation with existing
EU legislation. But I would like to take this opportunity to highlight the Commission’s position on
some of the main points under debate.

First, preservation of the integrity of the internal market. About 95% of EU companies are either
microenterprises or SMEs. Many of them have to deal with new accessibility requirements, for
instance due to the new ‘buy accessible’ obligations in public procurement legislation. But, they do
not have the same resources or capacities to deal with changing regulatory requirements. The
Commission has therefore introduced strong safeguard clauses and light rules in terms of
conformity assessment, in particular for microenterprises.

However, a blanket exclusion of microenterprises would not only put at risk the objective of the
proposal, it would seriously distort the functioning of the internal market. For instance, a
microenterprise might be allowed to import non-accessible products from third countries, such as
smartphones, while EU producers have to comply with accessibility requirements.

Secondly, public procurement and EU funds. We want public money to be invested in accessible
products, services and buildings. Buying accessible is already a general obligation in the EU Public
Procurement Directives, but more is needed to ensure a proper internal market in this area. The
Accessibility Act puts forward a list of functional requirements so that industry knows what to
deliver, users know what to expect and public authorities know what to ask for.

This brings me to the last point. The accessibility requirements will determine the level of
accessibility of our products and services in the internal market for the coming decades. So,
indeed, we need to be flexible as technological possibilities are constantly changing. That is why
the Accessibility Act puts forward functional accessibility requirements instead of prescribing the
detailed technical solutions to achieve them. But we also need to ensure that our laws are effective
and enforceable, and provide legal certainty both for industry and consumers.

In light of the still ongoing work in the Council, the Commission will stand ready to support the
co-legislators in clarifying and further detailing the accessibility requirements. We have a chance
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here to make a real difference, both for citizens and for business. The Commission counts on your
support.

Ich hdtte mir zudem gewiinscht, dass in Bezug auf E-Books zwar
Lesegerite, aber nicht die Lesesoftware einheitlich standardisiert werden, weil ich {iberzeugt davon
bin, dass die Software dann dem vorhandenen Standard in den Geriten folgt.

Ich sehe auch, dass der European Accessibility Act einen Kompromiss darstellt, dessen Balance
schwierig herzustellen war. Man kann sich mehr wiinschen, das tue ich personlich auch. Zugleich
muss man aber auch anerkennen, welche Mehrheiten wir haben.

Lassen Sie uns dem Kompromiss zustimmen und dennoch nicht miide werden, weiter und
hartnickig fiir bessere Barrierefreiheit zu kimpfen.

The Accessibility Act will create a better
functioning and a more competitive internal market, leading to a wider choice of accessible
products and services for consumers, and also at lower prices. It will facilitate the access of
persons with disabilities to education, enhance their job opportunities and give them more
freedom and opportunities in their everyday choices in life.

It is the Commission’s firm intention to enhance social fairness in Europe. Nobody should be left
behind. The Accessibility Act underlines the European Union’s commitment to ensure that
economic growth and social progress go hand in hand. We look forward to tomorrow’s vote and
to continuing the work with you on this important file.

Roberto Gualtieri, rapporteur. — Mr President, I would like first to express my appreciation for the
excellent collaboration I had with the Maltese Presidency, the acting Director-General of Eurostat
and their respective staff and I would also like to thank all the shadow rapporteurs for their
cooperation.

The European Parliament has always been supportive of the European Statistical System and has
highlighted the need for European statistics to be as comprehensive, comparable, accurate and
timely as possible. In this sense, the extension of the European Statistical Programme 2018-2020
is an important achievement. It is not the pure extension of its deadline; but it aims to revamp the
European Statistical Programme 2013-2017, securing the good functioning of the European
Statistical System, taking into account new high standards and expanding demands of data and
information by policymakers and citizens.

In the regulation, we envisage advances in areas such as migration, social and environmental
statistics, as well as energy and transport statistics. All these data should allow the monitoring of
objectives and targets of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development to be set at Union and
Member State level and, in this way, to contribute to the achievement of such goals. Let me stress
the main issues we take on this regulation: migration is certainly a key topic. The new regulation
encourages the further development of existing data collection as well as new data collection in
order to better cover asylum and manage migration. This should give a better picture of the
migration phenomenon, thanks to the valuation of other variables like education level and
integration in the labour market.

With respect to the statistical measurement of the situation of refugees, further cooperation with
the EU and international organisations is foreseen in order to provide increased availability of
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data. As regards the social and economic area, with the extension of the European Statistical
Programme, we have large and better specified indicators that should be available to monitor the
implementation of Europe 2020. The regulation foresees more detailed information on
employment indicators distinguishing between fixed-term and permanent contracts. Moreover,
indicators should also include data on gender divides and wage gaps, as well as the measurement
of pockets of high unemployment, including high unemployment in cross-border regions.

As regards international trade, this regulation provides for the strengthening of indicators on
economic globalisation and global value chains in order to allow an analysis of the positive and
negative consequences for the European market, in particular for the Union’s labour market.
Special attention has been devoted also to the production of indicators on income, consumption
and wealth distribution in particular, indicators such as the Gini index, as well as data on
inequality of access to basic goods and services. Improvement of the quality of information on
national accounts has also been encouraged in order to allow better estimates of tax gaps and tax
avoidance.

The user friendliness of European statistics and easy access to the data are key priorities allowing
European citizens to use such data for their education and decision-making. I recognise the
important effort that Eurostat has made in the last number of years regarding better
communicated statistics and improving its website, for example, by including interactive
visualisation maps and infographics. This regulation supports further action in this direction,
which we consider necessary in order to contribute effectively to the announcement of the
dissemination of statistical information throughout European society.

Finally, the extension of the European Statistical Programme for the period 2018-2020 has
reinforced the resources at the disposal of the European Statistical System. This recent increase of
the budget for European statistics will bring significant added value in terms of outputs and will
also benefit the statistical system in Member States.

Christos Stylianides, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, in these turbulent times, it is
more important than ever that public debate and political decisions are based on reliable facts, not
‘fake news’. The European statistical programme ensures just that, by providing trusted statistics
on Europe through Eurostat, the statistical authority of the Union.

The evidence provided by the European statistical programme underpins all of the political
priorities of the Union. As priorities change and in order to address new challenges, the statistical
programme now needs to be adapted to remain relevant and to provide the information needed to
take informed decisions for the future of Europe.

The Commission welcomes the compromise achieved between the three institutions on the
extension of the current European statistical programme to 2020. The compromise addresses the
growing demand for relevant and timely statistics to support the key Union priorities. In
particular, the extension of the programme contains measures for the production of new and
better statistics in support of a more social Europe. For example, it will provide better data on
income and inequalities, as well as equal opportunities on the labour market. Furthermore, the
integration of migrants into the labour market will be better monitored. The programme will also
deliver more detailed and faster statistics for other important policy areas such as the Energy
Union and will support the monitoring of the Sustainable Development Goals at Union level.

The Commission considers this extension of the programme to 2020 to be a most important step
forward in further strengthening the European Statistical System’s capacity to deliver more timely
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data and to better respond to policy needs. The foreseen enhanced budgetary support is urgently
needed for these developments.

I am grateful that Parliament has been a most active and cooperative ally by providing political
guidance and support in this regard. The Commission looks forward to pursuing this positive
development for European statistics in the coming years and in particular in relation to the
evolution of EU governance in many policy domains and in preparing the future multiannual
financial framework (MFF).

[ wish to conclude by thanking the rapporteur Mr Roberto Gualtieri — thank you so much — and
the shadow rapporteurs of the Committee on Economic and Monetary Affairs for their
constructive approach to the proposal. I also wish to thank Ms Maria Arena and the Committee
on Employment and Social Affairs for their much appreciated opinion. I believe we have reached
the common objective to ensure that European policymakers and citizens can continue to rely on
the valuable facts provided by the European statistical programme.

Alfred Sant, on behalf of the SED Group. — Mr President, the text we have before us is important
because it provides excellent guidelines regarding the collection of data we need to design to
implement and to evaluate European policy in the coming years. There will be enormous needs
for consolidation of policies with the probability that the deepening of eurozone governance will
be attempted.

The danger is that consolidation will lag. Deepening could encourage further centrifugal effects on
a systemic basis. To be able to detect such developments, we need statistics that are close to the
bone and relevant to the issues. On that basis, one should be able to distinguish what is causal and
what is contingent on developments between regions, nations, the North, South and East of the
Union. This applies, not least to the situation of peripheral and island regions, which is my special
interest.

Overridingly, there is a problem of how to reverse the growing divergences between parts of the
Union. An essential step in that direction is a proper measurement of divergences. The text
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stresses rightly the social aspect of the data that will be needed. In that context, a priority area for
statistical improvement would be labour data that captures the extent of precarious work, in-work
poverty, youth and other under-employment of migrant workers.

financial framework.

With the support of this Parliament, the Commission will ensure that European statistics remain
relevant and of highest quality to support our common endeavour of a better Europe for our
citizens.

Sirpa Pietikdinen, esitteliji. — Arvoisa puhemies, eurooppalainen talous on ddrimmdiisen
riippuvainen perinteisestd pankkirahoituksesta. Timd ongelma nousee esille erityisesti pk-
yritysten rahoitustarpeessa, joka on edelleen suurimpia kapeikkoja ja kompastuskivia. Erityisesti
timd luonnollisesti kohdistuu uusien, innovatiivisten ja tdtd kautta myos riskialttiiden ideoiden,
projektien ja yritysten rahoitukseen, olipa kyse — niin kuin usein on — pienistd pk-yrityksista, joista
idea lahtee liikkeelle, tai sitten isommista hankkeista.

Me tarvitsemme kipedsti enemmin koko sisimarkkina-alueella toimivia bisnesenkeleitd ja venture
capitalia, titd riskipadomarahoitusta. EU:n riskipidomamarkkinat laahaavat edelleen kaukana
lahimman vertailukohtamaamme Yhdysvaltojen jaljessd. EU:n markkinat ovat noin viisi kertaa
pienemmadt kuin Atlantin takaiset, ja ne ovat kaiken lisdksi sirpaloituneet kansallisiksi, mika
rajoittaa myos tddlld toimivien rahastojen kasvua ja niiden mahdollisuutta kohdentaa omaa
erityisosaamistaan esimerkiksi teknologiaan, ympdristoosaamiseen tai ladketieteeseen. Oppia
hyvin toimivista riskipddomamarkkinoista kannattaisi myos hakea Aasian suunnalta tai Israelista.
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Ongelma muodostuu erityisen pahaksi erityisesti silloin, kun rahasto on paissyt tavoitteeseen, eli
l6ytinyt toimivan idean ja yrityksen. Vahvassa kasvuvaiheessa oleva startup-yritys kaipaisi
nopeasti kasvavaa lisirahoitusta ja osaamista. Silloin meiddn suhteellisesti hyvin pienilld
rahastoillamme ei vélttimattd ole tarjota yritykselle osaamista, tukea eikd myoskain rahoitusta.
Kun follow-up-rahoitusta ei ole tarjolla Euroopassa, idea joko kuihtuu kasaan, tai vaihtoehdot on
etsittdvd muualta Euroopan ulkopuolelta.
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Tama ongelma ei ole tietenkddn uusi eikd tiedostamaton, ja siksi jo vuonna 2013 EU antoi
asetuksen eurooppalaisen riskipddoman yhteisestd passista eli EuVECA-passista, joka luo yhteiset
pelisddnnot riskipddomarahastomarkkinoille ja varainkeruulle ympari Eurooppaa. Se ei
kuitenkaan ole toiminut oletetulla tavalla, koska huhtikuussa 2016 rahastoja oli rekisterdity vain
70 EuVECA-rahastolla ja vain neljd EuSEF-rahastolla. Nyt osana pddomamarkkinaunionia
komission ehdotuksella me pyrimme korjaamaan titd ongelmaa.

Tarkoituksena on varmistaa, ettei kukin kansallinen viranomainen vaadi rahastolta
perusteettomasti kansallisia rekisterinti- tai valvontamaksuja tai luo teknisid esteitd
markkinoillepaidsylle. Nykyisin yleinen kaytintd on tdysin eurooppalaisen passin ajatuksen ja
padomamarkkinoiden vastainen. Keskeinen osa ehdotusta on ylimdardisten maksujen ja
velvoitteiden tayskielto. Lisdksi my0s usein isommille rahastoille avataan mahdollisuus
hallinnoida EuVECA- ja EuSEF-rahastoja, mika lisdd rahastojen mahdollisuutta antaa lisdd follow-
up-rahoitusta. My6s mahdollisuutta sijoittaa pk-yrityksiin parannetaan.

Tahin komission ehdotukseen liittyy laajempi paketti, jolla kokonaisuudessaan pyritddn
lisidmadn riskipddomarahoitusta unionissa. Sielld on EU:n budjettitukea, rahastojen rahasto, jolle
voidaan houkutella pddomaa, vivuttaa sitd suurilta yhteisosijoittajilta. Ongelmaksi yhd edelleen jai
kansallinen verokohtelu, joka on EU:n kompetenssin ulkopuolella. Pienid askeleita padstiin
eteenpdin siind, ettd nimid kauniit periaatteet myos toteutuisivat yhteiselldi eurooppalaisella
valvonnalla, jolla taataan, ettd kaikki jasenmaat kohtelevat eurooppalaisia rahastoja tasapuolisesti
ja samalla tavalla.

Karmenu Vella, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, your vote will be an important step in
finalising yet another element of the capital markets union, reviewed rules for European venture
capital funds and new European social entrepreneurship funds. Venture capital is an important
source of funding for businesses in the start-up and expansion phase. By providing capital-
intensive financing and specialised support, venture capital fills an important gap in the funding
escalator that other financial actors may not be able to fill.

Unfortunately, Europe is currently lagging behind other markets in this area. European venture
capital funds are fragmented, concentrated in only a few Member States, and often lacking in scale.
The original regulations aimed to address this funding by creating deeper and more integrated
venture capital markets in Europe. By setting up EU-wide labels, EuVECA and EuSEF were
designed as a means for qualifying funds to market themselves easily across the EU.

EuVECA had some success, with about 126 EuVECA funds having been notified to ESMA as of
last month, but this is not enough to meet the financing challenge. For EuSEF progress has been
slow, with only seven funds notified so far. Under the CMU project, the European Commission
therefore made reviewing EuVECA and EuSEF regulations a matter of priority in order to turn
these labels into truly effective vehicles for venture and social capital financing in Europe. More
specifically, we introduced three main changes to improve and speed up the growth and spread of
these funds.

First, we extended the range of managers eligible to market and manage EuVECA and EuSEF funds
to include large fund managers. In other words, those with assets under management of more
than EUR 500 million. These managers can provide economies of scale and trusted brands,
thereby passing benefits on to investors.
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Second, we expanded the ability of EuVECA funds to invest in small midcaps and SME:s listed on
SME growth markets. This should increase the diversification possibilities offered by EuVECA
funds and therefore make them more attractive to investors.

Third, we decreased costs by explicitly prohibiting fees imposed by Member States” authorities
where no supervisory activities were performed. We also simplified registration processes. The
new rules for EuVECA funds are part of a range of measures we are putting forward in order to
support innovation by strengthening European venture capital markets. Throughout the
legislative process, the legislators have shown a clear commitment to developing the rules and
finding necessary compromises.

The final text provides certainty and simplicity about requirements for the level of own funds to
be held by managers. Legislators have also taken practical steps to clarify and enhance the role of
ESMA in ensuring consistent and convergent practices among national competent authorities
across the EU. The Commission welcomes these changes which will further help revitalise the
EuVECA and EuSEF labels.

Colleagues, ladies and gentlemen, by endorsing the political agreement you will move Europe one
step closer to a high-growth, innovation-led economy by breaking down the barriers currently
impeding venture and social investment at EU level. We want to take this opportunity again to
thank the European Parliament and, in particular, the rapporteur Mrs Pietikdinen, the shadow
rapporteurs, and also Mr Gualtieri for their efforts and constructiveness during the trilogue
negotiations.

— Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Commissaire
jespere que vous préterez attention a mon intervention.

Tout d’abord, je vous avoue que nous avons des doutes profonds sur la nécessité affichée par la
Commission de développer a toute force le financement des entreprises européennes via les
marchés financiers, obligataires et boursiers. Cela est organisé au détriment des financements
bancaires traditionnels, des économies européennes et au détriment de la compétitivité des
banques européennes.

En effet, une révision des reglements sur le fonds d’investissement en capital-risque et sur les fonds
d’entrepreneuriat sociaux, adoptés il y a seulement quatre ans, nous semble encore prématurée. Le
temps aurait di étre donné a ces deux nouveaux labels européens de prendre leur essor
progressivement, comme les fonds UCITS auparavant.

Mais non, il y a urgence, selon la Commission, qui considere que les fonds regroupés sous ce label
ne sont pas assez paneuropéens et seraient de trop petite taille. Or, en matiére de capital-risque, la
gestion d’un petit nombre de projets est souvent gage de succes. Small is Beautiful.

De méme, la connaissance parfaite des conditions économiques, sociales et réglementaires locales
est souvent une condition préalable au succes de l'investissement en capital. Des managers de
fonds transnationaux sont moins efficaces que des investisseurs en capital-risque a spécialité
nationale.

Mais nous avons une autre préoccupation. Cette modification des reglements ouvre la possibilité
d’octroyer le label «fonds de capital-risque européen» aux gestionnaires de hedge funds, c’est-a-dire
les fonds alternatifs au sens de la directive AIFM. C’est méme d’ailleurs le principal apport de ce
texte.

Cette évolution dénature l'esprit originel du réglement de 2013. Les fonds d'investissement en
capital vont ainsi se retrouver noyés au sein des diverses stratégies des mastodontes de la gestion
alternative transnationale.

Nous craignons également que, au sein des grands gestionnaires alternatifs, les murailles de Chine
obligatoires entre les différentes lignes d’investissement et de création de produits financiers
titrisés ne soient pas respectées.

Pour ces raisons, malgré notre soutien de principe au développement du capital-risque, nous nous
abstiendrons sur ce texte.

Alfred Sant (S&D). — Mr President, the proposals before us attempt to counter a fundamental
problem: the availability of equity and risk capital covering SMEs, start-ups and expansion
projects. There is not the culture here, as in the US, for such financing to be mobilised through
OTCs or similar intermediaries. Encouraging such a system in Europe makes sense but the
difficulties should not be underestimated.

The people at the front line, by way of entrepreneurship, intermediation and regulation, need to
be of top quality. They need to be innovative, flexible and knowledgeable about operating
conditions on the ground. A strengthened supervisory role for the European Securities and
Markets Authority (ESMA) is needed, but effective regulation must remain light touch. Initially,
small-scale start-ups are quite likely to concentrate around digital, entertainment and social
projects. Attention should, however, be paid to appropriate incentives to encourage projects in
fields such as light engineering, electronics and environmental technologies.

Projects by young people had better be given priority and promotional ties should be built
between venture capital structures and relevant departments of universities and technical
institutes. In this context, special programmes for peripheral and island regions should seek to tap
there the existing potential for small-scale enterprise that is diminished by the high cost of risk
capital in such regions.

Doru-Claudian Frunzulicdi (S&D). — Mr President, even though considered the main
cornerstones of the capital markets union (CMU) action plan, both the European venture capital
funds and the European social entrepreneurship funds are, at this moment, small and
concentrated only in a few Member States. For this reason, and not only, I would like welcome the
reforms proposed within the report that is outlining measures which aim to stimulate venture
capital in Europe, bring forward the important contribution of the two investment schemes for a
more integrated European internal market with access to funding and to capital for companies of
all sizes in all Member States.

On the one hand, I support especially the proposal to lower the threshold of European venture
capital funds to EUR 50 000, as this would increase access to funding and would widen the
spectrum of investment possibilities. On the other hand, a more stringent surveillance at EU level,
by strengthening the supervisory role of the European Securities and Markets Authority, will avoid
excessive risk-taking and instability in financial markets. Moreover, it would also facilitate cross-
border operations.

— Mr President, [ would like to thank the Commission for very good
and constructive cooperation which we have had throughout the process. I hope that you convey
the message further, but I would like you to convey two other messages as well. One is that there
are still some steps in the European Venture Capital Fund and regarding initial capital and the
possibility to invest and other flexibilities that should be looked at a bit later on (at the time of the
review). What is most important, now when the Commission is going to have this review: I do
hope that you take the necessary steps to ensure transparent and pan-European treatment for the
European Venture Capital Funds under the auspices of the European Securities and Markets
Authority and improve their role and strength, because I find this to be on the crux of creating an
effective European capital market and the European Venture Capital Fund market. It's an uphill
struggle but I find that this was one of the things that was still a bit lacking in this process and
hopefully you could push it forward when you are taking the next steps.

Christos Stylianides, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, Irma was the strongest hurricane
ever recorded in the Atlantic. It brought with it considerable catastrophe. So far, we know of 46
deaths. Many more injured. Thousands of people will have to rebuild their lives from scratch.

On behalf of the European Commission, I would like to express again my sincere condolences to
the families and loved ones of the victims. I would also like to pay tribute to the first responders.
We stand in full solidarity with all those who have suffered, for as long as it takes. Let us not forget
that some of the affected territories are part of our European Union; others are closely associated
to the Union. My sympathy particularly goes out to France, the Netherlands and the United
Kingdom.

The EU is a global player in emergency response. We were fully alert and pro-active, from the very
beginning of these disasters. Nevertheless, this is our job; this is our moral duty. Even before
hurricane Irma hit the Caribbean islands and the United States, we were pro-active. We prepared
for the worst. We mobilised all our response tools in order to help the people there. These tools
are the following: first, the Copernicus satellite maps programme. As a first step, the EU’s
Copernicus satellite mapping system was activated by France, the Netherlands, the United
Kingdom and, of course, by the Commission. Numerous maps have been produced and have been
helpful in assessing damage and planning emergency response actions.

The second tool is funding. We have immediately mobilised emergency funding: almost
EUR 160 000 were rapidly mobilised for the Red Cross in the Dominican Republic, Haiti, as well
as in Antigua and Barbuda. In addition, we have released an initial amount of humanitarian
assistance of EUR 2 million for the most affected islands in the Caribbean. This will help respond
to the most pressing needs in key sectors: shelter, water, sanitation and health. Further EU funding
for longer-term reconstruction efforts will also be available.
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The third tool: experts on the ground. A team of Commission humanitarian experts from different
fields of expertise are on the ground now, working alongside national authorities and
international partners across the region. The experts have been deployed in the Dominican
Republic, Haiti and Cuba. They will also carry out assessments and support the relief efforts in
Antigua and Barbuda, Turks and Caicos, St Martin, Anguilla and the British Virgin Islands,
together with local authorities. Unfortunately, access remains difficult on some of these islands.
We are ready to adapt our response based on their needs and identified assistance gaps.

Fourth tool: monitoring and coordination. The European Commission’s Emergency Response
Coordination Centre (ERCC) has been monitoring the situation around the clock. It is in constant
contact with all participating states in the EU Civil Protection Mechanism, especially France, the
Netherlands and the United Kingdom. The EU’s actions are complementary to the Member States’
own emergency responses that are currently implemented on the ground. The Commission’s crisis
centre also coordinates with EU delegations and all our partners in the field: governments, local
authorities, international organisations and NGOs. The Commission’s regional humanitarian aid
office in Managua is fully operational and ready to coordinate any further assistance.

Fifth tool: Civil Protection Mechanism activation. Finally, the EU Civil Protection Mechanism
(EUCPM) is on standby to coordinate the delivery of in-kind assistance if requested by any affected
state. Water purification, shelters, medical assistance and other vital assistance could be delivered.
An EU civil protection team was also on standby for three days, in anticipation of a request for
assistance. On 11 September, Germany activated the mechanism, requesting consular support to
assist German citizens and other EU nationals located in Florida. In this context, the European
Commission will co-finance the transport costs of a crisis response support team. This team will
be deployed to the US for one week to help EU citizens on the ground.

Sixth tool: help for reconstruction. The European Commission is accelerating its support to
affected countries and territories under ongoing development aid programmes. In this context, the
EU can release immediately EUR 3.6 million to the national budget of Anguilla and EUR 4 million
to the national budget of Turks & Caicos. In addition, the EU has recently committed a new
bilateral programme of EUR 3 million to Antigua & Barbuda under the 11th European
Development Fund (EDF). On Cuba, the same approach is followed by the Commission under the
Development Cooperation Instrument (DCI). In the medium term, the Commission is also ready
to examine how on-going and future development support programmes under the European
Development Fund can be redirected to address the reconstruction efforts as well as mobilising
additional funds from the non-allocated reserves — if, of course, justified by specific needs
assessment.

Dear colleagues, let me conclude by saying that all these actions are a concrete demonstration of
European solidarity and of efficient collective action. Let me make it clear that we stand ready to
provide any further assistance to the affected countries. This is our role, this is our obligation, this
our moral duty. This is why [ insisted on this tangible European solidarity through our response
tools.

In der
PECH-Abstimmung im Juli hatte sich eine deutliche Mehrheit fiir meinen Bericht, aber gegen das
Mandat fiir Verhandlungen ausgesprochen. Die Griinde hierfir spiegeln sich in den fur das
Plenum eingereichten Anderungsantrigen wieder.

Folgende primire Konfliktlinien sind hier fiir mich zu erkennen: Erstens die Frage, ob und wie die
Freizeitfischerei im Plan beriicksichtigt wird. Zweitens, welche Grundfischbestinde vom Plan
abgedeckt werden, und drittens, in welchem Bereich und unter welchen Bedingungen
Fangmoglichkeiten festgesetzt werden diirfen.
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Bei der bisherigen Diskussion dieser Themenblocke wurde ich nicht miide, auf die
Grundverordnung als Basis aller Bestimmungen zu verweisen. Und auch heute mochte ich auf
diesen Verweis nicht verzichten, zum Beispiel was den Vorsorgeansatz betrifft. Hier muss der
Vorsorgeansatz aus der Grundverordnung gelten. Im Ostseeplan sehe ich eine Blaupause fiir die
weiteren Mehrjahresplane, das heifft unter anderem auch fir diesen Nordseeplan. Allerdings bin
ich mir bewusst, dass auf gewisse Besonderheiten der Meeresbecken eingegangen werden muss.

Ich finde, dass der im Juli abgestimmte PECH-Bericht fiir einen Mehrjahresplan in der Nordsee eine
gute Basis darstellt. Die nun zur Rolle der Freizeitfischerei eingereichten Anderungsantrige zielen
auf Folgendes ab: Erstens: Voraussetzung der Beriicksichtigung der Freizeitfischerei soll eine
Folgenabschitzung sein. Eventuelle Mafinahmen sollen gegeniiber den Zielen verhaltnismafig
sein. Zweitens: Dem Gesetzgeber soll es ermdoglicht werden, Maflnahmen fiir die Freizeitfischerei
zu erlassen, sollten diese fuir die Nachhaltigkeit von Bestinden notwendig sein. Und meiner
Meinung nach beinhaltet der PECH-Bericht bereits ein paar gute, weil zielfihrende und klare
Vorkehrungen in Bezug auf die Freizeitfischerei. So basiert der Anderungsantrag 66 auf den
Erfahrungen, die wir letztes Jahr in der Ostsee gemacht haben.

Welche Bestinde soll der Mehrjahresplan umfassen? Wollen wir den Plan — wie von einigen
Anderungsantrigen vorgesehen — wirklich auf einige wenige Grundfischbestinde reduzieren?
Meiner Meinung nach sollte der Plan fiir alle Grundfischbestinde klare Vorgaben und Zielwerte
beinhalten. Um die Vorgaben und Zielwerte einhalten zu konnen, miissen klare Bedingungen fiir
Fangmoglichkeiten bestehen. Hier haben wir fur bestimmte Bestinde Wertebereiche in den
Anhingen. Zu diesen Wertebereichen wurden ebenfalls Anderungsantrige gestellt. Daher bitte ich
meine Kollegen, den Ansatz des PECH-Berichts zur Freizeitfischerei zu unterstiitzen. Um
Unterstiitzung bitte ich auch fiir die Moglichkeiten, schnellstmdglich die Verhandlungen mit dem
Rat anfangen zu konnen.

Karmenu Vella, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to congratulate the
rapporteur, Ms Rodust, and her team, and also the shadow rapporteurs, for the excellent work
done to achieve, in my opinion, a well-balanced report on our proposal for a North Sea plan.

The multi-annual plans are a cornerstone in implementing the objectives of the common fisheries
policy at sea basin level, in order to ensure fit-for-purpose fisheries management in our mixed
fisheries. They are also important because they pave the way for the direct involvement of
stakeholders in fisheries management. This is the second multi-annual plan that the Commission
has proposed after the Baltic plan which was adopted last year, in 2016, but it will certainly not be
the last. The Adriatic plan has already been presented to you and [ aim to propose a multi-annual
plan for the mixed demersal fisheries in western waters by the end of the year.

We all have to work together in order to ensure that multi-annual plans are in place for our key
mixed fisheries when the landing obligation comes fully into force in the year 2019. I hope that
trilogues can start as soon as possible. This is very important. Multi-annual plans will give us the
tools to manage these fisheries in a modern and sustainable way.

I have read your amendments with great interest and welcome the amendments that further align
this plan to the Baltic Sea plan. Following the Baltic plan helps to avoid having to negotiate once
again those points that were already discussed in detail and settled during the trilogue negotiations
back in 2016, such as the use of maximum sustainable yield (MSY) ranges.

There are also elements that were not dealt with to the extent needed in the Baltic plan and where
we need to find a way forward. Specifically, we have to find a way to deal with mixed demersal
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fisheries. Such an approach must ensure that we continue to fish sustainably, while also ensuring a
flexible management approach. Whatever the political context may be, we will need to have a
multi-annual plan in any case, to enable us to put in place a modern management framework for
sustainable fisheries.

The Council adopted a general approach in April as a starting point for the negotiations with
Parliament. There is a lot of support on the Council side for reaching a mutually acceptable
outcome on the North Sea plan before the end of the year. We need the North Sea plan, as it will
give us the flexibility to make the management of these fisheries fit for the 21st Century.

Jens Gieseke, im Namen der PPE-Fraktion. — Herr Prisident, Herr Kommissar Vella, liebe
Kolleginnen und Kollegen, sehr geehrte Frau Berichterstatterin Rodust! Im neuen Nordseeplan
werden erstmals die Bestinde der verschiedenen Fischarten in einem Bewirtschaftungsplan
zusammengefasst, mit dem Ziel, die Fischbestdnde in der Nordsee nachhaltig zu bewirtschaften
und konstante Fangmoglichkeiten fiir Fischer zu gewéhrleisten.

Die Theorie hort sich gut an, allerdings sehe ich zwei Probleme. Erstens: Stellen Sie sich vor, Sie
sind Hobbyangler — also Freizeitfischer. Wenn es nach den Plinen einiger Kollegen hier geht,
miissten Sie zukiinftig Ihre Finge registrieren. Die Hobbyangler wiirden also mit biirokratischen
Hirden belastet, obwohl die Freizeitfischerei in der Nordsee kaum Auswirkungen auf die
Fischbestinde hat. Das ist tbertriecben und unnétig. Ich halte es daher fiir falsch, die
Freizeitfischerei grundsitzlich in den Nordseeplan einzubeziehen. Fir den Fall, dass die
Fischbestinde in der Nordsee schlecht sind, kann die Freizeitfischerei durch bereits geltende
Regelungen eingeschrankt werden, und ich glaube, das ist sinnvoll.

Wir als EVP haben hier zum Plenum morgen Anderungsantrige eingebracht, die ECR auch, ich
denke, dass diese Kompromisse oder diese Vorschliage durchaus annehmbar sind. Auerdem ist
die rechtliche Grundlage fir eine Einbeziehung der Freizeitfischerei fraglich. Weder die
Grundverordnung — sozusagen die Fischereibibel — noch der Ostseeplan und damit die Blaupause
fir den Nordseeplan schreiben das ausdriicklich vor. Es gibt keine Folgenabschitzung der
Kommission und damit keine Grundlage fiir ordentliche Gesetzgebung. Wir sollten hier nicht
tiber das Ziel hinausschieflen.

Zweitens darf es nicht sein, dass die Berufsfischerei in der Nordsee strengeren Vorschriften
unterliegt als die Fischerei in der Ostsee. Viele Familien in Kiistenndhe haben dort Arbeitsplatze
und ihre Existenzgrundlage. Da diirffen wir die Fischerei doch nicht ideologiebetrieben
einschrinken, sondern miissen realistische und unbiirokratische Losungen finden, die die meist
kleinen Betriebe nicht iiber Gebiihr belasten. Hier brauchen wir ein richtiges Gleichgewicht
zwischen dem Schutz der Meeresressourcen auf der einen und dem Schutz eines ganzen
Berufsstandes auf der anderen Seite. Ich denke, hier konnen wir zu einer guten Losung kommen.

— Mr President, I would like to make four or five points
here. The first is, of course, for Ulrike Rodust. It is a pleasure to work with a rapporteur who has
‘Ordnung’. ‘Ordnung muss sein’, as the Germans say. That was a very good start and it guarantees
a good result.

The second point is recreational fisheries. That is going to be a bigger and bigger problem in all
fisheries and it is coming up also in technical measures. If we do not do something, then it will
grow and grow, and overgrow our possibilities. The third issue is the FMSY. There is pressure to
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accept FMSY upper. I do not think that is an acceptable way of handling this issue. The common
fisheries policy (CFP) was clear on this issue and therefore, I hope for support for my amendment
on FMSY as a limit.

The fourth problem comes up also in very many files. We are for regionalisation, but we need a
backstop. If the regions do not understand how to make their decisions, then we will run into a
very problematic situation. This is coming up in several files and therefore, even if you do not like
the Commission to step in, we think it is necessary to have a backstop for the future.

The fifth thing concerns the question of order. When this debate started after lunch, my speaking
time was at around 19.30; we have lost one and a half hours because of bad handling of the
discussion. This thing here is called a wristwatch and I recommend that the presidency has one so
that they can count the seconds and the minutes in the future.

David Coburn, on behalf of the EFDD Group. — Mr President, look at a map, any of you. Much of
the North Sea is British, and much of the rest is Norwegian. For the European Union to have a plan
past 2019 is sheer effrontery. Worse, having stolen commercial fisheries, they are now trying to
steal recreational fisheries by adding them to the plan too. It is entirely straightforward and simple:
we reject this plan. Brexit must mean that this never happens. Instead, there must be a United
Kingdom fisheries plan. This should encourage proper conservation and allow fish stocks to grow.
Keep out all foreign boats, make fishing flags of convenience impossible, be properly policed by
the Royal Navy: this is a real North Sea plan, and we hope for the sake of British fishermen that
David Davis is not stupid enough to be taken in or gulled by yours. Ruth Davidson in Scotland is
not backing Brexit, so that is not going to help our fisheries, and neither is Nicola Sturgeon’s SNP,
who want to give our fisheries away to the European Union. That is unacceptable to Scottish
fisheries and the reason why Alex Salmond lost his position, as did various other Scottish
nationalists, and the rest of them will too.

Sylvie Goddyn, au nom du groupe ENF. — Monsieur le Président, ce plan pour la mer du Nord
présente selon moi deux avantages.

Le premier est, bien sdr, le caractére pluriannuel, qui va permettre de donner plus de visibilité aux
pécheurs. Il est important, en effet, que la variation des possibilités de péche pour tel ou tel stock
ne soit pas brutale d’'une année sur 'autre.

Le second avantage est que ce plan a pour objet de remédier aux problemes causés par les stocks a
quotas limitants. En effet, les stocks démersaux, c’est-a-dire les stocks d’especes vivant sur les fonds
marins, sont souvent exploités dans le cadre de pécheries mixtes. Concrétement, cela veut dire
que, lorsque les filets sont relevés, il peut y avoir différentes especes capturées: cabillaud, églefin,
lieu noir, merlan, sole, plie ou encore langoustine. Pour les pécheurs, le probleme est qu’ils doivent
en principe stopper leur campagne dés qu'ils ont atteint leur quota sur une espece méme s'ils
disposent encore de quotas sur d’autres especes.

En effet, I'obligation de débarquement rend désormais illégal le rejet de toute prise dépassant un
quota. Ce plan devrait donc remédier a ce probléme en introduisant des possibilités d’échange de
quotas entre Etats membres, mais aussi avec des pays tiers. De méme, les possibilités de péche
seront attribuées par fourchette de facon a étre plus flexibles.

Toutes ces mesures convergent donc vers une plus grande souplesse et une plus grande visibilité
au profit des pécheurs. C'est la raison pour laquelle nous voterons en faveur de ce plan.

Gabriel Mato (PPE). — Sefior presidente, querido comisario, recuerdo bien lo que en 2013
aprobamos junto con el Consejo: la reforma de la PPC, que hoy algunos quieren ignorar. Y cuando
eso sucede, nosotros los politicos perdemos toda la credibilidad frente a la sociedad, y los
operadores no tienen seguridad juridica, requisito esencial para cualquier empresa.
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Apostamos entonces por los planes plurianuales y por la regionalizacién, y trabajamos con los
pescadores, convenciéndoles de que las medidas regionalizadas a través de los planes multianuales
les acercaria mucho a la toma de decisiones. Sin embargo, cuando el entusiasmo se convierte en
frustracién, es muy dificil restablecer la confianza. Los pescadores se sienten hoy frustrados, igual
que yo. Esperaban otra cosa de este plan. Esperaban que los rangos dentro de los cuales el Consejo
puede fijar el total admisible de capturas se fijaran con bases cientificas sélidas. Eso es
precisamente lo que establece el Reglamento de base en su articulo 9, apartado 1, pero, en este
plan, se han propuesto rangos sin ninguna base cientifica.

Los pescadores también confiaban en que las medidas tendrian en cuenta su impacto
socioecondmico, como prevé la PPC en el articulo 9, apartado 4. Aqui otra vez fueron engafiados.
No voy a referirme a las posibilidades de capturas, que también en este caso han sido engafiados.

Yo espero, sinceramente, que se modifiquen estos puntos mafiana. No quisiera en modo alguno
asociarme a un mandato del Parlamento que engafie a quienes deben aplicar lo que decidimos
aqui, ya que los mismos operadores no tendrian ninguna motivacion para cumplir con estos
requisitos.

— Monsieur le Président, Monsieur le Commissaire, chers collegues, je
voudrais d’abord a mon tour remercier I'excellent travail de la rapporteure Ulrike Rodust et,
comme je l'avais souligné lors du débat sur le plan pluriannuel en mer Baltique, un plan
pluriannuel est un bon outil pour les pécheurs. Il répond a 'impérieuse nécessité de visibilité et de
stabilité, condition certes insuffisante mais nécessaire a la viabilité économique et sociale de toute
activité économique.

Une autre condition de cette viabilité de I'activité de péche est la gestion durable de la ressource. La
mise en ceuvre du rendement maximum durable (RMD) en adéquation avec le niveau des TAC
(totaux admissibles de captures) a déja abouti a des résultats spectaculaires sur les stocks de
poissons, puisque 52 % des stocks de la mer du Nord sont gérés de maniere durable et ont atteint
le RMD - et nous ne le disons pas assez, Monsieur le Commissaire — et les résultats sont encore
meilleurs en Atlantique Nord-Est.

C'est pourquoi je ne comprends pas, en plus de la question de la 1égalité dont vient de parler
M. Mato, en plus de la question du principe d’égalité qui serait affecté par rapport au plan baltique,
je ne comprends pas la surenchere de ces dernieres heures sur le RMD. Je veux parler des
amendements 80 et 85, déposés par le groupe ALDE, et je le dis sincérement, vraiment, je ne vous
comprends pas. Nous avons une politique commune de péche ambitieuse basée sur un RMD qui
permet de vaincre la surpéche en Europe et c’est au moment ot 'on devrait se satisfaire que vous
choisissez de distiller le doute chez les Européens, en demandant d’en rajouter encore et encore.
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En revanche, je voudrais me réjouir de l'initiative de la rapporteure, qui a pris en considération la
péche récréative, et je soutiens sa position, a condition toutefois que les futurs quotas attribués a la
péche récréative soient bien calculés sur les prises historiques de cette pécherie et non sur les
quotas de la péche professionnelle, qui subirait ainsi une double peine.

Enfin, ces zones de péche en mer du Nord sont particulierement sensibles dans la perspective du

Ian Hudghton (Verts/ALE). — Mr President, representing the fishing nation of Scotland I believe
that fisheries management should lie in the hands of the fishing nations themselves, cooperating
necessarily with each other on a regional basis, such as around the North Sea. This belief holds
true whether within the EU or outwith. Scotland should have the power to work with its
neighbours to manage its fisheries within the principles set out in international law.

The old CFP was an over-centralised disaster. The reformed policy at least provides a foundation
for a more regional system of management. Indeed, the Commission states that Member States
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having direct management interest may submit joint recommendations for fisheries management
in the North Sea. This is not before time.

While supporting the basic principle of multiannual planning, and in particular the devolved
nature of decision-making, I do have concerns about the inclusion of recreational fisheries by this
Parliament. That goes in the opposite direction, and I cannot support such an idea. Surely the
fishing nations of the North Sea can decide for themselves whether that is a problem and, if so,
how to deal with it.

Karmenu Vella, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, I would like to thank all the
honourable Members for their interventions and valuable views and I promise that I have taken
due note of this very interesting debate.

I would like to make some comments and let me start with leisure fisheries because this was
mentioned by a number of speakers. I think that recreational fishing must be taken into account
when setting fishing opportunities, without unnecessary intervention. The way that we do this is:
we always ask the Institute for Systems, Informatics and Safety (ISIS) to provide us with
information on recreational angling when it plays a significant role.

With regard to Brexit —a number of Members spoke about Brexit — I agree and it has already been
said that stocks have no boundaries. As long as we have shared stocks, we also have a shared
responsibility. We have to have the best management framework to work for sustainable fisheries,
with or without Brexit. Others spoke about the issue of choke and this is indeed one of the main
purposes of the plan. The ranges of fishing mortality will provide us with an additional instrument
for addressing choke situations as well.

Our colleague, Mr Serrdo Santos, spoke about sustainability and I totally agree with him that we
have to be serious about sustainability and to do away, phase out and stop overfishing because
overfishing could be as harmful as illegal, unreported and unregulated fishing (IUU).

Mr Torvalds and Mr Mato spoke about regionalisation. It is true that some serious regions have
taken regionalisation on board and it is working very well for them. It is also true that in some
cases, the Commission has to come in and take decisions to act. But everyone is recognising that
regionalisation is in the best interest of the stakeholders, and especially of the fishermen
themselves.

I do not agree with Ms Hazekamp when it was said that overfishing is continuing and we are not
getting results. On the contrary, the common fisheries policy (CFP) is providing us with some
positive results and as has already been mentioned, the number of stocks at maximum sustainable
yield (MSY) has increased from 9 up to 36 and that is, for me, a very good result. I also agree with
Linnéa Engstrom that with healthy stocks everyone benefits, whether this is the leisure or the
commercial industries, so both have to take on responsibilities when it comes to sustainable
management.

Mr Mato knows that the worst thing that could impact negatively on fishermen is a lack of
sustainable management and this is exactly what we do not want to have and is exactly what the
multi-annual plan is giving us. I agree with Ms Thomas about the essentials of the plan, especially
the sustainable management of resources not only to reach but to maintain the stocks at
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maximum sustainable yield (MSY). Mr Hudghton also reminded us that apart from the CFP, there
are also international obligations to be complied with by everyone, including the UK after Brexit.

I also agree with MrKuhn when he mentioned as well that we need to start looking at the
interaction and the impact of one species over other species and we will be moving in that
direction when we start taking into consideration and taking the ecosystem approach, because I
agree that this is a very important remark. I also agree with Ms Aguilera Garcia that we have to
make multi-annual plans (MAPs) work so we can then move to other areas and to other stocks,
especially in the South.

Let me reiterate that it is of utmost importance that the multi-annual plans are made fit for
purpose and to ensure this, they must focus on the tools to ensure a practical and a sustainable
management framework for our mixed demersal fisheries. Multi-annual plans should be adopted
as a matter of priority as well, and the Commission will make every effort to assist the co-
legislators in the coming trilogues. Thank you once again for all your cooperation, remarks and
comments.

Der Gesamtfang ist durch die Wertebereiche der Mehrjahrespline
beschrankt. Ich bin der Meinung: Wird die Freizeitfischerei bei der Festsetzung von
Fangmoglichkeiten aufler Acht gelassen, konnen die gesetzten Ziele der GFP nicht eingehalten
werden. In der Art und Weise des Umgangs der vom Plan abgedeckten Grundfischbestinde sind in
der Debatte die unterschiedlichen Auffassungen sehr deutlich geworden. Das wird morgen eine
Mehrheit im Plenum entscheiden miissen. Dasselbe gilt auch fiir die Wertebereiche.

Ich habe bereits vorhin angefiihrt, dass ich weiterhin die Hoffnung auf ein rasches Vorgehen habe.
Die Brexit-Verhandlungen warten nicht auf uns, sondern wir miissen den Verhandlungsfithrern
mit dem Nordseemanagementplan schnellstmdglich ein stabiles Fundament an die Hand geben.

Petra Kammerevert, Verfasserin. — Herr Prisident, liebe Kolleginnen und Kollegen, sehr verehrter
Herr Kommissar! In diesem Jahr feiert Erasmus, eines der erfolgreichsten Programme der EU,
seinen 30. Geburtstag. Im Laufe dieser 30 Jahre ist das Programm deutlich ausgebaut worden und
hat das personliche und berufliche Leben von etwa 9 Millionen Studenten, Auszubildenden,
Freiwilligen, Lehrkriften, Pidagogen und Jugendbetreuern entscheidend gepragt. Erasmus+, wie es
heute heift, bietet die ideale Gelegenheit dafiir, Europa unmittelbar zu erleben und damit auch der
anhaltenden Europaskepsis konsequent entgegenzuwirken. Und zwar indem junge Menschen —
sei es als Studierende, Auszubildende oder Schiiler beziehungsweise erwachsene Fach- und
Lehrkrifte aus unterschiedlichen Bildungsbereichen — durch internationalen Austausch Europa als
Chance begreifen.

Durch Erasmus wird Europa fiir den Einzelnen erfahrbar gemacht. Es bietet die Moglichkeit, direkt
an Europa teilzuhaben. Dabei fordert Erasmus als europdisches biirgernahes Programm Werte wie
Toleranz und Freiheit, Verstindnis fiir andere Kulturen und Demokratiebewusstsein. Allerdings
profitieren noch zu wenige Menschen von Erasmus+. Nach Angaben der Kommission haben
bislang nur etwa 5% der jungen Unionsbiirger an dem Programm teilgenommen. Das
dreifigjahrige Bestehen von Erasmus+ sollte daher zum Anlass genommen werden, das
Programm zu verbessern und deutlich auszubauen.

Der Kulturausschuss hat hierzu eine Anfrage zur miindlichen Beantwortung an die Kommission
gestellt sowie eine Resolution vorgelegt, um bereits jetzt die Diskussion iiber ein
Nachfolgeprogramm nach 2020 zu beginnen. Im Rahmen der Parlamentsresolution zur Zukunft
von Erasmus+ betont der Ausschuss die Bedeutung des Programms als Aushidngeschild der
Europdischen Union und als essenzielles Instrument zur Unterstiitzung von Aktivitdten in den
Bereichen Bildung, Jugend, Ausbildung und Sport. Dennoch muss fiir das Nachfolgeprogramm
evaluiert werden, wie man den Zugang offener und inklusiver gestalten kann, damit auch
benachteiligte Jugendliche die Chance bekommen, eine solche Auslandserfahrung zu machen.

Der Ausschuss hat mit seiner grofSen Mehrheit seit jeher Erasmus als eine wichtige Investition in
die Zukunft Europas betrachtet und sich daher stets fiir eine starke finanzielle Ausstattung
eingesetzt. Aus meiner Sicht muss es das Ziel sein, mittelfristig jedem Menschen unter 27 Jahren
die Moglichkeit zu geben, an mindestens einem der Programmteile teilzunehmen. Hierfiir bedarf
es einer Vervielfachung der finanziellen Mittel schon in der nichsten Programmperiode. Ich
begriile sehr, dass beispielsweise die italienische Regierung im Rahmen der Verhandlungen tiber
den Mehrjahrigen Finanzrahmen eine Verzehnfachung der Mittel gefordert hat und auch viele
andere politische Akteure bereits mit einer konkreten Zahl als Faktor der Vervielfachung
sympathisieren. Sie alle konnen sicher sein, dass sie damit zumindest im Ausschuss fiir Kultur und
Bildung und hoffentlich auch im ganzen Haus offene Tiiren einrennen.

Das Gesamtbudget von Erasmus+ wurde fiir die laufende Forderperiode deutlich erhoht und von
der Kommission und dem Europdischen Parlament als grofer Erfolg gefeiert. Dies hatte bei
Antragstellern viele Erwartungen auf eine bessere Ausstattung der Projekte geweckt. Diese
Erhohung kam jedoch erst mit grofler Zeitverzogerung an. Viele durchaus forderfiahige Projekte
mussten und misssen auch heute noch abgelehnt werden. Dies fithrt dazu, dass insbesondere
Triger und Einrichtungen ohne Erfahrung mit europdischen Projekten und Programmen von
einer Antragstellung absehen, oder wenn sie abgelehnt werden, sich frustriert zuriicklehnen und
sagen: ,Das mache ich nie wieder."

Nach wie vor sind mangelnde Klarheit und eine allgemeine Benutzerunfreundlichkeit des
Leitfadens festzustellen. Die Antragsverfahren sind viel zu komplex und die Antragsformulare mit
fast tiber 40 Seiten viel zu umfanglich. Wir miissen auferdem fiir die Zukunft dafiir sorgen, dass
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insbesondere junge Menschen aus benachteiligten Verhiltnissen eine bessere Forderung durch
Erasmus+ erfahren. Mobilitdt und Bildung diirfen kein Privileg von wenigen bleiben. Insbesondere
bei individuellen Auslandsaufenthalten im Rahmen von Studium und Ausbildung gibt es hier
deutlichen Nachbesserungsbedarf, und jeder, der mal im Ausland gelebt hat, weif3, dass das mit
vielen Unkosten verbunden ist, die von der Erasmus-Forderung nur ansatzweise gedeckt werden
konnen.

Erasmus ist und war kein Dbeschiftigungspolitisches Instrument, auch wenn sich
Auslandsaufenthalte natiirlich gut im Lebenslauf machen und sogenannte soft skills erworben
werden, die jeder Arbeitgeber gerne sehen will. Ein Nachfolgeprogramm sollte das Prinzip des
lebenslangen Lernens, der lebenslangen Mobilitit in den Fokus stellen, sowie formales und non-
formales Lernen gleichermaflen fordern. Wir miissen aufpassen, dass wir Erasmus+ nicht
arbeitsmarktpolitisch tiberfrachten. Wir erreichen mit Erasmus+ mit wenig Geld einen hohen
Fordereffekt und leisten einen echten Beitrag dazu, das Zusammengehorigkeitsgefithl der
Menschen in der EU zu starken.

Erasmus ist eine gute Investition in die Zukunft unserer Kinder, und es steht wie kein anderes
Programm der Europdischen Union fiir den Erfolg der europdischen Idee. Machen wir uns
gemeinsam auf den Weg, dieses Programm noch erfolgreicher zu machen! Ich setze auf die
Unterstiitzung der Kommission und hoffe auf die Einsicht des Rates, dass hier das Geld wirklich
gut angelegt ist.

— Mr President, Erasmus+ is the European Union’s
most powerful tool to connect with citizens and create a community of values, knowledge, skills
and competences. It brings people together in ways that no other programme can. Since its launch
in 1987, Erasmus and its successor programmes have given nine million people the chance to
study, train, volunteer or gain professional experience abroad.

In 2014 the Erasmus+ programme integrated all previous initiatives in the fields of education,
training, youth and sport. Since then, in less than three years, two million citizens from 33
European countries have experienced the positive impact of Erasmus+. This year we are proudly
celebrating the programme’s 30th anniversary, involving European citizens — and especially
young Europeans — through social media, conferences, debates and exhibitions across Europe.
Thank you all for your support in celebrating the 30th anniversary on 13 June in this very
hemicycle. Erasmus+ is undoubtedly a success story. It also enjoys support outside the political
world across countries and institutions, with more and more calls for considerable budgetary
increases for the next programme in order to reach even more Europeans.

I would like to thank you for your oral questions and today’s debate, which underlines the two
most crucial issues regarding the future programme, the programme’s structure and the money
we will invest in it. The feedback we have received from national authorities and various
stakeholders in the context of the mid-term evaluation indicates that there is a strong call for
stability in the structure of the programme to meet the unmet demand and for further
simplification to reduce the administrative burden for all.

to re-adjust priorities to EU-level emerging challenges and needs, for example the much-
reinforced emphasis on social inclusion and prevention of violent radicalisation, following the

Paris Declaration of March 2015, and the mobility experiences with high levels of satisfaction
expressed both by learners and staff and across all fields and types of mobility.

[ strongly believe that Erasmus+ should be available to all young Europeans, and I share your
ambition in this respect. We also need to focus on where the programme adds value. For example,
the programme should support young people going into forward-looking study fields where
Europe needs expertise and must have the ambition to be a world leader, such as climate change,
clean energy, robotics, digitalisation, etc. The Commission will continue to put forward two sorts
of action to support innovation and development. On the one hand, we focus on skills for life
from an early age and with regard to all forms of learning. On the other hand, we encourage
stronger links between schools, including vocational education and training schools and higher
education institutions, as well as between education and the world of work. This will help young
people develop a broad set of competences to do well in life and at work in increasingly
multicultural societies.

We must also respond to the calls for a more inclusive and outreaching programme. Thus we need
to significantly increase the number of opportunities offered to school pupils, vocational
education and training students and apprentices. The programme needs to help young people
access high-quality education, irrespective of their social background. Mobility should therefore
be common practice in school education and vocational education and training, similar to what
has become the norm in higher education over the last decades. It is of paramount importance to
the development of most-needed transfers of skills.

Moreover, we should be more inclusive and better-suited to young people’s needs, and for this we
need to provide a European experience even to those who are not mobile. In this context, making
better use of digital approaches, virtual tools and online platforms plays a prominent role.
Web-enhanced learning programmes, such as blended learning that combines digital media with
traditional classroom methods, can complement physical mobility to widen access to the
programme. It is in this vein that in June we launched a new Erasmus+ mobile application
designed for students, vocational learners and participants in youth exchanges to facilitate the
mobility experience for generations to come. This app will bring the Erasmus+ programme even
closer to citizens, making it more user-friendly, accessible and inclusive and adapting it to the
digital era.

I welcome your support for strengthening Erasmus+ in order to allow it to reach many more
Europeans and to continue building a stronger and better Europe.

Michaela Sojdrovd, on behalf of the PPE Group. — Mr President, I would like to thank the
Commissioner for his understanding approach. I agree with you, Commissioner, that Erasmus+ is
the most successful European programme. It is an investment in our future. We would like to ask
the Commission about two very relevant points. What should be done to make the programme
more accessible to more EU citizens? Secondly, what financial and budgetary reforms are needed
to enable this flagship EU programme to reach its ambitious goals?

This debate is very topical. Less than 5% of young Europeans benefit from the programme due to
socioeconomic factors and limited funding. Erasmus+ is now facing increasing financial risks
from other initiatives, such as the European Solidarity Corps. For this programme not to have any
fresh money would be unacceptable for us.

I welcome the fact that volunteering is emphasised in our resolution because this value has to be
enhanced. Erasmus+ has to be given priority and has to be more ambitious and reach more
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teachers, students, apprentices and volunteers, including people from disadvantaged groups. The
question today is whether we are ready to fundamentally increase the budget of Erasmus+ in the
upcoming financial period. I am convinced we should do that. Only then will the Erasmus+
programme be more inclusive and become a real investment in our future.

My last point is on the European Student Card, which is in the resolution. It is now up to the
Commission to find a feasible solution and to take into account that the International Student
Card already exists as a functional tool.

Erasmus+ is our common opportunity — let us invest in our future!

— Mr President, the Erasmus+ programme allows students, teachers and young
people to study, work, volunteer, teach and train throughout Europe. Their experiences and the
skills they learn help them develop personally, and will ultimately bring added value to the local
economy. [ am thinking of the many successful projects in my own constituency, including those
led by Ballybeen and Kilcooley women’s centres. These include developing and delivering
mentoring training programmes, supporting older people, developing innovative ICT training,
developing training to raise awareness of domestic abuse among older victims and the DREAM
programme, which aims to reinforce integration of migrants into local communities.

Tibor Navracsics, Member of the Commission. — Mr President, let me first thank you for the debate.
[ think it was a really fruitful debate, and while we are drawing our conclusions from this debate
and planning the future of Erasmus+, I think we can easily agree that Erasmus is one of the biggest
successes of European integration. However, this must not make me complacent, and we always
have to seek new ways of broadening and widening the social appeal, the geographical appeal and
also the age appeal of Erasmus+.

A lot of people raised the need for a special programme for secondary schools, for instance, or to
include younger people — not only students but also students from secondary schools — in
Erasmus+ in the future. We just heard a lot of interventions on the need to make Erasmus+ more
socially sensitive, and I totally agree with your observations and your interventions. Of course, it is
mostly a question of funding. When we are preparing our positions for the next MFF negotiations
we have to bear in mind that it is not only spending money for a special purpose, but it is an
investment in the future. So this is the moment when we can fund the future of Europe and the
future of the next generations.

I absolutely agree with the opinion that Erasmus+ is not an employment policy instrument. It is a
complex way of developing education, culture, sport, youth policy, and also employment policy
and the future of the world of labour and the intercultural co-existence of future societies. That is
why I think accessibility is a crucial issue for Erasmus+ in the future. However, we are not without
success at the moment. More than 35 000 students from disadvantaged backgrounds have already
benefited from Erasmus+, and additional funding is foreseen. I know there is not enough. That is
why I was very happy to hear your encouragement to go forward in this way and to make
Erasmus+ more socially sensitive.

Let me address some concerns regarding the European Solidarity Corps. For me, and I hope for
you too, the European Solidarity Corps is a great opportunity to show our solidarity with the
young people of Europe. The first deployment proved this hypothesis. In Norcia and Spoleto,
where I was two weeks ago, I saw great evidence of European solidarity. It is based on
volunteering. That is why the first phase of the existence of the European Solidarity Corps can be
funded by Erasmus+ by volunteering sources, because it is the same activity. These funds came
from Erasmus+. It has so far covered European Voluntary Service activities and now it covers
European Solidarity Corps activities. In the future, the European Solidarity Corps is going to have
its own separate budget, with fresh money. Up to 25% of the new budget will be fresh money and
it will be a separate budget, funding those activities which have volunteers — not only young
volunteers but also people who are seeking better opportunities on the labour market —with
apprenticeships and, in the future, with better job offers, I hope. That is why I think we have to
support the European Solidarity Corps’ activities in the future as well, because it simply does not
endanger the existence of Erasmus+ and the funding of Erasmus+.
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Last, but not least, the European Student eCard. We are now working to put together three
separate Erasmus+ funded projects: the European Student Card, the Erasmus Without Paper (EWP)
and Emrex. We are trying to identify the synergies of these three projects and develop more
comprehensive projects which make Erasmus+ students’ lives easier, bringing together the results
of those three projects and developing a European Student Card in the future which can embrace
all the achievements of these three projects.

Once again, thank you for your contributions and let us continue this dialogue in the Committee
on Culture and Education in the future.

Felicito también al Servicio Europeo de Accién
Exterior y a la Comision, dirigida por la comisaria Malmstrom, por su excelente labor para
reforzar las relaciones entre la Unién Europea y Latinoamérica y, particularmente, con Chile, socio
estable y fiable de la Unién y colaborador necesario en la consecucién de una gobernanza global
mas justa.

Chile, together with Mexico, is our longest standing preferential partner in Latin America. It is a
key ally in multilateral fora. We have had an association agreement in place since 2003. It has
worked well and has allowed for substantial increase in our bilateral trade, but now that it is 2017,
it is more than correct that we address what has happened during these years and that we
modernise the agreement.

This is why the Trade for All communication identified Chile as one of the countries with which
we should aim to upgrade our trade relations. This initiative is framed by our strategy to promote
openness, based on values and standards, and to build bridges with partners across the world —
and not walls. We have here an opportunity to conclude an agreement of the highest calibre on all
issues, including on matters reflecting shared societal values, trade and sustainable development,
SMEs, anti-corruption and — as the rapporteur pointed out — for the first time in an EU agreement
provisions on trade and gender, where Chile has done a lot of work already. This modernised
agreement should allow the development of a more modern and effective working method and
contribute to the creation and enhancement of the role of contact networks and people-to-people
links between us and Chile.

We have done our part in the Commission. You have done your part here in Parliament. In May,
together with the High Representative, we adopted in the Commission a recommendation to start
negotiating and recommended directives to modernise the agreement. These proposed texts are
now under discussion in the Council, and on our side we are ready to start negotiations a soon as
we receive the authorisation and the negotiating directives from the Council. In this context, we
very much welcome your resolution. It is a highly valuable contribution and will give us a steer
during the following negotiations.

Regarding the Croatian Accession Protocol, this is another example of excellent cooperation and
our good relations with Chile. Chile is one of the few trading partners that applied unilaterally the
provisions and benefits of the Association Agreement to Croatia without waiting for the formal
adoption of the Protocol. We are very grateful for Chile’s helpful attitude in this process and we
look forward to receiving Parliament’s consent on the Accession Protocol.

Finally, regarding the agreement on trade in organic products, by signing this agreement the
European Union and Chile mutually recognise the equivalence of our respective organic
production rules and control system in order to ensure a high level of respect for the principles of
organic production. This agreement is broad in scope and will allow for products produced and
controlled according to EU rules to be directly placed in the Chilean market and vice-versa.
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I would again like to thank the rapporteur and the Committee on International Trade for the
excellent work they have done on all three of these files and particularly for the resolution on the
modernisation of the agreement. It captures Parliament’s concerns well and we will carefully bear
these in mind during the negotiation process.

Fake news is something that the EU crusades against. Free movement: the manipulation and denial
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of the facts concerning free movement of people in EU trade agreements, against the clear
evidence, is fake news personified. Perhaps the Commissioner will join me in correcting this
fundamental misunderstanding.

We have taken good note of your
recommendations and your viewpoints in the resolution, and I will make sure that you are fully
informed once we start the negotiations. I also take note of your wish to be regularly informed or
to have some sort of evaluation process of the organic products. Iwill pass this wish to my friend
and colleague Phil Hogan and see what can be done in this regard.

To the Earl of Dartmouth, who has just left the room, I would like to say that, yes, trade
agreements are complex — you might find out about their complexity very soon — but also tell you
that, no, there is no need to have freedom of movement in a trade agreement: that is between the
partners. It is, however, a requirement if you want to have access to the internal market of the
European Union, but I think that this is a debate that is slightly outside this agenda.

Thank you very much for your support. I look forward to regularly informing you about how we
develop in our Chile trade relations.
