Technological developments in the creation of the Single European Sky

In response to the oral question with debate (B6-0135/2007) put to the European Commission at the plenary sitting of 4 September 2007 on the progress made in building the Single European Sky, the Commission made no mention of the political decisions that would also have to be taken with regard to technology.
In his answer, Commissioner Barrot mentioned only that 'numerous technical measures adopted by comitology' had been taken and mentioned the SESAR project as a complement to the Single European Sky.
