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Subject:	VP/HR - Detention of Kamal Foroughi in Evin Prison, Iran
A number of concerned constituents have written to us regarding the status of dual British-Iranian national Kamal Foroughi, who is currently being held in Evin Prison, Tehran.
Mr Foroughi, a former consultant for the Malaysian national petroleum company Petronas, was arrested in May 2011 without an arrest warrant and in 2013 sentenced to eight years for espionage and possessing alcohol in his Tehran apartment.
Mr Foroughi – now 76 years old – has spent periods of time in solitary confinement and been systematically denied access to a lawyer from the moment he was arrested until his trial. According to Amnesty International[footnoteRef:1] he has a number of serious health problems, including a heightened risk of cancer, for which he does not receive adequate medical attention or treatment. –	Will the VP/HR urge the Iranian authorities to ensure that Mr Foroughi receives immediate medical attention and press for his release from prison on humanitarian grounds?
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
