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Subject:	The MEPs of Nea Demokratia request emergency activation of the Solidarity Fund to address the catastrophic damage in Attica
The recent torrential rains in Attica, in particular in Mandra and Nea Peramos, caused catastrophic damage and, most importantly, the death of 11 of our compatriots.
Storm ‘Eurydice’ also affected other regions of Greece, such as the island of Symi, where it caused enormous damage but, thankfully, no victims.
The cost of the loss of human life cannot be measured. Additionally, right now it is impossible to calculate the cost of the material damage, as the bad weather persists. In any case, many residences, businesses and infrastructure were completely destroyed.
The recent decision of the European Commission to grant EUR 1.5 million of financial aid from the Solidarity Fund to Portugal, following the fires in October, shows the way for the Greek authorities, so that they can provide initial relief to the inhabitants affected. Experts believe that climate change will cause such extreme weather phenomena to occur more frequently.
The Commission is asked:
–	Is there a possibility for emergency activation of the Solidarity Fund in order to make good the damage caused by the catastrophic floods? If so, what are the terms for such an activation?
–	To date, have the Greek authorities submitted complete plans to the Commission on how they intend to address climate change on a State, regional or municipal level?
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
