According to an article in the newspaper Libération[footnoteRef:1], on 24 March 2018 Martin Selmayr took part in a meeting held to draft a reply to Parliament’s questions about his appointment as Secretary-General of the European Commission. During that meeting, psychological pressure was brought to bear on those present. These included Laura Pignataro, a Director in the Commission’s Legal Service who, according to those close to her, was suffering from exhaustion caused by constantly being constrained to act in dereliction of her professional duty. On 17 December 2018 Laura Pignataro took her own life, bringing to six in 12 years the number of suicides by officials in the Legal Service.
