Subject:	Ensuring the synergy of programmes and strategies affecting agriculture and rural development 
The bioeconomy strategy was updated in 2018 and bioeconomy has been a key topic in the discussions on the future of agricultural policy and rural development. The reform of the Common Agricultural Policy is currently in progress, as are the negotiations on the Multiannual Financial Framework. At the same time, the Commission has presented the Green Deal and announced that it will bring forward proposals on a Farm to Fork Strategy, the Biodiversity Strategy and the New Forestry Strategy. All these policies and strategies are fundamental to the future of the agricultural sector and rural development. 
Can the Commission therefore state:
1.	How exactly it will ensure the technical and practical synergy of all the above policies and strategies, particularly bearing in mind that some are at an advanced stage while others are still to be presented?
2.	Whether it considers that Member States will be able to factor the upcoming strategies into the development of their strategic plans given that they have already finalised a SWOT analysis and started work on developing those strategic plans?
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
