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Subject:	Impact of the coronavirus epidemic on the trade fair sector 
The health emergency triggered by the spread of Covid-19 in Europe is endangering the trade fair sector, among others. Some 640 trade fairs have been cancelled for March and April alone in the 27 Member States.
The Commission should promote and facilitate the economic and financial instruments needed to support this sector, and when the recovery begins firm efforts should be made to harmonise the rules that have encumbered this sector.
Companies need clear and common rules if they are to respond to the crisis effectively.
One of the problems encountered in implementing the rules in force concerns the posting of workers to other countries, which is quite common in this sector given that the companies concerned run trade fairs all over Europe.
Directive 2018/957 does not state clearly what documentation and what checks are needed to carry on operations within the EU, which gives rise to differing interpretations that create confusion for companies.
Can the Commission state whether, in order to support this sector at this sensitive juncture and to boost completion of the single market, it plans to produce harmonising guidelines that will help towards clear application of the rules across all Member States?
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
