Subject:	Food fraud, mislabelling and modification of food in the EU
Food fraud, mislabelling and the intentional modification of food is still very commonplace in the EU, with distributors wittingly misleading consumers in order to maximise profits.
Around 10% of food is mislabelled, counterfeit or adulterated. Studies show that four out of five bottles of extra virgin olive oil are diluted, while 300 000 tonnes of fake honey are sold each year in France, most of which comes from China, although this is not mentioned on the label. Even ‘bio’ labels are susceptible to fraud.
According to the EU Food Fraud Network’s annual report, published on 18 May 2020, 47% of food fraud is the result of labelling omissions.
1.	Does the Commission intend to better monitor the food market in order to ensure that products are safe for everyone?
2.	Does the EU’s Farm to Fork Strategy improve food traceability within the Common Market?
3.	Denominations and labelling transparency are important to preserve the quality and diversity of food products. How does the Commission intend to protect both farmers and consumers while it is strengthening free trade agreements?
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
