Lately, it has also come to public attention how under conditions that strongly suggest forced labour, Uyghurs are working in factories that are part of the supply chains of at least 83 well-known global brands in the technology, clothing and automotive sectors, including Apple, BMW, Gap, Huawei, Nike, Samsung, Sony and Volkswagen.
More than 80 000 Uyghurs were transferred out of Xinjiang to work in factories across China between 2017 and 2019, and some of them were sent directly from detention camps [footnoteRef:1] . [1:  	https://www.aspi.org.au/report/uyghurs-sale]
