Subject:	Myanmar’s failure to help the Rohingya minority despite International Court Order
On 23 January 2020, the UN International Court of Justice ordered Myanmar to ‘take all measures within its power’ to prevent any acts of genocide against ethnic Rohingya Muslims, who have fled the country amid a bloody military crackdown in 2017.
The ICJ ordered Myanmar to submit a report within four months on the action it has taken to comply with the court’s decision, and to submit follow-up reports every six months thereafter.
Last month, Myanmar submitted its first, as yet undisclosed report. However, observers have said that there has been little change, if any.
1.	Will the EU consider sanctions if Myanmar continues with its practice of disrespecting Rohingya human rights?
2.	Will it still continue to fund Myanmar through the Myanmar Development Cooperation Instrument and other EU instruments (IfS, EIDHR and ICI+) if there is no evidence of change?
3.	Will it take specific measures to support the human rights of the Rohingya minority in Myanmar?
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
