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Subject:	Stamping out new or resurgent paedophile content
Combating paedophilia must be an absolute priority. In France, 165 000 children are believed to suffer rape and sexual violence every year.
However, in many countries messages inciting paedophilia are becoming increasingly common.
In the Netherlands, the PNVD party, which advocates the legalisation of paedophilia and the possession of child pornography, is well established.
In France two e-commerce giants, Amazon and Cdiscount first offered for sale then withdrew a sex doll with a life-size child’s body and Netflix has produced a scandalous series entitled ‘Cuties’ (‘Mignonnes’), featuring ultra-sexualised pre-adolescent girls.
This normalisation of paedophilia must be combated in no uncertain terms. Does the Commission:
1.	condemn all persons, associations and companies contributing to the liberalisation of paedophilia?;
2.	intend to ban the production, dissemination and sale of pornographic output featuring minors, or likenesses of minors in the case of works of fiction?;
3.	intend to suggest that the Member States harmonise the age of consent in their criminal law, which is essential for the definition of non-consensual sexual abuse of minors?
