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Subject:	Restrictions on the movement of migrants at the Bosnian border with the EU
In the context of the migration crisis unfolding at the EU border in Bosnia and Herzegovina along the so-called Balkan route, Bosnian authorities have restricted the movement of migrants to the Una-Sana Canton and imposed disproportionate restrictions on entry to and exit from the temporary reception centres. While these restrictions are officially being presented as sanitary measures to prevent the spread of the virus and mitigate its consequences, they seem clearly disproportionate. Despite the current humanitarian crisis threatening hundreds of migrants living in abysmal conditions, local authorities have been calling for even further restrictions on movement.
1.	In light of the EUR 88 million that Bosnia has received since 2018 in order to strengthen its migration management capacities and address the immediate needs of refugees, asylum seekers and migrants, how does the Commission assess these restrictions on movement and what measures is it taking to ensure that they remain proportionate to the sanitary crisis?
2.	Is the Commission aware as to whether the Bosnian authorities intend to restrict the movement of migrants even further in existing or future reception centres?
3.	How will the Commission ensure that EU funds are not used to finance closed reception facilities at its borders?
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
