Subject:	Plant protection products
Under Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council, producers, suppliers, distributors, importers and exporters of plant protection products must keep records for at least 5 years of the plant protection products they produce, import, export, store or place on the market. Professional users of plant protection products must keep records for at least 3 years of the plant protection products they use, specifying the product name, the time and the dose of application, the area and the crop where the plant protection product was used. They must make the relevant information contained in these records available to the competent authority on request. Third parties such as the drinking water industry, retailers or residents, may request access to this information by addressing the competent authority.
Does the Commission intend to amend this regulation to oblige users of plant protection products to publish the information on their use of these products, for example on the official websites of the competent authorities, so that this information is easily accessible at all times?
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
