Subject:	Anti-dumping proceedings regarding imports of steel wind-turbine towers from the People’s Republic of China
The Commission is looking into potential dumping with regard to imports of steel wind-turbine towers from the People’s Republic of China. On the basis of information obtained by the industry, it is estimated that Chinese manufacturers are selling their products on the European market at prices around 50% lower than the cost of production. While the investigation is ongoing, DG Trade has not put provisional measures in place, leaving European manufacturers unprotected. The investigation is due to conclude in December 2021. Definitive measures are an option, and any failure to adopt such measures would hamper the economic and industrial transformation and efforts to hit the ambitious environmental and digital targets supported by Next Generation EU funds. This problem is compounded by the recent introduction of tariffs by the US Government, which has made life more difficult for the industry.
1.	What does the Commission think about the closure of eight production plants and the loss of 4 500 (direct and indirect) jobs as a result of this dumping?
2.	Does the Commission take the view that fact that no solutions have been implemented in this case means that European producers are being sufficiently protected against the People’s Republic of China?
3.	How is effective competition on a level playing field going to be guaranteed now and in the future?
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
