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Subject:	Financial instruments intended to ensure the inclusivity of the EU ‘Erasmus+’ and ‘European Solidarity Corps’ programmes.
On 22 October 2021 Commission decided to ensure the inclusivity of the ‘Erasmus+’ and ‘European Solidarity Corps’ programmes.
This entails using new financial instruments to benefit less advantaged participants. The decision also reportedly means taking specific measures to support participants before, during and after their participation in these programmes, for instance by means of preparatory visits, linguistic support and personalised assistance.
Given that that all young Europeans should benefit from EU programmes irrespective of their socio-economic background, can the Commission say:
1.	how much will the these financial measures be worth and when will they be made available?
2.	will associations targeting disadvantaged groups be able to benefit from this financial aid?
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
