In November 2021, Parliament adopted Draft amending budget No 6[footnoteRef:0] which mobilised EUR 1.3 billion from three European financial instruments (funds from the Neighbourhood, Development and International Cooperation Instrument, the Emergency Support Instrument, and the Flexibility Instrument). The aim was to enable the Commission to donate 200 million vaccine doses to partner countries, in particular through COVAX. Each vaccine dose donation purchased by the EU cost EUR 6.50.
1.	Given that these vaccine doses were purchased exclusively using EU budget funds, could the Commission explain specifically how these 200 million doses were purchased?
2.	Was this done based on the quotas of Member States or did the Commission sign a new contract with the manufacturer(s)? If so, is the Commission going to make this contract publicly available?
3.	Finally, which vaccine did the Commission purchase for EUR 6.50 per dose, and how was this price determined?
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
