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SUGGESTIONS
The Committee on Civil Liberties, Justice and Home Affairs calls on the Committee on Budgetary Control, as the committee responsible, to incorporate the following suggestions into its motion for a resolution:
1.	Points out the role of the European Union Agency of Law Enforcement Training (‘CEPOL’ or ‘the Agency’) in providing national law enforcement experts with information on latest developments in the fields of security, law enforcement and information exchange, and in facilitating the sharing of best practices;
2.	Welcomes the fact that the Court of Auditors ('the Court') has declared the transactions underlying the annual accounts of CEPOL for the financial year 2019 to be legal and regular in all material respects and that its financial position on 31 December 2019 is fairly represented; recalls that the budget of the Agency increased from EUR 15 to 21 million (+40%) while its staff decreased from 51 to 43 (-15.6%) compared to 2018;
3. 	Repeats its concern that CEPOL continues to suffer from a high staff turnover and a limited number of applications from other Member States; reiterates its worries that this might impact the operations of the Agency; notes in this regard that the Staff Regulations offer the necessary flexibility for labour market conditions prevailing in the Union to be taken into account when recruiting officials in order to address the specific needs of the institutions; calls on CEPOL to take measures to improve the situation; urges the Agency to take into account the geographical balance when recruiting new staff;
4.	Expresses its satisfaction that CEPOL has completed two out of the outstanding recommendations of the Court, namely the ones concerning the e-procurement and the tendering with a  very low financial offer;
5.	Highlights the observation made by the Court according to which the Agency continues to publish the vacancy notices only on its own website and on social media, but not on the website of EPSO; regrets that despite the recommendations of the Court and of the Parliament this issue remains unsolved in 2019 and notes that the Angency started to publish its vacancies on EPSO website in 2020;
6.	Stresses that the Court found weaknesses in the internal controls system used in the procurement procedure of the Agency; notes with approval the Agency's corrective actions concerning processes for internal control following findings by the Court concerning inappropriate approval of certain budgetary commitments by personnel who were not authorised to approve them; calls on CEPOL to ensure full compliance with applicable rules;
7.	Expresses its satisfaction that CEPOL trainings are closely aligned with the requirements voiced by the EU Policy Cycle EMPACT groups while expertise was secured from Member States, Europol, Eurojust, Frontex, EJTN, FRA, EASO and other stakeholders;
8.	Welcomes the fact that in 2019 CEPOL carried out 327 training activities which saw the participation of 34,723 police officers; also expresses its satisfaction with the opening in 2019 of the CEPOL Cybercrime Academy (CCA) which gave the opportunity to 100 students to increase their knowledge and that another 28 students were able to graduate from the European Joint Master Program (EJMP);
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
