Subject:	Construction of a golf course within the Natura 2000 area of Cape Greco and the leasing of 59 hectares of land in the forest of Ayia Napa
According to press reports in Cyprus (POLITIS newspaper, 27 June 2018), on 26 June 2018 the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Cyprus adopted a new timetable for obtaining the required permits for, and implementing, all golf course developments in the area in question.  In doing so, the government has essentially decided to create a golf course within the Natura 2000 area of Cape Greco and to lease 59 hectares of land in the forest of Ayia Napa. 
Bearing in mind that Natura 2000 sites are protected areas because of their distinctive biodiversity, that the sites in question are of the highest environmental importance both for Cyprus and the EU as a whole and that the Natura 2000 network constitutes a legal European guarantee that such areas will be protected, will the Commission say: 
–	Is it  aware of the grave consequences of the interventions under way in the area of Cape Greco and in the forest of Ayia Napa? 
–	What measures does it intend to take to ensure that the implementation of the laws of the Republic of Cyprus complies with EU Directives on the management and conservation of nature and wildlife in protected areas?
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
